‘This chureh
was founded 1n 1849, being five years
after starting a mission on the site of
the present city of St. Paul.

Orf the clergy present last aight were
Bishop Fowler, Rev. William McKin-
ley, presiding elder of the distriet;
Rev. Robert Forbes, Rev. Frank Dpran,
pastcr of the ehureh; Rev. Aaron ‘Tur-
ner and Rev. James Door.

The pariors were tilled with members
of the congregation seated by the several
long tables. The younger ladies ana
gentlemen of the congregation served
the elder coes at luncn. The chande=
liers were decorated with live oak
leaves.

Rev. Frank Doran presided as toast-
master, and made happy allusions in
introducing the speakers. He began
alluding to the occasion being the hap=
piest day 1 the history of the state
tfrom the fact that a large eclass had
graduated from Hamline university (1
Methodist insutution), and another
large class is expected to graduate next
year.

J. I, George, a well known attorney,
was introduced to respond to the roast,
*The Church from the Lawyer’s Staad-

point.” lis speech was apropos and
humorous. ile suggested that the

church members should be known as
suclh on the streets and iu business, so
that the young would not take the busi-
ness man for a model unless it be the
Christian business mau.

Bishop Charles H. Fowler. of Minne-
apolis, was then intrcduced as the great
est of all the bishops, and he delivered
one of his characteristic and able chureh
social addresses. He alluded to tne
debt of the ecburch and intimated that
his sympathy for the under dog in the
fight prompted him to help the ehureh
until it gets on top.  He found hosts ot
men out of the church who pay tneir
debts and are reputed honest basi-
ness wen, but he regarded
the church as much the cheap-
est way to get into goud society.
Men out of church Lave to spend vast
suws on vine dinners, follies and fitiery
to zet into society, while a wmuch
smaller expenditure in the church
would introduce him into society and
make hiin fit for good assceiates across
‘the river Styx. Herelated several in-
stances to iilustrate the need of wmen
living right and being Christians in
order to secure future happiness as well
as present respeciability. He regarded
the world as a place not for gambling
but for developwment.

J. C. Quimby, who for twenty-two
vears has been treasurer of the Jackson
Street church, ana of the Central Park
chiureh, its successor, made a financial
statement. coupled with a brief ad-
dress. OUthers made short speeches and
the banquet closed amid congratuiations
on the pleasures of the oceasion.

BISHOP FOWLER SPEAKS. [ BOMBARDED WITH HAIL

1HE BEAUT FUL CITY OF VIENNA SUF- | T

FERS SEVIR:LY.

SEVERAL PEOPLE KILLED.

Streams of Halilstones the Size
or Hazel Nuts Smashed Over
100,000 Windows—Emperor's
Palace Badly Damaged and
the Beautiful Gardens De-
stroyed—Immense Damage.

Loxpox, June 8.—A dispateh to the
Times from Vienna says the worst hail
storm that ever visited this city eom-
menced at 7 o’clock yesterday morning.
Deunse copper-colored clouds rose with
alarming rapidity. The wind drove
the dust in columns to the height of
a four-story house; sthen the hail
began to fall and covered the city
to the depth of six to eightinches. 1n
less than fifteen minutes the city looked
as if it had undergone bombardment. 1t
is estunated that 100,000 windows were
broken.

Five hundred panes of glass were
broken in the ninistry of commerce
building alone, and six hundred in the
palace.

In the upper floors and the emperor’s
wing of the palace hardly a pane re-
mains unbroken. In a large mill on the
Danube nearly 4,000 panes were
smashed. The hailstones averaged the
size of hazeluuts, and deseended in
streams. ‘I'nree deaths are reported as
due to falling trees. [llorses were
frightened by the stormm and ran away,
cauasing numerous accidents.

Serious damage was done 1n a place
outside of Viennia, where a force of
artillery, with thirty-two guns, was
overtaken. The horses bolted with
fright in all directions, and thirty sol-
diers soon lay helpless on the ground.
Some of them were run over aund one was
killed. ‘“l'hree officers were seriously in-
Jured. Many persons were braised by the
hail ia the principai streets. The beau-
liful gardens of the city are a pitiful
sight. The trees are stripped of their
leaves, the flowers destroyed and the
avenues strewn with branches and
small trees. The fronts of many
houses have the appearance of having
been the target for a musketry volley.
Telegraph and telephoune wires were
blown down and the wires stretehed on
the ground like huge cobwebs, causing
the death of thousands of birds and
stunning many horses.

