There was a meeting yesterday after-
noon of the coufersnce committee, and
as might have been expected a  slight
tinge of polities was mixed with the
session. This tinge arose trom the late
attemptof the defeated-Republicans to
orgaunize the assembly, contrary.to law
augd {o the charter;.and _as was but nat-
-ural for them, an “attempt was made at
yesterday’s meeting to have the presi-
dent of the'tump -assembly recog nized
Ly the committee. Althouxh the R:-
publicans ‘have a slight :tnajority of one

| in this committee, thair atteampt feti tat

thirough the firniness of Mayar Smith.

There were present-Mayor Sith,
Comptrolier McCardy, K. B. Bement, of
the water voard; President Wiltrich, of
the school board, and City Eugineer
Rundiett, also the members of the vari-
ous other boards entitled to seats on the
coinmittee. And lastbut not least there
were President Van Slyke, of the as-
sembly, and Mr. Copeland, aspirant for
the same position through the rump
organization.

The meeling was called to order by
City Clerk Prendergast, who announced
that the committee was without a chair-
man. Thereupon Mayor Smith was
elect to fill the post occupied up to May
5 by Mavor Wrizht. :

On roll call, when the citv clerk called
“president of the assembly.” both
Messrs. Van Slyke and Copeland an-
swered the call. Comptroller McCardy
said that he objected to having Mr. Van
Sl¥k.: serve on the eommittee until the
matter in controversy should -have been
settled in the courts. To this Mayor
Smith replied that the committee had
no jurisdiction to determine the ques-
tion; that Mr. Van Slyke was presideat
de facto of the assembly as duly organ-
ized. :

At this point Mz:. Copeland offered a
report and desired thatit be received.
Again Mayor Smith quietly, but firmly,
informed the auxious genileman that he
could not recoguize him as a member of
the committee or receive any report
from him.

The customary reports from the city
officers and boards were then presented,
but on motion their reading was dis-,
pensed with and they were placed on
file. Again Mr. Copeland called atten-
tion to the fact that he had a report:
upon the table and asked that it be re-:
ceived. And azain the mayor rewarded
him with the same answer and squelched
the ardor of the member of the rump
house.

Mr. Wheelock, after a brief consulta-
tion with Corporation Attorney Cham-
berlain. who was in waiting, said that
he hoped the committee would not take
a one-sided view of the controversy and
decide who was president of the assem-
bly before the courts had decided the
question. He was not in favorofigiviig
any oificial weight to either side. 3

Mayor Smith replied that the- legis-
lative bodies of the city government
were duly orzanized and were recog-
nized by the authorities. -

“By what authorities?” queried Mr.
Copeland. ‘

*By all,” said the mayor..
no cierk.” -

**I beg your pardon,”” came Copeland’s
rejoinder. **We have-a clerk.”

“There i3 a properly elected clerk,
and no other is-authorized by law to
act,”” said the mayor. Mr. Copeland
then relapsed into silence, and Attorney
Chamberlain said that the question as
to who is a “*de facto” officer eould not
be determined by the committee. Mr.
Wheelock arose and said that he de-
sired to claiin his right to file a formal
protest against the raling of Mayor
Smith, and wanted the protest entered
upon the record. This was done, and
Mr. Copeland allowed to take such con-
solation outiof the fact as he might
elect. Mr. Van Slyke offered a com-
munication, in which he stated that, as
the charter did not require of himto
file a report untii the next regular meet-
ing, he had not yet piepared it.

Another objection was raised by the
Republican members of the committee,
Lut Mayor Smith ordered the commuuvi-
cation to be received and placed on file.
Comptroller McCardy informed the
committee that there was no money in
the treasury to meet the contraets,
which, he understood, the school board
was about to make for the building of

new school houses. It had been sup-
posed that a balance of $60,000 would
acerue to the school board after all the
taxes of 1894 had been coliected and
the apportionment tor the school board
had been set aside. But the taxes are
not all collected, and he desired to in-
form the committee that under these
circumstances the contracts would not
be valid. Mr. Willrich replied that
there was no danger that- the - board
would make .any contracts for which
there were no funds. All that had been
done was to secure some plans, which
could be used at any time when it was
desired that new buildings should be
erected. : :

Mr. Wheelocg then moved that the
committee adjourn to the next regujar
meeting in July, as by that time all
matters would have been adjusted. As
there was no speeial business to aitract
the attentiou of the committee the mo-
tion prevailed.

MUNICIPAL REFORM..

Lecture on Parkhurst Movement
= —Poor Attendance.

. “The andience was so small at the Peo-
ple’s church last night to hear the
steriopticon lecture of W. H. Tolman
upon municipal reform that it was dis-
appointing to speaker and listeners.
Rev. John Paul Egbert, D. D., of the
House of Hope church, was expected to
speak fifteen minutes introducing the
{ecturer, but he only spoke briefly. He
expressed sorrow at such a small au-
dience turning out, and also sorrow
that so" few are interested 1n muaicipal
reform  education. He thought . the
children should be educated on the sub-
ject-of taking the business out of the
range of partisan politics.
Mr. Tolman, of New York, then took
_the platform and lectured ‘on. affairsin
the tenement district and the sweating
‘llouses of New York. The lecture was
illustrated by views taken by him in
going through the slums of New York.
‘I'he speaker said he believed the time
has come for churches to assume the
leadership m muricipal reform. He
touched on the coodition of wages, as
well as the miserable homes of the peo-
ple in the slums. He believed in eom-
pelling the landlords to make their
teneéments clean and deceut or other-
wise for the city to own lodging houses
and rent them at reasonable ratesto
lodgers. The question of wages should
be looked into so as to protect the
laborers as well as the. dispenser of
Zoods and wares. He also advocated
looking after the character of the im-
migraticn, and gave .views of people
whom he declared should never have
been permitted to Jeave their native
homes to come to the United States.
The lecturs will be repeated to-night,
and a larger audience is looked for.
