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MADIGAN 15 DEFEATED.

REDWOOD COUNTY ATIORIIEY 'UST ;

* SERVE OUT SENTENCE

FOR THE CRIME OF PERJURY.

Justice Canty, in Writing the
Opinion of the Supreme Coart,
Finds That Madigan in His
Own Testimony in the Trial
Below Made Fatal Admissions
—Other Important Decisiohs.

Ex-County Attorney Madigan, of Red
wood county, serving sentence inthe
penitentiary uader conviction for per-
jury, gets no reliaf in his appeal to the
supreme court for a new trial. Judge
Canty in writing the opinion discusses
the nine points raised by the appeliant,
coneluding, as the syllabus shows, that
none of the exceptions or claims of
error were well taken; that the pre-
ponderance of testimony was not con-
flicting, that the court below was not in.
error 1n rulings upon the trial, nor in
refusing to grant a new trial.

The testimony upen which the ac-
cused was convicted was published in
extenso at the time of the trial, and
nothing has sinee transpired to iapeach
it. 1n the opinion of Judge Canty he
finds that the accused in his own testi-
mony made fatal adniissions which go to
corroborate the claim of the prosecution
and the statements of Rowmnes, the
prosecuting witness. The decision of
the supreme court leaves Madigan to
serve out his sentence unless it may be
remitted, in part, by executive clem-
eney.

The syvllabi are as follows:

CANTY, J.
1. Where in an indictment for per-
jury it is assigped as perjury that the

accased in ap gffidavit for attachment
swore falselv That he was the attorney
for the pls um.ﬁ Tu the attachment suit,
held that itis net necessary to allege 1n
the indietment that the accused was an
attorney at law.

2. Held though the statute does not
require it to appear in the affidavit for
attachment that such person making the
aflidavit is an attorney for the plaintiff
thierein, his right to make 1t must
affirmatively appegr somewhere in the
attachment proceddings before the writ
can rightfully issueand it may properly
appear in such affidavit and is material,
and if knowingly false perjury may be
assigned upon 1t.

3. Held 1t is uot necessary to aver in
an indictment that matter assigned as
perjury is material when it appears
from the facts set out in the indictment
that it is material,

4. l1ield the preduction of an affida-
vit regular in formm with proof thatthe
accused signed it and that the
officer before whom it purports to be
sworn 1o signed the jurat and affixed
his seal, is sufficient evidence on the
trial on such an indictment that the ac-
cused actually swore to the aflidavit.

5. If the evidence offered tends to
prove the comwmission of tie crime
charged in the iudictment, 1t is not in-
competent beeaus: it also tends to prove
the commission of the accused of an-
other crime.

6. Held the assignments of error as
to the charge are noet weil taken.

7. Where the afiidavits in support of
a motion are contradicted by counter
aflidayits the finding of the court below
on the disputed facts is econclusive if
there is any evidence to sustain it.

8. \Where soine of the jurors drank
intoxicating liquor during the trial, but
before retiring to eonsider thelr verdict;

Held, on a moticn for a new trial this
raises a presumption against the valid-
ity of the verdiet, whick may be rebut-
ted by showing thatin faet such jurors
were not intoxieated.

9. Held, 1t is not errorto deny a mo-
tion fur a new triai made on the ground
that one of the jurors did not under-
stand the English fanzoage when the
moving party had an opportanity to as-

certain that fact and challenge the
juror for that cause before he was
sworn.

QUO WARRANTO.

- Judge Canty handed down a rule upon
applicatious in quo warranto whicn is
of importance to litigantsand attorneys,
the motion in‘the case being denied:

In re the motion of George R. Whitcomb et
al. for leave to file information i1 the na-
ture of quo warranto vs. W, E. Lockerby
and T. A. Loecke. Apphcauon denied.

Caxry, J.

This is an application for leave to file
an information in the nature of quo
warranto by some of the alleged stock-
holders and officers of a private corpo-
ration to try the right of some others to
hold certain offices in the ecorporation.
In the case of State vs. Dowlan, 33 Min-
nesota, 536, it was held by this court:
*“We are 'uneed that_the granting of
leave to file an information (especially
upan the application of a private per-
son)is within he diseretion of the court,
and that leave ought not to be granted
where the law furnishes another rem-
edy, unless under special anda extep-
tional circumstances.” Chapter 79,
General Statutes 1878, furmshes another
remedy, and there are no such special
or cxceptional circumstancesin this case
as would take it out of the ruie.

Neither do we wish to be understood
as holding that there is no other such
remedy except that provided by chapter
79, which must be brought by the attor-
my geuneral. Section 1 of chapter 80,
R. S. 1851, alolished the writ of quo
warranto and provided the remedy now
found in said chapter 79. Chapter 122,
R. S. 1866, repealed the provision of
1851, but re-enacted all of said chapter
€0 thereof, except the first section,which
abolished quo warranto. Whether this
did not revive the common law writ of
quo warranto, as # writ to be issued by
the district court, it is not necessary
here to decide.

OTHER DECISIONS.

In the matter of the receivership of James
shea, insolveut, Daniel H. Moon, receiver,
npp(hm! vs. J. and L. Wineman etal.,
respondents. Order affirmed. CANTY, J.
When an insolvent and the receiver

of his property under the insolvency
law enter into a conspiracy by which
the receiver agrees to-sell the property
to a third party and have the third
party transier it to the wife of the in-
solvent for his benefit:

Held such sale by receiver is fraudu-
lent and void as to creditors, and the re-
ceiver is chargeable with the full value
of the property so sold wher that is
more than the price received for the
property.

Held, further, that an ex parte order
confirming such sale is not conclusive
as against the creditors, but may be set
asxue by direci proceedings for that pur-

P Ucld the evidence in this case is suf-
ficient to sustain the order declaring
fraudulent and setting aside such sale.

