The special commitiee, eonsisting of
Supt.

Okerberg as a teacher of wmodeling and
wood carving in the manval training
school was taken up, baving already
been discussed by the committee, who
had not been able to arrive at any de=
cision in the matter.

Ald. Murphy presented a resolution
to direct the city - railway company to
operate forthwith a sufficient number of
through cars on the Riee street line on
Sundays, without compelling passengers
to transfer at the juunction of the Como
and Rice street lines. Complaints are
made that the passengers are subjected
to vexatious delays on Sundays, as
nearly all the cars are run over the
Como line. The resoiuntion was adopted.
B 'The mayor was authorized to employ
six men for a period of three months at
350 a month to take dog census and
collect dog taxes, and to be bonded at
$300 each: aiso that the mayor appoint
five men with horse and wagon to assist
these officers at $3 'a day, the éx-
penses to be paid from the gener al
fund.

The passage of the pay roll of the
street and sewer forces came up. City
Engineer Rundlett was present and ex-
plained that when the last pay rol! was
passed four days had been added at the
other end of the month, which makes
the time now covered appear shorter.
Mr. Markham said he had no objection
to passing the pay roil whien it camne
properly before the board. The pay roll
was passed, all voting for it.

The police regulations for the public
parks were read, and on motion of Ald.
Markham the rules were suspended and
the orainance placed onits final passage
and adopted. ; .

Serenaded—Recounts His Euaros
. pean Journey.

- Dr. Gottfried Stamm returned Mon-
day from a three-inonths visit through
Europe. Yesterday numerous of his
friends became aware of the fact, and
called to give him a welcome, among
whom were old settlers who have known
the doctor during his twenty-two years’
residence in this eity. Dr. Stamm is
oune of the best and most faverably
known physielans in the city. He has
also: left his' impress upon the educa-
tional system of tue city, having been a
member of the board of education.

A GLOBE reporter called at the resi-
dence of the deetor last evening on
Smith avenue and fonnd him in a happy
frame of mind. He expressed his de-
light at being home again and said-that
he had become a little homesick before
reaching here. He declared that he is
miore thau ever in love with America.
