ANARCHY . OR LAW—-WHICH?

There is zood reason to believe that
the assassination of P’resident Carnot
was one of the results contemplated by
the organized bands of lawless anarch-
ists tu overturn atl the governmeats of
Europe. Close upon the heels of 'lhe,
tragedy at Lyons comes the intellizence
of a plot to kill the emperor of Russia
while he was in attendance upon the
conseeration of a church erected to the
memory ot his father. A wmagazine of
dynamite bombs was discovered in close
proximity to the church, and there was
cause to believe that it was the inten-
tion to explode them while the ceremo-
nies were guing on, and destray not only
the ewperor, but all those present on
the occasion.

Itis very evident that these enemies of
civil order—sworn foes to goveinment
of every sort—are themselves governed
by the most despotic 1aws that the in-
genuity of man could devise. That
they are oath=bound to secrecy, and to
the common defense and vengeance,
was long ago demonstrated. But re-
cent developments prove that they are
subject to a despotismm beside which
the rule of the czar is leniency personi-
fied. Upoun jcining the organization
the man surrenders his liberty abso-
lutely, and places his life at the dis-
posal of his associates. - If he reveals
any of the secrets of the cabal, he is
slain like a dog. If murder is decreed,
he may be called upan to execute the
decree at the iinminent peril, if not ab-
solute certainty, of meetiug death in its
most herrible form. I he succeeds in
slaying the condemned man, he may
himself be slain by his own weapon. If
he escapes this, he may be torn limb
from limb by an:inturiated mob. If ]
this fate should avoid him, the guillo-
tine confronts his vision, or t he knout,
followed by a hingering death, is his
portion. These gloomy prospects do
pot abate his enthusiasm or cause him
to falter in the prosecution of his fiend-
ish work, but he sets about it with the
utmost unconcern, disregarding all
precautions for his personal safety or
preparations for escape. He goes to his
death with the mien of a martyr,
shouting the praises of anarchy and an-
athemas upon the lieads qrall those in
authority.

The organization is a strange develop-
ment of human nature. The avoidance
of personal danger is a native instinct,
common alike to man and beast. But
the members of this band of disorgan-
izers scem to have lost this instinet, and
court rather than sbrink from; death.
They have no fear ot present pdin or
future punishment, evidently being of
the opinion that death ends all, and that
a few years taken from a man’s life are
of little consequence. ‘Fhey have no
hesitancy in approaching the threshold
of eternity, believing that all beyond
this life is a blank—oblivien.

This self-sacrifice might be accounted
for if the anarchists were struggling foer
somo ennobling principle or some ulti-
mate good tothemselves or their pos-
terity. But no such purpose is theirs.
They aim at the overthrow of all gov-
ernment and the return of the human
race to the conditions that surround the
brute creation, where the strong devour
the weak, and each member of a com-
munity is a law unto himself. They
would dissolve all marital ties, and ex-
tinguish the home and the -family from
aour ecopomy. They would destroy the
meentive to industry and frogality by
making it:hazardous to possess prop-
erty; they would throttle a love for the
beautiful by decreeing tlie “destruction
of works of art. They hold tirat there
is no sacredness in human life, but that
men may live as long as they can con-
tend amainst unequal odds, but ne
fonger. Their whole aiin is destructive
and varbaric. : ;

The menace to civilization defiantly
issued by this anarchistic cabal must ba
met manfuily and with detérmination.
Anarchy must be extinguished. or civil
government must ecease. ‘Fhe issue has
been fairly made. For a long time pub-
licmen on both eontinents affected to
regard the new heresy with disdain ana
indifference. But of late it has shown
its dangers too frequently. The out-
rages it has perpetrated have been dar-
ing as well as dastardly. -‘Uhe perpe-
trators have gone to their death with
joyful mien and defiant ‘boasts upon
their lips. Society and government are
Loth threatened, and it" is the duty of
both to unite in an effort to exterminate
tne hateful thing—a defianceto the laws
of nature and of man. Anarchy must
be exterminated, even if it shall be
necessary that the winrows of the dead
ghall encircle the earth. Itis a life-and-
death struggle. 1f zovernment 1s strong
enough, anarchy must die, . If anarchy
obtains the upper hand. all order will be
swept from the face of the earth, and
chaos will resume its sway.

Arrival of the Remains at the

Freach Capital.
“ PARIS, June 26.—The funeral train
bearing the remainsof the muradered
president of the republic arrived here
at 3:10 a. m. The prefect of the Seine,
M. Poubelle, and his staff; the prefect
of police, M. Loze, and his staff; the
railtoad officials and Gen. Sausslier, the
military governor of Paris. with his
staff, met the body at the statlon, which
was heavily draped. The ceremonies
at the railway terminus, however, were
private and consisted only in the for-
mal transfer of the remains to the pre-
fecture of the Seine. The casket was
placed in a hearse in the presence of
the officiais mentioued gnd the oflicers
of the late president's military house-
hold, headed by Gen. Borius, chiet of
the snlitary household, €apt. Jauregui-
berry and Col. Chamein, and escorted
to the Elysee palace, follawed by five
carriages, including a landau which
was occupied by Mme. Carnot and her-
three sons.

He Is Here to Observe American
Railroad Methods.

Last night the Burlington carrled out
over its line a Russian railroad man,
Vassily Andreevitch Ebeil, eommercial
agent of the Transcaucasian governe
ment railway, Traunscausia, Russia. Mr. |
Evell c:me in from Duluth yesterday
morning, where he landed from the
Northwest ou the Northern Steamship
company’s line. He is an interpreter,
and the objectoef his visithere is 1o walg
upon ail raitroads and gain information
of the way Americans condoct railroads.
Big operations will lose mostly west of
Chicago. Much machinery has been
sent to Russia, he says, for railroad shiop
use, as the result of his labors aud that
of two others who have preceeded him.
Russian railroad men view with great
appreciation the compound engine.

When finished the Transcaueasian
railway will have a total mileage, so
Mr. Evell says, of 9.000 miles.
