dicament. ravel Is very generally cutoff. and the price of all articles of foodmaterially increased.

Sensational Murder and Suicide
in Brussels.

This
morning a lady called on the
girl for the purpose of breaking the
friendship that existed between
her and the Belgian officer.

Roumanian in some manner learned o,
the relations between his sweetheart
and the Belgi i, and the knowledge
drove him into a frenzy ofrage. Taking
his revolver, he weut to the girl's room
and accused her of beiug faithless,
and taunted her with her disgrace..
Then, before any one could interfere to
prevent him, he shot the girl and killed
her, immediately afterward shootiug
himself. Allthe persons were well con-
nected, aud the affair has caused a sen-
sation.

Reports From Nearly 4,000 Grainl>ealere in Winter Wheat Die.

Toledo, 0., June 30.—Darin* thepast four day* C. A. King& Co. hare.received replies from 8.589 reliable
acrain dealers. They cover almost every
important point in the wheat states
which generally produce about two-thirds ot the winter wheat crop, and
nearly half of the total wheat crop of
the United States. Two hundred andforty reports cover 257 of the largerwheat-producing counties, .while 1,814
are from the less important.

The outlook now is for a yield above
an average . \

Ohio has the best and almost an ex-
cellent prospect. Out of 720 replies
from there, only 22 report the outlook
far below an average. Indiana prom-
ises nearly as well. Illinois.Michigan
and Missouri each have a good prospect
Reports from Kansas are very irreg-
ular, and the crop there will be Delow
an average. Some say the prospect is
the best Inyears, while others say it Is
a total failure. Out of 127 which say the
outlook is tor only half a crop or less, 106
are from Kansas. Of the total reports
958 say the prospect is excellent; 1,586,
(rood;620 an average crop; 186 a trifle
below and 109 a poor crop. Each of the
six states promised better than a year
ago. Illinois and Kansas have an in-
creased acreage.and willhave materially
more than the short crop of last year.
IMissouri has recently shown an im-
provement, and . but. for the smalleracreage would have as good a crop as in
1892. Only 436 reports say the prospects
are any worse than a year ago; 1,063
say It is about the same ;1,196 a trifle
better, and 682 much better than a year
ago. •-: -,;• ',-

Quality willbe excellent ifthe crop I*
secured as it now looks. Allof the
states say that itpromises to be better
than a year ago except Michigan, where
many say it is too early to ludge. Illi-nois, Missouri and Jvansas had only an
average quality list year. Missouri
\u25a0hows the greatest improvement. Of
the total reports only 28 say the quality
willbe much worse than a year ago; 195
say a trifle worse; 1.138 about the tame*
1,250 a trifle better, and 768 much bet*

New wheat will not commence to
move much earlier than lest year. One
hundred and four say the last of June,
but most of these come from Southern
Kansas and Missouri. Five hundred
and thirty-eight say the first week of
July, 1,429 the second week, 918 the
third week, 355 the last week, and 474
in, August. Receipts of new wheat
here before the middle of July will be
small.

Fully as many farmers are disposed
to sell freely early as a year ago; 1,484
say they willsell freely; 400 say they
are compelled to sell; 71S say about half
willsell, while SS6 say they willnot sell
at present prices. There is more dis-
position to sell In Illinois, Indiana and
Missouri than in Kansas or Ohio. There
Is somewhat less old wheat left in the
interior than a year ago. Only 282 re*
port a triflemore, aud 98 of these are in
Ohio; 1,034 say there is about the same
amount as a year ago; 327 say an eighth
less now; 427 a quarter less; 150 a third
less; 615 a naif less, and 572 none left.

Cloverseed now promise* to be about
an average crop. Last year Itwas a
larger one, especially in Ohio. A quar-
ter of the reports say it is too early to
judge, as much depends upon the
weather in the uear future, bonis was
winter-killed, and there isan occasional
complaint of damage from insects.
