JUST LIKE FINDING IT.

LOREN FLETCHER PLUCKS :HE CON-
GRESSIONAL N.MIVATION,

FRIENDS OF SMITH FIGHT,

Buat the I}eturns Demonstrate
That John bray Wasn't in Ie—
The Latter Made a Spzach in
Which He Statel That He
Did Not Fesl Sora—Scrap Over
a Resolutioa Indorsiang Davis.

Yesterdav was a great day for your
Unele Loren Fleteher and bis admirers
in the ranks of the truly good Rapubli-
cansof Hennepin county. But while it
was a distinetively Fiotcher day it was
hard sled ting for John Day Smith, the
patriotic and tireless politieal rustler,
whose picture was ruthlessly turned
towards the wall. To be sure he had a
backing, but the handiul of men who
went down with his cause were not
equal to the inachinations of that trio of
students in stateeraft, Goodnow, Evans
and Davis. And so Fleteher was nomi-
nated, the story of how it was done ap-
pearing below:

Tue congressional convention was
held in Harmoma hall yesterday after-
noon, and 1t took nearly a half day to
consummate a deal that had been
fixed at the Saturday night hustings.
There were 561 delegzates in the conven-
tion.

The convention was rapped to order
at 2:30 o’clock by Steve Lovejoy, chair-
man of the con<ressional committee,
who read the official call.

W. E. Hale and C. M. Loring were
placed in nomination for temporary
chalrman. The latter decliped the
honor and Mr. Hale was chosen by ac-
clamation. In accepting the duty he
said it was not the time for speech-mak-
ing, and after thanking thse delezates,
he said the convention would proceed
to business.

S. L. Trussell was nominated for tem-
porary secretary, but as he was not in
the hall F. G. Drew. of the Twelfth
ward, was selected. -

On motion the chair was authorized to
select a committee of five on credentials
and alike committee on resolutlons, as
follows:

Credentials—T. S. Mayer, L. A. Con=

dit, M. F. Taylor, C.D. Gould, W. A.
Newton. . ]
Resolutions —John Goodnow, Burke

(O’Brien. R. H. Hartley, C. L. Davis
and George Savage. i

The temporary organization was made
permanent. :

The committees then went through
the perfunctory motlous of retiring to an
ante-room, though for what purpose no
one could find out, as there were no
contested delegations, and the ink on
the cut and dried resolutions had doubt-
1 ess become hardened some hours be-
fore.

During the absence of the committees
the crowd putfed ecigars, fanned itself
and became restiess and noisy. Cries
were made for Nye, Grimshaw, Blethen
and others, but their natural modesty
kept thew in the backgzround. Finally
a colored orator named J. F. Wheaton
took the platforn, and proceeded to
make a speech, in which he ex-
tolled the virtues of the g o. p.,
and denounsed the Democracy as
embodying all that is iniquitous. Hs
related a chicken and hash story which
caused the delegates to cackle, and
closed with a back-numbered harangue
of mingled denunciation and praise,
Fletcher, of course, coming in for a
big chunk of tatfy.

The convention grew more restless
after this burst of oratory, and they
yelied lustily for more of the same
kind.

W. R. Morris,another colored brother,
was induced to entertain the audience
in the abseuce of white talent, and in
beginning his speech he said he did not
think he should address the eonvention
for fear that the Democrats would say
it was not a congressional convention,
but a convention of colored men.

He then jumped on the opposition,
attributing the contemporaneous dis-
turbances to the Democratic party. and
laying all the good at the door of the
Republican party. le attempted to
show what Fleteher had ascomplished
in congress, but as he could not discover
anything to say in this connection, he
gave it up as a bad job.

The cowmmittee on credentials then
reported a tull representation, and the
report was adopted without reading the
names.

THE RESOLUTIONS.

John Goodnow, of the committee on
resolutions, then read the platform,
which was short and sweet. 1tis as
follows:

We, the Republicans of the Fifth con-
gressional district, reaffirm our belef
in and devotion to the principles of the
Republican party as set torth in the
national platform adopied in Minneap-
olis in 1892, We pledge the Republiean
party in the future, asin the past, to
iueet and solve all new public questions
in such manner as shall be for the best
good of all the people.

1T WARMS UP.

