THEY ARE INDICTED.

Deobs, Howard and Kelcher, the three
promoters of the strikes and riots in
Chicago, have been indicted. by the
special federal grand jury called to con-
sider their case, The charge preferred
against them is conspiracy against the
authority and laws of the United States
and the incitement of riot and resist-
ance to officials and soldiers whose duty
itis to preserve the public peace and
protect the lives and property of citi-
zeus.

This prompt action of the grand jury,
itis to be hopea, wili be to!lowcd by
equally speedy judicial procedure, and
there is every reason to expect such
action. 'I'he facts connected with the
existing disorders are well known, and
there will be no dithiculty in obtaining
the evidence necessary to convict.

The crime of which these men stand
accused is one of the most heinous of
which cognizance is taken in the stat-
utes. Next to that of treason, it is the
most serious offense known to the law,
for it comprehends murder, murderous
assault, arson and malicious destruetion
of property. Indeed, it may be so con-
strued as to include treason likewise
in its scope: and, as there are many of
the eiements of treason in the present
uprising, the accused may be called
upon to defend themselves against that
charge also. Interference with the
United States mails is p inishable with
the severest penalties; and of this of-
fense the strikers have been conspicu-
ously guilty, notwithstanding the re-
peated warnings of the officials and the
public press.

The universal inquiry will be: What
effect will these indictinents bave upon
the strike and the strikers? If the men
are not maniaes, incapable of reason-
ing and regardless of the dangerous
ground upon which they are treading,
it will put a quietus upon the mob spirit
and bring about a restoration of order
Ly means of arbitration, or a resort to
the courts.

Every lover of good order—every man
who respects the law, and looks to it in
time of need to redress his grievances,
and at all times for the protection of
his life and possessions—will be grati-
fied at this prompt grappling with the
spirit of moboeracy. The contlict has
long passed the limit of leritimate
trades unionism, and has become a con-
dition of war. As such it has to be met,
and as conspirary, if not as treason, it
will have to be stamped out.

WHERE THE BLAME RESTS,

Claim is made by defenders of the
Pullman boycott that the assaults upon
lite, the destruction of property, and
the resistance to law which have marked
the progress of the strike during the
past two weeks are not the work of the
men on strike, but of a mob of desper-
adoes, some of whom are in the
cmploy of tho corporations and are
acting under instructions from the man-
azers of the corporations with the object
of bringing the cause of the strikers
nto disrepute. Such absurd statéments
find eredence in a few quarters, and the
assertion is made that all acts of the
strikers are stricily within the law.

It is not to be doubted that a majority
of the men on the strike are peaceable
citizens,who pay due regard to the let-
ter of the law as to property rights,even
though they may violate its spirit. But
experience in the past has shown that
in all tiwes of public commotion vio-
lence has been all too prominent. A
labor strike brings to the surface all the
worst elements of urban sociewy.
‘Thieves seize upon such oecasions to
piunder and steal; turbulent feliows
delight in such opportunities as an ex
cuse for the perpetration of crimes,
feeling confident of immunity from
punishment because of the difficulty of
fixing their guilt, arguing that the indi-
vidual is lost sight of in the mob.

In all provability many of the criines
that have marked the progress of the
railroad strike were not commitied by
the strikers themselves, But this fact
does not relieve them from the legal
and moral responsibility for those erimes.
They have furnished the opportunity
for indulgence in disorder, and others
have improved it. They have indulzed
in incendiary harangues—furnisbed the
blazing torch, as it were—and others
have applied it. Tney have threatened
violence, and others not interested with
them may have resorted to it. They
Lave menanced the railway companies
with the destruction of their property,
and others have “made good the
threat. A very weak man may start a
boulder rolling down a mouniain side,
but after 1t has attained headway no
human power can stop its progress. If,
in its descent, it shall erash through
houses and destroy human life, is the
man who first gave it impetus guiltless?

The GLOBE trusts that the claim made
on behalf of the striking workmen is
warranted by the faets. It believes
that few of them are wittingly guiity of
the commission of erime or of designediy
abetting it. But even though they were
to a man re¢ardfal of the property
rights of others, and vigorous in de-
nouncing outraze, they cannot escape
responsibility for the acts that have
.been committed. The ranks of the
workers contain many men who are the
peers 1ntellectually and moraily of any
men in the land, yet they also contain
many others who are ignorant, brutal
by nature and criminal by instinet.
These latter cannot always be con-

trolled. They are hke wild beasts long
restrained of their liberty, who becomse
doubly ferocious when acecident dpens
their cages and releases them to prey
upon the community.

There is an indirect or constructive
responsibility for recent acts of law-
lessness which the strikers cannot es-
cape. They furnish the opportunities
which others take advantage of. ‘T'he
accessory to a crime is in law equally as
guilty as its perpetrator.
principle long ago settled, and it is nec-
essary to the safety of soclety that it
should be so, for it frequently happens
that the instigator of a felony is more
guilty of crime- than the agent he
chooses to execute it.

The expearience of the past has demon-
strated that wherever mobs are gath-
ered together there will be violence. It
isthe natural tendency of crowds to
overestimate their own strength and to
magnify their own grievances. A few
turbulent spirits will soon affect thou-
sands with their own lawless mood, and
it is but a step from peaceful protest to
disorderly denunciation.from denuncia-
uon to threatening, from threats to in-
cendiarisi, from that to rebellion, and
eventually to treason, rapine and ane-
archy.

Itis simple pettifoggery for the strike
leaders to seek to svade the respounsi-
Lility for the disorder they have ereated.
Legally and morally they are guilty of
all the crimes that have been commit-
ted during their reign. In any other
country on the face of the globe they
would be speedily brought to the gal-
lows or the guillotine. They must have
a care lest they do not put the patience
of the American people to too severe a

test.
e

Cuicaco, reports to the contrary not-
withstanding, is not threatened with a
famine. There is an abundance of food
there, and the supply is maintained by
lake shipments as well as by the oc-
casional receipts by train. Sowe of the
small towns in tue interior, however,
are suffering from a scarcity of provis-
ions, and to relieve these Chicagn is con-
tributing largely. The situation, how=
ever, has furnished an excusé for a con-
siderable increase in prices of many
commodities, especially food products,
and the poor—those who are working as
well as those on strike—tfind themselves
hard pressed for money with which to
pay for provisions, There is no such
thing as credit at the stores. The strike
nas killed it completely. The -‘cash on
delivery” rule is now imperative in all
lines of business. Men must pay for
their food or go without it.

TuHe county commissioners ~f Cook
county (Chicago) have been formally
notified by tne railrord companies that
indemnity for damage caused by the
rioters will be demanded. The amount
of the indemn 'ty cannot, of course, be
at present determined; but, actual and
constructive, it will foot up to many
willions of dollars. The elaim is a valid
one, and if precedent is followed must
be allowed. The property owners of
the city, among whom are tens of thou-
sands of hard-working mechanies and
laboring meu who owa their own homes,
will feel the burden severely. If peo-
ple will dance,they must pay the fiddler.
