WO SLAVERY IN THEIRS,

IGYATIUS DONNELLY REPUDIATES
THE ELEVATOR CGMBINE.

MEETING OF GRAIN GROWERS,

At Which an Organization Is
N Effcoted—W. J. Bodkin, of
Moorhead, Elected President
—Movement to KEstablish Elc=
vators to Be Controlled by the
l~‘4=rmers—Expression or Views.

The state convention of Populists was
not without an aftermath, which wma-
terialized yesterday morning in a meet-
ing of the grain growers of the state at
Harmonia hall. lguatius Donnelly, the
Wellington of the party, is at the head
of the movement, as was to be pre-
sumed, and be induced a sufficient num-
ber of the sturdy yeomen to rewain
over so that a very respectable showing
was made.

The meeting was called to order by
Mr. Dounelly, the ecall being read by
Secretary Hendrickson. In substance,
it was as follows:

*“The People’s party will probably
close its work in two days, and the
grain growers’ convention will then be
held in the same hall. It will have no
connection with the People’s party, but
will be & purely non-partisan  meeting,

“As our enemies may try to pack the
conventicn, all parties who propose to
attend are requested to procure a writ-
ten statement teom the president or sec-
retary of the lecal Alliance in their
nelghborhood, or from some other well
Enown citizen, to the effect that they
are actual farmers and in sympathy
with the purposes of the couveution.
All those who believe that the farmers
should quietly submit to injustice, with-
out making any etfort to defend them-
selves, are respectrully requested to
stay away.

“We do not expect to put up the price
of wheat to £ a bushei, orevento §l a
bushel, but to get as much out of it as
the world’s market will justity: and to
get clear of as many middlemen as pos-
sible.

*1f we could put up the price 10 cents
a bushel it would represeni a saving of
$10,000,000 to the Northwest; while a
rise of 5 centsa bushel would put
half that vast sum into the farmers’
pockets of this section,

*1t will certainly do no harm for the
grain growers to get together, for one
day, to talk over the situation, and see
it they can improve their condition.

“Weare told: *Who would be free,
themselves must strike the blow.” And
it will not do for Amwmerican freemen,
representing our country’s greatest ana
most honorable, though most impover-
ished industry, to fold their hands and
give up the great battle of life without
a struggle. Every other interest is
combined against the farmers. Are the
farmers the only Awericans who are in-
capable of organizinz for scif-defense?
Our enemies say so. Shall we undeceive
them?”

MR. DONNELLY’S SCHEME.

Mr. Donneliy then outiined the pro-
posed state elevator scheme, and he
stated that the chief justice who had
given the decision agaiust it had been
been turned down by his own party,
and they expected to turn down an-
other in the coming election. The ele-
vator business was a great robbery, so
mmuch so that he was informed that one
man in that business had made more
than $£1.000,000,which had virtually been
filched from the farmers. ‘I'he speaker
advised the election of a secretary, and
also the appointment of a committee to
go to Duluth and investigate the mat-
ter. They had letters from great rail-
road corporations offering to lend as-
sistance, for if the scheme carried, the
committee could send a large amount of
freight over certain lines.

He advised the renting of an elevator
atytDuluth, which stould be run by the
new associatiou, aud the farmers to ship
to that elevator. 'Then have a man in

make a small charge, find the best mar-
kets for the wheat and sell it. He
didn’t want it uunderstood that he n-
tended any diserimination against Min-
neapolis and St. I’auil, if the millers
here would eive as much as the best
market they could get, for he would
rather have the wheat milled here. If
this were done it could not be reported
that one man of a combine had put
£125,000 in his pocket in one year, wiile
some of the farmers could not get
enough mouey tabuy a postage stamp.
1n conclusion Mr. Donnelly eharged
that the farmer had been cheated out
of his mouney by the wheat combine.
VIEWED BY THE FARMERS.
After the election ot W. J. Bodkin as
chairman and Mr. Hendrickson as per-
manent secretary, the views of those
present were called for.
Erie Olson, of Martiu county, spoke
in favor of a farmers’ elevator company,
with an agentat Duluth. He thought
the English syndicate needed 80,000
bushels a day to use, and if the farmers
could establish their own office, the
millers would be forced to come to
them to make their purchases. They
had organized a grain growers’ associa=
tion once before, but nothing had been
done since 1891, ‘T'he trouble was that
in some way the big companies forced
the farmers’ companies to burst, but
there were enough live ones left to
flurm a nucleus for a successful associa-
tion.

Remarks favoring the project were
made by L. C. Long, Mr. Perrine, L. A.
Paddock, Andrew Henderson, of Polk,
Mr. Arnson, of Chippewa, and others,
all of whom wanted elevators built and
controlled by the farmers. Y

Erie Olson thought the®™purchasers
should go the farmers to buy. The
boards of trade as now constitued should
be put down.

