TEN THOUSAND JAPANESE SOLDIERS

SENT TO COREA. .

riVE CHINESE WAR SHIPS

Carry Twelve Thousand Mongoli-
ans tj the Same Place Two
Armies Camped Near the Other

nt Seoul

1..c Whole Orient Is

Excited— Chinese Troops Com-
mit Many Outrages at Assan.

Victoria, B. C, July 14.—The cable
has brought the latest advices of
Cbinese-Corean-Japanese affairs, but
the steamer Victoria, reaching here
yesterday, brought news of a number
of matters. While she was at Yoko-
hama active preparations were being

pressed forward. Off Moji, on the
Japanese coast, she passed a war ship

and eight troop ships carrying 10,000

Japanese soldiers to Corea. The latter
action was taken by the council of the
Japanese government after a report that
China was going to send 12,000 men. On
June 26 LiHung Chang ordered a fleet
of five warships to the north tor service.
Many Chinese engaged in business are
withdrawing from Corea and Japan.
Japan has stopped the exportation of
coal. The two armies are camped very
close to each other at Seoul, and ifthere
is any trouble the Corean capital willbe
the battle ground. No less than four
demauds have been made on Japan to
withdraw, but all have been declined.
The whole Orient is on the gui vive.
Every telegram, every mail, every move
by officials aids in keeping up the
tension of feeiing among the people.
The Chinese troops are quartered at
Assan, levying a forced tribute on the
people and committing many indigni-

ties. Reports as to the Corean rebels
vary, many holding that they are com-
pletely dispersed. It is probable, how-
ever, that they are still holding their
strong position at Sensiiu.

Reports from the special correspond-
ent of the Yokohama Nipon, received
June 23, stale that, as expected, the
rebels are suit in Seushu, and so pow-
erful that the weak government troops

dare not attack. A reported great tri-
umph or the government troops is
nothing more than the killing of inno-
cent people who were being escorted by
the Tugaku. The latter defended
them for some time, but foreseeing
that they would not be successful, they
left the people to their fate and shut
themselves in a castle. In the mean-
tint, people were killed by hundreds.

Judgment was givenat Tukyo. June
6. :u the case of the man who killed
Kirn Ok Kirn at the instigation of the
Cores kingsome months ago. Kirn's
body, it willbe remembered was taken
to Corea, cut into eight parts and one
sent to encii province. The principals
were all discharged on the ground that
the court had no jurisdiction, although
the plotting was done in* Japan. The :
murder was committed in China. The
man who abducted Kirn's friend, Bok
Ur Ko,intending to murder him. was
given a light sentence. , -,-";

The plague is reported to be abating,
but Hong Kongaverages thirty cases a
day, with the same proportion of deaths.

RED PL.Attn WAVED.

Great Socialistic Demonstration
inUnion Square.

New York, July 14. A socialist dem-
onstration was held in Union square this
evening. Detachments of the municipal
and park police were on hand to pre-
serve order, but they had no trouble.
Supt. Byrnes remained in his "office
throughout the evening to give direc-
tions incase of need. The cry raised by
the speakers at the start was "Ballots,
not bullets." This cry was taken up by
each speaker, for the leaders of the
Socialistic Labor party controlled the
meeting and wanted to work it for
all it v. as worth lor their own interests.

Combined with the Socialist Labor party
in the demonstration were the Central
Labor Federation and the United
Hebrew trades. As was to be expected,
numerous red flags were displayed and
but a few American flags were visible.
Each division of the paraders carried a
number of transparencies with various
mottoes, such as "Down with tha capi-
talist." and kindred sentiments. About
Union square several platforms had
been erected for the speakers. Ad-
dresses were made inEnglish, German
and Hebrew, a platform being assigned
to the speakers of each language.

Lucius Samuels, a fiery socialist, was
called upon to preside. He made a
speech strongly condemning Pullman
for his treatment of Ills employes, and
then de..mnced capital in the usual
fashion. Charles H. Machett. who was
the socialist candidate for governor of
this state, was the next speaker. He
referred at some length to the late
strike, and, after condemning Pullman
and the railroad magnates, exclaimed:
"We must meet them with the only
weapon available— the ballot. Let the
ballot, not bullets, be your remedy."

Afterhim came T. B. Wakeman, who
was a candidate on the Populist ticket
for a judicial position in 18 ( He fol-
lowed in the same strain, as did Daniel
Deleon, former candidate for mayor;
Mrs. I. C. Fales, H. B. Salisbury and
many lesser lights. The following res-
olutions were adopted:

Whereas, The town of Pullman is
established on a basis repugnant to civil
liberty, giving to its founder absolute
power over the economic liberties of its
people, similar to that exercised by the
leudal lords of past ages: and,'

Whereas, The strike of the citizens of
Pullman was the result of the abuses
and outrages which naturally and in-
evitably arise from the infamous oue-
man power; and.

