The "knockers" who are watching
the llamliue races with magnifying
glasses to discover cause for complaint
will have to pass yesterday's events
without being able to tind much fault.
The best horses won, there were no
bad starts, and some excellent lime was
made. The tive-jixhths of a mile race
for two-year-olds has not been equaled
this meeting, although Charley Wilson
ran within a quarter of a second of it
July 12 in a heat race. The heat race
for four-year-olds was ruu In :4'.|la, *W
and 4.i;2< which is almost two seconds
better than previous average time. The
mile and a sixteenth race was run In
l:).i'-3. tiie fastest time for the distance
this meeting.

The only race in which a pronounced
favorite did not win was the third, In
which Leo M got the best price, and.
even this rice was won by the second
choice. The bookmakers lost money,

and. as the play was heavy, there was
little chance for them to escape a losing
on a single race of the day.

The attendance was about 2.000. and
the street car facilities for returning
me crowd to St. Paul were about ade-
quate for 200 people.— in 'consequence
the half dozen cars on hand were
packed withsweltering humanity, and
itis a wonder a serious accident did not
occur. As it was, one trailer jumped
the track, and one man was at least
painfully ifnot seriously injured. In
view of the unsatisfactory transpotra-
tion facilities it is a wonder that so
many people attend the Hamline races,
for few people care to hazard life and
limb as well as their money in dull
times.
