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GREAT DAMAGE TO CROPS

IS RESULTING FROM KOT AND DRY
WEATHER.

CHINCH BUGS RUNNING RIOT.

Weather Crop Bulletin Up to July
24 Makes a Serious Showing—
Small Grain Ripened Too Fast
—Corn Suffering —Buckwheat
Refuses to Biossum—FPasturage
Becuming a Desert.

The Minnesota weather crop bulletin
to July 24 follows:

Stiowery conditions prevailed in the
northern part of the state on Wednes-
day, the central portions on Thursday
aud in the souihern part on Friday. The
rainfall was everywhere insuflicient o
break the drought conditions now exist-
Ing, which have therefore become iu-
tensitied in nearly ali sections of the
state. Irreparable injury to the corn
and potato crops is threatened unless
the needed rains soon come. These
crops generally have so far withstood
the dry spell wondertully well, but now
they have reached a critical point
where each day lessens their recupera-
tive powers. ‘I'he dry spell has been
augmented by the almost total absence
of the heavy dews generally so preva-
lent during the growing season. The
temperature was higher than usual
every day during the week, except on
Friday and Saturday, when it was
slighily cooler.

The warm weather has ripened the
small grain too fast,causing the harvest
to be eariier than usual; and oats, bar-
Iey and wheat are in many blaces all
ready to cut at the same time. Haying
is not finished 1ma great many distriets
and harvest work is unusually rushed
for this season ot the year. ‘The wheat
harvest has begun as far north as Lac
Stearns and Chisago
and barley cutting as far north

le, Pope,

as Noran counuty; while oats and the
early sown flax are havesting through-
out the thern and central portions
of the s The condition of these
crops is as

:fore reported very uneven,
being ge lly good throughout the
Red river v y and in many other sec=
tions, while there is much that is very
poor,especially on the uplands and ou
sandy soils. It is too dry for buck-
wheat to Dblossom, and it is generally
conceded that the most of the late sown
wiil be a failure. Pasturage is drying
up so badly that a great deal of stock
have to be fed, and the cows are failing
in their yield of milk. Some farmers
will have to cut cern and othier grain for
hay. Of the vezetables the “tomatoes
and squashes seem to do the best. ‘Tne
early potato yield is very light, but the
potato bugs, so numerous early in the
seasei, have pretty much all disap-
peared. Chinch bugs have begun their
ravages on the corn in Wabasha, Wi-
nona, Carver, Oimsted and a tew other
counties. In Mecker coutly they ree
duced in five townships the crop yield
three-fourths.

The quality of the cereals harvested
is ceneraliy reported good, the berry
being pluwmp and of a bright color.

LEE GETS $72 DAMAGES,

He Is Contented, However, as It
Establishes iiis Rights.

In the United States eircuit court the
jury in the case of William E. Lee
against The Washburn-Crosby Com-
pany returned a verdiet in favor of Mr.
Lee for nominal damages, The amount
fixed was $72, or $4 for each cylinder
used by the company as a cockle sep-
arator.

C. A. Severance, one of the attorneys
for Mr. Lee, was asked yesterday how
he liked the verdict. His revly was
that it gave satisfaction to him and his
client. The matter contended for, he
said, was the infringement of a patent
cockle separator uséd in flour mills and
eievators. The amount of damages was
not the material part in the contention.
There are suits against about a dozen
mills already begun, and there are over
a hundred mills using the patent. The
matter has been vigorously defended
by the millers’ association. The asso-
clation asserts that there is no infringe-
ment, and tried to anticipate the Lee
patent by putting in operation a ma-
chine or cylinder similar to the Lee
patent. The Washburn-Crosby com-
pany have in use eighteen of the cyiin-
ders, and hundreds of them are used by
other mills besides the bundred or more
nia‘.lls in the National Millers’ associa-
tion.
