STRANGE EXPLOSION.
Kelly & Co.'s Plumbing and

Gasfltting Establishment
Is Demolished.

IT'S ANOTHER MYSTERY

A Hebrew Junk Peddler Has
a Sad Experience With

a Robbar.

EQUALIZATION BOARD.

Assessments Are BeingRaised
AllAround— General News

of Minneapolis.

Another mysterious explosion oc-
curred yesterday morning at 10:31),
wrecking H. Kelly «& Co.'s plumbing
and gas-litting establishment, at '2oQ
Second av(Miuesouth, and injuring rive
men. J. L. Clark, an employe of the
Standard Uil company, just previous to
the explosion was engaged ivfilling a
tank in the basement of the place' with
gasoline. The explosive stuff was run
down from the sidewalk through a pipe
into the tank below. lie had tilled in
ten gallons, and went into the basement
to note the condition or the indicator of
the tank. On his way back up staira
the explosion occurred, and blew things
skyward. He was badly burned about
the head and face, but managed to crawl
out from the wreck without assistance.

The others injured were: J. Nickell
Smith, bookkeeper of the establishment,
who was knocked down and rendered
unconscious by the shock: Uus C.
Tollerud, driver for Kelly&Co., who
was badly burued about the upper pcr-
tion of his body, and George De Parca,
driver for Adams Express company,
and August Swanson, one of the linn's
employes. Die. Nelson and Erdmanu
dressed the men's injuries, after which
they were taken to their homes. Clark
lives at 1707 Fourth street, northeast,
and Tollerud lives at 2305 Eighteenth
avenue, south. Neither of the men are
dangerously injured.

The force of the explosion completely
wrecked the plumbing establishment,
and scattered debris inevery direction.
The huge flagstones of Hie sidewalk
were broken and sent dying in every
direction. The (jlass from the windows
was also shattered to small bits, and the
way the pieces sailed about through the
air was a warning to pedestrians to get
out of the way as quickly as possible.
The whole front of the place was blown
out, as were the rear doors and win-
dows. Alively Ore followed, and for a
tim" the department had all itcould do
to keep the block from burning down.

The peculiar part of the explosion is
that the gasoline tank withits contents
stands intact, which does away with
the supposition that the gasoline ex-
ploded. No reason can be assigned for
the explosion, though it is intimated
that dynamite was the cause. How the
dynamite came into the basement, how-
ever, is a question that no one can
answer, and Mr.Kelly states that he
never had use for any and did not
Keep iton hand. The police will in-
vestigate the case thoroughly. It is
similar to that of the Homestead saloon
on Hennepin avenue, which went up at
midnight in much ihe same manner
several weeks ago.

The noise of the exDlosion caused
several horses that were tied in the vi-
cinity to break their halters and run
away. Several carriages were also
ruined, and the windows in llarmonia
hall, on the opposite corner, were shat-
tered. George de Parcq. the driver for
Adams Express company, who hap-
pened to be near the place with his
horse and wagon, was struck in the
head by a flying brick and injured to
no small extent. His horse was also in-
jured, receiving a big gasii on the fore
leg.

BIERMAN'S ADVENTURE.

A Hebrew Junk Peddler Meets
With a Robber.

J. Bierman is a junk dealer of Hebrew
descent whose place of business is at
421 Washington avenue north. Yester-
day morning he took his "one noss shay"
and went out to purchase rags, bottles
and other cast offmaterial. On Douglas

aveuue north he met a limping colored
man who stated he had a lot of rairs to
sell, and if he would drive a short dis-
tance he would deliver the stuff to him.
Bierman scenting a trade witn large
profits from the paper mills, took the
colored man into his wagon and the two
drove along Summit avenue until they
came to the woods. Once within the
shadow of the trees the colored man
pulled out a slung shot, consisting of a
dirty sock loaded with small stones and
belabored the poor junk dealer with it
over the head.

Bierman yelled murder and called
upon Isaac aud Jacob to come to his res-
cue, 'ltie colored man declared he
would killhim unless he gave over all
his money, and at this the junk dealer
ot course yelled all the harder. That
he would have been beaten to death
there is no doubt had not two attaches
of the city water depa rtment put in an
appearauce. They were P. B. Rhodes
and Frank Hewitt, who happened to be
performing some work for the water
department in the vicinity. They ran
to the Jew's aid, and the colored mnn
jumped out of the wagon and took to
the woods. He was iost in the tangle
of the brush and could not be appre-.
hended, tliougha rigid search was made
of the woods.

Bierman is badly beaten, and has a
number of serious wounds and cuts
about the head and face.

GOES UP HIGHER.

The Assessment on Various of the
the Down-Town Streets.

A DISASTROUS BLAZE.

CARLSON iV ALLEN'S SASH PAQ-*

The Loss About $30,000

Two

Cars Also Burned.

Another disastrous fire broke out ten
minutes before midnight last night in
one of the most dangerous quarters of
the city— the lumber district in north-
east Minneapolis. The lire originated in
the lire room of Carlson &Allen's cash
and door factory on Tyler street
between Fifteenth and Seventeenth
avenues northeast. It blazed up as
though the place were filled with
powder, setting fire to G. H. Pennant's
planing milladjoining.
