THE GUARANTY AGAIN.

The Loan Company's Peculiar
Business Methotls Aired Again.
Itwould appear from the amount of

litigation that Is constantly being
brought about in the district court that
the troubles of the Guaranty Loan com-
pany will never cease to come before
the public. Another suit has been com-
menced. Itis brought by the Industrial
Trust company, of Providence, R. 1..
against Roswell P. Russell, his wife
Carrie B. Russell, the Northwestern
Guaranty Loan company and the Min-
neapolis Trust company, a9receiver for
the same. In 1839 Roswell P. Russell
gave his promissory note for $30,000 to
the Guaranty Loan company, signing
withhis wife a mortgage deed on forty
acres of laud la township 28, to secure
the note.

The note and mortgage was assigned,
among other securities, to the Industrial
Trust company in pursuance of a cer-
tain trust agreement entered into with
the Guaranty Loan company, which
agreement provided, among otherthings, for the issuance of 150,000 worth
of debenture bonds by the Guaranty
Loan company. Upon* the failure to
pay such bonds, the securities were to
be collected, it Is alleged in the com-
plaint that upon the assignment of the
Guaranty Loan compuny, the company
pretending to be the owner of the mort-
gage, caused a sale to be made by the
sheriff of the premises under the mort-gage, for the sum of §32,908.28, and thata certificate of sale was delivered to the
Guaranty Loan company by the sheriff.
Judgment is asked for la the sum of
$30,057,03.

INQUIRY DECIDED ON.

HOUSE AUTHORIZES AN INVES-
TIGATION OF Jll)i,DUICK.S.

Something of a I-'iclit Developed
Over the Chicago Public

Building Bill.

Washington, Aug. 3.—Mr. Bailey
(Dem. Tex.), from the committee on ju-
diciary, as a matter of privilege, intro-
duced a resolution providing for an in-
vestigation by that committee ot the
charges against Augustus J. Ricks,
United States jmlgeof the district court
of Northern Ohio.

Mr. Grosvenor (Rep., O.) criticised
this resolution for an investigation as a
piece of indecent haste. No notice had
been given Judge Ricks by the commit-
tee, he said. lie submitted that a judgp
of the distric court of the United States
should be treated with as much defer-
ence as aman charged with being drunk
aud disorderly in a police court.

Mr. Bailey, in reply, said if Mr. Gros-
venor was a friend of Judge Ricks he
would want the investigation to pro-
gress. If there was a taint on Judge
Kicks' judicial ermine it should be re-
moved, or he should be removed. The
resolution was agreed to without divi-
sion.

On motion of Mr. MeGann (Dem., 111.)
a resolution instructing the commis-
sioner of labor to investigate the effect
of the use of machinery upon labor,
wages, etc., was agreed to.

Mr. Mayer (Dem., La.), from the com-
mittee on militia, called up a billto pro-
mote the efficiency of the militia. It
provided for an elaborate systtm of na-
tional defense, including in the militia
all able-bodied citizens of the United
States between the ages of eighteen and
forty-five, the organized militia to be
known as the national guard and the
unorganized as the reserve, militia. The
morning hour expired without action on
the bill. Then under the special order
the remainder of the day was devoted
to bills reported from the committee on
public buildings and grounds.

Among the bills laid aside with favor-
able recommendation in committee of
the whoie were bills appropriating
$200,000 for a buildingat South Omaha,
.Neb., and Sluo.OOO for a building at
Pittsville, Pa.

The lightof the day came on the bill
appropriating 12,000,000 for the irection
of a public building at Chicago on the
piesent site. Mr. Dockery made a point
of order against th« appropriation. On
Mr. Black's motion it was stricken out.

Mr.Black then, after a brief state-
ment of the urgent necessity for a build-
ing at Chicago, moved that the bill be
laid aside witha favorable recommenda-
tion and it carried, 141 to 2. Mr.Jones
(Dem., Va.) made the point of no
quorum. A call of the rolldisclosed the
luck of a quorum.

