TALK OF CREAMATORIES.

City Now Pays $22,000 a Year
for the Removal of
Garbage.

A BETTER SYSTEM WANTED.

Paul Busch and Pal, the No-
torious Swindlers, Es-
cape With Fines.

The joint committee on garbage held
an informal meeting yesterday after-
noon. ‘The session had been called by
Chairman Johnson wmore for the purpose
of having an exchange of views than for
the transaction of any business.

The present contract for the removal
of garbagze will expire by limitation Oct.
13. Under this contract it costs the city
000 a vear for the removal of gar-
e. While the system ot removal is
good as it can be, the matter of ulli-
mwate disposition is oune which, 1n the
opinion of the members of the commit-
tee, could Le improved. At the present
time the garbage is taken by wagons to
a place near Como and Phalen avenue,
where it is loaded on cars of the Soo
line and taken to New Brizhton, there
to Le eremated in the crematory located
at that piace. This plant, hbowever, was
originally built to accommodate the city
of Minneapolis.

Chairman Johnson, on ecailing the
committee to order, said that it was
time to copsider the future dispoesition
of garbaze at an early day. Shall the
city use a crematory? 1f so, shall it be
ated by lease, or shall the eity own

1?2 Mr. Johnson inferimed the
that it would require three

members
men to operate a plant capable of hand-

ling seventy-five tons a day, provided
that but voe shift woult : emploved.
If two shifts were en ved, that is, if
the plant were to run day and night, it
would require six men.

“Whether we do it now or not,” con-
tinued he, *eventually the city will
heve to come to the systemm of crema-
tion. If we delermine upon this plan
at this time we can iunclude the neces-
sary amount in the tax levy of uext
tall, and Le then prepared to begin to
build next sprinz. The city can make
temporary arrangements for the winter
by allowing thie present contracior to
continue the removal under the old con-
tract, without making a new one. This
hLas been done before, when the matter
was pending a loug time in the ecity
eouncil. lu my estimation the cily
sticuud bave about three plants, located
at different portions, to properly take
care of the garbaze.”

Information  will
also be gathered about the ditferent
sysiews of eremation, their cost of con-
struction and maintesance, as well as
thie gualities of service rendered by
them.

From the general fecling amongz the
members of the committee there is no
doubt that the preseut city ccuneil will
take up this important guestion with a
determination to make a final disposi-
tjion of it.

€25, and fines were paid. The police
department will, however, keep a close
wateh en the men, and at the first at=
tempt to a0 any werk in the city they
will be again arrested.

BRIDGES SAT UPON.

Historic Grove Street Bridge
Scheme Killed by
Judge Kerr.

HE DENIES THE MANDAMUS.

Asked to Compel the Rail-
roads to Build the
Two Bridges.

SUPT. GILBERT EXPLAINS

Why 471 Teachers Must Bs
Had to Carry on the
Schools.

¥ Judge Kerr has denied the applica-
tion for a writ of mandamus to compel
the construction of the Grove street
bridge. This was a petition on behalf
of The City of St. Paul against The St.
Paul, Minneapolis & Manitoba Railway
Company, The Great Northern Railway
Company, The St. Paul & Northern
Pacific Railway Company, and the
Northern Pacitic Railway Company.
After hearing on the apuplication to dis-
miss the alternative writ of mandamus,
Judge Kerr has discharged the proceed-
ings for mandamus. The purpose of the
proceeding was to compel the erection
of bridges so as to connect Burr, Grove,
Woodward and Elizabeth streets, and
across the net of traeks of which the
Great Northern has control, and the
Northern Pacific’s eighteen tracks, and
which are in constant use by passing
trains, so that a suitable crossing can-
not be provided without a bridge or pair
of bridges.

Judge Kerr is of opinion that a bridge
should be constructed across the ravine
alongz the line of Burr street, but it has
not become necessary, and is nit rea-
sonable or expedient to construct a
bridge as asked for on the line of Burr
street to join with a bridge on the line
of Grove sireet, Such a bridge would
cost from £90,000 to £100,000, and would
be too expensive. The ravine is already
bridged at Sixth street, Seventh street
and Lafayette avenue, besides the via-
ducts at Third and Fourth streets.
These bridges and crossings are accessi-
ble to the pubtie, although not as con-
venient as the proposed bridge. The
city has not yet established any grades
of Grove and Burr streets where they
cross the tracks. Thne city has the
rizht to establish the grades of streets
without compensation in damages to
property affectea, but has no right to
aiter established grades excepton the
payment of damage to owners of real
estate,

The proposed bridge was a compli-
cated atfair, extending over Trout Brook
ravine. The railroads have filled up
the ravine, so that it was necessary to
bridge it to extend Grove strect. Burr
street runs at right angles, and the in-
tersection of the streets is at a point on
the railroad tracks. The proposed
bridge was to run from Grove street
on the west side of the ravine
and across the ravine to Seventh
street, and there was - a Dbranch
from that bridge consisting of another
bridge on Burr street, which should
connect with the Grove street bridge at
right angles and run north aeross the
ravine to the high ground on Burr
street. The city council ordered the
railroads to Dbuild the bridges, but the
railroads claimed that they were not
necessary, and declined to build theuw,
hence the application for a mandamus
wineb has faiied to be 1ssued by order
of Judge Kerr.

