LixcoLN, Neb.,, Aug. 1L.—The re-
inains of eleven bodies of persons who
perishied in the terrible wreek on the
Rock Isiand were identified today, and
there is little reason to believe that any
more perished. The repert that A. B.
Edde and M. Beaver were amoung the
victims has proven to ve false. They
were safe in their homes at Pawnee
City. The colored ex-conviet, George
Washington Davis, who was arrested
last eveninz on suspicion of having
caused the wreek near there, neither
denies nor confirms the charge. He holds
a bad record around these parts, and
suspicion poinis very strongly lowards
. Should it prove true that he s
guilty, it would not Le surprising if the
law were relieved from  passing upon
his punishment, as feeling is very high
here. At the coroner’'s inquest this
afternoon the investization was, if any-
thing, faverable to the accused. Tne
investigation will iast several days yet.

AFTER REINHART WRO

Western Railroad Officials In-
terested in Choice of an
Atchison Receiver.

AN OUTSIDER IS WANTED.

Combine Made to Prevent the
Selection of Any Atchi-
son Official.

RESIGNATION ACCEPTED.

Reinhart Notified That He
lilay Retire as Soon as
He Pleases.

- CEICAGO, Aug. 11.—Railroad men in
the West are greatly interested in the
appointment of a receiver tor tie Aich-
ison road to succeed Mr. Reinhart, and
wmore than one high official of the West-
ern lines is log-rolling to have a wman
appointed to the vacancy who will be
agreeable to the competitors of the
Atchison. One name mentioned with
some emphasis is that of John M. Me-
Nulta, ex-receiver of the Wabash. D.
B. Robvinson, who is now in control of
the active working of the line, is also a
strong probability, and his familiarity
with the road and its employes would
make him an excellent appointment.
There is,however,a strong cabal among
the Westera lines which is anxious for
the appointment of some man not here-
tofore connected with the Atchi-
son. For the last year there has
been strong opposition to the
officials of the Atchison, chiefiy
because of the action or the road in
refusing to take the same view of the
anti=pass agreement as was adopted by
the oiner lines.  When that scheme fell
through at a meeting of the Western
Freight association, resolutions were
adopted censuring the officiils of the
Alchison for their attitude on the ques-
tion, and declaring that they were not
competent to fill the places they were
then holding: the feeling of the man-
agzers of some of the Western lines was
s0 strong that they made it & point to
collect evidence which they judged to
be injurious to President Reinhart and
the other leading officials of the
Atchison and forward it to Judge
Caldwell, with the object of influenc-
ing him to remove the men against
whom the evidence was directed. The
men who took part in this fight against
the officials of the Atchison road may
be depended upon now to use all their
powers to prevent the appointment as
sueccessor (o Mr. Reinhart of any man
who bas been idéentified with the system
in the past. :

Railroad men in general feel much
encouraged over the outlook during the
last week, and if rates to the East were
only more stable tney would feel com-
paratively happy. They ovelieve that
the railroad business has touched low
water mark, and that there is no other
direction for it to go execept toward imn=
provement. There are, however, no
signs of an improvement in the passen-
zer business, aud the general passenger
agents are looking at things through the
bluest kind of dark blue spectacles.

RESIGNATION ACCEPTED.

Reinhart May Iletire as Soon as
He Pleases.

EMERSON'S GRAVE,

It Is Only Recentiy That It Has
Been Marked.
Detroit Free Press.

It is twelve years since Ralph Waldo
Emerson was laid to rest iu the ceme-
tery of Sleepy Hollow at Concord, and
during all that time his grave has been
unmarked by any name or inscription
which would indicate to strangers that
the distinguished Concord philosopher

slept  beneath, savs the Detroit
Free Press. A nameless biock of
pink and white quartz of no geo-

metrie shape, vnly a great boulder of
nature’s own arrangement of crystals,
stood pear the head of a grave which
was poiuted out 1o strangers as that of
Emerson. There seemed no significance
in the presence of such a block of min-
eral, but rathier a gaudy irrelevancy,the
showy character of the pyramid being
straugely inconsistent with the dark
pines which cast their sole mn sbhad-
ows » about ihe great amphi-
Lheater of death. T'houghtless strangers
chipped relics from the pink erystal,and
often those who were Jooking with long-
ing interest for the grave of the philoso-
pher only guessed from the family name
of Emerson on other graves in the
vicinity that this was indeed his resting
place. But within a tew days a name=
plate has been affixed to the rose quartz
monument, and 1t bears,this record, sct=
tling the-question of who sleeps there
beyona a doubt:

SHOT IN THE FOREHEAD

DID PATRICK GALVIN TRY TO
KILL HIMSELF?

Found With an Ugly Wound in
His Head—Bad Fracture of
the Skull.

Patrick Galvin, an old ecitizen of St.
Paul, living at 558 Robert street, was
found last nignt with a pistol wound in
the forehead, directly over the eye.
When Jdiscovered he was still able to
walk, and was taken to the patrol alarm
box, corner Ninth and Robert streets,
from where he was taken to the city
hospital by the central staiiom patrol.
He was conscious on the way out, but
declined to talk on the matter. The
wound showed no powder riarks.

The shooting happened about 2
o'clock, and details were rather hard to
obtain at that late hour. Mr. Galvin is
over sixty years of aze and at one time
was one of the streel commissioners of
the city. At the present time he is
employed as an inspector in the city
engireers’ department.

At the hospital the wound was found
to be an ugly one, and by its nature
sufficient to be dangerous, especially at
the advanced age of the patient. The
right eye was entirely closed from
the result of the shot, and may
be destroyed. It will be hard
to determine for a few days whether the
wound will be fatal or not, as complica-
tions may set in. Questioned by the
physicians, Galvin still dechined to
make any statement further than that
he was fooling with a revolver when
the weapon was discharged. This story
is, however, discredited by the doctors,
who believe that he made an attempt at
suicide, especially when the lateness of
the hour at which the thing occurred is
taken into consideration.
