Lyons, Aug. 10, 6 a. m.— Caesario
Santo, the young Italian who fatally
stabbed President Carnot on Sunday
evening, June -24. was executed at 4:55
n. in. The assassin trembled as he
emerged from the prison, and he had to
be assisted to the scaffold. His face was

deadly pale. As he was being fastened
down he cried "Vive l'Anarchie." Ilis
death was Instantaneous. Taere was
no unusual demonstration.

THE JIABUL.K ENJOYED IT,

Thousands Witnessed the Execu-
tion—Santo Weakened.

Lyons, Aug. 15.—Midnight — The
news of the decision to execute Santo
Inthe early morning spread rapidly,
notwithstanding tha efforts of the
officials to keep it secret. A
heavy fall of rain prevented the
gathering or a great crowd around the
prison, but all the wine shops and
restaurants in the vicinity have been
crowded all the even in* with people
who proposed to witness the executiou.
At midnight, however, these people
were compelled to leave their places of
shelter, as the tavernkeepers had strict
onli r? to close their doors at that hour.

The streets leading to the prison were
occupied by troops. At1o'clock all the
houses on the streets were closed, and
no person was allowed to enter them
unless he could prove that it was his
own pi;cc of resilience. This precau-
tion was intended to prevent any at-
tempts at violence on the part of the
anarchists.

3:30 a. m;—Santo occupied his time
yesterday in reading "Don Quixote."

At 1o'clock this morning the police
commenced to clear the people away
f mil the vicinity of the prison. When
the troops inarched to the square in

w.iicli the execution wiil take place,
h .idly a score of oulookera were init.
Nobody is permitted to walk the
pavement around the prison.
Black figures pas 9 through the
des'ited streets, and, after an exchange
of words with the soldiers, cross the
square to the prison. These are de-
tectives and the journalists who show
their credentials.

At3o?clock in the morning from a
window, not Santo's, a prolonged sigh,
followed by the cry, twice repeated, of
"ViveI'anarchie" breaks the stillness.
This is followed by a dead silence. Per-
haps it is a signal to warn Santo of his
approaching doom.

Just at this moment a wagon arrives
from the prison with the guillotine.

At-i:Mv ni. Santo wa3 led out of his
cell by the guards, and

Eve minutes later. Newspaper repre-
sentatives were allowed to take up a
position inside tlie cordon of the troops.

The crowd pu'slde the lines at 3
o'clock was small, but from that time it
quickly swelled until towards 4 o'clock,
the time at which the execution was
expected to take place, ithad grown to
large proportions.

When the preparations of Dicbler had
been completed he tested the guillotine
and pronounced it satisfactory. Itwas
then .4:25 o'clock. The troops then
closed in around the guillotine.

When daylight arrived thensquare
and streets near by were thronged with
people.

.Escorted by a squad of gendarmes the
executioner and his meu entered the
prison at 3:30 o'clock. M. Banx, the
governor of tlie prison, awakened Santo,
Baying to him:

"Courage, Santo, the hour has ar-
rived."

Tlie condemned man, with a great
effort, raised himself,

His Face Turned Livid
and his hands and limbs trembled, de-
spile Ins efforts to appear careless to
bis fate. This trembling continued
until the last moment. He could hardly
Btand, and his limbs were so stiff with
coKI and fright that his clothes were
put on with the utmost difficulty.

In reply to whether he would have
breakfast, Santo declined either food or
drink. He also refused religious con-
solation from the priest.

Asked whether he desired to speak to

the judge, he replied In the negative.

He also declined tosee Ins counsel.
"Have you any last wishes to com-

municate?" he was asked.
He answered, "No, only send my let-

ters to my mother."
His shaking increased while he was

makine his toilet ta sucti an extent that
Diebler's meu had much trouble in pin-
ioning him.

When Gov. Raux spoke to Santo of
his mother, ttie condemned man's eyes
tilled with tears and lie nearly choked
with emotion. He soon regained his
habitual indifference, although, still
pallid and trembling. From this mo-
ment he said nothing more.

