Miss Jaue Adams, superintendent of
the Hull house elaritable work, and a
member of the board of coneiliation of
the civic federation, was the next wit-
ness. She said that during her investl-
zations of the strike she had found the
strikers always ready to arbitrate. but
that the Pullinan officials did not appear
disposed to make any effort towards
settiement. Miss Adawms also declared
that the rents in Pallman were higher
than in othier localities.

F. P. McDonald, a Chicago & “ireat
Western engineer, said that his em-
ployers somvtimes compelied him to

remain on continuous duty for from
sixty to seventy hours without rest.
He told of the blacklisting of several
of his feliow workmen, and gave a long
account of the strike on his roaa. *‘1
am opposed to strikes in general,”’ said
Ar.

A LADY’S sPITE,

The Reason for Satanita’s Owner
Being Black-Balled.

BosroN, Aug. 18.—A cable from
London says: **There is quite a story
behind the black-balling of the owner
of the Satanita, Mr. Ciark, last week,
by the members of the Roval Yacht
Club squadron, after being proposed by
the Prince of Wales. The story dates
from the collision of the Valkyrie and
the Satanita on the Clyde, in which the
former was sunk. Lord and Lady
Lennox were aboard the Valkyrie at the
time of the collision, und Lady Lennox
was prostrated by thie accident, she
barely getting off with her life.

*Lord Lennox and her ladyship are
prowiuent in British society and have
many friends. Lady Lennox is quite a
yacntswoman, and enjoys the honor of
being the only lady on board the Val-
kyrie in her first race against the Vigi-
lant in British waters. 1t was the in-
teation of Lord Leunox and his wife to
participate in all the races along the
different coasts in the Valkyrie. and
both were fitted out in the way of
clothing and valuables for a moutit’s
cruise.

“Lady Lernrox brought with “her
many valuables of great worth, many
being priceless on account of being
fanuly refes.

They were
joined by a number of the delegates
from the Second and Ninth wards who
walked out of the convention in emnla-
tion of the Third ward people. The
pow-wow that followed was interesting,
to say the least.

A SERIUUS FIRE.

Sash and Door Factory Burned—
Firemen Injured.

Fire broke out yesterday afternoon at
1:30in the sash and door factory of the Jo-
annin-Hansen company,1700 Fivst street
north.

HALF TON OF DYNAMITE

DOES HORRIBLE WORK AT
FORT SMITH, ARK,

Three People Killed and Bcores of
Buildings Wrecked or Bad-
ly Damaged.

Fort SmITH, Ark., Aug. 18.—Tonight
at 9 o’clock four powder houses of the
Speer Hardware company, located two
miles from here,exploded. The powder
houses are total wrecks. A small cabin
near Dy, the home of Mrs. Cook, was
blown to splinters. Mrs. Cook, her
daughter and an infant were killed.

The
powder house contained 1,200 pounds
of dynamite aud 300 kegs of powder.

One is to the effect that a
remanant of the Dalton gang is abeut
to rob the bank here.
