The professed sympathy of a morn-
ing paper with the members of the A.
R. U. who are seeking reinstatement
but who find themselves unable to get
back on their former or any other rail-
way beeause, as they alleze, they are
blacklisted, is shown to be merely a
profession without sincerity by its de-
mand that the employes produce proof
that they are on the blacklists. It the
companies do bLlacklist men, it
is not dowme on Dbulletin boards
posted up where any one can
see them, but it is done private-
ly and kept searet, the lists being given
only to those having charge of employ-
ing men. 1f a competent man, who has
bad the confidence of his fellows and
been given a leadership by them in mat-
ters of mutual concern, finds it impos-
sible to et employment again on any
road, he has a right to conclude that
there is eoncerted action to prevent his
getting work from any of them. It
would be a very easy matter to settle
this wilh a point blank denial of the
railway managers or other proper offi-
cials that they have either made a black
list of their own or cowmunicated to
other cvompanies the names of men for
such a list. They have the full infor-
mation, and can give it: and instead of
professing an abhorrence of the black
list and demanding that the victims of
it produce proof of the tact, it would be
more sensible, as well as more sincerely
svmpathetic, to ask of the railway offi-
cials a denial or admission of the state-

ment.

FLOODED WINTH CHEAP GOODS.

If the good people of this country do
not know the awful fate that awaits
them, it is not tue fault of all of the
organs of protection, for they are now
foretelling the delugze of cheap goods
which will sweep in from the countries
across the Atlantic and overwhelm the
poor, dear, misguided old public who
was so foolish as to be persuaded to let
the mischievous and rascally Democrats
have a chance to tear down, even a
little bit, that wall of paternalism that
bas solong preserved them from the
terrible calamity of getting things they
want cheaper than paternalism thinks
it best that they be allowed tobuy them.

There is something coutradictory in
this; it does not jibe with that other
claim that the ultimate effect of pro-
tection is to stimulate a home competi-
tion thatresults in a cheapening of price,
or with the pride with which these same
organs have pointed to the fact that the
prices of some protected articles, nails
and eotton eloths, tor instance, were less
than the tarifi on them; but we appre-
hend that this apparent contradiction
was but a concession to that foolish and
unsound notion some people have that
it is for their weal to get the things they
want at as low a cost as possible, whilg
the real purpose of protection to make
things dearer was getting in its work
guietly.

The true protectionist, when he
*Joafs and invites his soul,” and lets
loose the true inwardness of his thought,
is firmly convinced that cheapness 1s a
dangerous thing, like some contarious
disease, against which the dear people
must be quarantined. 1t is to character
and morals what small-pox and cholera
are to the body, a contaminating thing.
So we had the apostie of protection re-
vealing to a Kalamazoo audience, in the
campaign of 1891, the esoteric doctrine
of his cult. “Well,” said McKinley,
“now they say you would have things
cheaper it you only bad a Demoecratic
revenue tariff. Cheap!” and bis Na=
poleonie nose wrinkled in scorn;*‘cheap!
I never liked the word. *Cheap’ and
snasty’ go together. This whole
system of cheap things is a badge of
poverty, for cheap merchandise means
cheap men, and cheap men mean a
cheap country, and that is not the kind
our fathers builded.” And Apostle Ben
Harrison gave earlier expression to the
same thought that yearin a speech in
Chicago. when he too reviled cheap
things and declared that *‘a cheap coat
means a cheap man under it.””

But in spite of these philosuphers the
perverse people insisted that they did
not like things to be dear in price, and
commissioned the Democrats to make
them very much cheaper —a job that was
not fully done because a few Democrats
had imbibed the philosophy of Mr. Me-
Kinley, but which was sufficiently done
to warrant these organs of dearness to
send forth their warnings of the flood of
cheap goods about to overwhelm us.
There are a great many indications tnat
the people will not only not be alarmed
at the coming flood, but wiil foolishly
and mistakenly welcome it. The very
morning paper that editorially hoisted
the flond signal to itsreaders contains
the advertisements of merchants seek-
ing to draw customers by setting forth
the enticing cuts made in the prices of
their goods. T'he eclothing merchants
placard their goods in the show win-
dows with cards showing the former
price and the reduced one.

