HOT DENUNCIATION.

He Brands the Nominee as a
Former, Boodler and Tool

of the Railroads.

MEANS DEFEAT FOR MAJORS

And His Party in the Prairie
State— Big: Roast for

Breckinridge.

Omaha, Aug. 21.—The largest Re-
publican convention ever held in this
state met in Exposition hall today.

The convention was called to order at
11 a. m. by Chairman Slaughter, of the
state central committee, and after
prayer, Capt. C. E. Adams, of Superior,
was chosen temporary chairman.

After the appointment of committees,
the temporary organization was made
permanent, and the convention pro-
ceeded at ouce toballot for governor.
There were only two men in the race,
Thomas J. Majors, of Peru, and John
H. Maccoll, of Lexington. On the in-
formal ballot Majors lacked bat a vote
of receiving the nomination, and on the
first formal ballot he was nominated, re-
ceiving a few more votes than Maccoll.

Upon the announcement of the vote
Lieut. Gov. Majors was escorted to the
platform and made a brief speech of
thanks, saying that he bore malice
toward no man and hoped for the united
support of the party. The convention
took a recess until 2p. m. At the close
of the morning session Edward Rosewa-
ter prepared a scorching letter resigning
as a member of the Republican national
convention, and sent it to the chairman
of the convention to be acted upon this
afternoon. This means that Mr. Rose-
water's paper, the Bee, and the anti-
monopoly element of the party will
fightMajors during the campaign.

Mr. Roseu'aterH Letter
was read to the convention. He ex-
plained he was too loyal a Republican
to support Majors. Continuing he said:
"The action of your conveutioa impels
me to tender my resignation as national
committeeman. You have nominated
a man for governor who has been brand-
ed as an accessory to fonrery and per-
jury by a Republican congressional

committee of which Hon. Thom-
as 6. Reed

**
was chairman;

a man who stands self-convicted
of falsifying official records and
procuring the issue ot a fraudulent
voucher while acting in the capacity of
of president of the state senate, a man
who has consorted with boodlers and
jobbers, and converted the room of the
lieutenant governor at the capital of the
state into a den of debauchery; a man
who has been the pliant tool of rail-
roads, in season and out of season, ana
whose nomination was procured by the
combined Influence of corporate cappers,
professional bribe-givers, jury fixers
and Impeached state house officials. I
cannot and never will ask any self-
respecting Republican who loves his
state and country and desires to perpet-
uate the free institutions under which
we liveunder Republican government

to help rivet the chains of subserviency
to corporate monopoly and tyranny
upon the people of the commonwealth.

"Believing itmy duty to uphold the
standard of true Republicanism at any
sacrifice, Idesire to be freed from all
restraint which might be imposed upon
me by remaining on the national com-
mittee.

The letter created a profound sensa-
tion. Aftersome delay the resignation

was accepted and Hon. John M. Thurs-
ton, of Omaha, elected to fill the va-
cancy.

Only one set of resolutions were sub-
mitted, and were adopted without pro-
test. The platform announces its con-
tinued hostility to the Democratic party..

"Inview of the practical results of a
year and a half of Democratic rule, we
reaffirm with renewed faith and fervor
the platform of the Republican conven-
tion at Minneapolis. We demand the
restoration of the American policy of
protection and commercial reciprooity
with our sister republics of Mexico,
South and Central America and the
government of the West India Islands."

As to the financial situation, the con-
vention declares the party in Nebraska
has always been the consistent friend
and aggressive champion of honest
money, and it now takes no step back-
ward. While favoring bimetallism and
demanding the use of both gold and
silver as standard money, the conven-
tion insists "that the parity of the
values of the two metals be maintained
so that ever dollar, paper or coin, issued
by the government shall bo as good as
any other."

