THE FEE SYSTEM.

There are two methods of compensat-
ing public officers, one with a stated
salary, the other by the fees the law
permits them to charge for services.
No one system prevails exciusively, but
the fee method prevails in those offices
whose incumbents perform services for
individuals as well as for the public.
Thus the sheriff and the clerk of court
render services for which private ingdi-
viduals pay, as well as others which
are made a public charge..

The fee system is the favorite of the
officers in all places where the run of
business is large, vielding compensa-
tion largely beyond what is paid in
business cireles for similar services,and
vastly more than the incumbents could
command from a private employer. 1n
the larger eiuies, New York for in-
stance, the perguisites of this system
yieid a larger income than is the salary
paid the president of the United States.
In this state the fees collected by the
inspector of oils and the surveyors of
logs run from §15,000 to $20,000 a year,
or from three to four times the eompens=
sation given the justices of the supreme
court,whose labor is constant and whose
quaiifications are of the highest order.
In the cities the fees of .the officers
amount to from $10,000 to $15,000 annu-
ally.

That this is a gross abuse no one, ex=

cept the beneficiaries and their depend= '

ents and the campaign committees who
compel a division, will deny: The abil-
ity requisite to run any of these offices
is not of so high an order that it could
command a third or a fourth of what it
now gets if employed in private busi-
ness, either for itself or for others.
But the extravagant compensation is
not the worst phase of this system.
There is a constant temptation to make
business. Oflicers connive to help each
other in increasing the fee-pro.lucing
work. The machinery of the eourts is
used to swell the fee bill. Litigation is
encouraged ; frivolous arrests are made;
continuances are worked, and all the
tricks used to make work and fees.

Then there is the steady pressure of
self-interest to so coustrue every doubt-
ful clause giving feesin tavor of the
officer. In the case presented by the
objections of the auditor tu the Lill of
the sheriff it is stated that the sheriff
charged for the service of a deputy in
the municipal court, and also tor the
same in days’ service of the same man
in the district court, thus getting two
days’ compeunsation for one day’s work.
The deputies do not get this. They
are paid by the wmonth by the shenff,
The latter is interested in seeing that
bis deputies earn enough fees for him
to cover the salary he paysthem. He
is further stimulated to see that they
earn more in fees, because all they earn
above that goes into his pocket as a per-
quisite of his office.

This abuse had become so flagrant
that in 1891 the legislature passed an
aet putting all fee ofticers of this county
on a salary, and requiring them to pay
all fees intoathe treasury; but with a
proviso that the act should not take
effect until their successors were elected
and in possession of their offices. The
salaries provided were 8$5,000 each, a
sum that any one of tiie officers would
jump at eagerly and gladly if offered
them by any business house. But with
this they were not content. When the
venal legislature of 1893 assembled they
laid their plans to have the act of 1891
repealed. They accomplished it easily;
whether by the fee system or not,we are
not sufficiently advised to state. The
governor was appealed to by men prom-
inent in his own party, and by business
men of all parties, to veto the bill. - He
said the bill was a bad one, and should
be vetoed. He was disposed to refuse
his assent to it. 1n spite of his aversion
to the bill, and of the protests of the
people, he signed the bill. As the
amendment to the constitution pro-
Libits special legislation, there is no es-
cape except through a general bill diffi-
cult to frame to meet all cases,

A VACATION, NOT A STRIKE,

The Fall River weavers have sug-
gested a dodge that labor unions will
hereafter find useful when they disagree
with their employers aund eonclude to
tie up matters until it is;settled. "T'hey
de not propose to have any junctions
preventing them from striking or boy-
cotting, or from *persuading” others to
Join them. So when the mill propries=
tors announced a cut in wages the
weavers got together and resolved to
take a ‘‘vacation,” and twenty=odd
thousand of them are now on their va-
cation.

Supposing that the A. R. U. had taken
a suwnmer vacation instead of striking,
and, instead ot **persuading” those who
wanted, to take their places not to do
so, had only urged them to go with them
on their vuting, what nmice questions
might not have arisen to bother the.
learned judges. Clearly, vacations are
not illegal. Ministers take them with
regularity. Lawyers go off on them,
and teachers have their periodical de-
sertions of the grind. Even grave judges
drop the cases taken under advisement,
clear off the docket, gather up their
zuns and fishing tackle, lay in a suf-
ficing quantity of “bait,” and betake
themselves to their sumimer’s vaeation
in the woods.

