WHAT CONGRESS DID.

Made a Record in Reform
Legislation of Which the
Democratie

PARTY MAY WELL BE PROUD.

The Force Bill Repealed, and
Free Eleetions Are Now
Assured.

TREASURY BEING FILLED

By the Passage of the New
Tariff Law--Tax on Green-
backs and Incomes.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 24.—Representa-
tive McMiliin (Dem., ‘Tenn.) has in-
serted in the Congressional Record a
speech intended as a summary of what
the present congress has aceompiished.
Mr. MeMillin’s associates have deferred
to him in preparing this statement, and
it is a semi-ofticial showing of what the
majority has done. After reviewing
what laws have been heretofore framed,
Mr. McMillin says:

*1 come to a few things it has done
during this admimstration. It has
repealed all foree laws and left elections
free. 1t found a system of oppressive
laws on the statute bouoks authorizing
the use of troops at the polls, ana has
repealed them. in the dark days of the
republic the Republican party also en~
acted a law authorizing the United
States svpervisors of election and dep-
uty marsbals to be appointed by the
feaeral courts, wholly independent of
the states where the elections were to
be held. They were expected to domi-
pate, and did dominate the elections.
“Thousands of men were arrested
without cause within the states of New
York, Olhio and Indiana in a sing e
election, and mprisoved to prevent
them from voting. They were turned
out after it was too late to vote, without
the formality of indictment, present-
ment, arraignment or trial. The Dem-
ocratic party determined this should
not contimne. To repeal it, it forced an
extra session of congress in 1870, and
passed the repealing bill. Mr. Hayes
vetoed it. But it has kept up the fight
nearly a sixth of a century, and
At Last Has Triumphed
during this administration. It has re-
pealed the law aathorizing the presi=
dent to levy and remit taxes. It
cannot conceive of tne surrender of a
great perogative more dangerous and
unpardonable than this. We denouneced
it at the time in this hall. We went
forth to the people and denounced it.
We pledged them in our platform that
if entrusted with power we would take
this ancient right from the president
and give it back to the people’s repre-
sentatives. We have now kept the |
promise.

“This congress has also authorized
the states to tax greenbacks and other
United States currency. For years
ibe exemption of these has been a
erving ill. The law authorizing
the issue of greenbacks and treas-
ury warrants under the Sherman act
exemptea them from state, county and
municipal taxation. Hundreds of mile
lions thereby escaped taxation. In-
dividuals escaped it by having their
funds io bank nominally invested in
greenbacks or treasury warrauts on the
day for assessment. Banks aecom-
plished the same objeet in the same
way.No doubt exists that in some banks
the United States warrants were placed
to the credit of individuals on the same
day for assessment to escape municipal
and state taxes. It is also charged that
certain banks would aid each otner in
different states by chauging their
treasury warrauts deposits from one to
the other to suit the different days for
assesswent existing in different states.
All this is stepped now. Under the
bill  introduced and passed by
the gentleman from Indiana (Mr.
Cooper) all  United States eur-
rency heretofore escapi taxation will
be reached by the tax gatherer.” United
States freasury warrants, knowndias
greenbacks, and the bills issued under
the Sherman bill amount to about half
a billion dollars, and the country owes
him a debt of gratitude for his patriotic
exertion.”’
Mr. McMillin next reviews the reduc-
tions of appropriations heretofore set
forth by Representative Sayres, of the
appropriation committee. He then
continues:
*It has passed the most stringent
Law Against Trusts
ever enaeted in this country. At the
same time the attorney general has in-
stituted proceedings in the courts to
dissolve illegal trusts.
“The amendment offered by the sena-
tor from Alabama (Mr. Morgan). carries
into law the miost effective means yet
devised for controling and curbing the
power of trusts. A law against them
was passed last cobngress, but it dealt
with the question in a way so mild and
gingerly that it has net been found
suffictent to crush these combinations
that have been fostered under pro-
tection. The Democratic party was
pledged to the enaetment of more strin-
gent legislation against trusts. It has
kept this pledge and offers this as its
fulfillment. 1t has inaugurated an in-
come tax, thereby taking off taxes from
want and putting them on wealth. Itis
true the senate amendments have
changed somewhat this feature of the
Lill, and have released some that ought
to have been taxed, still it remains a
great benefit to the American people.
*1t found the treasury bankrupt, but
by the tariff bill is not only replenish=
ing 1t, but atthe same time reducing
taxes.”
Mr. McMillin then reviews the repeal
of the Sherman silver law and gives an
elaborate summary of the tariff,

A new method ot procedure
heretofore not contemplated has been
outlined at the suggestion of Repre-
sentative Maguire, of California, who
has advocated the enforcement ot claims
against the personal estates of the four
great directors of the Pacifie reads and
has been cne of the strongest opponeats
of any plau for an extension of their
debt.

The proposition, briefly siated, is to
authorize Mrs. Stanford to bring suit
against the United States, and thus
cause an immediate adjudication of the
government’s suit. Under this pro-
posed meothod of procedure Mrs, Stan-
rford would become tho plaintitf and the
government tha defenduni for the pure
poses of the suit.

The Maguire bill will enable
Mrs. Stanford to bring the suit against
the United States in the United States
cireuit court of California to determine
the validity of the government’s claim.
It will contemplate a suit of the same
character as the proceedings in equity
which a real estate holder might insti-
tute to quiet title against a party who
asserted a title to his land.

Such a suit can be authorized by spe-
eial act. Mr. Maguire thinks that none
of the rights of the government would
be endangered by it,while he says they
might by the enactment of Senator
Hil¥’s action. The suit would deter-
mine the standing” and vahdity of the
government’s claim, and remove uncer-
tainty upou that peint.

Mr. Maguire will probably not intro-
duce the bill himself, but says he will
see that the measure offered is an iron-
clad one in its protection ot the gevern-
went's interest,

Completed.
WAsHiNGTON, Aug. 24.—The investi-
gation of C. H. J. Taylor, colored, re-
corder of deeds for the District of Col-
umbia, was closed today. The report of
the civil service commission, prepared
by Mr. Proctor, of Kentucky, urges the
president to prowptly remove Taylor.
