BUT SHE STILL DENIE3S IT.

Ermisech Meant to Cover
Horst and Make Him Re-
lease Wonigkeit,

HORST GIVEN TWO WOUNDS

Only Danger Feared Is That
Blood-Poisoning May
Set In.

Nothing new developed yesterday
about the Ermisch case. DBoth the con-
demuved men were kept in their cells all
day and Deputy Frank Picha stood
guard. The boys reiterated their state-
ment that the revolver had Leen smug-
gled in by Mrs. Schmelzer, the mother
ot Charles Ermisch.

The latter was still retained at the
county jail and persisted in her state-
ment that she knew nothing of the
affair. During the afterncon, however,
she expressed a desire to see Rev. Mr.
Bolt,to whom she said she was willing
to talk. All efforts to draw from her
any intormation by means of interpre-
ters feil flat, and nothing remaimned but
to keep her locked up. Iu thisthe
authorities feel justified. as the offense
charged is a felony under the law.

General sentiment among the people
of St. Paul was one of indignation, and
whatever pity had remained among the
populace for the condemned murderers
is apparentiy entirely wiped out or
existence.

Gov. Nelson was not found yesterday,
but there is no doubt that this latest
break in the career of the young fiends
will not serve as a means to secure them
& commutation from their aeserved fate
of execution by the galiows.

The usual Sunday religious exercises
were held at the county- jail durinz the
atternoop, and ali matters of routine
proceeded as if nothing had oeccurred
out of the common wav., Hereafter the
men wiil be still mwore restricted in
their privileges, if that may be possible.
The men who are the most shocked
over the affair are the two youug attor-
neys, Messrs. Eucell and Bigelow, who
have been working might and main for
a commutation of the death penaity to
life imprisonment. ‘They realize that
their efforis are practically thrown
away under the latest deveiopment, and
have no further hope to succeed in the
effort.

Horst Wounded Twice.
It now develops that Deputy Sheriff

Ed Horst sustained two wounds. The
second wound was found in the right
shoulder, and is a painful one. The

wound in the wrist wiil make the hand
useless for at least a number of montbs.
The index and middle fingers of the
right hand are practically useless at
this time, as the cords were cut by the
bullet, thus causing a temporary
paralysis. The wound is a severe one
at all events, and will require careful
attention. There is no serious danger
utiless blood poisoning should set in.
Dr. Hanley stated yvesterday that the
second wound was cansed by the same
builet, which glanced off from the wrist
boue aud, flying upward, landed in the
shouider. Horst had on a very heavy
undergarment, which probably saved
him from a more dangerous weund.

Mr. Horst was seen at his homs, 61
East Twelfth street, last evening. He
was sitting up in an armchair and felt
cheerful. To a reporter he said:

“The voys had that planned pretty
well, but it aid not succeed as they
expected. Had I gone to the end of the
corridor it was Ermiseh’s intention to
corier me and get between myself and
the outer corridor door. Then he in-
tended to make an attempt to secure the
keys and liberate his companion, after

D. W, INGERSOLL DIES

Expived Yesterday Morning at
Tallapoosa, Ga., Being 82
Years 0Oid.

A DISTI GUISHED CITIZEN.

He Established His Dry Goods
House in St. Paul in
1855.

NOTABLE PUBLIC CAREER.

Survived by a Large Family
of Notable and Worthy
Children. °

]

D. W. Ingersoll, of this ecity, died
yesterday morning at Talapooasa, Ga.
Such was the information obtained
through a telegram received by rela-
tives yesterday. Some two or three
vears ago Mr. and Mrs. Ingersoll re-
moved to the miider ciimate of Georgia,
as his health had been very mueh im-
paired for the past five years. He had
lived to the ripe aze of four score and
two years, and his demise from natural
causes was not unexpected, but the
news of his death came with some sur-
prise.

