TtIs an Interesting fact that the Bur-
lington&Missouri River road is rapidly
extending its trackage northwestward
toward Billings, Mont. It will strike
tlie Northern Pacific at that point and
wiilhit tin- Great Northern at Great
Falls. This route wilibe several hun-
dred miles shorter than the lines run-
ningnorth from Kansas City and Omaha
to these points via St. Paul. The im-
portance of this move san not be lightly
considered. This will tend to cut a
serious figure in the freight receipts of
the great transcontinental lines, the
Northern Pacific and Great Northern,
when completed, especially in the mat-
ter of livestock shipments. On the
other hand, -in spite ot the shortness of
the route, itis said that the mountain
grades willbe heavy, making hard haul-
ing. The lines already established
have the advantage of having their
roadbeds aiready ballasted, and this is
becoming firmer-ami more solid every
year, The Burlington & Missouri
River willnecessarily have to contend
with all these matters. The advantages
to be gained t>v a shorter route in the
way ot freight shipments willbe equally
tni«j oi passenger traffic, in due course

A New Move in t.»o Fight for the
Sioux City & Northern.

Sioux City, 10., Aug.27.—The Credit
company's answer to :the Manhattan
Trust company's foreclosure proceeding
against the Sioux City it Northern
Railway company has been tiled in the
United States court. The petition
alleges conspiracy on the. part of the
Manhattan Trust company; trustee for
the first mortgage bondholders of the
Sioux City and Northern, the Union
Debenture company, of Jersey City. N.
J. J. Kennedy Todd & Co.. of New
York,and J.J. Hill,of the Oreat North-
ern road, to get the various proper-
ties referred to, and particularly the
Sioux City &Northern road, in their
hands. in pursuance of this scheme
it is asserted that they loaned
to the officers of the road
large sums of money at usurious rates
of interest, and that they worked to-
gether in numerous ways to depreciate
the stock in hope that they mightbuy it
at less than it was worth. The petition
finally states that $1,250,000 worth of
stock in the Pacific Short Line Bridge
company nnd Sioux City Terminal Kail-
way and Warehouse company was
transferred to J. Kennedy &Co. before
it had been subscribed. A decree, is
accordingly asked requiring Todd &Co.
to make up §1,250.000 of unsubscribed
stock which it holds, and to pay itinto
the enterprise at once. Finally, it is
asked that a receiver be appointed to
take charge of the collaterals now held
by the Manhattan Trust company and
J. Kennedy Todd & Co., and to hold
ihem until after the pendency of tbe
litigation.

Wheat opened strong at from Ha to
Hz per inishel over Saturday's closing
quotations, tho strength coining from
the steady cables. December was
wanted at from 57;£c to 58c, but weak-
ened on liberal offerings at the advance
and sold off to 57}-2'c. Ithad another
good strong spell when the visible
supply figures were givingpromise of
disappointing the bears, but became
weak after the bears' apprehension re-
garding the visible had been fully re-
alized. The trade was too lightto take
enough of the offerings of short wheat
which were for sale from the seaboard
speculators, and though the news of the
day was in the main bullish, the shorts
were more inclined to sell on the
slight bulges than to take alarm and
cover previous sales.
