NOMINATE FOUR JUDGES.

Judge Stephen Mahoney Finds
Himself Turned Down by

the Convention.

NEWS FROM MINNEAPOLIS.

Minutes of the District Court
—Oil-Burnt Brick—ltems

of a MinorNature.

The Democratic judicial convention
of the Fourth district occurred yester-
day at the rooms of llennepin Demo-
cratic League., New York Lift!building.
Tiionominations wore made after a hot
light, in which Judge Mahoney was
downed. The nominees are Juilgo F.
C. Brooks, Ben J. Davenport, Weed
Munrojaud J. 11. Wendell, the latser |
resident of Wright county. The tightl
was between fusion delegates on onel
side and country delegates and Malio-I
ney delegates on the other side. It was.
one of the hottest tiihts every seen in"
a convention, and it Is doubtful if aj
harder tiuht was ever made tor nny one.
than was made for Judge Stephen Ma-J
honey yesterday. He was turned down,
it is true, but it was by a peculiar com-
bination. By combining with the Ma-
honey men and later with the anti-Ma-
honey men, the country was able to win
the day.

Thu convention was organized Oy
electing Albert Clnistello chairman and
C. A. Coruman secretary. Later this
organization was made permanent. A
committee on credentials, consisting of
Titus Mareck, I*.J- Callanan and J. A.
Oilman, of this city, and J. C. Nugent
and C. W. llerrick,of Wright county,
was appointed. Auoka and lsanti
counties, arriving too late for the organ-
ization, were not represented on the
committee. Fifty-five delegates com-
posed the convention, forty of whom
were from Henuepin county, seven
from Wright county, four from Anoka
county and live from lsanti county.

The committee on resolutions con-
sisted of D. B.Johnson, M. A. O'llair,
J. J. Mcllate, C. J. Bartlesou and
Ralph Kees. This committee gave birth
to iin- followlugresolutions:

We, the Democrats of the Fourth
judicial district, in convention assem-
bled, most heartily approve and indorse
the principles enunciated In the plat-
form of the state, congressional and
county conventions.

We sadly deplore the actiou of the
chief executive of this state in his
biased, prejudiced and partisan appoint-
ments to the judiciary in this district.

We hold that he is solely responsible
for the judiciary of the largest district
in this state ueina thrown into partisan
politics, in that when he became gov-
ernor there were lour Democrats and
two Republicans upon the bench in this
district, placed there by the suffrages of
the people; he had* been m power
scarcely one year when, by reason of
death and resignations, he caused the
judiciary of tnis district to be reversed,
in spite of the protests of the Republican
attorneys of this district, and contrary
to the precedents established oy his
preilecessois, Govs. Merriam and Pills-
bury, namely, tour Republicans and two
Democrats.

That in violation of every sacred
principle of trust that he holds and in
violation of every principle of decency,
he has descended to the tactics of the
waul politician, and would cause the
blush of shame to mantle thu cheek of
the ward heeler; that the immediate
consequences of these acts have already
been witnessed in the unseemly scram-
bles of the late Republican judicial
convention, when judges descended
root their high office to engage in a
>ersoiiiil canvass for votes, to the ex-
reme of adjourning court and entailing

heavy expense upon the taxpayers In
order to attend conventions and con-
struct political fences; in the defeat of
Judge Henry G. Hicks, the senior
judge, aud a Republican; and also in
the withholding of decisions in impor-
tant cases pending nominations and
election.

A tilttlo Hot "Stuff."
As soon as the resolutions were

adopted, John Lone moved to proceed
to nominate four candidates tor the dis-
trict bench.

D. B. Johnson moved that F. C.
Brooks, Weed Monro and Benjamin
Davenport be nominated by acclama-
tion.

"1object." said M.Whelau. "1move
to amend by adding the name of
Stephen Mahoney."

"Aren't you going to give the county
a show?"' asked a Wright county man.
"Are you going to hog everything as
the Republicans did?"

"There can be no objection to these
men," said D.B. Johnson, "and 1don't
believe that any out; here willsay any-
thing against them." lie then went on
to touch up Gov. Nelson again, but
elided by saying that he believed that
Nelson was at the present time con-
spiring to defeat the election of a Min-
neauolis man to the United Slates seu-
ate.

Judge Long v-as the next speaker,
and he made a ruU-hot speech. He
declared that there was a scheme on
foot to ring in the Populist nominee.
He referred to the Populist judicial
convention as an "excrescence." lie
said that he had seen them in state
convention 101 strong, every man
fighting agaliut fusion. Something had
happened since then; some one had
been 88011, and now they couldn't bear
anything but Populist talk.

Davy Johnson objected to this speech,
and then followed a discussion as to
Judge Mahoucy's candidacy. Several j
speeches against him were made, among
them one- by Max Robb. He said:
"There has beeu talk of Juaite Ma--
honey's Democracy. Now,Islaua here
today to challenge, Stephen Mahoney's
Democracy. Who elected him to the
position he now holds but these nine
Republicans, ana then teil me about
his Democracy. Why, he hasn't euough
Democracy inhim to carry him to the
door."

