The United State circuit court of
ipueals willopea for the adj. aimed term
Monday. Allof the judges of the court
me here, .1iitii^cAmos M. Thayer, of St.
Louis, arriving last night. The court is
m.ule up ot three circuit judges for the
first time in its history, the judges beinir
lion. Henry C. C.ildwell.of LittleRock;
Hon. Walter 11. Sanborn, of this city,
nnd lion. Amos M. Thayer, of St. Louis,
who was promoted from a district to a
circuit juJgship a few days ago. Judge

Thayer has been sitting on the bench in
this court, but heretofore only as 8 dis-
trict judge, by the selection of the
circuit judges. At the opening of court
Monday a number of opinions will bo
handed down, written by Judge Cald-
well. The opinions In causes assigned

to Judges Sanborn and Thayer were
iianded down in June rind July. Judge
Caldwell took his pie first; that is, he
took his vacation after the adjournment
of court, and is now preparing the opin-
ions incases assigned to him during the
sprint; meeting of the cuurt.

The calendar for the coming term of
court is the heaviest in the history of
tho court, ami numbers about ninety
cases. Judge Sunburn says that the
business of the court Is increasing very
rapidly. Itis expected that the court
willhear all causes on the calendar in
which oral arguments are desired, and
the court hopes to write opinions in all
causes before lite term of court which
opens InSt. Louis the first Monday In
December. Causes are set forbearing;
from Sent. Ito Oct. 25. Hon. John D.
Jordan, clerk of the court, arrived from
St. Louis yesterday, and is quartered at
the Aberdeen.

Julius Kurtz,
Minneapolis, bit on the scheme,
Rave it away and declares
that the company is not build-
ing a town and does not want laborers,
lie sent the desired $3 on June 10. and
0011 after found that ho lad been taken
n in the usual way. C. L. Morey works
or the Troy laundry in Minneapolis.
He is a young limn, but entirely too
sleek-looking to be a laundry work-
man, lie is evidently a very shrewd
fellow. He was asked by a Globe re-;
porter to give his story for publication ,
but shrewdly avoided dolnc so. He
said that he did not want his people to
know what had happened to him, and
even declined to tell what business he
had been engaged, in, or where his. friends live. He declined to say wheth-

inasmuch as the total appropriation
for this purpose, including: the necessary
furniture and oilier odds and ends, is
but $10,000, the board found that even
the smallest bids were much in excess
of what it was possible to do.

It was also suggested that the
house be only made large enough to
accommodate the engine and hose cart,
using the Merrlam Park hook and ladder
truck when calls demanding its use
were received. The distance between
the latter house and the proposed new
one is only about a mile. This latter
suggestion was mado after the board
adjourned, ana' will probably not be
adhered to. New bids will be called
for, and another meeting held about
Tuesday of next week.

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ANEVENING OF SMOKE'
The Assembly Discusses the

Smoke Ordinance Up
One Side

AND DOWN THE OTHER.

Matter Finally Recommitted
to the Committee on

Streets.

SMOKE CONSUMERS DON'T GO

Manufacturers Say They Have
Found None Vhat Answer

the Purpose.

At 8 o'clock last night the assembly
was called to order by Vice President
Lewis, President Copeland being ab-
sent. Tiio following geutleipen re-
sponded to their names: Messrs. Aro-
sin, Johuson, Parker, Reardon, Kobb,
Van Slyke and Strousc.

Acommunication from the corpora-
tion attorney was read in regard
to tho condemnation of certain
property on State street, and for
the purpose of repealing a reso-
lution known as Assembly File No.
1772. The corporation attorney held
that as this resolution had been
returned without the mayor's sig-
nature, it was in effect tetoed, as
provided by law upon a veto. Mr.Lewis
called Mr. Johnson to the chair, and
stated that he had understood at the
time this resolution was passed that all
property owners interested had con-
sented to its passage, but he had since
been informed that an entire block of
property owners would be cut off from
access to the street and he had there-
fore asked the mayor to return the
resolution that itmight be reconsidered.
On motion of Mr. Strouse it was
referred to the committee on streets.

