BICYCLos 'O SULDIERS,

Lieut. Donovan iilustrates That
They Are a Good Thing.
OMAHA, Neb, Sept. 9. — At 6:10
o'clock this evening, covered with mud
and worn out with the fatizue incident
to a 607 mile journey, Lieut. Donovan,
of the Seventeenth infantry, stationed
at Fort Russell, arrived in this eity on
his bicyele, having left Cheyenne at 6
o’clock Mouday morning. He made the
trip for the purpose of demonstrating to
the war department the efficiency of the
wheel on a long mareh. He had his
wheel ricged up for the purpose of
carrying the usual equipage of a soldier
in the field, which includes three
days’ rations, a Springfield rifle, a
Colt’s  revolver, canteen, blanket,
dog tent and thirty rounds of
ammunition. He consumed five days
and a half of actual traveling time. He
expected to arrive yesterday, but bad
roads prevented. He reported at once
to Gew. Brooks. That officer was much
pleased with the demonstration of the

" utility of the wheel for courier purposes,

and will also recommend it to the war
department and advocate a special corps
of bicycle riders tor each department.
Donovan will make a detailed report to
the department of his journey. In econ-
versation Lieut. Donovan said he made
no special effort tv cover the six hun-
dred odd miles in Letter time than the
infantry is required to make. He
thought he could have reduced the time
one-third if he desired, but the success
of the experiment did not demand such
fatiguing exercice.

TRIP ON A BICYCLE.

A RIDE THROUGH SOUTHEAST-
ERN FIINNESOTA.

Four Hundred Miles Amid the
Farms of the Princes of the
Rural Districts.

Special to the Globe.

CALEDONTA, Minn.,, Sept. 8.—For a
person of limited means an outing af-
fording greater pleasure cannot be
imagined than a bicycle trip through
the richly settled rural distriets of Min-
nesota. Riding in the fresh morning
air over the hills with the constant ex-
ertion of the muscles makes it a health
as well as a pleasure-proaucing pas-
time, and you return home to your
work with your muscles hardentd, your
appetite sharpened and your sleeping
proclivities greatly improved. After
thg first day’s ride one does not feel any
great fatigue, and it seems to lessen
with eaeh day’s journey, until night
comes only too soon, and you are re-
lactant to stop riding when it overtakes
you.

Country riding is becoming more and
more popular with wheelmen each year.
Hundreds ride from St. Paul to North-
ficld and return every Sunday, making
a trip of 100 miles, a distance that would
kill a very guod horse. We met a young
man and lady in Rice county who were
going through to Ft. Wayne, la., on
their wheels, and others who were going
farther south in search of employment
for the winter. The farmer no longer
calls the attention of his good wife afd’
children to the small iron horse as it
carries 1ts rider rapidly down the smooth
country road, and the house dog does
not leave his shady resting place ueiu‘
the house tolrun out and bark at yous:
even the cows 1n the pasture rest corh-
placently and chew their cuds white.
you ride swiftly by them. While many
of the teams oné meets on the roa
notice a bicyele no more than they do'a
plow, some of them seem to be still in
doubt as to whether they rightly belonig
on the earth, and country riders should
use all due eare in approaching teams, 4
and if the horses show fright they ma ;
avert a serious accident by dis‘mouming !
until the team passes. .

‘The roads from St. Paul south are in'
excellent condition. In the vaileys ont’
will encounter a few sand hills, but the
valley roads can easily be avoided, and’]
the ridge roaas will be found hard and
smooth. The continued dry spell has
left the roads laden with dust in places,
but it is so light that a bicyele rides
through it easily and with hardly any
additional effort 1mvosed upoun  the
rider. The dust is not as objectionable
to wheelmen as it would appear. In a
bugey behind a horse you are enveloped
in a clond of dust all the time, but the
wheelman giides along, breathing the
fresh country sir, with the dust raised.
by his wheel retreating like the smoke
from a locomotive,

Wheelmen are treated well by the
large-hearied tarmer and his  generous
wife. If you are caught at nightfall a
long distavee trom avillage you. are
welcomed into the farmhouse and given
agood supper, made up sometimes of
wholesome bread and milk, but more
O ¢l you are trealed to a spread that
would do eredit to a first-class. hostelry,'
L7 there is no room in the hoase you are
welerme to a berth in the 1 ay loft,

is prex-

nant with the aroma of newly made
hay, and one feels a greater vigor in
the morning than a bed in a poorly ven-
tilated house wonld afford.

-

An old gentdeman of nearly four score
years, who has resided in Minunesota
since ’50, says that he cannot recollect a
time during that period of years when
the country has suffered from such a
drouth as it has this summer. ‘Lo those
living in the cities, and whose callings
keep them confined there, the condition
in the country is unknown. ‘There they
have the heat of the day and evenings
tempered DLy the sprinkling of the
streets, and they move along in their
respective. walks of life entirely ob-
livious to the alinost alarming coundition
of things in the country. Here the
ground has harvdly had moisture enough
to lay the dust for about three months,
outside of a few showers of short dura-
tion. The dust lays on the ground
inclies deep, and the earth is so
bard and dry as to inake fall
plowing an  almost  impossibility.
Those farmers that have attempted
it find that their horses con stand
oiily a very few hours’ work, and their
plow hias to be wken totown and sharp-
ened so often that it becomes. a fulile
task and many of themn have given up
in despair, and are waiting for a Kind
Providence to send'a few rain clouds
their way. Pastures are dried up and
stock canunot subsist on them without
the aid of corn from the crib each day
or hay from the stacks; ponds that
usually hold water the year ’round
dried up weeks ago, and I have seen
stock driven seven miles to the faithful
little creek in the valley to be watered.
I met a farmer today who offered his
neighbor a number of steers as a gift if
he would winter them, and another that
contemplated killing a horse because he
had no feed with which to Keep it over
winter. The farmer finds no market for
an unfatted steer, and with corn a poor
half crop in most places he cannot hope
to fatten many ot them to suit the fancy
taste of the local buyers.

