interest in ethnolozy drew forth some
interesting facts with regard to the

Chippewa [ndians now living in Min-~

nesota, Chippeway is the white man’s
name, Ojibwa the Indian’s. A stranger
asking an Indian *Whar people are
these?” will be answered *“Ojibwa.”
with accent and artieuiation peculiar to
the red man: A white man asked the
same question will reply **Chippeway,”
which is really his very poor iwitation
of the Indian’s answer.

The territory occupied by the Ojibwas
was at one time occupied by the Mound
Builders. Recent exeavations on Win-
nitigosish lake produced remains ot
these peonle as commonly accepted by
archw@lozists. Just what was the char-
acter of the people who deposited the
reinains found at Winnibigosish it is
hard to surmise and problemtie in the
extreine, except that the cranial depth
and thickness would indicate a low or-
der of intelleetual tendency, while the
spear heads and potlery of unique eon-
structicn would seem to congradict the
first supposition. Who these people
were anl what beeames of them is not
for an orvdin:ry consideration,  but
rather an accomplished science seems
necessary to discover, and then with
no absolute certainty. Probably the
mounds at Winnibigosish are nearly or
quite the same in character as those
which are found on the banks of the
Mississippi at St. Paul.

After these so-called mound-builders
came the Sioux Indians, more properly
called the Dakotas, and they were found
byGroseilliers and Raaisson,the first two
white men to penetrate the territory,
now our own Minnesota, at and about
Mille Lacs lake. 1t is certain that their
habitations extended to Sandy, Winni-
bigosish and Leech lakes, and prae-
tically the upper Mississippi valley,
excepting the region of Itasca lake,
which, according to a statement wade
by Cacver in 1766, was littie frequented
by the Indians, as it was called the
*Road of War,” a name given to all
countries not vossessed by any one na-
tion,where war parties were often pass-
ing. This Itasca, and probably the
Turtle lake region, was used as a road
of war by the Sioux and the Assina-
boiues, the latter occupying territory in
the revien of what is now Winnipeg.

At the time when almmost ail the
northern  part  ot. Minnesola was
Stoux territory the Ojibwas began to
encrcach from the south shore of Lake
Superior, proceeding westward. Their
success in eventually driving the Sioux
from tne woodlands to the plains shows
them to have been an aggressive, war-
like people, and a people of the woods
with canoes, anl the Sioux becawme a
people of the vlains, with ponies.

At the time the Ojibwas first came in
contact with the white man, it would
appear that their physical condition was

excellent, and they were presumabiy®

well fitted for that fierce and long ex-
tendeda warfare which gave to them the
whole northern half of Minnesota,
&0 empire to them, which zompelled
the warlike and namerous Sioux to
retreat to tie plaivs. When Louisiana
came into the possession of the United
States, in 1803, Lieut. Z. M. Pike was
senl up the Mississippi from the neigh-
borhood of 3t. Leuis to take pussession
of this part of the domain, and to stop

dut not until 1862 did the bloody strug-
md—almost sixty years after Pike’s
ime—and it ceased then only because
he Sioux were driven across the Mis-

‘French voyageurs,” who came among
jhem for the purpose of trade and traffie
In peltries, ete. These voyazeurs ex-
iended their trafic up the Mississippi
wid through Lake Superior. That th

liquor store; has a red nose, wears blue |
overalls and a coarse shirt. He lives
with a squaw as long as both are satis-

tied, and then each takes a new partner.
He speaks the Ojibwa language, is first-
class with birech bark canoe and uses
all the customs of semi-civilizad natives.

Few blazket Indians remain, as mosv
of them reside in small houses, and are
sufliciently civilized to wear ordinary |
clothing; yet those at
seem to be more prosperous and thrifty
than vhose ou other reservations. The
inhabitants of one village at Winnibi-
gosish seem to live 1 abject poverty
and filth., They live in bark bhouses,
and a meal for fifteen or twenty will be
cooked in a large pot out of doors, with
all that is to be eaten—tish, flesh and
fowl—all Dboiled tozether with the
vevetables in the one vessel, with the
charms of cleaniiness entirely absent,

The fire is replenished by a squaw
sitting on the ground. and when this
conglomerate mess of OJibwa bouillon
is sufliciently Loiled it is dished out
without the use of table or chairs. Men,
women and children miscellaneously ap-
pease their hunger from the one com-
pounded articlejot food, oblivious to all
conditions save only the hunger to be
satisfied. However it is well to glve the
Cass Lake Ojibwas the credit of being
more cleanly and better civilized, as
observed by Dr. Young and others.

There seem to Le about three condi-
tions among the Ojibwas at the present
time. ‘I'nose who have teawms, small
farms and houses, and who live perma-
nently in one place: those who have
houses and cultivate grounds, but still
use the cance in search of game, rice,
berries and fish, and those. who border
very neacly on the use of the blanket
and tepee.

Maiuy other items of interest were
gleaned in conversation with the ex-
plorers concerning discoveries made in
the region ofethie source of the Mississ-
ippi river. Much might be said of,
beautiful lakes, and especially of Sandy
lake, probably the most beautiful of the
lakes in the state. lts scenery is said
to far surpass that of Minnetonka.
Much more might be added coucerning
the Indians of the northeru part of the
state and their wild habits, but that is
reserved for a future communication.