The thermometer during the storm
sank to 10 Reaumur. 1t is feared that
great damage has been done to the
crops, Reports from Presburz show
that place was visited by a disastrous
haii storin and that the vinevards were
almost ruined. Violent storins have oe-
curred during the week at Ogdenburg,*
Veszpriw and in Croatia. luaense
damage is reported to have been done.

SAMOA WAR SCARE.

Every Prospect of Bloody Fight=
ing at an Fariy Date.

API1A, Sainoa, May 22, per Steamship
Mariposa, via San Francisco, June 7.—
There is no abatement in the war scare,
noiwithstanding the presence of three
ships of war, and thereis 2very prospect
of serious and oOloody fighting at an
early date. Two couflicts have vecurred
between small parties of rival troops,
which have resulted in four being
killed. Both -parties- have occupied a
strong defensive position. ‘Lhe govern-
ment is intrenched on the hill whieh
was held by the Tamasese party during
the fight of 1883, while rhe reb:ls are
in force about - three-quartersi of a
mile distant, on anotber hiil. Both posi-
tions are almost impregnable without
the aid of cannon by wiich they might
be shelled. Itis greatly feard that the
governmentparty will be beaten. Itis
in a state of thorouzh demoralization.

The Aana rebel contingent, con-
sequent  upon its . promise to
the consuls, surrendered fifty guns
to the government. They, how-

ever, refuse to fulfill other promises
made by them, and announce their in-
tention of joining the Atua party of
rebels. The German war ship Buzzard
arrived May 12. There are now two
German war ships here, and many
rumors are afloat as to what their inten-
tions are, aund annexation or German
protectorate are freely spoken of among
the German residents. The British ship
Curacoa is a!so in the harbor. * Tae Or-
lando, with Admiral Bowdcia Smith on
board, is expected 12 Samoa about June
15. J.J. Bennett, special arent ot the
United States, arrived here by the Mec-
nowai, for the purpose of drrestipg
August O. Hagen, wanted in New York
for forgery. He was a cléerk in the Ex-
change National bank, and is charged
with defrauding the bank of over $30,-
000. Although Samoa has no extradi-
tion treaty with the States, King Malie-
toa had the man arrested and will hand
him over today to Bennett, on the Mari-
posa.

HAWAIPS C)OVV ANTION.

The British Minister Does Not At-
tend, and There 1s Much Coma=
ment.

Ho~oLuLu, May 8l.—via S. S. Mari-
posa, San Francisco, June 7.—The long-
looked-for constitutional econvention
met yesterday. ‘T'he assemblage gath-
ered in the hall -formaerly used as
meeting place for legzislatures of the:
royalists. None of the old-time pomp
and ceremony marked the ‘occasion.
The room was full of people, and all
foreign diplomatic and consular corps
were present, with the exeeption. of the.
representatives of ‘England and Portu-
gal. Mmister Wolehouse, the British
minister residznt, was ask2a to be pres-
ent, but sent a formal, reply stating he
could not be there, but°giving no reason
for his auction. The birthday of Queen
Victoria, only a tew davs ago, ac the
special request of Mr. Wodehouse, was
fittingly ackunowledged by the Hawaiian
government, and his action is rezarded
as extraordinary. Tne Portuguese
consul is at present in San Francisco.
Thneceremony of opening the conveuntion
was very brief. President Dole read
au address to the members, atter which
an adjournment was taken to today.
The steamer Iwalani returned Tuesday
from Neckar i1sland. Minister of
the Interior King, at the head of the
expeditiop,raised tneHawaiian flag over
the little lava rock, and Hawaii now
owns more property. The new acquisi-
tion is & perfectly barren island, of no
use whatever, except as a possible rest-
ing place for the proposed cable,

A DUKE’S ESTATE.