Where, on an application of the re-
ceiver in such a case to settle his final
account, a part only of the creditors ob-
ject and demand that the receiver ac=
count for the full value of the property
80 fraudulently sold, and the court so
ordered,

Held. such order inures to the bene-
fit of all the creditors who have not
waived their right to attack such sale
by taking some position inconsistent
with thatright.

prehensive F’resentation,

From the forthcoming report of the
voard of corrections and charities, pre-
pared by Secretary H,H.Hartand-soon to
be putjto press,the h‘hlowiuz condensed
suminary of the result of the eighth semwi-
annual state pauper census, taken in
Decewmber, 1893. will be found of public

interest. As was to be expected, the |

number of persons receiving public re-
lief was greatly increased over the num-
ber in December, 1892. The total nume
ber of persons receiving public relief in
December, 1803, was. 11,999, as against
6,421 in Decewber, 1892 and “7,450 in
December, 1890; an increase of 87 per
per ceot over 1892, butan mcrease of
only 63 per cent over 1890.

~ The nuwmber of paupers in seventy.
seveu counties, notincluding Hennepin,
Ramsey and St. Louis counties, was
4,905, as against 8,655 in 1892, and ~8,981
in 1890; an increase of” 85 per ceént over
1892, but only 20 per cent over 1890,

The number of paupers in the three
counties of Hennepin, Ramsey and St.
Louis was 7,097, as against 2,766 in 1892,
an increase of 157 per cent, but an in-
crease of -only 105 per cent over the
number reported in 1890. The board of
control of the city of St.. Paul in making
its report for this census, calls attention
to the fact that a very large proportion
of those reported do not belonz to the
pauper class. They never received awd
before and probably never will again,
but have been driven to accept public
aid by the impossibility of obtaining
work at their usual employments. ‘The
same thing is undoubtedly true in
other counties of the state also. Thir-
teen countles show no inerease over the
number of paupers in 1892; Aitkin,
Clay, Cook, Crow Wing, Faribault, Fill-
more, Freeborn, Meeker, Norman, Olm-
sted. Sherburne, Sjbley and Watonwan.
Eight counties show an increase of less
than 10 per cent: Becker, Brown, Da-
kota, Pope, Rice, Scott and Waseca.
Nine show an iucrease of 10 to 25 per
cent; Anoka, Benton, Chisago, Dodze,
Le Sueur, Stevens, Wabasha, Wadena
and Washington, making a total of 30
couniies out of 80 in which the number
of paupers increased less than 25 per
cent over that of December, 1892.

It is interesting to vbserve that this

list of thirty ecounties includesa come
pact group of twelve counties in the
eastern and southern part of the state
which seem to have been very little at-
fected by the hard times, namely:
Washington, Dakota, Guodhue, Waba-
sha, Dodge, Freeborn, Faribault, Wa-
seca, Steele, Olmsted, Sibley, Le Suear.
‘To these ight also be added the adja-
cent counties of Chisago, Anoka, Meek-
er, Sherburne and Watonwan. They
include all of the southeastern couunties
of the state -except Winona, Houston,
Fillmore and Mower counties, and they
are all counties 1n which diversified
farming prevails.

On_the other hand, thirty-five coun-
ties show an Imcrease of more than 50
per cent: Bigz Stone, Carleton, Cotton-

-wood, Grant, Houston, Hubbvard, 1tasca,

Jackson, Kanabeé, Kandiyohi. Kittson,
Lincoln, Lyor, MecLeod, Marshall, Mar-
tin, Mille Lacs., Morrison Mower.

The number of paupers bearded in
poorhouses, hospitals and private fami-
lies in 77 counties, excluaing Hennepin,

| Ramsey and St. Louis counties, was 502,

as azaiust 397 in- Deceinber, 1841, an in-
crease of 21 per cent. The number in
the three counties of Heannepin, Ramsey
and St. Louis was 619, as against 462 in
1892, an increase of 34 per cent. The
number in the eutire state was 1,121, as
against 859 in 1892, an increase of 380
percent. The increase has been chiefly
m temporary “‘outdoor’ rellef.

ASSOCIATED CHARITIES

Report to Executive Committee—
Suggestions to the Public.

In his report to the executive com-
mittee of -Associated Charities, Secre=
tary Hart makes the following state-
ments and comments in regard to the
local situation:

**May, 1894, brought to our attention
about the same number of new families
as did May, 1893. ‘f'his is not a good
iudication, when we consider the large
number ot families which we investi-
gated during the intervening mouths;
however, in proportion to our popula—
tion, I believe we have less uneniployed
today than many other cities.'

““The natioual conference of charities
and corrections, held in May at Nash-
ville, was a gathering nmotable for thuse
whno were present and for the subjects
discussed. The meetings were well at-
tended and interesting from first to last.
1 found the personal . conferences, with
workers, as helpful as the best meet-
ings. A delegate well said, ‘Such a
conference reduces the cuan ot taition In
the school of experience.” 1 was again
made deeply to feel our need of a judi-
cious represeutative council, on whose
decisions should rest the charitable
action concerning many families whose
conditions are unusual.

**No class, except the beggarly, are
exempt from suffering as a result of
these times. But no set of men appeal
more to my sympathies than those who
have labored and sacrificed to make
payments on homes and the necessities,
which are now jeopardized. These peo-
ple nake no compiaint so bitterly as the
complaint that those who have not prac-
ticed economy or thrift get on as well
as others now, and more readily receive
the assistance of the charitable. The
fact that gifts to the thriftiess and indo-
fent teud to discourage providence and
industry, should be well cousidered in
all treaunent of the destitute.”