The convention then proceeded to
place in nomination candidates for con-
£ress.
~ F. F. Davis presented the name of
Loren Fletcher in a calm speech. He
alluded to congress as Dbeing the pop-
ular branch of the government, and as

expressing the crystalized . will and
sentiment of the people. The
representative, he  said, should

therefore be a a man of great business
capacity, integrity aud undoubted loy=
alty to his party. Such a umian is Loren
Fletcher, whose business experience
commended him for the position.

He then eculogized the character of
Fletcher, saying that his views were
sound on the tariff and money questions,
and all othier questions, and iu harmony
with the best sentiment of the Repub-
lican party.

The nomination was seconded by W.
H. Grimshaw, who said:

“In behalf of a majoritv of the dele-
gates of the Eighth ward I rise to
second the nomination of Mr. Fletcher.

Ve approve and are satisfied with his
course in congress. We know that he
is a loyal Republican and an inwaver-
ing friend of this state and city. We
believe he is the best available man
tor the place and are confident of his
re-election. Mr. Chairman and gentles=
men, Mr. Fleteher is our first, second,
only and continual choice. We propose
to stay here until he is nominated, and
to support him: until he is elected.”

Others who seconded the nomiaation
were Robert G. Evans, E. W. Morti-
mer, George M. Miles and Mr. Morris.

B. M. Hicks placed in nomination
John Day Smith, whom he extolled as
possessing the qualities necessary to
wake a mark in congress, and he ex-
norted the convention that it would be
to the best 1nterests of the pariy and
all concerned to nominate **Honest
John Day Swith.”

The nomination of Mr., Smith was
seconded by F.S. Abernathy, A, K.
Humphrey and others.

THE BALLOTING.

The convention proceded to ballot for
a candidate for congress, and it was de-
cided that each delegate should write
the names of his choice, the ballots to
be placed in a hat by the chairmen of
the precinct delegations.

Messrs. Savage, Munger and Belden
were appointed tellers, and the tedious
work ot calling the precinets was be-
gun.

It required some time to ecount the
votes, and when the ballot was an-
nounced the yote stood as tollows:

Cries of “Lay it on the table” werd
made, and the hubbub wag sg great that
the chairman could not put the m LiQn

n the adoption of the resolution.
Speeches favoring It were made by A.
B. Robbins, Mr. Grimshaw and others,
ayd it was finally carried by a rising
vole. -

Cries were made for John Day Smith,
wlio madeé an address, in which he said
he could not give the speech he had
intended to have made. He said he
had counseled his friends to con-
duct an honorable cauvass, and he
had no heart-burnings or regrets.
He said the ticket would receive his
hearty support. - He concluded by
thanking the 109 who had stood by him,
and assuring &ll that he is not sore.

A telegram was read from Mr. Fletch-
er thanKking the convention for renom-
ination.

The chairman was empowered to ap-
point a -comwittee or nine, when the
convention adjourned,

THE POPULIST DELEGATES

And Others Make Speeches to the
Minneapolis Strikers.

The strikers held meetings as usual
yesterday afternoon and evening at
Plummer post hall, Minneapolis. Rev.
Sawmple delivered a speech during the
afternoon, in which he stated he was
thoroughly in sympathy with the strike
and hoped it would win. He adduced
some interesting facts during his speech,
which made a hit with the meeting. ln
the evening E. L. Wirt spoke to the
meeting: also several delegates to the
Populist convention.

Communications from thirteen busi-
ness men were received, each enclosing
financial aid. Several of them sent
money and others orders for groceries
and meats on their establishments. The
contributions were voluntary. Next
Thursday evening, at Century hall,
there will be a benefit concert, the pro-
ceeds to go tothe A. R. U. It wiil be
given by the Millward company, a mu-
sical organization of considerable merit.,

President Debs sent the following
telegramn to the meeting, corroborating
the press dispatches concerning the ac-
tion of the 1abor unions ot Chicago:

Cuicaco, July 9.—J. J. Gormley,
Plummer Post Hall, Minneapolls,
Minn.: At a meeting of all the labor
organizations of Chicago last night it
was voted to strike Wednesday. Me-
Connell, of the machinists; McBride, of
the coal miners, and Soverelgn, of the
Knights of Labor. were present. All
are with us. Many points in T'exas and
Ohlo struck today. Old points all report
loyal. Stand pat. E. V. DEBs.