**The biggest fools L ever saw on God’s
green eartl,” he cried, *‘are the farmers
who store their wheat. Just as soon as
they make it go up a few cents they sell
it out, when they might raise it enough
to get a price for it. We don’t want the
millers to pay more than the wheat is
worth, but we want all there is in it,
and by the eternal we will get it.”

A recess was here taken for dinner.

At the afternoon session additional
speeches were made favoring line and
terminal elevators.

AN ORGANIZATION EFFECTED.

On motion of Mr. Donnelly it was de-
cided to arganize a grain growers’ asso-
ciation, and in this connection he said:

**Are we to be helots and slaves? We
are told that the profits of the elevator
system last year were 45 per cent of the
investment. Wiil we let them run an-
other one in on us next year?”’

The motion was carried with the
understandiug that the association
should incorporate under the laws of
the state of Minnesota, but take in the
Dakotas. It was also understood that
when the articles of incorporation were
drawn they should include all branches
of farming, as well as grain growing.

Mr. Donnelly was nominated for

resident, but he declined the honor.

¥. J. Bodkin was elected without op=
position, and Mr. Hendrickson was
elected secretary.

After a discussion it was decided that
there should be a vice president from
each district, exeept the Fourth and
Fifth, where one should serve, and one
at large.

A. C. Long was elected vice president
at large. Eric Oisen was ehosen for the
Second distriet; H. V. Poor, for the
Third distriet; Thomas J. Meehan, First
district;. R. J. Hall, Seventh district;
Kittel Halvorsen, Sixth district; 5, W.
Powell, Fourth and Fifth districts.

A committee of five was ordered ap-
pointed to prepare the articles of incor-
poration for the association.

Mr. Donnelly advised that the farm-
ers be asked a certain percentage on a
bushel of wheat sold, for the purpose of
having a fund for building an elevator,
or for other purposes.

Mr. Paddock made a kick against
having the office of the association in
Minneapolis, as that woald give Dulnth
a black eye as ashipping point. Eric
Olson didn’t think that would make any
difference. Minneapolis wouid take its

60,000,000 busk:els a yoar, anyway, and
Dulutn woald only be the overflow
point.

S. M. Owen, of the People’s party,
was present,and upon being called upon
he made a brief speech, in which he saia
that cheating would be abolished when
the gradinz of whest is done away with.

SAMUEL A. MARCH DEAD.

The State Senator Passes Away
Very Suddenly.

Samuel A. March died yesterday
morning at his residence, 2207 kremont
avenue north, of Bright’s disease. De-
ceased was the manager for the North-
western Globe Gaslight company and
state senator tor the Twenty-ninth
senatorial district. IHe was well known
in the city and was one of the leading
Dewocrats of the county. His senato-
rial term expires Jan. 1. 1895,

During the past year the senator
suffered considerably from the disease
which caused Lis death, About ten
days ago he returned from Batile Creek,
Mich., whither he had gone for relief.
Apparently, he was much improved in
health, but yesterday morning at break-
fast he complained of pains around the
heart. Soon after he was taken with
heavy breathing and spasms, and it was
but a few moments before he passed
away.

Deceased was fifty-four years of age.
He came to Minneapolis sixteen years
ago, and nad lived here ever since. He
was born in Oakfield, N. Y., and leaves
a wife and three children—Harry J. and
Samuel A, and Mrs. E. S. Gaylord.

Laid Claim to and Got the Four
Judges—A Fight Made Againsc
Belden and for Mr. Latham,
Which Did Not Win — Plenty
of Pledges and Promises—iud=
den Death of Senator March,

The Fourth judicial district nominat:
ing convention was held yesterday
afternoon In the Union League tooms,
and, as was predicted, Hennepin county
walked away with the whole cake. The
three outside counties, Anoka, Isanti
and Wright, got nothing for their pains
but a lot of promises. Hennepin county
was represented by foriy-one delegates,
Wright by nine, Anoka by seven, Isanti
by six. The meeting was called to order
shorily after 2 o’clock, with Fred N.
Hendricks as chairman and Frank Hub-
achek as secretary. ‘1he chairmauship
was offered to at least a dozen of the
outside delegates, but they all declined
the responsibility that would follow.

So far as Judges Russell, Jamison and
Eiliot were concerned, the convention
was harmounious, but when it came to
selecting the man to fill the fourth place
the gentlemen from the outside came to
the front with the modest request that
they Le allowed to have the say. They
had seen in the newspapers and **heern
tell on” that a marn had already been
selected for the place, but inasmuch as
it was so unfair a thing to do, they did
not believe the delegates from Henne-
pin had determined to **hog" the whole
pie, all of which went to show thatthey
did not know the men from Hennepin.