Whereas, the army and the courts of
the United States were on a small pre-
text arrayed on the side of the rail-roads, contrary to allprecedent, against
the protests of the governors of states,
invaded by troons. and in

-
direct viola-

tion of the constitution of the United
States, to light the battle of monopoly
by injunction and bullet against theproducers of wealth, who have been

robbed of the fruits of their toil: there-fore, be it
Resolved, that we see in these event

another evidence of the irrepressible
conflict between the producers and the
exploiters, which must continue to be
waged until the present infamous sys-
tem of competition is supplanted by co-
operation, which will insure to the
toiler the full product of his labor;

Resolved, That we call upon the
wage earners of all conditions iv the
country to sever utterly their affilia-
tions with the old political parties
which are under the domination of
capitalists and unite with the Sueialist-
Labor party, whose platform demands
the overthrow of this system of mon-
opoly and the establishment of the co-
operative commonwealth which insures
equal justice to allmen and the essence
ot. liberty. -

ROUTED BY BRITISH.

The Nicarngu.-uis Cleaned Out of
. Corn Island.

here today from Corn Island, the spot

which is said to have been so much cov-
eted by England, say that a serious en-
counter has taken place there between
the British subjects resident on" the
island and the Nicaraguan troops.

The British, it is added, defeated the
Nicaraguan soldiers and caused the
governor of Corn Island to fly to the
forest for refuge. The British, it also
appears, seized upon the Nicaraeuan
government offices and upon the Nica-
raguan flags. This so outraged the na-
tives that they sought and obtained arms
aud succeeded in restoring the gov--
ernor. Several were wounded on both
sides in the encounters which have
taken .place.. .Martial law has been
proclaimed at Coin island.

HIS WIFE'S AFFECTION.

Actress Minnie Palmer's Love
Valued at $20,000.

Londoa*, July 14.—The trial of the
action for divorce brought by John R.
Rodgers against his wife, the well-
known American actress, Minnie Palm-
er, in which Sir William Rose is named
as corespondent, opened, today in the
divorce division of- the high .court of
justice. The respondent claims that
her husband is an American, and that
he has no domicile in England, and
the English courts have no jurisdic-
tion in the case. The further hearing
of the action was adjourned. Sir Will-
iam Rose is a barrister, and has a wife
and grown-up sou. Mr.Rogers has also
instituted suit against Sir William for
alienating his wife's affections, placing
his damages at $10,000.

The accident was
the result of a misunderstanding on the
part ot the dead engineer of his orders.

OUTRAGES OF CHINESE.
TWO AMERICAN MISSIONARY WOMEN

ATTACKED AT CANTON.

ONE MAY LOSE HER LIFE.

The Unfortunate Missionaries At-
tempt to Aid a Dying Chinn-
man and Are BrutallyTreated'
by the Heathens One Stabbed-
in the lhigh and the Other

.Torn and Wounded.

VrCTOisiA, B. C, July 11.-liotigKong
papers, arrived by the steamer Victoria,
chronicle a serious attack upon two
ladies of the American Presbyterian
mission at Canton on June 11, as the
result of which it is slated one of the
ladies may die. Miss Bemler and Miss
Halverstono' are the names of the un-
fortunate missionaries of mercy whoso
mishap was due to their mistaken min-
istrations. They were walking in
llonam in the afternoon and came
across a Chinaman, evidently in a dying
condition, by tha side of the road.
With tender care they raised him and
procured a cup of tea, while one of the
ladies applied smelling salts to the
man's nostrils and conversed with him.
They so far revived the man as to
enable him to walk a few yards, with
support, but while conveying him to
a hospital some Chinese who had
gathered around asked if anything
had been given him by the "foreign
•women.'-' • When they learned some-
thing had been done for the man. they
speedily made demonstrations of re-
sentment, and unhappily at this mo-
ment the object of the ladies' attention
expired. Instantly they were embroiled
in a wordy altercation with the sur-
rounding mob, and in a moment or two
the indignation of the crowd vented
itself with brutal force. Miss Bemler
escaped, naked and bleeding, afterlre-
ceiving a stab in the thigh, to a friendly
Chinaman's shop, but it looked like a
desperate case for Miss Halverstone,
who. torn and wounded, was endeavor
ing to reach the custom station close at
hand. Fortunately J. 11. Barton, one
of the officers at the station, observed
her predicament, and hurrying to
the scene was able to rescue her,.
he too, beiug wounded. Shortly aft-
terward from Forsythe and Luke a
party of customs officers rescued Miss
Bemler. who was in the Chinaman's
shop, in momentary danger of being at-
tacked by the enraged natives outside.
The mob followed, shouting and howl-
ing, until the mission house was
reached. Miss Bemler has since recov-
ered from her trouble, while her com-
panion has completely collapsed under
the mental strain and lies at the point
of death.