Mr. Maddux (Dem., Ga.) moved to ad-
journ. T.his was resisted by the friends
of the Chicago building and defeated,
49 to 89.

Mr. Bankhead (Dem., Ala.) moved a
call of the liouse.

The next call developed the lack of a
quorum, and at 6:40 p. m. the liouse
adjourned.

Washington. Avar. B.—ln the senate
a motion by Senator George (Dem.,
Miss.) to take up the bankruptcy bill
resulted in a vote of 27 to 14. No" quo-
rum. Failing to develop a voting
quorum, Mr. George withdrew the bill
tor the present.

Mines Laid at Entrances to
Rivers— Lighthouses

Closed.

JAPS CAPTURE TWO CITIES.

Reports of Another Defeat of
Japanese Naval

Forces.

London. Aug. S.— A dispatch from
IlongKong to the Times says the vice-
roy of Kwaug iltunghas enlisted 500
black flairs with which to strengthen
the tranisoii3 of the Canton river forts.

Inaddition, the viceroy has stationed
four gunboats at Tiger island, in the
Canton river, and has laid mines at Foo
Chow and Tatnsui. The viceroy of
Kwang Htuug has also closed the light-
houses on the southern coast.

JAPS CAPTURE TWO CITIES.

Reports ofa Defeat ofTheir Naval
Forces.

Yokohama, Aug. B.—The Imperial
ordinance permits Chinese to reside in
Japan on condition that they engage in
peaceful pursuits.

The greatest excitement prevails here,
at Tokio and at other large towns as a
result of the victories of Japanese
troops at Seikwan, the Japanese syno- j
nym for Cbon lion, where the Chinese
lost 500 killed and fled in the direction
of K'jspiu, the Japanese synonym for
Kong Chow. Tin- Japanese are also in
possession of Yasuuu. Humors, how-
ever, are current here that the Japan-
ese naval forces have been defeated in
an engagement with Chinese warships.

PEACEMA KUS FAIL.

Efforts of England and Russia to
End the War Come to Naught.

Shanghai, Aug. B.—lt Is officially
reported from Tien Tsin that the efforts
of Great Britain and Russia to bring
about a peaceful settlement of the dis-
putes between China and Japan have
failed. China is willingto paj an in-
demnity, but refuses to surrender her
suzerainty over Corea. Tne Chinese
government has closed the Amping and
Takao lighthouses on the island oiFor-
mosa.

BIGGEST BLOW OP ALL.

The Dreaded Typhoon Will Si-
lence the Oriental Navies.

Washington. Aug. B.—ln speaking
of the probabilities of the pending war
between .Japan and China an official of
the Japanese legation today recalled the
fact that the season of the monsoon and

j the typhoon is now rapidly approach- j
ing. The presence of the former is not
regarded as a menace to sea manojuver-
ing. but fear is felt for the latter. The
typhoon is a revolving wind storm
wiiose effects are disastrous. It is be-
lieved by the officials of the legation !
that the naval movements during the j

I typhoon season nt least will be some- j
what circumscribed. Itis believed that

•
the Chinese will not venture a great
distance from their coasts, but will
keep close to port. Japan, itis thought
here, will wage an aggressive war

j against China, and some of the objective
Ipoints in all probability will be the
IChinese ports. Already reports have
j reached here of high gales oft" the Chi-
nese coast that have compelled all craft
but the staunchest steamers to seek
shelter in port. >iaval officers say tnat
when tiie dreaded typhoon sets in there
is nothing to do but torun from it. The
United States steamer Marion was
struck by a s'.onu of this kind a few
months ago when beginning her voyage
home from China to San Francisco. She
emerged in a damaged condition or had
a narrow escape, notwithstanding she
is a splendid sea boat and was in the
hands of the ablest navigators in the j
navy. When vessels are not sunk by
the typhoon, they are frequently driven
far out of their course, so itwill"be seen
that naval operations between Japan
and China are likely to be conducted at
great risk. For this reason operations
ot the fleets will probably be restricted
to a minimum.