Following is a brief extract from the
opinion:

*“IThe construction of the bridge, as
proposed across the ravine along the
line of Grove street, would subserve
the convenience of a large number of
the citizens, and, owing to the natural
conformation of the ground and the ex-
pense of securinz by condemnation pro-
ceedings or ocherwise the right to maKe
the necessary slopes, if a fill were
adopted, it would be necessary and
would be the least expensive and most
expedient plant to secure a crossiug of
the ravine, along the line, by a bridge
such as is proposed in the alternative

writ. Such necessity or expedieney
is in uo manner enhanced
or affected by the occupancy

of the ravine as aforesaid by defendant,
but always existed and will exist, in-
dependent of, and without reference to,
the occupancy of the ravine by the de-
fendants. It has net become necessary
and is not reasonable or expedient to
constroet a bridge on the line of Burr
street to join the bridge on the line of
Grove strect. The need of and con-
venienece that would be subserved by
bridres so united, as proposed in the
alternative writ would not be commen-
surate with the great expense and cost,
which 1 find would be from $90.000 to
$100,000, with the additional cost of
mainiaining and repair.

The effort to secure these bridges be-
gan over twenty years ago, and was
pushed by such men as Johu 8. Prince,
Gen. Sibley, W. A. Van Slyke and other
prominent persons living in that part of
the ctiv,which then bore the distinction
of Dbeing the upper tendom districet.
Some three years ago Ald. Conley took
up the fight, and, devising the scheme
of compeliing the railroads to put up
the bridges without expense to the city,
secured Lhe passage by the city council
of a measure commanding the railroads
to build the vridges. Ald. Conley’s idea
was based on a provision ef the city
charter that requires railroads, when
called upon to do so, to bridge over the
tracks any street crossed.

The railroads mei the issue with the
argument that this ravine was a case
not within the contemplation of the
charter. The ravine had always been
there and no street grade haa ever been
established upon it. Were there no
railroads ranning through the ravine it
would be just as necessary to bridge
the ravine in order to get across it with
teams as it was now. ‘The charter, as
the roads maintained, contemplated the
bridging of the tracks by the companies
where used and possible streets are
crossed by the tracks.

WHY 471 TEACHERS.

The Reason Explained by Supt.
Gilbert.

Supt. Gilbert, of the public schools,
sends to the GLOBE the tollowing state-
ment concerning the need for the num-
ber of teachers employed:

As there seems to be in the publie
mind some misapprehension in regard
to the number of teachers required in
the public schools and the number ap-
pointed by the board, as Indicated in
the budget sent to the city council, the
following statement is made according
to official statisties:

The rule of the board under which for

some years past teachers have been

appointed requires the appointment in

each district school of one teacher for an

average enrollment per month of forty

pupils, excepting In remote and subur-
an schotl)ls,

Thd average enrollment per month
during the last school year u&schools.
exclusive of the centeal and branch
high schools, was 15,866, which, with
forty pupils per teacher, requires the

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appointment of 397 elass-room teachers.
The nimber actually appointed (391) is
six less thao the required number.

In addition to these 391 there were
appointed thirty-one principais, two
supervisors, three special teachers,
thirty-nine teachers of the central hizh
and marnual traininz sehool, and five to
the branch high schools—eighty in all—
making a total of 471 teachers called for.

The high school teachers were ap-
pointed upo the report of a special com-
mittee, whe carefully reviewed the
number of subjects to be tauzht, the
number of pupils likely to be in attend-
ance, and determined upon the numbar
of teachers required. This number was
reduced one.

Hence, it will be seen that instead of
calling for 120 extra teachers, they have
really called for less than the number
needed.

*What can the common council do
with the school budget now? Simply
nothing. It has noright to cut down
the allowances for schools at this time.”

Then it can say
what amount of money shall be set aside
for schools for the ensuing year, and
then it is done with the subject. Last
January it fixed the amount to be set
aside for school purposes for the current
year, and it has nothing more to say
in the matter until next January. They
have no power to say who shall be ew;-
ployed or what salaries they shall” Le
paid. It is entirely beyvond their power
to cutdown salaries at this time. 1f
the board of education know their busi-
ness they will o on as they have been,
fix the salaries and arrange to spend
the woney allowed them last January.
and the city will have to pay the sai-
aries of teachers and pay for the other
expenditures provided for by the board.
‘Lhe couneil has rot even the rightto
say how the money shall be expended.
All that can be done by itisto fix the
minimum and the maximum to be ex-
pended, and it has already doue that
for this year.”