When lie was assisted into the wagon
he was in a most pitiable condition.
His Knees shook together and his teeth
chattered violently. He no longer
appeared like a man, but a be-
ing half dtad with terror. The
ccommand to "tixbayonets'' was now
sounded from squadron to squadron of
troops, while murmurs arose from the
ever- growing crowds. DU-bler and his
assistants and the officials left the
prison at 4:50.

At the command to "present arms,"
and '"draw swords," the wagon issued
from the building and took up a place
on the left side of the gullotine.

The assistants fixed the gangway.
The priest approached Santo, who pre-
tended not to see him. Wheu Santo
appeared, walking with extreme
difficulty, his open shirt displaying
his breast, frail and bony, his
eyes were first fixed ou the guillotine,
and then wandered to the troops and
the crowd. He uttered the cries "Cour-
age, mescomarades," "Vivel'anarchie,"
but the sound issued feebly from his
closed teeth, and was scarcely audible be-
yond the troops. The words were hardly
uttered when Santo was seized and
pushed towards the bascule. He made
a feeble struggle and fell. Ilis weight
was much too light, and his execution-
ers were compelled to raise him
and thrust him forward. He
made another frantic movement,
obliging Diebler to come to
the assistance ot his men and place
Santo's head under the lunette. Much
time was taken up with these move-
ments. At last Dubler pressed the
handle and released the knife. Asharp,
short Bound announced the severance
of vertebra, a spurt of blood sprinkled
the wacon, the head fell into a basket of
sawdust and the body was rolled into
another. Bravos sounded from the
crowd, which seemed less moved than
at ordinary executions.

SANK THE CELESTIALS.

Kl'tioits OF ANOTHERENGAGE-
MENTIN THE OKIENT.

Seven Chinese Vessels Are Said
to Have Been Sent to tbe

Bottom.

London, Aug. 15.— A private tele-
gram from Yokohama says that seven
Chinese vessels were sunk in a recent
engagement with the Japanese. Tula
report Jacks continuation, and probably
arose from the statement received
here from Yokohama last night that
news had been received here of the bat-
tle which took place on the 11th between
China and Japan fleets, and the Chinese
were driven otf. Inquiries made at the
Japanese legation here fail to obtain a
confirmation of the reoort.

The engagement referred to probably
consisted in the attack made, accord-
ing to Shanghai dispatches of Aug. 11,
by the Japanese on Wei-Uai-Wei, and
on Fort Arthur. It was stated, how-
ever, that the Japanese were repulsed.

CHINESK ARK CAUTIOUS.

Foreign War Ships Cannot Enter
Ports Without First Notifying.
London. Aug. 15.— A dispatch to the

Times from Tien Tsiu today says the
British minister has issued a notice
enjoining strict neutrality upon the part
of all British subjects in the far East
during the progress of the war between
Japan and China. The dispatch adds
that the French gunboat Lion has ar-
rived at Tien Tsin. It is announced
that war ships flying any flag which
attempt to cross the Takubar will be
fired upon unless their intended arrival
has previously been notified to the offi-
cers incommand of the fort. The French
gunboat Lion will be remembered as
the vessel which is reported to have
been present at the sinking of the
transport Kow Ching. anlmuch impor-
tant evidence is expected from the con-
ductor of the French ship regarding
the disaster.

MOVED ON THE JAIL.
Riotous Winona Poles At-

tempt to Release a Man
Under Arrest.

WITH THE AMERICAN FLAG

In Their Hands and Stones in
Their Pockets They Move

on the Jail.

THE EXCITEMENT INTENSE.

Fire Department Out—Militia
in Readiness— The Pris-

oner Released.

Wixona. Minn., Aug. 15.—The St.

Stanislaus Polish Catholic church trou-
bles broke out again tonight in so near
a general riot the militia were kept in
readiness to respond at a moment's no-
tice. For a long time the people of the
parish have been dissatisfied with the
appointment of priests by Bishop Cot-
ter. A few weeks ago Itev. A. Kla-
witer, the priest iv charge, re-
signed. Ue had torn down the
old parish church and started a
new §75,000 structure. The people de-
manded his return, and failing in their
demands, held a series of mass meet-
ings, at which highly inflammatory
speeches were made. The last meeting

was held last eveniug, and it was de-

cided to forcibly close work on the new
church. Otto Blashek, a bartender, of
the Fourth ward, was chairman, and has
been a recognized leader for some time
past.