The simon-pure McKinleyite who
thinks that cheap and nasty gc together,
and that cheap coats and clogks mean
cheap men and women under them,
should visit the bargain counters and
the cut sales of our large dry goods
stores. Possibly these ladies who throng
them, eager to geta bargain, may not
be the eminently respectable persous
their dress indicates; possibly they are
only cheap women masquerading in
silkst but they pick up the;cheap things
with avidity, oblivious to the awful
possibility that they are also “*nasty.””
Even the men are not averse to getting
what they want as cheaply as possible,
and are constantly on the outlook for
bargains. Railway passenger agents
could tell interesting tales of how very
wealthy men beg for free passes on
their roads—and get them, too, in spite
of the interstate commerce law; and
Secretary Kobbe, of the Atchison re-
organization committee, says that that
road gave back to shippers in rebates
over $7,000,000, and that all the roads do
it. It isn’t the poor only that like and
want to get things cheap.

Then the same paper that warns the
people against the coming flood recently
cheapened i1s own price—its subserip-
tion price, we mean—three-fifths, re-
gardless of MeKinley’s dogma that
cheap and nasty go together. It not
only does this, but glories in it, and
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makes its **‘circulation liar” make daily
vaunt of the success of the cheapening.
1t ¢c!a ms that its *flood” has increased
several hundre! per cent because it has
practically admitted that cheapness Is a
good thing. While we do not accept the
McKinley dognia as infallible in all in-
stances, we will not contend with our
neighbor if it insist that it is of uni-
versal application, not even excepting
itself.

———

THE LIFE LIABILI'TY LIMIT.

That is a most illogical and absurd
iaw, which the infiuence of the rail-
ways, the chief beneficiaries of it,
has had incerporated in the stat-
utes of most all of the states of
the Union, that limits the award of
damage that may be given the personal
representatives of a victim of the neg-
lizence of a railway or its operatives to
$5,000. It assumes what is palpably
false, that all lives are equally valuable,
and that no life is worth more than the
limit fixed. It ignores differences that
are fundamental; differences 1n talent,
genius, in public service or private re-
lations. The philanthropist whose
services to his fellow man are without
value; the inventor, the artist, the man
of busiiess and the professions are
priced the same as the undeveloped
child, yeta burden, and only a possi-
bility ol usefulness or uselessness.

By a singular inconsistency there 1s
no limit to the damages a jury may
award the person who is not killed, but
merely maimed. The courts are crowd-
ed with these personal injury suits, and
there are instances where the dam-
ages awarded are several times the
amount in whieh the company would
have been mulctea bad it Kkilled the
man outright, instead of erippling him
for life. 1t is cheaper for a railway
company to kill its passengers, if injury
is unavoidable, than to wound them.
While,of course, railways are as anxious
as any one to avoid these accidents and
to carry their passengers safely to their
destinatious, stiil the incentive must be
to make the accidents as fatal as possi-
ble if they do oceur.

Back of the natural desire of these
eorporations to escape with a minimum
of liability for the injuries sustained by
their passengers through the neglect of
the operatives, and back of the censure
which their methods of securing these
acts from the legislature merits—tor no-
toriously they are boodied through—lies
the greater question of the right and
power of the state to declare ana fixa
limit on the value of the life of any of
its citizens. 1t would not assume to do
it for a horse or a cow, or even a pig;
why should it assume to do it for men?
The determination of the value of any-
thing when disputed is a judicial funec-
tion, and not a legislative one. 1t is for
a court aided, its conseience enlight-
ened, by a jury to say what was the
value of the horse or cow or pig; and any
court, mindful of its dignity and consti-
tutional prerogative, should resent the
action of any legislature which should
usurp its function. Whny have they all
submitted to these acts limiting the
value of the lives of men and women?
Why should they not be equally the
subject of judicial ingquiry with the
horse or cow or pig? Why should not
the full value of lives of people be as-
certained and awarded, as well as those
of animals?