The platform declares for more state,
control of railroads; the adoption of a
maximum freight rate bill, and insists
that no road shall issue for stock or
bonds except for property actually re-
ceived and applied to the purpose for
which said corporation was created;
and all stock, dividends and other ficti-
tious increase of capital stock or Indebt-
edness of any such corporation shall be
void. Continuing, the platform says:

"We recognize the rights of laborers

to organize, using all honorable means
for the purposeful dignifying their con-
dition and placing them on an equal
footing with capital to the end that they
may fully understand that they are nec-
essary to the prosperity of country.
Arbitration should take 'the place of
strikes and lock-outs for settling labor
disputes. The extirpation- of anarchy
Is essential to the self-preservation of
the nation, and we therefore favor the
pending billin congress for the exclu-
sion of anarchists."

We behove ihT Industries of our
State should be diversified, to relievo

the masses of the people from depenO-
ence upon one class of agricultural
products, subject to crop failures; and
itbeing demonstrated that the soil of
this state is adapted to the production
of sugar beets, even in dry seasons, a
source of incalculable wealth, we favor
legislation that shall bring toour people
its full realization."

After pledging ie party to support
all measures calculated to benefit the
citizens of the state, the platform con-
cludes withan appeal to the old soldiers.

The convention adjourned perma-
nently at 8:30 p. m.

Lexington, Aug.22.— Twenty thou-
sand people, the flower of the A«hland
congressional district, attended the
Owens barbecue here today. Prepara-
tions had been made to entertain 15,000,
and the provisions fell far short of sup-
plyingall. The speakers were: \V. C.
Owens, Hon. G. C. Lockhart, of Bour-
bon county; Judge George 8. Kinkeaci,
Judge Jere H. Morton, and Prof. C. M.
Albert, of Lexington. There were 5.00J
ladies present, and the affair was a
magnificent upheaval of the time-
honored Ashland district of Kentucky
against being longer represented in
congress by W. C. P. Breckinrldge.

Honolulu, Aug.12.— Six days ago it
was announced that the cruiser Phila-
delphia was to leave here, and about
the same time the captain of the British
ship Champion stated that his vessel
was about to leave on a two weeks'
cruise, ostensibly to look over the route
of the proposed Pacific cable. On the
day following these announcements a
petition was circulated by the British
residents asking that the Champion re-
main. The petitioners protessed to be
In fear of trouble ifthey were left with-
out armed protection. The Champion's
commander agreed to remain in port,
whereupon Admiral Walker announced
that he had changed his mind about
sailing with the Philadelphia, aud that
he, too, should remain in port. This
unexpected change in the plans of tha
naval commanders created unusual
comment. The royalists professed to
believe that had the Philadelphia left
there would have been an uprising
against the government.

Men high in the government's coun-
cils, however, declared they were anx-
ious to have the Philadelphia leave, as
it would give them a chance to show
the royalists that the government

needed no outside protection. The
wishes of these confident supporters of
the government were gratified when the
mail from San Francisco brought posi-
tive orders to Admiral Walker for the
Philadelphia to proceed to Mare island

Three Chinamen Who Will Go

Back to Their Soldiering.
Chicago, Aug.22.—Three Chinamen

Bat in a cell of the Harrison street po-
lice station today meditating on death.
They were Mock Coon, Mock Shon and
Lum BickHop. Only a few weeks ago
these three men were iv China, soldiers
in a militia branch of the militaryserv-
ice. Then wutteriugs of war with
Japan were heard. Mock Chon, Mock
Coon and Hop left China and landed
at Vancouver, B.C. The United States
was their Mecca, but federal officers
caught them when they crossed the line
a* Plattsburg, N. V., in defiance of the
Chinese exclusion act. These three
deserters from the Chinese army came
to Chicago this morning in charge of a
deputy United States marshal. He is
taking them to Port Townsend, Wash.,
whence they will be shipped back to
China.

TWO BICYCLE RECORDS BROK-

CASH IS POURING IN.