We can imagine the puzzied look of
his honour when the learned counsel of
the railway or of the railway’s receive r
presents to him the petition declaring
that the employes of the company had
taken or were about to take, and had
conspired or were conspiring to take,
as aforesaid and so on, a vacation.to the
serious inconvenience and damage of
the petitioner and agzainst the peace
and dignity of the said company and of
the said court, and praying that aa in-
junctional order issue commanding each
and every the saia employes to forea=
g0 their said vacation and to refrain
from inviting any of their fellow em-
ployes from joining with them,

One can imigine the sedate judege
looking at the adventurous attorneys

.over his glasses and saying: *“Gentle-

men, this isa case of first impressions.,
You have cited me to no precedent, nor
can you find authority for what you ask
in any statute. You ask me to make
law, and my reading only informs me
that it is my duty to construe law.
Of couise, in the wonderful changes
eonstantly oceurring in the relations of
men, novel sitvations arise which are
not on all fours with any other recorded
case, and itis the duty of the court to
apply to them those rulesof law which
have the closest relation to them. But I
do not understand that any court ever
made an act innoeent in itself an offense
by its own unsupported authority.
“Beside,gentlemen, if we can prohibit
these people from taking their vacation,
do we not set in motion a rule that may
return to perplex us? I counfess that 1
myself am somewhat given to taking
vacations. I understand that you gen-
tlemen of the bar drop your work, leaye
your clients to a period of peace and go
to the lakes or the woods; and doctors
have a habit of giviug their patients a
chance of speedier recovery by going
off fishing, or hunting, of rowing. If
the court were to decide that vacations
were unlawful and the vacators eould

be enjoived from taking thew because |
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it might inconvenience their employers,
might you and 1 and the doctors not be
held up as we were preparing for our
outing Ly an injunction? Ithink, gen-
tlemen, that the court will have to deny
your motion and dismiss your bill. It
is so ordered, with costs.”

NOMINATE A SENATOR.

Will the Minnesota Demoerats in their
state convention follow the example of
Michigan and Illinois, and nominate a
caudidate for United States senator?
The expressions of opinion gathered by
the Grore are all but unanimous in
favor of elections by the people. The
movement can get no wore effective
support than in the nominations of can-
didates by state couventions. ln fact,
if this becomes the custom, it will

supersede the need of a constitutional

amendment, just as the custom of nam-
ing presidential electors by couventions
has displaced the method intended by
the framers of the constitution. Hope-
less as may be the election of a Dewmo-
cratic senator in this state, the conven-
tion should select one as an earnest of
its support of the brinciple of the right
of the people to elect these officers.

‘T'he omission to do this two years ago
gave the house to the Republicans. Cer-
tain candidatures in our party for the
legislature were diligently made use of
by Republicans in doubtful districts to
get votes for their representatives, ase
serting that the obnoxious candidates
were one or all after the senatorship.
It was a silly deviee, but we know it
was a ‘‘good enough Morgan” to give
the Republicansa majority in the house.
Had the convention nominated Hon.
Thomas Wilsoun for its senatorial candi-
date in spite of his unwillingness, Me-
Kinleyism would have had oune less will-
ing servitor in the senate. It would
have taken out ot the hands of the Re-
publicans a very effective weapon.

SLASHING RATES,

The Situation Growing Worse on
Western Lines.

Caicaco, Aug. 24.—East-bound cut
rates are extending all over the West,
and the Western lines are joining in
some of the reductions with zeal. The
deepest cut so far reported is 8-eents on
dressed beef from Kaunsas City to Chi-
cago. The situation is constantly grow-
ing worse, because of the ili-faith of the

lake liners in malntaining agreed
rates and by the failure ot
the East-bound pool to  even
the tonnage satisfactorily. If —the