Mr. Ingersoll was one of the best and
most favorably known citizens of St.
Paul. His life is identified with the
history of the state and tiie city for the
past forty years. His b'rthplace 1s

Newton, N. J., and the year 1812, His
early eduecation was received in the

common schools of his native state.
He chose the mercauntile business, en-
tering the store of John S. Potwin at
the age of fourteen years, with whomn
he afterwards entered business as a
partner at Burlington, Vt. He eventu-
ally became the head of the same mer-
cantile house. In 1837 he went to New
York and engaged in the same busi-
ness, and in 1854 disposed of his busi-
ness there, owing to failing health.
One year later he came to St
Paul, and, finding his bealth recover-
ing in this climate, he entered business
here and sovon became widely known.
For many years his dry goods establish-
ment on Third street was known as the
leading one of the Northwest. For sev-
eral years his store was in the old Mec-
Clung block, at the corner of ‘Third and
Wabasha streets. In 1857 he purchased
the triangular piece of eground at the
corner of Third and \Wabasha streets
and in 186) erected the well-known In-
gersoll block. The nhall in the top story
of the block was the principal one in the
city for mauy years. On the ground
floor of the building were his store and
the Second National bank. ’‘Lhe top
story was in later years used for public
library purposes.

His first entry into public life in this
city was as a member of the school
and he was a valuable officer in that
capacity from 1865 to 1877. In the laiter
year he was appointed president ot the
board of managers of the state reform
school, and held the position for a score
of years. He was for years president
of the state temperance society,and was
and active member of charitable asso-
ciations.

He was prominently identified with
building the old St. Paul & Sioux City
railroad, and was the first treasurer of
the company. He was the first presi-
dent of the first elevator company
started. He was looked upon as a suc-
‘cessful promoter ot public enterprises,
and was identified with the old settlers
in building up the city and the North-
west. He was a charter mem-
ber of the chamber of commerce,
and =among its most active workers,
The excellence of the referm school is
due to years of his serviees, and many
other enterprises of a business nature,
as well as society and church upbuilding,
owe much to his efforts. His character
was strong and influential and his
energy unbounded. His services in
connection with the reform sehool and
other good works were invariably gratu-
itous. His business industry was re-
warded by building up a comvetence
and the accumulation of property of
considerable value. %

He continued in active business until
about five years ago, when his health
began to succumb to the effects of tire-
less work and active energy and en-
forced his retirement. The past two
years he has lived quietly under the
care of his wife in Tallapoosa, Ga. The
remains will be brought to this city for
interment. -

The county employs bailiffs for attending
court, aud they have conwrol of all prisoners
while in court. [f thisis a good rule for the
District Court,why should 1tnot be applicable
for the Municipal Court?

Toe court's bailiffs are there, and why
should the presence of a deputy sheriff be
required?

If the Sheriff is entitled to §2.50 per day
for bailiffs’ attendance with such prisoners
under the 1837 fee bill then he is barred
from eharging 33 for balliff’s attendance in
court under the law of 1801, *“Here is one
case in the Municipal Court:”

On June 22 Deputy Sheriff Courtean served
as bailitf in District Court betore Judge Kelly
and has been paid $3 for his services
in point. Peter Daly, a Young boy, was ar-
rested on June 14th, brought into the Mu-
nmicipal Court June 18th, and the County was
charged $3.0) for thatservice. lie was again
arraigned on June 16th, 2uth, 21st and 27th,
for which the County was charged §3.00, and
this service was performed (it appears from
the bill) by deputy sheriffs who are being
paid $3.00 per day for their setvices as bail-
iff's in the Distriet Court.

The allowance to the Sheriff each month
of $180.0) for one night watchman and two
turnkeys at the jail is conditioned as fol-
lows:

The County Commissioners of said County
shall allow the sheriff of said County the
sum of $72).u) each per annum as compensa-
tion for one night watchman and two turn-
keys of the jail. But all bailiffs and deputy
sheriffs attending upoun court shali be rur-
nished by tne Sheriff.

These same Deputy Sher1ffs have bean paid
by Ramsey Countiy for attendance as Bailiffs
in the District Court on the same days that
their services are charged for attending
Court with prisoners in the Municipal Court.
If we are to allow the Sheriff $2.00 ger day for
attending prisoners in court, we should only
pay for the actual service performed.

The Municipal Court will co-operate with
the Board in stamping out this system of
outrageous charges.