I).B. Johnson remarked: "1 regret
very much that the last speaker has
spokeu as he has. 1 dou't think that
Stephen Mahoney was to be blamed for
accepting a Republican nomination,

after his own convention had turned him
down." Mahoney he considered as good
a Democrat as any of the gentlemen
mimed,

John Long said: "Agentleman has
got up here and challenged Mahouey's
Democracy.

That Style ofI'dvirigMaterial Won
Yesterday .

Oilburnt vitrifiedbrick wonyesterday
afternoon at the meeting of the council
committee on paving, held to decide ln>
favor of recommending Hie acceptance
of a bid for paving Nicollut avenue.
The bids were all gone over very care-
fully. Some of them were read twice
inorder that the proposition contained
in them might 'be fully under-
stood, but the bids most in favor
werß those submitted by the Dcs
Moines Brick company and the Minne-
apolis Brick I'avinix company. The
former offered to wave with common
vitrified brick at the rate of $1.65 per
square yard, this to include the removal
of the old paving material and the lay-
intr of the sand foundation. The Min-
neapolis Brick Paviug company offered
to furnish Ualesburg oil-burned brick
and perform the same work ror
$1.00 per square yard. After some
discussion of the subject it was de-
cided to recommend the contract to the
Minneapolis company, with the under-
standing that the money is to be ad-
vanced for the work by ttie company, to
be repaid the Ist of July. 1895. The
Minneapolis Brick company guarantees
in its bid to have the pavemfiit laid and
ready for use by the Ist of November,
1894.

It was decitlek to recommend the ac-
ceptance of the Warreu-Scharf bid for
asphalt pavement on liehnepin avenue
from Washington to Sixth street.

AN IMPORTANT QUESTION.
That of Keeping the Minutes of

the District Court.
The minutes of the district court cut

A stipulation was entered
into between the parties, however,' that
three arbitrators should be appointed,
they to decide from the evidence
whether the award was a just one, and
their decision to be tiled.

A.K.Clarke
dissents from that opinion, but a search
through the statutes a ud the rules of
practice of the district court failed' to
reveal any such law. A similar pro-
vision does, however, prevail in the
municipal court.

n\MIStiOl S DEATH ON A It A

O. TKAIN.

Train Held in Quarantine Until
the True Nature of the Disease

Can Be Ascertained.

Washixoton\ Sept. 6.—A telegram
was received today by Surgeon General
Wyman, of the Marine licupila. service,
from Health Officer Duke, of Cumber-
land, >[<!., announcing the. death there
last uiglit of Joan 13. Walther, a Ger-
man immigrant, with symptoms point-
ing to Asiatic cholera. Dr. Wyin.vi
wired the officer to hold a post mortem
and report the results. Dr. Wyman
said:

"1do not believe-that this man cued of
Asiatic cholera. There is now no
cholera in Bremen, tlie port from which
he is said to have come, and has been
iwiii). There has been no disease found
amoii£ the other men from the Elbe
now detained at Piltsburg. ueinsc held
for further developments."

"What is the situation with regard to
the disease in Europe." was asked.
"itis rather on the increase in Russia,

and is gettiusover into Western Europn,
but so far has been confined to the most
southern portions of the coast, and is
most prevalent in Austro-Hungary.
This has kept it away from the ports
whence the immigrants come to these
shores, aiid as there is a rigid consular
inspection on that side, as well as a
uiost thorough quarantine service on
this, Iam absolutely certaiu that no
case of cholera has gotten into America
this year. There have been two eases
caught at quarantine, but have not
amounted to anything. Itwillbe prac-
tically impossible for the epidemic to
get in unless there is a relaxation of
vigilance on the part of health officer*
and consuls. By the Ist of September
we were practically over the worst of
the panic, and it looks us though the
great danger of contagion is past."

Tralu In itiiiiruutluf.
PITTBBURO, Sept. The emi-

grant car from which a suspected vic-
tim of cholera was taken at New
Cumberland, .Mi!., last night, is now
sidetracked at Snaner Station, a few
miles from here on the Baltimore &
Ohio. Nine immigrants are confined
in the car. Dr. .1. Guy McCindless,
member of the state board of health,
and Health Officer Baker examined the
suspects today. They think the man
who died was suffering from cholera
morbus or cholerine. To avoid any
risks, however, the car will be kept in
quarantine for another twenty-four
hours at least. •-

No Cholera on the Elbe.

New Youk,Sent' o.—(Justav Schwab,
agent for the North German Lloyd
Steamship company, on whose steamer,
the Elbe, Johu P. Walther, who died
in Cumberland, Md., of supposed Asi-
atic cholera, was a passenger, scouts
the idea that Walttier was a. victim of
that disease.

ham, N.0.;" Danville, Winston, Arch-
wood, Henderson, Louisville, Ky., and
Greensburi:, N. C. The • witness an-
swered "Don't know", to many ques-
tions as to how the New Jersey branch
was run.

"Has not the American Tobacco com-
pany the Newark. N. J., office, merely
to apparently comply. with the laws of
New Jersey?" asked counsel. • .