Another communication from the cor-
poration attorney was read, relating to
the duties of the city in the matter of
Langford park. Itseems that three or
four years ago the city undertook
to nil in a low piece ot ground
to be ornamented as v park, for
which the surrounding property
was to be assessed. Tho assessments
wera levied and part was paid, while
some of the parties concerned entered
an objection. After repeated efforts by
the court it was found practically im-
possible to collect by reason of a defect
iv the charter. And the contractor
had furnished his work and ma-
terial in good faith aaud had
received no pay, itwas not only an in-
justice to him, but also to those citizens
who had paid the assessment. The city
attorney recommended that a committee
of two from each body be appointed
with the comptroller and corporation
attorney to investigate and report. It
was so ordered, and the chair appointed
Messrs. Arosin, Johnsou, Parker and
Robb.

A resolution Instructing the city at-
torney to bring proceedings against

The tireut Northern Hailwuy
to test the validity of certain proceed-
ings which vacated a certain portion of
Park avenue

"
as a thoroughfare and

handed it over to the Great
Northern as part of its prem-
ises was offered. Mr. Parker moved to
recommit on the ground that the railroad
company had not had a fair chance to
appear and state its side of the question.
This brought Aid. Murphy to his feet,
nud with the consent of the body he
made a few remarks in which he
alluded to champions of railroads.
Mr. Parker replied that he was not a
partisan of any railroad or of any ward,
but was a champion of the best inter-
ests of the city and of the people of St.
Paul. The motion to recommit was
lost, Messrs. Parker and Van Slyke
alone voting yea. The original resolu-
tion was the.ll adopted.

The smoke ordinance was then called
ud on special order. The Key. William
C. Pope, rector of the Church of the
Good Shepherd, asked that the ordinance
be passed, and at once, as the smoke
was doing great damage, and was

an insufferable nuisance. He said
he could not sit out on his porch night
or day without becoming covered with
soot from the smokestacks ot theEdison
plant on College avenue, llis house
was filled with it.and itwas a disgrace
to the city. John Warm spoke about
the relative standing of Pittsburg, Cin-
cinnati, St. Louis and Cleveland as
compared with St. Paul, and asked that

manufacturers gieat and small be en-
couraged to locate here, and not to keep
them out b> any oppressive ordinance.
He thought that the city should insist
on the use of coal, wood, fuel gas, or
oil, and should not allow the use of
refuse. He spoke of various de-
vices for consuming the smoke,
and gave instances ot their use
which, he claimed, exceeded the purse
of the small manufacturers. Mr.Metz-
ger asserted that he had a deviea that
he would put in lor $175, and he
and Mr. Wanu used up about ten
minutes in a war of coss-questions that
developed nothing. W. H. Came read
a communication from a Newark com-
pany that oilers to furnish a device that
will save 25 per cent of the
fuel and give practically no
smoke, only that which rises In
the form of yellow vapor. Mr. Parker
thought that the ordinance should be
referred to the committeeon streets and
that itbe announced through the public
press that all devices would be received
by the committee and a

Practical Test made.
He did not think it should be in the

hands of any one man who could go lo
a man and say, "Here, your stack is
smokiuc, put on a consumer, pay the
penalty or go to jail." This was not his
idea ot the rights of American citizen-
ship. Mr. Walerous, of the Waterous
Engine Works, said he had had quite a
various experience with different de-
vices, but Imd found none satisfactory.
Mr. Johnsou read a petition signed by
about 200 prominent business men of
the city, stating that the commercial
interests of the city demanded the
pussßve of the ordinance. Us could see
no use iv playing at battledore
and shuttlecock with the ordinance,
referring it to this committee and that
committee. He had examined the de-
vice in the Lowry arcade and found
that itabsolutely consumed the smoke.
He was not there for the purpose of
adopting John Jones' or .Jim smith's
device, but for the blotting out of
an infamous nuisance. Mr. Par-
ker then called for a reading
of the ordinance, which was
so ordered. Mr. Strouse said he was in
favor of any device that would abate
the smoke nuisance, but he was also in
favor of smokestacks, and would op-
pose any measure that would oppress
our manufacturers. He. held that in
two weeks doors and windows would be
closed, and there will be

No Longer Any Nnlaance.
The manufacturing interests of the

city w«;re of more Importance than the
comfort of some few citizens, and he was,
therefore, In favor of recommitting the
ordinance to the committee on streets.