But despite the continued dry spell
the erops ave surprisingly good in this
locality, and in every county in the
southern part of the state. Corn could
not get the necessary moisture out ot
ola mother eaith to grow to its usupal
neight and fiil out its ears with its
customary kKernels, and as a resulit is no
more than half a crop. Potatoes evi-
dently met the some obstacle, and had
to meet sunlight with their eyes closed,
and their tails tied in a knot by the
excessive heat. Smali grain, however,
is gouod, and we hear of yields often of
from twenly to tweuty-hve busheis to
the acre of wheat.§

The farmers in the southern part of
the state are ail prosperous; they would
not have known of the bard times if the
newspapers had not told them about it.
When the price of wheat reli to a star-
vation point, they had plenty of hogs
on haund to take advantage of the high
price they were commanding then, and
thev were not crippled as were some of
their more unfortunate brothers who
depended vpon wheat alone.

FORWARD MOVEMENT

The Commercial and Railway
Situation Continues its
Steady Improvement.

THE INDUSTRIES MAY LAG

To Some Extient, Owing to
Excess of Capacity for
Production.

RAIL EARNINGS INCREASE.

Henry Clews Expresses Hope
for the Future of Rail-
way Seecurities.

Specinl to the Globe.

NEw York, Sept. 9.—As indicated in
our last advices, the slight reaction in
prices of stocks in the last week ot
August has been followed, during the
past week, by a gencral recovery of
tone and an advance in quotations, T'his
is evidence that the market has not lost
the confidence inspired by the seitle-
ment of the taviff, and the consequeunt
general revival of business. The im-
proved tone in the merchandise mar-
kets and the presence in the leading
markets of buyers of goods representing
all parts of the country find a ready
respouse in Wall street: the more so as
the railroads alreaay show the effects of
the revival in an increase of earnings.
The general outlook is interpreted as
favoring a continuance of the present
symptoms of recovery. KEverywhere
there is a scarcity of goods, and the
current unprecedentedly low scale of
prices encourages buving. After twelve
months’ contraction of purchases, alike
by traders and consumers, a consider-
able replenishment of supplies seems
inevitabie. The buying may be con-
servative, and consumption may possi-
bly run largely upon the lower grades
of goods; but, in any case, the ma-
chinery of business has now received a
new impetns, and there is no reason
why it should not steadily recover its
accustomed movement. It mayv be that
the recovery in the indusiries—or In
some of them—

Will Somewhat Lag

behind the wovement in commercial
operations; for there is reason 1o fear
that manufacturers are contending
against the difficalty of an excess of
plant, and for that reason they may find
ground for compiaint until their capac-
ity for production becomes better ad-
justed to the demana for products. To

each that adjusiment there must be on
the one side an increase in the buying
ability of the consumers, and, on the
other, the permanent disuse of plant
whicb has failed to keep pace with the
march of economy in production. For
these and other reasons we may not be
warranted in expecting any immediate
**boom” in trade; but we may legiti-
mately anticipate the wholesome process
of recovery that comes from a revision
of the conditions of production and
distribution. Such a revision is calcu-
lated to encourage confidence in invest-
ments; and, if it fails to induce expan-
sion in industrial outlays, it to the same
extent encourages investment in exist-
ing securities. The general situation
of investments seems to favor a steady
rise in the value of railroad secarities.
From some causes connected with the
excess of manufacturing plant above
referred to, there may very pussibly be
for some time to come a check upon the
flow of new capital into the industries.
The tendency of the moment, indeed,
is rather towards the consolidation of
the several separate capitale of impor-
tant trades into a single great monopoly
for controlling the effects of

Excessive Production

and consequent competition. This, for
the moment at least, directly tends to
divert the increasing wealth of the
country from industrial uses, and forces
itinto other forms of 1nvestment. Rail-
roads are the more calculated to attract
this diverted capital because they are
becoming Jess and less exposed to com-
petition from the creation of new com-
panies and the construction of new
lines. Experience is imvproving their
methods of operation: public opinion is
enforcing upon them greater integrity
of management; the current wholesale
reorganization of large companies is not
only weeding ovut the weak spots in
their finances, but also exhibiting the
necessity for more conservative capitali-
zation and a stricter economy of opera-
tion. These facts should make railroad
stocks and bonds more acceptable to
those who, for the time being, find some
other forms of cerporate investment
surrounded by doubts arising from un-
settled industrial corditions. For this
reason we expect to find the values of
railroad securitios steadily sustained by
a growing investiment demaud, and re-
gard them as

whether on specuiation or for perma=
nent holding. The gross earnings of
railroads continue to make increasingly
favorable comparisons with this period
of last yvear, when the depression of
business had not produced its full effect
upon transportation and when earnings
were swelled by the world’s rair. For
the four weeks of June, some seventy-
five to eighty lines showed a decline,
averaging about 20 per cent, from 1893;
and, owing to the Debs strikke, the de-
crease for the first week of July was
over 32 per cent. From that date to the
third week of July, the decline,dimin-

‘ished to 12.40 per cent, showing the ef-

fect of the Lreaking up of the strike;
and, for the last week of that month,
the decrease was less than 2 per cent,
Aungust opened with a merely Tractional
talling off ; and the third week ot that
month showed an increase over last
year of 33¢ per cent. It is to be noted.
however, that August of 1893 showed a
decline of 13 per cent as compared with
1892; but the traffic of that month two
years ago was large beyond all prec-
edent. Under all the circumstances,
therefore, the current drift of earnings
must be regarded as assuring.