Millions Divided Between
the Two Contestants,

LoNDoN, June 7.—The contest over
the estate of the late Duke of Sutherland
has been settled. It was to have come
up for hearing in the probate division
of the hizh courtof justice, Lord Jeune
p{esiding. today, but counsel asked the
indulgence of the court for a brief con-
ference. After a few minutes’ absence
in an ante-room, counsel returned and
announced an arrangement had been
reached that was satisfactory to all
parties. -

According to the Westminster Ga-
zette, the dowager duchess receives
the sumcf 2,500,000 down andjantananity
of £25,000, the Duke of Sutherland tak-
ing the residus of the estate.

the international conference and jubi-

lee celebration of the Y. M. C. A, vis-
ited Windsor today and were re-
celved at the station by the mayor

and municipal authorities. The del-
egates later, by special permission
of the queen, inspected ‘lae Al-

bert mausoleum, the Royal gardens
at Frogmore, the late prince consort’s
model farm, the royal stables and the
stategapartments. Luncheon was served
ina marquee in Windsor park, after
which the deleirates assembled on the
quecen'’s private garvden and were
photographed. The farewcll meeting
of the delegates took place here.
Duaring the afternoon a number of
the delegates visited Eton collere and
viewed the aneient school rooms, chapel
and livrary, President Williains was
not well, and did not ascompany the
delegates to Windsor. P. E. Webb
moved that the deiegates send a tele-
gram to the queen thanking her majesty
for the exceptional privilege that had
been granted to them.

Count Bernsternortt seconded the res-
olution, and expressed the gratitude of
all the foreign delegates for the hearty
reception which had been accorded
to them by the English Christians, from
the queen to the president. The reso-
lution was carried unanimously. A tel-
egram was then received from Priuce
Oscar of Sweden, expressing hearty
thanks to his Eunglish bretaren. and
especially the jubilee council, for their
generous hospitality.

CROCKER NOT WORTH

MOUR HUNDRED THOUSAND

ikni 1861, bat in 1869, When the
Central Pacific Road Was Fin-
ished, They Had Ten -Millions
Each—House Committee Con-
siderinz the Question of Re-
funding the Railroad’s Debt.

WASHINGTON, June 7.—The house
reommittee on the Pacific railways gave
:a hearing today to the Californians who
‘are opposed to the refunding of the debt
'of the Central Pacific. Ex-Congressinan
‘Charles G. Sumner said’ he protested
:for the perople of Caiifornia against
the funding scheme which would
‘perpetuate the present management—
one which had Dbrought deplorable
moral, political and fnancial calamity
upon that state. He went into an ex-
haustive history of the road; declared
that its cost had not exceeded £30,000,-
000, and that he thought it could be

shown- to have been about “$15,-
000,000. Stanford, Huntington, Hop-
kins and Crocker had not been worth

$400,000 ali told in 1861 and in 1869
when the road was finished they were
worth 310,000,000 »ach. Crocker had re-
signed from the directorate to make
construction contracts with the others.
Eighty per cent of the enormous divi-
dends had gone into the pockets
of Stanford, Crocker, Hopkius . and,
Huntington. Mr. Sumner explained the
California law which made stockholders
responsible for debts of a corporation.
Representative Maguire explained that
the statute of limitations of California
did not apply to the goverument. Mr.
Boatner, of Louisiana, repeated a state-
ment made to him recently byPresidént
Huntington that he (Huntingtonyhad
never had more than four or ten shares
of

his stoek being in the Finance and Con-
struction company.

Mr. Sumner held that it was not:
recessary for the government to’ take:
control of the property, suggesting that
the road might be turned over to the
hoiders of the first nortzage. It was
probably true, he admitted,as President
Huntingtou had said, that the. preseunt
tratfic rates could not be reduced with-
out impairing the value of the property,
sinee it had to pay 6 per cent per annum
ot an indebtedness double its cost and
three times its present value.

Mr. Summer sawd that Mr. Hunting.
ton had admitted baving spent over a
inililon .n past congresses for legisla-
tion. lIncidentaliy, Mr. Sumner charged
that the Centrai Pacitic had corrupted
judges aud legislatures, and had de-
bauched the polities of California.

Representative Geary, of California,
said he could not suvscribe to the
charges that the judiciary of California
was debauched.

*“I do not mean to make wholesale
charges against the judiciary,” re-
spanded Mr. Sumnér, **but I nave a
challenge from a legislator of 1y own
state,”” he countinued excitedly, and I
acecept it. Lsay that the Centrai Pacific
bas corrupted judges. juries and iegis-
lators or Calitornia, when its interest