For secretary of state, P. J. Seeberger,
St. Cloud, 158 most prominently men-
tioned. He has the indorsement of the
Knights of Labor. and taken altogether,
his *'pull” is regarded as very stroag.
The other candidates are Thomas C.

For state auditor, George M. Giltinan,
of St. Paul, is supposed te have a walk-
over.

For state treasurer the most promi-
nent candidates are H. C. Bull, of
Wright county, and Senator Borchert,
of Renville.

The nawe of 1. R. Halton, of Polk
county, is mentioned for attorney gen-
eral, and for clerk of the supreme court
Mr. Rasmaussen, of Clay county, will
probably be placed {u fioiination.

It Is expected thata hot contest will
ensue over the supreme court nomina-
tions, as there are several candidates,
all of whom have strong backing.
Among these are John A. Keyes, of
Duluth; Judge Willis, of St. Paul;
lves, of Crookston; Seargent Smith,
Sumner Ladd, of Minneapolis, and
Gorman Powers.

The state central committee will
‘meet at the Brunswick at 8 o'cloek this
morning.

It is expected that T. J. Meighen will
preside as temporary chairman, and the
permanent chairman will be either A.

The advance guard commenced to ar-
rive yesterday, and last night the lobby
of the Brunswick hotel, the headquar-
ters of the Pops, presented an exceed-
mngly lively appearance. Itls estimated
that not less thau 400 delegates arrived
yesterday and last night, and when the
convention is called to order not less
than 700 will be in attendance. Circu-
lating in the crowd last night were Ig-
natius Donnelly and 8. M. Owen, and
considerabls buttonholing was done.

The nomination of Owen for governor
is conceded, and the names of Senator
Lowen, of Polk, and Dr. C. Johnson,
Kandiyohi, are mentioned for licuteu-
ant governor.

DELEGATES ELECTED BY THE RE-
PUBLICAY COUNTY CONVENTION.

A NICE LITTLE

e

TILT

Takes Place Between John Day
Smith and Mayor Eustis—iar-
mony Prevails Finally With a
Large-sized H — Charles A.
Pillsbury Makes a BSpeech—
List of the Faithful—Platform.

A short horse is soon curried, and
acting on this theory the busluess of the
Republican county convention to elect
deleates 1o the state convention, which
meets in St. Paul today, was carried
through with a rush, in odd contrast to
the tedious methods that ordinarily
prevail.

The convention was called to order at
10:20 o’clock yesterday morning In
Normauna hall by George A. Brackett,
and City Attorney Simpson nominated
Charles A, Pillsbury for temporary
chairman.

In taking the chair Mr. Pillsbury
said:

*1 hardly know whether to thank you
or not,”” said he, “*tor 1 have done all in
my power to prevent it. 1 think the rea-
son is that all the members here but me
want to o to St. Paul. It has been said
by our wicked enemies that a slate has
been made up, and it was already in
somebody’s pocket. I only want men
selected who will select men who will
be elected in the fali. We have had
enough of Demoeratic rule and want
to get »gain under the Republican wing.
[Applause.] Minnesota has remained
true to the old party, and you see no
strikes and turmoil here. That is owing
Lo our state government.”

James McMullen was elected tem-
porary secretary. A committee of three
was appointed on credentials, conslsting
of 8. L. Trussell, G. W. Marchant an
F. G. Drew. A motion was made tha
the committee on resolutions should
consist of seven men, to whom they
should be submitted without debate.

The committee on resolutions ap=
pointed consisted of Eugene Hay,W. F.
Brown, J. H. Ryberg, J. F. Byvers,
George P. Flannery, Audrew J. Smith,
of Brooklyn, and P. B. Wolstoldt, of
Long Lake.

While the committee on credentials
was out the convention was regaled
with speeches by R. G. Evans, Mayor
Eustls, Jobn Day Smith, F. F. Davis
and others.

Mr. Evans spoke first, and among
other things he said:

| am heartily glad to see you in such
numbers. \When the Republican party
is called it has never been tound want-
ing. 1In 1860, with the country groaning
under the hand of Demecracy, the Re-
publican party came from the people to
the rescue, and now. in 1894, ft wiil
again come to the aid of the country
and rescue it from threatened Democs
racy. We are now on the eve of a4 most
moinentous campaign. The Republican
party is the party of protection ana of
law and order, aud 1t will bring guta
victory in this year, which will mean
good times, good wages and protection
to the Awerican people inevery sense.”