W. E. Culkin, county attorney of
Wright county, placed in nomination
the name of Henry E. Latham, of How-
ard Lake, for the fourth judgeship. Mr.
Culkin made a very pretty speech in
nominating Mr. Latham, bat the speech
did not count. H. S. Plummer, ot
Anoka, seconded the nomination, aad
J. J. Woolley, of Wright county, sald he
hoped fair play would prevail. He had
been present at the couvention which
nominated the judges, and he protested
against the manner in which Mr. Belden
had been nominated. Several oth r
speeches were made in supportiug the
nowination of Mr. Latham, and inecl-
dentally there was something said about
Judge Hicks: It was the universal sen-
timent, however, that he had goune the
way of the righteous, and what little
beom there started for him died very
quickly.

A. H. Hall nominated Heury B. Bel-
den, and after a discussion which
allowed Granville S. Pease, of Anoka,
to throw in a little sarcaswun, a vote was
taken, and Mr. Belden was the victor
by a ballot of 35 to Mr. Latham’s 22.
Mr. Belden was declared the nominee,
and the various outride counties joined
in the asking that he bu declared the
unanimous choice of the convention.

As a compromise the conventivn
adopted a resolution which sets forth
that the legisiature will be petitioned
for one or more judges, and that in the
event one or more is granted, l{ennepin
county is to suvporta man from the
outside. No matter whether the out-
side counties agree upon a man or not,
Hennepin county is to see to itthat
some man trom outside the city is
elected. It was at first proposed to
bave Hennepin county pledge sup-
port to Mr. Latham, bnt it was declaed
that it would be advisable to leave the
name of the man out of the resolution
for obvious reasons. With this pledge
of support for the fifth judge, the dele-
gates froin the three counties left the
convention happy euough under the eir-
cumstances. \

Says He 8till Has Hope That

Granted Tomorrow.

CHicacGo, July 12.—Late this after-
noon Judge Grosscup decided not to ine
terfere in the natter. When Prendefkast
was told at 5 o’clock this afternoon that
there was no hope for further stav of
execution of the sentence of death. he
would not believe it.

. stay will be granted towmorrow” re-
marked the assassin.

“1f I am hung it will be an official
murder,”” he continued. *I am not
guilty of the crime of murder. No
malice was shown oa the trial, and the
law says that murder is the malicious
taking of a human life,””

Prendergast’s supper was brought to
him while he was talking, and he at
once stopped and bLagan eating. His
appetite 18 good, and he ate heartily.
Afler eating, he began to smoke a cigar,
which made him violently ill. Ile soon
recovered, however.

Jailer Morris late this afternoon be-
gan the erection of the scaffold in the
northeast corner of the jail. After it
was in place it was thoroughly tested
with bags of sand, and worked in a
satisfactory manner.

Attorney Darrow,Prendergast’s coun-
sel, scemed to have abandoned hope
tonight at 6 o’clock. *'I have not heard
trom the governor, and do not expect
to,”” he said. *'The writ of habeas cor-
pus and the appeal have both been
denied by Judge Grosscup. The coun-
iry seems determined to hang an insane
man, and I guess we will haveto allow
it to doso. We had little reason for
hope from the governor from the first.”

Assassin Prendergast spent the day
very quietly in the little roomn just east
of Jailer Morris’ office. His brother
cailed and remained with the con-
demned man for an hour. The Rev.
Father Barry, of the Holy Name cathe-
dral, came later. Prendergast, when
told the priest was in the jail, said:

~Well, let him come in if he wants to,
but I want it understood that I did not
send for him. If he wauts to see me I
wiil receive him.” “The priest entered
the little roown and talked with Prender-
gast for an hour. 7The assassin seemed
in good spirits and frequently smiled.

This afternoch Mrs. Preondergast,
mother of the assassin came. There
were tears in the eyes of the sorrowing
woman-as she appeared at the jail door.
She orought her son a new suit of un-
derwear and a clean whirte shirt.

FOREKIGN UPRISING.

The Old Coke Operators Do Not
isike the Negroes.

Ux1oNTOWN, Pa., July 12.—The con-
viction i1s growing that a general upris-
ing of the foreign element against the
negroes who displaced them and the
coke operators is imminent. Last night
two more houses fromm which strikers
had been evicted were burned. These
incendiary fires, together with the re-
cent attacks, strengthen the convie-
tion.