The affair has caused much excite-
ment at Honam, and apprehensions of
further trouble are entertained, so much
so that the British gunboat Rattler has
been anchored close to the, shore to be
ready, should emergency require it.to
protect white residents under its guns."
Chinese superstitions connect" the mis-
sionaries with the appearance of the
plague, and their priests are preaching
extermination of white. crusaders. .

A HUSBAND'S JIiALOUsY.

Results in the Killing of Three
Men in Nevada.

Lovelock, Nev., July 14.— Three
men were killed near here Thursday
night as a result ofa husband's jealousy.
Robert Logan shot and killed .Dan
Lovelock and Fred Sullivan, and was
ivturn killedby . his own wife. Mrs.
Logan had applied for

was insanely jealous of

her, threatening to kill some .of her
male friends. Lovelock was a stage
proprietor and driver, and though well
acquainted withMrs. Logan, has never
been suspected of intimacy withher.
Sullivan was an entire stranger. The
people here denounce Logan as a cow-
ard and commend Mrs. Logan's courage.

A few days ago, Mrs. Logan went to
Cottonwood to visit her mother. Logan
followed and attacked and severely
wounded Dan Lovelock, the stage driver.
Lovelock was unable to return, so Mrs.
Logan biought the stage back. On
Wednesday she returned toCottonwood
to bring Lovelock home. Mrs. Logan
drove with the wounded man on the
seat beside her. Fred Sullivan, rode on
a rear seat. About dusk Logan. rode
up on horseback. He was armed witha
Winchester and ordered his wife to
leave the stage and go with him. She
refused, saying she was going home.
Logan then said he would go too, and
rode on behind. They rode along for
two hours when Mrs. Logan heard a
shot aud turning saw Sullivan fall dead
witha bullet through his heart. He
had ueen shot in the back by.Logan.
The murde rer then shot Lovelock, who
was too weak to defend himself and be
felldead in Mrs. Logan's lap. Logan
then got into the stage and taking the
reins into his own hands drove- to,a
well

'
five miles distant in which he

said he intended to deposit the bodies
of the murdered men, after which he
would kill his wife. She, however,
persuaded him to water the horses first
and as Logan stopped to secure a bucket
from under the stage, Mrs. Logan took
a pistol from Lovelock's pocket and
when he arose shot him. Mrs. Logan
dismounted aud fired two shots into
her husband. Leaving Logan's body
lyingin the dust the plucky woman
drove into town with the other dead
men and told the news.

Told byCapt.Gifford of a Wrecked
WhalingBark.

San Francisco, July 14.— When the
steamer Lakme came into this port this
morning from Pribyloff island and
Dutch Harbor, 'Capt. C.F. Gilford, of
the whaling bark Abram Barker, was
on board as a passenger. .Capt. Gilford
was brought on May 7, forty miles off
Cape Naverln; the crew was picked up
by the. whaling bark Horatio. Itis a
very thrilling story that Capt. Gilford
tells of the wreck.- ; * "•-.'
; "On the 6th of May," said he, "we
were working through the ice in a
strong breeze. The Horatio and the
Abram Barker were together. We did
not hit the ice hard enough to stave in
theship, but sometimes it was hard to
tell what the result would be. Inthe
morning we started the pumps, and
were startled to find ten feet of water
in the hold. The provisions were under
water, and our supply of fresh water
was spoiled. We signaled at once to the
Horatio, and she came down to our as-
sistance.

"Some of the crew came aboard, and
we started up the pumps to their . full'
capacity. We pumped till 12:30, end
gained only six inches. Our steam gave
out. and the water gained rapidly on us.

"Under . the . circumstances, we took
our personal effects and went aboard
the Horatio. Two hours after the ves-
sel sank indeep water." *

Capt. Gifforn further explained that
the bark had "nocatch." She left this
port on the 9th. The Abram Barker
was built at Fairhaven, Mass., in.1845,

The others, they say, they believe
to be the last of the Oalton gang, al-
though, their names have not been dis-
closed.

SOUTHERN OUTRAGE.

A Fiend Who Will Be Earned nt
the Stake if*Caught.

It is a queer change, this volubility
that has overrun the land. The genuine.
American antitype was grave., slow,'
deliberate, and not prone to diffusive-
ness. In fact, reserve was perhaps the
most noticeable characteristic in theNew
England training of a former time, a
reserve which overlaid family .inter-
course and seldom was betrayed into an
expression of affection, and" seldomer
still Into commendation. The men and
women of- that stock had plenty of
stored power as the result, and. In situ-
ations requiring energy, action and
decisive speech they had an indis-
putable natural commission to speak
and to act. We say to each, other in
speaking of. President Cleveland's curt
authoritative answer to Gov. Altgeld's
"Dear Sir" circumlocution, "That's the
American of it;""but then the president
is exceptional even among Americans
of this era, and Altgeldis the figure of
what we have come to in Kansas.
Colorado and Illinois, and., who-,
knows where

-
else in the future?