YAXKKH SOLIMKUS WANTED.

They Get Gooil Pay in Japan's
Army and Navy.

Washington', Aug. B.—Though the
United Stales neutrality laws forbid the
enlistment of Americans for service In
Japan, there is no way of preventing j
any one from accepting a commission
inJapan's army or navy ifhe can get

it. In the case of ilaj. Wasson, it
happens that he possesses a decoration
of commerce of honor, which makes
him a citizen of Japan if he elects to be
one. It i*understood here that Lieut.
Richard Graham Davenport, U. S. X.,

has been offered the command of a man
of war of the first class by the Japan- j
ese minister of marine. Lieut. Daven-
port served nearly ten years in Japan-
ese waters and was the interpreter of
the admiral ot the United States fleet.
He knows the Japanese tongue better
than any officer of the navy and would
therefore be able to take a high com-
mand. It is pretty certain tliat any
American with a military education
and a good social standing would have
no difficulty in obtaining a commissiorj

under the Mikado. If Lieut. Daven-
port can obtain a two years' leave he
may accept the position tendered him,
buthe will not relinquish hia United
States commission to do so.

SAYS CHINA WILL WIN.

A German Officer's Prediction in
the Oriental War.

Washington. Aug. B.—A letter was
received recently in this city from
Lieut. Col. yon llannekin, who was on
the transport Kow Ching when she was
sunk by the Japanese torpedoes. It
was written in June, and the colonel
said that war was inevitable because
the Japanese were determined to have
one.

The Chinese were reluctant, he said,
and he anticipated Japanese victories at
first because of China's lack of prepara-
tion. But in the end, when the Chinese
were fairly aroused, they would cer-
tainly and surely overwhelm their ad-
versaries, he wrote.

The colonel is an officer of the spcond
rank in the Chinese service, a place ot"
high distinction, nnd Is thoroughly in-
formed as to their resources.

lie is a highly trained engineer offi-
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cer, nnd itwas he who built the forts at
Tort Arthur and at Wei-ilai-VVel, on
the opposite shore.

FRENCH ARK SUSPICIOUS.

British Protestations of Neatral-
ity But Half lielievcd.

Paihs, Auj?. B.—The Alatin today
publishes a long article on the relations
of the European powers to China.Japan
and K<iva. The editor is most appre-
hensive of a covert attempt at over-
reaching on the Dart of Great Britain.
After advising Franco to remain ueu-
tral as long as possible, he says:
"If, however, any power except

China and Japan seek to train a>i ad-
vantape in Korea, France must hold in
reserve the right to act so as to secure a
similar advantage for herself.

"Itwould be necessary also to read-
just the bajance of power iv case it
should be broken by Great Britaiu
occupying Port Lazareff.

operation ot the various boards of tradeand exchange* throughout the country,
especially Uioso of ban Francisco and
Chicago to secure a shipload of food forthe sujcerers. Areligious newspaper of
this city has already atrreed to con-
tribute 1,000 barrels of "ilour to any
carj;o that may be made up.

A BIOXHIJR'S PL.EA.

Widow ofPresident Carnot Asked
to Intercede for Caeiario.

The mother of
Ciesano Santo Geronimo, the assassin
of President Carnot, ha 3written to
Mine. Carnot asking her to intercede
with President Casimir-Perier for the
life of her son. The mother lias re-
ceived a letter from Ciesario, iv which
he says:

"Dear Mother: 1 write a few lines in
order to inform you that 1 have been
condemned to death. What must you
think of me! fc'ou cannot think that i
am an assassin and a malefactor. You
know my good heart and my tenderness
was always shown to you. Well, my
heart is the same today. If1have com-
mitted this act, it was simply because I
was tired of lookiug ou such an in-
lainous world.