Another meeting was on tho pro-
gramme tor this evenin g and, fearing
violence to a number of members ot the
parish who are in disfavor, the authori-
ties placed Blasliek uttder arrest about
7:30 this evening. Half an hour late, a
procession of 500 Poles appeared at the
county jailwhere Blashek was con lined,
with ttie American flag dying and their
pockets full of cobblestones, and de-
manded Biashek's release. Sheriff Gay
endeavored to.parley, but without avail,
and the mob moved on the jail. At
this point the fire department appeared,
armed with axes, ami laid a line of nose,
ready to play on the crowd.

The militia were notified and were in
readiness near the scene. Finally the
matter was temporarily compromised
by the release of Blaskek on ?500 bail
for his appearance in court tomorrow
morning on the charge of incitinga
riot. The assembled mob greeted their
victory with cheers and howls, and
trouble is feared for tomorrow eveniug.
as a number of arrests will followin
the morning and another and more vio-
lent demonstration is certain.

FREE SUGAR BILL UP.
Animated Discuss'on in the

Senate on the Question of
Referring.

VEST IN A FINE FRENZY,

Railing- Against the President
and Senators Who Had

Assailed Him.

MILLS AND VILAS ANSWER.

Action Deferred— Mr. Carlisle
Shows the BillWillCause

a Deficit.

Washington, Aug. 15.—For five
hours this afternoon the senate debated
the question of proceeding immediately
to the consideration of the house bill
placing sugar on the free list. Secre-
tary Carlisle's letter stating that the
free entry of sugar would deprive the
treasury during the next fiscal year of
543,000,000 revenue and cause a deficit
of $30,000,000, which was read in the
senate, was made the justification of
Mr. Harris' motion to refer tha bill to
the committee on finance. But Mr.
Berry, Democratic senator from Ar-
kansas, wanted the bill considered at
once, on the ground that the question
was thoroughly understood, and that Its
reference to the committee would mean
its death.

The debate was marked by one of the
most sensational speeches of the ses-
sion. Senator Vest, of Missouri, turned
ou the calcium light in a speech of two
and a half hours. Always eloquent,
the Missouri senator today, smarting
under what he believed to be slanders
heaped upon himself, railed with fine
frenzy against the president and all
those who had assailed him, his associ-
ates on the finance committee and their
motives. He gave a complete history of
the struggle iv conference and justified
the action of the senate conferees.
Upon the question of referring the
sugar bill, Mr. Vest maintained
that its reference to the finance
committee meant its death. He
was in favor of considering it immedi-
ately, and either placing sugar on the
free list or at least striking out the
differential iv favor of the trust. Mr.
Vilas defended the administration
against the aspersions put upon it by
the senate, and also favored immediate
action, as did Mr.Mijls,who challenged
Mr. Carlisle's statement that tlie tariff
bill would not yieid sufficient revenue
ifsuijar went on the tree list. Mr.Jones,
of the finance committee, offered an
amendment to place a duty of 30 per
cent flat on raw and refined sugar. The
pending motion to refer had not been
acted upon when the senate adjourned.

DIDVTREACH A VOTE.

Discussion on the Sugar Bill Was
Lively.

Washington, Aug. 15.—During the
presentation of memorials and petitions
in the senate at 12:12 o'clock today
Chief Clerk Cowles appeared at the
main door with the tariff bill. The
numbers of the senate listened atten-
tively while Clerk Towles read the reso-
lutiou which signalized the senate's
triumph over the house in the tariff
struggles, but thera was no demonstra-
tion of any kind.

The speaker's signature to the bill
was announced at the same time. Then
the vice president appended his name.