The constitutional convention of the
state of New York had before it the
question of this assumed funection of its
lezislature. The committee to whom it
was referred reported back unfaverably
the proposition to prohibit the legisla-
ture from fixing any statutory limit on
the damages recoverable in such cases.
When this report came before the con-
vention it was overwhelmingly rejected,
and a provision will be incorporated in
their coustitution prohibiting sucn legis-
lation. In this state the life limit has
been the eards of the legislative bood-
ler with which he has played his game
with the treasury of the railways. The
limit of $5,000 was raised to $10,000
largeiy because the railways refused to
“see” the boodlers behind the bill, and
because they did not think it could pass.
It did, and 1n the session of 1891 the
boodlers were duly seen and the repeal-
ing bill rushed through. Expostulated
with for his activity, the leading bood-
ler frankiy said that it eost him $6,000 to
get elected; ““and where else shall I get
my money back?”

KIEFER AND POTATOES,

The tariff act gives Congressman
Kiefer a fine chance to exercise those
forensic powers which made his such a
shining light in congress. He can go
out into Chisago county and tell the
potato growers how he fought and bled
to keep the Canadian potatoes from lur-
ing the potato eaters away from the
Chisago kartoffeln with the wile of a
lower price, but how those rascally
Democrats beat him: and how, now,
their salvation will reston returning
him to congress, where he can renew
the battle to preserve Chisago potatoes
from becoming ‘“‘chieap and nasty.” Of
course, when the astute colonel comes
into the city and goes out into the shops
among the men who work for day
wages,and to whom 75=cent or dollar po-
tatoes are a serious imatter, he will sing
a very different song. He will grow
eloquent about the dignity of American
labor and the love the Republican party
has for it—a love so great Lhat ic has
laid taxes prohibitive and obstructive
on the things the paupers of Europe
make, so that employers of labor here
may have the chance, if they wish to
use it, of paying bigzer wages; and his
mustachios will vibrate with indigna-
tion as he dilates on the cruelty of the
Democrats who have taken dowp a few
courses 1n the wall that shelters the
products of American labor. We trust
that then no irreverent workman will
make any meuntion about potatoes, for it
might embarrass the colonel and break
the flow of his eloquence.

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IS THIS JusTIcE ?

Poor O0ld Woman Fined for
Peddling Without a
License.

WRIGHT GAVE HER LEAVE,

But Chief Justice Orr Took
Another View of Her
Case.

MUST PEDDLE OR STARVE.

Petition of Licensed Peddlers
for Two Poor Men Is
Even Ignored.

The jndicial arm of our city govern-
ment has been stretched forth from day
to day for some time past in arrest of
that grievous and unspeakable crime
against the peace and well-being of the
community, of peddling by virtue ot the
mayor’s permit.

The era of howling reform is upon us,
and the response which is made to the
demands of the reformers by the presid-
ine oracle of the municipal court—Hon.
Grier M. Orr—is altogether worthy of
the rampant statesmanship of the Lewis
and the McCardy. Nay, even that mil-
itant purist, Hon. Timothy Reardon,
pales his ineffectual firesin the rubicund
and withering presence of the chief
justice of the munbicipal court.

The chief justice tempers not his
justice with merey. In common with
the other reformers,it isdetermined that
erime shall not triumph under the aus-
pices of a Democratic administration,
although,too, like the other reformers of
the g. 0. p.,he finds the pursuit of Dem-
ceratic votes and co-operation of Dem-
ocratic politicians not above his august
theories of municipal reform when he
happens to be a candidate for elective
office.

The Crime of Peddlinz.

The story of Chief Justice Orr’s latest
judicial fulminations directed against
the peddling fraternity is not an inspir-
ing one. For years past, even under
the auspices of that pillar of reform,
the late Hon. Frederick P. Wright, it
has been the custom of the chiet execn-
tive officer of the city to issue permits
to peddle to worthy and indizent per-
sons who might otherwise become a
burden on the community by reason of
their poverty and their inability to be-
come self-sustaining at any other call-
ine.

On the 12th of June last Rev. Ernest
E. Irmscher, a city missionary, visited
‘the mayor in company with a very
respectable old lady, a Mrs. Mary
Reibel. He assured the mavor that the
old lady was all that her appearance
and demeanor indicated—a respectable,
industrious and werthy person. whose
needs demanded that she be permitted
to do a little peddling for a time, until
some better way opened to her to be-
come self-sustaining, The mayor readily
granted the request. Mrs. Reibel went
her way rejoicing.