Washington. Aug. 22.
—

Receipts
from internal revenue sources continue
to be abnormally large, with every
prospect of continuing so until the new
tariff bill goes into effect, burins the
last seven working days from Aug. 15,
the receipts

-
have reached the

unprecedented sum of 111,000,128, and
it is confidently expected that
by next Saturday at midnight, when the
new act will become operative, the ag-
gregate receipts for the preceding ten
days willhave reached $13,000,000. These
large receipts under the circumstances
are deprecated by the treasury officials,
who liken the situation to.that of the
poor man, paying 10 per cent per month
for money upon which to live. The
reason for this is that the aid that comes
to the treasury in this way is only tem-
porary at best, and willonly add to the
embarrassment later on, for on overy
gallon of whiskey now being drawn the
government, sooner or later, is bound to
lose 20 cents. As soon as the tariff bill
goes into operation the receipts from
this source are expected to drop down to
a merely nominal amount aud so con-
tinue for months, until the great supply
now being laid in is exhausted. :;-;•' \u25a0

These abnormally large receipts have
swelled the cash balances in the treas-
ury to nearly $121,000,000. At the same
tlmo the gold reserve is slowly increas-
ing,until it is now about ?54.000,000.
This increase la due almost entirely totho western demand for small notes
with which to harvest the crops. Under
the terms of the special circular Issued
by tho United States treasury in June
last, small notes are exchanged only for
gold, and very substantial sums are now
being received daily from this source.
The demand for small notes has not yet
set in from the $outh, but the move-
ment of cotton, now beginning, is ex-
pected to bring in considerable sums of
gold, so that, for tho. presoht at least,

ie embarrassments which have threat-
ened the treasury have passed by.

Mrs. Hurd attempted a counter suit,
but was informed that she had no stand-
ing iv court, and the action was thrown
out.

Theshadowine process has been kept
up for the past tiiree weeks. Duriuj
that time Mrs. Hurd was frequently
seen in the company of A. L.
Hoppaugh, the attorney who
commenced the action for her.
They were seen at Murphy's saloon on
St. Peter street and other places, and
last night they were followed to No. 473
Wabasha street, opposite the capitol.
When the pair had entered the
house, the detective called to hig

aid Lieut. Sexton and Serjeant
Sullivan, and the three entered th
place and put the guilty couple undei
arrest. At the station both were charged
withdisorderly conduct, but it is be«
lleved that the doctor will press a mor«
serious charge during Hie day.a« he wai
in a towering passion over the affaii
this morning between 2 and 3 o'clock, at
which time the arrest was made.

Mrs. Ilurd was seen at police head-
quarters, and looked as if she had been
on a protracted debauch. She admitted
that she had been drunk, and felt terri-
bly broken up over the arrest, saying
that now she had been causht "dead to
rights," as she tersely put it. She has
been passine the days at her old resi-
dence on the West side and the nisrhta
at a friend's home at 26S Exchanee
street, since the late difficulty took
place. Last night, in response to a
query, she said that her children wer«
in Minneapolis.

The private detectives who have been
on her track foi the past three weeks
last night located her and her gentle-
man companion at McUee's restau-
rant on Robert street, where they
were seen to enter at 8:20.
They came out shortly before 11o'clock
and both were in an intoxicated
condition. They walked up street to-
gether and frequently stopped in dark
corners to talk, and the detectives say
otherwise carried on in a shameful
manner. They finally landed at the
number on Wab&sha street mentioned
above, when the assistance of
the police was called. As the
detectives and police entered the room,
both were found undressed, and Mrs.
Ilurd. on being questioned, was exceed-
ingly brazen, and put on a very bold
front. Lieut. Sexton took Mrs. Ilurdand
walked her to the police station, while
Sergeant Jerry Sullivan performed a
like service for Hoppaugh. Dr. Hurd
was sent for ar.d held a long consulta-
tion at the station, the outcome of which
could not be learned.