Western lines once get to slashing rates
actively there is no telling where the
fight will step. The Northern Paecific
has backed down from the position it
has maintained sinee the beginning of
the vear against Canadian Pacifie differ-
entials from trunk line territory to Pa-
cific coast points. The Cavadian Pa-
cific was allowed originally a §7 differ-
ential on first-class and £5 on second-
class, the undaersianding being that the
differentials were to apply only on bus-
iness sent from Victoria down by water.
The Soo line immediately claimed
on thestrength of the aliowance made
the Canadian Pacific a differential of
$3.50 from both the Northern Pacifie
and the Great Northern. They imme-
diately cut their St. Paul rates $3.50 to
correspond with the tariff issued by the
Soo Line, and the argument has been
hot ever since, rates being kept in a
state of constant demoralization. The
Northern Pacific has now abandoned
its position, not because it believes its
position unjust, but because it loses
more money in Keeping its own rates
down than it will lose by atlowing the
differentials to remain in effect.

BONDHOLD RS OBJECT.

A YOircular Defining the Opposi-
tion to N. P. Reorganization,
NEW YORE. Aug. 24.—The Northern

Pacific third mortgage bondholders’pro-

This agree-
ment provides that the committee shall
not accent less than par and interest for
the bonds,

SHOT BY  BANDITS.

DETECTIVE OF Tﬂi MILWAU-
’ KEE ROAD KILLED

In an Attempt by Desperadoes to
Rob a Freight Car at Deer-
field, 111,

i;';{!choo. Aug. 24.—At 19 o’clock
touight a north-bound freight train on
the Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul road
was held up Ly two masked men at

Deerfield, a small station just
north of the line -between Cook
ad  Lake counties. One of the

detectives of the road named Owens,
who was riding on the train, was shot
and killed, aud the watch of Condueter
Liarzen, who was in charge of the crain,

‘wAs  taken from Lim. This was
tgé entire amount of  plunder
.secured . by the robbers. The

train had stopped to allow the engineer
to take water from a tank, and withio
thirty seconds after it had come to a
standstill two masked men climbed

into the cabouse and ordered
the conductor and one  brake-
man who were in the car to
throw up their hands. They were

forced to obey, and the robbers had
just taken the conduetor’s watch
from him when the detective entered
and showed ficht. He was shot and
instantly killed by one of the banuits,
both of whom jumved from the train
and disappeared in the darkness. There
is no clue to their identity, and the rail-
road men were unable even to tell
in what direction the murderer and
his companion fled. Deerfield is a
station consisting of little else besides
the water tank, and it is extremely dif-
ncult to obtaiu information from there
tonight. The general offices of the
Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul in
this ecity kuew no more than the
above facts, and were not eveu aware
at 2 o'clo¢k of the name of the detect-
ive who was killed. A special train
carrying a number of special officers of
the road was sent out before midnight
to rue the robbers down if possible.

THE LOWEST - BIDDER

TO FURNISH FUEL FOR THE

HIS TWO GREAT PLANKS.

The Republican Reform Ma-

NORMAL SCHOOLS.

The State Board Meets at the
Capitol and Traansacts Mach
Routine Work,

The state normal school board met at
the capitol at 10 o’clock yesterday
morning. There were present:

W. S. Pattee, John Cromb, A. E.
Engstrom, William B. Mitehell, George
N. Lamphere, George H. Clark, W. W.
Pendergast and Presidents Irwin
Shepard, Edward Searing and L. C.
Lord.

Direetor Cromb reported that the
committee appointed to examine into
the accounts of the four normal schools
had made the required examinations
and found the accounts correct and
accompanied by the proper vouchers.

On motion of Director Lamphere it
was voted that four resident directors
constitute a committee to examine into
the classifieation of expenditures of the
normal schools as they appear on the
records and accouats of the treasurers,
and make such changes as may be
necessary to establish uniformity of
praetice by all schools; the plan was
adopted to be carried into effect without
further action bv the board.

Simpson, of Winona, presented the
matter of establishing a state normal
school journal, to be published at some
central point in the state, and which is
to be in some sense recognized by the
board as its orgay. The matter was
referred to President Pattee and Secre-
tary Pendergast.

The biennial reports of the presidents
of the Winona, Mankato and Moorbead
Normal schouls were submitted and or-
dered placed on file in tbe office of the
secretary.