In response to calls Mayor Eustis un
corked his eloguence, and expressed
himself as follows:

*'T'his is a happy day, for I feel that

this is the beginning ot good times. 1 [

see men here who have gathered to see
men elected to offl ce who have brainsto
run the machiney of goverament. What
a wreck has come to this country from
what it was two years ago. Out of this
army gathered here, will march a com-
pany of 103, on to St. Paul, and follow-
ing them will be the great army of the
Republican party to victory. 1 like the
Republican party. for it is a courageous
party. Lt can eriticise President Cleve-
land, and ean say *well done,” when he
does well. It Is the party which can
encourage labor, yet can lay the firm
hand upon labor’s misdeeds. You are
all interested in your own city, and 1
want to tell you thatin all these dis-
turbances in the East, there was but
oue arrest for drunkenness yesterday,
and that was in the Eighth ward. [Wif'd
appiause and laughter.] It will be a
glorious thing when ail these labor
matters are submitted to peaceful arbi-
tration.”

Johin Day Smith responded to the call
for a speech, and he proceeded to take a
little of the starch outof the limpid
eloquence of Muyor Eustis,

He stated that he would not have re-
sponded to the call, were it not for the
mayor’s covert attack upon the Eighth
ward. He accused the mayor of having
put the tipsey man ou the Nicollet ave-
nue line, and then telephoned Capt.
hl)ay. of the Eighth precinet, to arrest

im.

*Mayor Eustis has said that this is the
happiest day of his life. 1 can’tsay
that for myself.” The speaker dwelt
upon the ansettled condition of the
country, saying the year 1893 was longer

han any other year since 1864, and the

epublican party was to the fore for
law and order, the protection of Ainer-
ican industries and American labor.
The mayor replied, denying the street
car episode in fuli, and left it to the
audience who was the unsteady party
on the car.

The temporary officers were then
wmade permanent.

The report of the committee on cre-
dentials was then read and, there being
uo contests, it was adopted. It was de-
cided that the 108 delegates to the state
conventien should be selected from the
ward delegates, and a commitive was
appointed to report the apportionment
AmoOng the wards.

LIST OF DELEGATES.

Mr. Hall read the list of apportion-
ments and the meeting broke up into
small caucuses to select the personal of
the ward and county delegates, to re-
port to the committee. The majority of
wards were through in short order, but
in a few the task was moredifficult, and
there were several little tussels and
elections before the names were placed.
The Fifth ward had an especially lively
time on the stage and it was fouud
necessary to appoint a committee of
four to retire and make up a list of
nawmes for that ward which were passed
upon before the selection was made.

The delegates were apportioned as
follows, by wards: First, 4: Second. 6;
Third, 113 Fourth, 15; Fifth, 15; Sixth,
7; Seveuth, 5; Eighth, 9; Ninth, 7;
Tenth, 8: Eleventn, 7: 'I'welfth, 3; Thir-
teenih, 23 country, 14; total, 108. This
number includes the tive at large which
were placed with the number allowed
by presideatial vote, without special
selection of the convention,

The foilowing resolution was adopted
by vote:

**Resolved, That we, appreciating the
public services of our esteemed fellow
citizen, David M. Ciough, lieutenant
governor of this state, and, recog-
nizing his pre=eminent qualification toc

ATTEMPTIED sUICIDE,

Mr. Wheaton, of Bismarck, Stabs
Himself While Insane.

P. J. Wheaton, of ﬁismarck, NGDY,
attempted suicide early yesterday
morning at the county jall. Mr. Wheat-
on was temporarily insane, He plunged
the knife into his body aboye the heart,
but the force of the blow was not sufli-
cient to render the wound fatal. Mr.
Wheaton is the principal of one of the
schools of Bismarck. He arrived here
about a week ago, and, developing
symptoms of insanity, was taken to
Asbury hospital. Sunday afternoon,
although laboring uider apparent men-
tal aberration, the attendants of the
nospital allowed him to leave 1t. fle
called upon Sheriff Ege and reguested
him to take care of him, stating there
was a conspiracy to wmurder him. The
sheriff, with tbhe concurrence of the
hospital physicians, took charge of the
man and placed him in a cell at the
county jail.