For two weeks past the Slavs have
been drilling every day. ‘They pre-
serve deep seerecy about their plans,
and will let nothing drop that will give
a clue to their purpose. They have been
procuring arms ever since the strike
vegan and are known to have quan-
tities of dynamite councealed. It is
feared that, having become convinced
that their places have DLeen completely
lost and taken Ly the negroes, in a des=
peratle aitempt for revenge they may
Le planning a general attack on the
different companies’ property, and that
there will be so many places attacked
that the county authorities will be pow-
erless. A Slav interpreter said today
his peopie are in a murderous moud
toward the negroes and are anxious for
a chance to Kill any of them who may
be beyoud the protection of the deputies
after dark. At Oliver the new men
have been waruned to be careful, because
the Slavs there openly threaten to kill
the first negro they catch away from
the works.

WIMAN WINS.

Judge Barrett’'s Decision Favors
the Philanthropist.

NeEw YoRrg, July 12.—Judge Barrett
holds that the evidence in the Wiman
trial was not conclusive of intenton
Wiman's part to defraud R. G. Dun &
Co., and the signing of Bullinger’s in-
dorsement in indorsement of a check
did not constitute forgery, such acts
being according to commercial usage.
Judge Barrett intimates that the court
below erred in taking from the jury the
question of criminal intent. A move-
ment will now be made to have Wiman
admitted to bail.

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AN ARMY OF CHRISTIANS.

FORTY THOUSAND CONGREGATE IN
TH= FOREST CITY.

THE GREATEST GATHERING

Ever Held in tho Interest of
Christianity—A Total Member-
ship Throughout the World of
Over Two Miillion—Gov. Mc-
Kinley Makes the Spesch of
Welcome.

CLE VELAND, 0., July 12.—Notwith-
standing the uncertain conditions of
travel incident to the great railroad
strike, It Is estimated that between
30,000 and 40,000 strangers were tem-
porarily quartered in this city today.
Every one of this number was anxious
to secure a place within the doors of the
Saugerfest building upon the occasion
of the opening of the greatest gathering
of Christian workers ever held in the
West,

Long before 10 o’clock every seat and
every avallable inch of standing room
was occupied. It was the greatest dem-
onstration ever made by the Christian
Endeavorers ana was a forcible evidence
of (he growth, not only of this organ-
ization, but of the spirit- of practical
Christianity. ‘T'he large percentage of
young people in the audience was espe-
cially noticable, the great majority of
the gathering consisting of youths and
maldens just entering upon the period
of manhood and womanhood. The dec-
orations of the ball were expressive of
the patriotism as well as the faith of the
audience; flags, banners and scriptural
mottoes being displayed in great profu-
sion.

A round of applause greeted the ap-
pearance of Rev. Francis E. Clark,
president aud founder of the society. A
moment later Gov. Williamm McKinley
appeared on the platform, but consid-
erable time elapsed before the deafen-
ing plaudits had subsided suflicientiy
10 enable him to make his voice heard.
In  welcoming the vast concourse
to the Buckeye state and to Lhe
Forest City, Gov. McKinley ex-
pressed his hearty sympathy with the
purposes and methods of the society.
Rev. J. Z. Tyler then extended greeting
on behalf of the city pastors, and re=
sponse was made by Rev. E. R. Diile,D.
D., of San Francisco. The first formal
business of the gathering was then
taken up with the reading by General
Secretary John Willis Baer of his an-
nual report showing thatin all there are
28,606 companies enrolled in the United
States, and the total individual member-
ship throughout the tvorld is over 2,000,-
000. ‘The inaugural session was Srought
to a close with the annual presentation
of state bauners. At 2:30 this afternoon
denominational rallies will be held by
twenty-five different church organiza-
tions, 1ncluding the African M. E.
church, the Methodist Church of Can-
ada, the Canadian Presbyterian chureh,
and all of the larger denominations.

The great meetings held at Saenger-
fest hall aud in the tent this morning
were duplicated this evening, large
crowds of Cleveland people joining with
the delegates in making up the attend-
ance. Secretary DBaer says that the
opening meetings were larger by one-
third than those of the previous con-
vention.

Both of the evening meetings were
opened with a praise and prayer ser-
vice. Rev. Henry T. McEwen, of New
York, presided in the tent and Rev.
Charles F. Thwing, president of West-
ern Reserve university, in the hall.

At the opening of both meetings, the
trustees made the announcement of tue
meeting places in 1895 and 1896. San
Francisco will get the convention next
year, and the one two years hence will
be held in Washington. Baltimore,
Washington anda Asbury Park were the
only places which asked for it.

The annual address of President
Fraueis D. Clark was read at both of
the evening meetings, he being unable
to be in attendaunce, on account of ille
ness.

At the tent meeting,Rev. A. C. Dixon,
of Brooklyn, N. Y., delivered an ad-
dress on *“*Heroes of Faith,” and at
Saengerfest hall Rev. Maltvie D. Bab-
cock, of Baltimore, gave an address on
“Glorifying God.”