That "dear" seems, to be indica-
tive of revolutionists. Carlyle .re-
lates of Mazzini that an undertaker
came to his rooms in London one dark
winter morning to inquire for a corpse.
Mazziui, who answered.* the bell him-
self, said, "But, my dear" (An Italian
would . say "Mydear" to a hangman),
"there is not here a dead." Altgeld,
too, in the thick of chaos and impend-;
ing carnage becomes voluble an! en-
dearing -" o^-^.":

Perhaps it is the assimilation of for-
eign blood that is imperceptibly as yet,
though surely changing the distinctively
American characteristic of taciturnity
into an alien volubility, which in.time
may take on the wasteful redundancy
of gesticulation as well. Some one
writes: "Itis a physical necessity !for
me to repair by a fast of words, an ab-
stinence from talk, the frightful expend-
iture of his whole being which is an
Italian's or a Frenchman's life."

Nothing is truer in human observa-
tion than the deduction that the lower
the degree of culture the greater the
amount of talk. In fact, the absence or
presence of reserve shows social grada-

tions tacitly recognized by every think-
ing human being. .

There is no exasperation more fret-
ting than the punishment of listening
to talk which must be endured from
policy, politeness or some consideration
that

~
is of no earthly account

when compared with the nervous sacri-
fice. The penances of the saints de-
vised by themselves always favored
silence and quiet. It is doubtful if
sanctification could have been so easily
compassed in a world of -.-talk-
ers, talkiug for talk's sake, to
kill time. Agassiz wondered when
people he met in society, sometimes
complained of being bored with life.
Every contrivance "to kill time" was
incomprehensible to him. "Time!" he
would.exclaim:, "My only trouble is
that Ihave - not enough time for my
work. Please give to me the hours you
say are a bore to you, and Iwillreceive
them as the most precious of presents."

"1have no small talk." said the Duke
of Wellington, "and Peel has no man-
ners," but the assertion was* scarcely
necessary. from the IronDuke. His ca-
reer precluded such an accomplishment,
but his talk as itis recorded has the di-
rectness of a bayonet charge. For in-
stance. when George IV.belieyed that his
"honor" forbade him to accept Can-
ning as minister, declaring to Welling-,
ton: "Ican't, Arthur; 1can't as a gen •

tleman. can 1?" "Your majesty is not
a gentleman," replied tbe duke to the
startled kiug, and his majesty gave
way. While temperament largely in-
fluences the , reserve of persons
high and low, environments seem
to . have the 2 dominating touch
that affects " many. There is a well-
known family in town, consisting
of fivepersons of whom it is said that
the English language would vanish
from the world if it rested with them,
so chary are they of exercising itin
speech. They are all of one turn in the
matter, and the reserve being.under-
stood, there is no agreement nor con-
flictofopinion possible. Environment
protects them for a goodly share of their
time from the inroads of gabblers whose
one indefatigable industry is talk.

Rank has one delightful privilege,
that itcan be hedged from the talkers
itdoes not want to hear. Or, coming
where talk might abound, it is the pre-
rogative of a woman like the queen of
England to limitit to answering such
questions as she may condescend to ask,
and nothing more, unless the respond-
ent were Thomas Carlyle, who not alone
answered, but actually contradicted her
majesty, as Robert Browning narrated,
he being present. Inleaving the room
the queen lingered near the .poet long
enough to ask if that was Carlyle's
habitual manner, and Browning had to
;answer affirmatively. The straightfor-
ward Scotchman always dealt sum-
marily with commonplace talkers. Dick-
ens mentions a dinner where a pompous
man disposed of a question of some
moment "in bis usual style, made it
into a small {parcel, and laid it away on
a shelf, not to

'

be moved thence any
more." Thereafter came a dead silence,
with Carlyle gazing blankly at the im-
portant personage opposite to him, and
saying in a truly absent manner, but
perfectly andible, but yon're a
puir creator— puir wratched, meeser-
able creator," aud then proceeded with
his dinher.

In
very hot weather they should be beaten
and aired once a week. In moderately
warm weather once a fortnight is suf-
ficient. .

The Window Garden.
In the matter of window gardening

the beginner's most common cause ot
failure is due to ignorance as to the use
of water on plants ana seeds. Seeds
should be watered sparingly and only
at night, increasing .the quantity

.of water with growth. Potted plants
in a window-box should have,
say, a goblet of water to the pot daily,
in the evening, unless already drenched
with rain. The soil in the box should
never be allowed to become muddy; the
top of itshould be broken frequently to
the depth of an inch, for baking gen-
erally follows watering during sunny
weather.. Any plant which seems sickly
should be removed and replaced.——