Mr. Harris (Dem., Term.) asked for
the second reading of the house revenue
bills. No one objected. The bill to
place coal, iron and barbed wire on the
free list was read. Mr. Harris then had
read a letter just received from Secre-
tary Carlisle concerning the effect of
the proposed bills upon the government
revenues.

Mr. Berry (Dem., Ark.) called up the
free sugar bill. Mr. Harris, while
favoring free sugar, thought this and
the other bills should be referred to the
finance committee. The senate could
not adjourn without providing for the
threatened deficiency of twenty-eight
to thirty millions which might result
from the passage of this bill.

Mr. Berry insisted that the senate
should decide the matter and not Dury
it in committee. He said the seriate
had been charged with being a friend
of the sugar trust. He wanted che bill
to pass exactly as it came from the
house.

Vest Was Frantic.
Mr.Vest spoke on Mr. Harris' motion

to refer the free sugar and other bills
to the finance committee. He said it
meant the death of the bills,as the com-
mittee was now politicallya tie, with the
prospect of the disappearance of a
quorum within a few days. He declared
the position of the senate on the tariff
had been vindicated by tho letter of
Secretary Carlisle, which proved con-
clusively that if the house billhad been
enacted it would have caused a defi-
ciency of ?30, 000,000. He showed that the
power acquired by the sugar trust was
the result of its fostering by the pro-
visions of the McKiuley bill.

Toward tho close ol his speech, Mr.
Vest said:

"1have nothiug to complaiu of on the
part of the president; 1am ready to fol-
low him now aa the 'old Scotch followed
the banner of Bruce when he fought for
country and noiiie. Ifight for no man.
Ifiicbt for principle, my party and my
country. Men pass away like clouds
from tho eveuing sky, but principle
must live forever.

"Sir, when any man living accusesme of personal motives in what Ihave
done in connection with this bill(but
my connection with it is now ended) I
simply answer him as Mannion to Doug-
las: 'Lord Angus, thou hast lied.'

"
Atthe conclusion of Senator Vest's

speech, Senator Jones offered an amend-
ment to tiie siuar bill wind) wad read
for information. Its object was to levy
a duty of 3J per cent on sugar, with no
protection to the trust. Th« amendment
was uot in order, as the bill was uot be-
fore the senate.

Senator mils
delivered the speech which he has been
treasuring ud for several days.

"The bill which has been pending
here," he said, "and which is about to
become a law, does not reflect the seuti-
mente of 1,000 people of the United
States. No Republican wanted it, no
Populist, wanted it and few Democrats
wanted It, Tne ereat mass of the peo-
ple denounced it."

He exclaimed dramatically: "The
billwas dictated by tive or six"or seven
men on this floor. My friend from Mis-
souri (Vest) is right insaying there is no
Democratic majority on this floor for
tariff reform. Tnere am four parties
on the floor, Republicans, Populists,
Democrats and Conservative parties.

"The conservative balance of power
made the bill. We voted for it. We
passed it,and it is about to become a
law. Itwas an issue between the sen-
ate bill aud the McXinley law. We
were between the devil and deep sea,
ana rather than see the country go to
the devil, we went into the deep sea. It
is better than the McKinley tariff."

Turning to another branch of Mr.
Vest's speech, he said:

"1regret to see my friend attack the
president of the United States and the
leader of the party. Ibelieve he is
honest; Ibelieve he Is trying to carry
out the will of G.OJO.UOJ Democratic
voters."

'•The letter of Secretary Carlisle is no
condemnation of the president's letter
to Mr. Wilson. The letter was written
because we departed from the Demo-
cratic principle of free raw materials.
The president wanted to give employ-
ment to the idle people of the United
States.

"We do not accept this as the final
settlement ot the tariff. We intend to
continue the crusade of tariff reform
untilHie people are no longer ground
down by buruens which are made to
enrich the few."