Her next public appearance, as far
as the world knows, was as a prisoner
in ecourt yesterday wmorning where
she encountered the benumbing pres-
ence of the great Republican-Democratic
jurist, Chief Justice Orr. The chief
justice, taking the heinous character of
her offense into account, and, no doubt,
reminding himself of the plaudits which
would be rained upon him by his fellow-
reformers, fined the unfortunate old
woman $10. Whether she will sojourn
atthe workhouse till the fine is paid or
worked out, or whether she will be able
to pay the amount out of the proceeds
of her ill-gojten gains as a peddler, the
immediate future must determine.

Another instance of the terror which
the chief justice is striking into the
hearts of the criminal classes in the
interest of reform, with a big R, was
given when N. B. Nettleton and M.
Sternberg were arraigned for precisely
the same offense as that charged against
Mrs. Reibel. They had peddled on a
permit grauted by his honor at the be-
ginning of the present month. Their
permit had been granted at the urgent
solicitation of a number of other ped-
dlers who had paid their license fee,
and who, knowing the distressed condi-
tion of Netileton and Sternberg, had
united in signing the following petition:

¥Peddlers® Petition.

“St.PAUL, July 80, 1894, —Hon.Robert
A. Suth, Mayor City of St. Paul—Dear
Sir: We, the undersigned peddlers
who have paid their license fees, re-
spectfully petition that permission and
authority be granted to N. B. Nettieton
and M. Sternberg to peddle with a
vehicle, each for himself. The reason
we assign is the fact thatitis impossible
tor the persons named to make a living
unless permitted to peddle as afore-
said.”

This petition bad Leen indorsed by
Judge Willis in the following language:
“{ hope that the request will be granted.
It is better to enable people to beeome
self-supporting than to keep them on
charity next winter. I cordially favor
the request.””

Higher judicial precedent, however,
evidently does not count with the chief
justiee of the municipal court. Reform
forbids. ‘The county offices are daily
leoming in sight, and the dear people
have to be bamboozled once more nto
the conviction that their safety depends
upon a renewal of the two vears of pub-
lic virtue which came to a close when
the lizht went out and the Meoses of re-
form—the late Col. Wrigiit—found him=
self in the dark.

“But the manufacture of politieal eap-
ital in the interest of reform must pro-
éded apace, however the problem of the
unemployed is to be disposed of; and
Chief Justice Orr must henceforth be

cognized, notwithstanding bhis puta-

ive Dewocratic affiliations, and his sex

NEW CATTLE DISEASE.

HERDS BETWEEN HERE AND
SNELLING GOING BLIND.

A Veterinary Surgeon Thinks the
Diseass Resnits From the
Drouth.

Dr. Robert White, the veterinary sur-
geon, reporis a singular state of affairs
existing in two herds of eattle out near
Fort Snelling. One herd consists of
about thirty head of cattle, and the
other of twenty-six. About one-half of
each herd is affected at this time with
a tendency to blindness, though other-
wise the animals are perfectly well.

“1 have been treating these cattle,”
said Dr. White, **for about a week, and
I consider them now on the fair way
toward recovery, with the exce ption of
iwo or three in each bherd, who will
probably go entirely blind. The only
cause to whieh I can attribute this
tendency to blindness is the long-
continued drouth, which so dried up
the pasturage that the cattle were
driven to eating indigestible food, such
as the rank, cocarse grass growing in
the sloughs,which they would otherwise
have never attempted toeat. This, in
conjunction with the extremg heat,
which undoubtedly has had a direct
effect upon the animals themselves, has
produced the disorder. Ithink ita new
disease in veterinary seience. I cer-
tainly never experiencea anything like
it in my practice, and the books make
no mention of any cases like these. The
sympioms of the disease are these: Af¢
first, weeping of the eyes, closing of the
lids, sensitiveness to light, with evident
pain when the eyeball is exposed to the
light. After the first iwenty-four hours
the eyeball assumes a milky-white
color, becoming opaque. In this condi-
tion they remain until relieved. The
course of the disease is from eight to
ten days. No new cases have developed
within the last two days.”