The board appointed Mrs. Christie C.
Hyde matron of the St. Cloud Normal
School home tor the ensuing year, Miss
Florence MeFarland teacher of history
and wmusie in tihe Moorhead Normal
school and Miss Eleanor Sutphen teach-
er of primary arithmetic. Miss Margaret
T. Barr was appointed director of the
kindergarten at the Mankato normal.
with Miss Mary L. Osborne as assist-
ant.

SHIELDS TO BE SUED.

LATE STRIKER ALLEGES SLAN-
DER AGAINST HIMW,

Words Alleged: ‘*‘A Dangerous,
Abie and seditious Agitator,”
Xte., Lte,

James Wilkes has been named by
Judge Willis as guardian ad litem of
John Wilkes, his eighteen=year-old son,
for the purpoese of beginning an action
for damages against C. Shields, super=
intendentof the Great Western railway.
The young man, John Wilkes, was a
machinist in the employ of the Chicago
Great Western shops. He complains
that Shields injured his reputation dur-
ing the railroad strike Ly publ®hing
himn as being *'a dangzerous, able and se-
ditious agitator, and responsible for a
great deal of trouble’” that had been
taking place at South St. Paul previous
to July 17 last. 1t is asserted that be-
cause of the false statement of Shields
young Wilkes has since Leen unable o
secure employment. -

This would seem to be a test case of a
matter of vital importence to tiae late
rallway strikers. T'he strikers chargs
that the Railway Maunauers’ association
is engaged in a movement
that is as aistinctly a boyeott as_any-
thing ever attempted by labar people.
R. C. Ciark, state boiler inspector, says
of the matter:

“Every day [am ecalled upon by a
number of eugineers who strusk and
were discharged in consequence. The
governot has asked me to secure em-
ployment with stationary engines
wherever possible, and I have secured
situations for quite a number. I will
show you the boycott feature of the
Railway Managers’ association. 1t has
for some years been the practiee of rail-
way master-mechanics to require of ap-
plicants for situations as engincers let-
ters of recommendation from the roads
they last worked for. If the letters do
not show spotless records, the appli-
cants are turned away. T[hese dis-
charged engineers who come
to me for assistance  nearly
all have letters from the
roads that discharged them. Yesterdav
one of these discharged engineers
showed me a letter that set forth that he
had worked for the company as an en-
gineer for eight years, and gave him a
spotless record up to the time of the
strike. And all it said concerning that
was comprised in this sentence: ‘Quit
the servies of the company on account
of the strike.” That seutence cooks the
Zoose of the bearer of the letter. Not a
master mechanic can the man find who
will so much as cousider his application
after having read the letter. This letter
is only a sample of very many that have
been shown me. It is a boycott pura
and simple, and what is the practical
result? Nearly every one of {liese en-
gineers has a home of his own in St
Paul, averaging in value perhaps $£2,000.
Mauy of these homes are ouly partly
paid tor. The men are driven out of
their trade; they can never hope to get
further employment on railroads. Many
of them must lose their homes, It is a
cruel situation.”

GEN. JEFFRIES TALKS.

HIS SPEECH IN FAVOR OF THE
POPULIST PARTY.

Fears a BSocial Revolution and
That It Will Come So Suddenly
That 1t Cannot Be Stoppad.

Gen. Jeffries, who was the leader ot
the Northwestern wing of the indus-
trial army on its march to Washington,
was billed to speak at Market hail last
night. The audience which greeted
him was not 2 large one. He recited
the experiences of the army on its
eventful march, and all that had tran-
spired while they were at the national
capital. After his reminiscent remarks
he approached the field of politics, and
it was at once apparent that he was out
to make a speech in behalf of the Popu-
listic movement.

No matter what the name of the
union or organization, ail should fall
into line and mareh in the same diree-
tion. Unite at the ballot boxes. Make
amovement for public improvements.
The individual should step to one side
for the general good, and not wrangle
for nomination or for office.

A political league :nust be formed, or
the great army of peace must take a
hold and say you must come to the re-
lief of the American peopie. We can
demund relief, aud if congzress won’t
grant it, let us say to our representa-
tives, you are good feilows, but vou
! won’t do for this jub. I am afraid that
! the social revelution will come so sad-
! denly that we caunoct stop it. But take
care of the fruits of your victory in a
peaceful and guarded manner. ‘Let our
cause not be spoited by a bloody revo-
lution.”