During Sunday night Mr. Wheaton
wrote a note in which he exonerated the
sheriff from all biame, and then in the
morning he attempted suicide, using a
pocket knife which he had concealed
avout his person.

REGARDING THE BLIWING UP OF
HALEY & HOEY'S SALOON.
CAUSED BY DYNAMITE.

To Be Used In Blowing Up the
Hennepin County Bank--That
Is the Story Which Floated
Around the City Yesterday—
NeitherSewer Nor Illuminating
Gas Could Have Caused It

There were some ugly rumors afloat
yesterday concerning the explosion of
Haley & Hoey’s saloon at midnight Sat-
urday. 1t was said that the explosion
was due to neither sewer nor illumi-
nating gas. ‘T'he fire department offi-
cials are positive that it was not illumi-
nating gaa, and the sewer deparlment
of the city malntain stoutly that it
could not have been sewer gas. It was
stated yesteraay that the explosion was
due to dynamite, and that the explosive
was to be used for some purpose that
would not be sauctioned by the police
authorities even during the celebration
of the glorious Fourth.

It was said that it was the intention
of some persons, of course unknown to
the men connected with the saloon, to
tunnel through and blow up the Henne-
pin bank, which is next door. Dynamite
was to be used, and it exploded prema-
turely. The saloon men, knowing noth-
ing of the explosives concealed in the
cellar, were of course not prepared to
avoid it. When Shannon went down
into the cellar to draw the whisky, it is
further said, he stumbled againstthe
dynamite, and the result was the ter=
rible explosion. It may be that this
story, as it was given to a reporter for
the GLosR, is but the idle vaporings of
an imaginative person, aund yet the
myterious circumstances, that surround
the whole affair give credence to the
theory of dynamite.

Al Childs and Jimmy Shannon were
reported yesterday as belng worse, and
fears are eutertained of their recovery.
In the event that Shanuon recovers it
is said that he will loss his eyesight.
He is terribly burued about the chest
and suffers great pain. Hoey and Salt-
ers are by no means recovered, and in
the former’s case some complications
may arise that will endanger his lite,

Thrown Out of Court.

The sult involving ssventeen cases,
brought by Mr. Ermantraut, the owner
of the Star elevator which collapsed
saveral years ago, against certain insur-
apce companies, was thrown out qf
court yesterday. There was not suffi-
cient cause for action, so far as the
allegatlons in the complaiut were con-
cerned. The plaintiff was given forty
days in which to amend the cowplalut.

THE NAVY BILL,

The Senate Did Some Work That
Will Count.

WASHINGTON, July 9. — After the
transaction of some business of minor
importance, the senate took up the navy
appropriation bill.

An additional appropriation of §22,025
was made on an amendment of the com-
miltee for a dry dock ot Algiers, La.

Mr. White (Dem., Cal.) called atten-
tion to the action of the committee in
striking out the appropriation of §50,000
for a steam tug at Mare Island navy
vard, apnd had read a letter from the
secretary of ilw navy indorsing the
necessity for the construction of a tug.
The apprepriation was allowed to stand.

Mr. Ailen oftered an amendwment,
which was agreed to, providing that ail
appointees as naval cadets shall have
been actual residents of the district
from which they are appointed for at
least two years prior to their appoint-
ment. ‘I'be bill as amended was passe ‘.

The senate passed a house bill to
amend the law relative to mining,
claims. 1t provides for the temporary
suspension of the reguirement that a
certain sum of money shail be expended
esch year on miniug claims until a pat-
ent shall have been granted.

Mr. Blackburn announced the death
of Representative Marcus C. Lisle, of
Kentucky, last Saturday, and after the
adoption of Lha customary resolutions,
the senate adjourned at 4:25 p. m.

Senators Dubois and Shoup. of Idaho,
called at the White house this morning
to lay before the president Gov. MeCon-
nell’s imessage urging the president to
send troups to Wallace, Jdaho, to restore
order. 'The senators were in conterence
with the president for some time, but
apparently the governor’s statement
was not entirely satisfactory in demon-
strating that the conditions are such as
to warrant the sending of troops to Wal-
lace, for no orders to that end have vet
been isstied. Senator Voorhees called
on Secretary Lamont regarding the In-
diana strike situation.