Mr.Millssaid hi3purpose was to chal-
lenge the assertion of the secretary of
the treasury tbat the removal of "the
sugar duty would cause a deficit. If
the duty wero taken off sugar, he de-
clared, the treasury would still have
more money under this bill than could
be economically spent by tho govern-
ment. The estimates upon which Mr.
Carlisle's statement was made lie based
on the imports ot IS'J3 under the Mc-
Kinley law. Tho whole history of
tariff legislation demonstrated that re-
ductions of duties resulted in increased
importations ana increased revenue.
He maintained there was no necessity
to secure one dollar of revenue from
sugar. The only thing that reconciled
him to the duty on sugar was that if
there was a surplus our interest-bearing
bonds could be purchased. But he pre-
ferred to putsugar on the free list.

"Does the senator moau that he will
vote for free sugar in the face of the
statement of the secretary of the treas-
ury?" asked Mr. McPhersou (Dom.,
N.J.)

"1will,"replied Mr.Mills emphati-
cally. "As1have said, the secretary of
the treasury has copied these figures of
tho finance committee bused on the; im-
portations of is;1;;. No allowanco is
made for th« largely Increasing impor-
tations under the lower rates. The sen-
ate has the facts," Mr. Mills said in
conclusion, "and should be ready to
rot*. IUope the senator from Ten-
nessee will withdraw his motion to
refer.''

Mr. Harris replied that he had great
respect for the opinion of the senator
from Texas, but iv view of the letter

from the secretary of the treasury he

Vila* Answers Vest.
Mr. Vilas (Dem., Wls.) replied tosome of the observations of Mr. Vesttaking issue with him. He pointed outthai the caucus had preceded the report

of the finance committee and the latterbody had undertaken to executo thedesires of the caucus. That caucus had
voted for free iron ore. But the billreported had contained taxed iron ore
and coal. Itwas, however, a bill whichshould have been supported by Demo-
cratic senators. But it was filibustered
against and delayed for fortv-eiirhtdays, "tor the reason." said Mr. Vilas,
"that we did not have a Democratic
majority in the house on tariff reform."
Keren-ing to the president. Mr. Vilassaid the executive had always expected
the bill was tobe perfected in confer-ence. Itwas remarkable thai the sen-
ator from Missouri should take person-
ally to himself the president's referenceto perfidy and dishonor, when it was
made in a private letter aud had no ref-erence to individuals.

Mr. Vilas declared that he did not
want it togo forth that this bill repre-
sented the settlement of the tariff ques-
tion for tsventy years to come.

Mr. Viius then drifted to the discus-
sion of the discriminating duty in favor
of the sugar trust. He did not believe
from what had been said on both sidesor the chamber that the senate could
afford to clothe the sugar trust with the
power to glut its treoJ. The billshould
not go to tlie finance committee. Here
in the senate the differentials had been
stricken out. aud when that was done a
cry of rejoicing would go ud from the
people that congress was no longer in
the grasp of the suear trust.
"Ifthe bill Is not referred to the

finance committee," asked Mr.Mitchell
(Rep., Or.), "do you favor the bill as It
came from the house?"

Mr. Vilasreplied that he considered
sugar a legitimate object of revenue,
but the Deople should oerid of the beast
cf the trust. However, rather than have
the trust profit to the extent of millions
he would be willing to sacrifice therevenue from the sugar.
"Ifthe senate voted to refer the bill,"

Mr.Vilas said, "it voted to bury it.
There should be no mistake about that
when the vote was taken."

Mr. Faulkner, (Dam., \V. Va.) askedby what authority Mr. Vilas assumed
that the reference of the bill wouldmean its death, after Mr. Harris' state-
ment tnat it would bo promptly acted
upon.

Mr. Vilas said he had no authority,
although he considered Mr. Vest's
statements sufficient.

CREATE A DEFICIT.
Secretary Carlisle Objects to Pass-

age ofa Free Sugar Bill.
Washington, Aug. 15.—Secretary

Carlisle has written a letter to Senator
Harris, acting chairman or the finance
committee, as follows:

Treasury Department, Office of the
Secretary, Washington, Aug. 15, 1894.—
Hon. Isham G. Harris, Acting Chair-
man Finauce Committee— Dear Sir:
Your letter advising me that the house
ofrepresentatives had passed and sent
to tha senate bills putting sugar, coal,
iron ore and barueu wire on the free
list and requesting au official statement
from me as to the effect the passage
of these bills, or either of them, would
have' upon the revenues of the govern-
ment, is "received, and in response 1
have the honor to say that, according to
the most careful estimates that can be
made on the proposed revenue legisla-
tion which has recently passed through
congress, the total receipts into the
treasury during the current fiscal year
willbe as follows:

Estimated revenues for the fiscal year
ending June 30, 1895: From duties on
imports, senate bill, including $43,000.-
--000 on sutrar, .$17'J.0;)O.0O0 from internal
taxes: whisky, 193,000,000; tobacco, $33,-
--000,000; fermented liquors, $33,000,000;
income tax, .$15,000,000; oleomargarine,
Sl.SOO.OOO; play1 cards. $1.0JO,000;
miscellaneous, .5-200,000: total internal
taxes, §170.000,000; from sale of public
lands and other sources. $20,000,000;
total estimated revenue. $373,000,000.

The mated itecelpts
for the present year from the proposed
tax on incomes and playing card?, and
thy proposed additional tax of20 cents
per gallon on distilled spirits are, itwill
be observed, much less than is stated in
the various tabulated statements which
have heretofore been iist'd in the dis-
cussion of those subjects, butIam satis-
fied the amounts here uiven are approx-
imately correct.

The .proposed income tax willnot be
payable by the terms of the bill re-
cently passed fuutil "on or before" July
1, 15'.)5 which is the close of the fiscal
year; and it is estimated by the com-
missioner of internal revenue that by
reason of the large stock on liana, the
receipts lrom the tax on playinc cards
willnot amount to more than $1,000,000
during this year. Tlie estimated in-
crease of receipts on account of the ad-
ditional tax on distilled spirits during
the present year has already been pre-
vented to a creat extent by the with-
drawal of large quantities of goods from
the bonded warehouses and tho pay-
ment of tax thereon at DO cents a gallon,
and this process is still eoing on. The
total expenditures during the current
fiscal year willbe as follows:

E. E. Reisingfer, Through De-

spondency, Shoots Him-
self Dead.

A NOTE TO HIS BROTHER

"I Shot Myself Because I
Deemed It the Wisest,"

He Said.

LONG OUT OF EMPLOYMENT.

Was Formerly Employed by
the United States in Va-

rious Places.

Coroner VVhitcomb reports the third
suicide since Saturday night. Lasl
night he was summoned to 3Co Page
street to view the remains of "one more

unfortunate, weary of breath." He
was accompanied by Dr. Finnell. Here
they found, cold in death, the body of
Elmer C. Rtisinger. It is very evi-
dent, from the way in which the
body was found, the disposition
of his hat aud shoes, as well as the let-
ter he left lying on the table for his
brother, that hia Ret of self-destruction
hail been coolly and deliberately pr«-
medirated. He undoubtedly killed him-,
sell throusrh despondency. When his \u25a0

brother, jO. Reislueer, who resides
at the place where the fatal i
deed was committed, and his
family returned to the house j
they found that the door was locked.
Taking their little child and putting
him through the window, he unlocked
the door, and the dread discovery waS
made. The brother he had seen but a
tew hours previous was dead by his own
hand. The deed was committed with a
12-caliber Parker shotgun. Evidently
after writing the letter Reisinger had
calmly placed his hat alongside his final
message on the table «nd his shoes In
the corner. Then he cocked the gun
ana placed the muzzle near his heart. i
By means of a pine stick he pushed the
trigger, causing tne contents of the
barrel to enter the breast, an inch and
a half inside the left nipple, passing
through the henrt, and' causins iostanc
death. As itwas clearly a case of sui-
cide, there willbe no inquest held. It
is the opinion of Coroner Whitcomb, in
view of allhe could learn, that Reis-

.Little is known of Reisinger. except,
ing that he was born at York, Pa.,
twenty-seven years ago. He came here
from West Point two or three years ago.
Here itwas that he did his last labor,
and that was work in the service of the
government.

Reisioger's let-
ter to his brother is almost plaintive in
its brevity, yet it tells the final chapter
in his life.
