Mysterious Clause Abrogating \
It When Peace With China

Is Established.

(Washington, Sept. 11.—A telegram

was received at the Japanese legation
today to the effect that an important

treaty has been negotiated between
Korea and Japan, which authoritatively
defines the relation of the two countries
towards each other and toward China.
The object of the treaty is stated In the j
preamble to be the mutual desire on the I
part of the emperor of Japan and the
king of Korea to definitely tix and de- |
termiue the attitude of each country |
towaid the other, with a view j
to clearly elucidating the exist-
ing relations between Japan and
Korea, which have been created by the
request which the Korean government

lias made to the Japanese government

to compel the Chinese to evacuate
Korea. To secure concerted action for
the more effective accomplishment of
this object this treaty of alliance be-
tween the twocountries has been signed

at Seoul on the 28th of August by Mr.
Uteri, the envoy of Japan, and the
Korean minister of foreign affairs. The
treaty consists of three articles. Article
1defines the object of the alliance to be
the strengthening and perpetuating of
the

Independence ofKorea

as an autonomous state, and the pro-
motion of the mutual interests ofJapan
and compelling the Chinese forces to
withdraw from Korea, and by forcing
China to abandon her claim to the right
to dominate the affairs of that country.

Article 2 binds the Japanese govern-
ment to carry on war-like operations
against China, both offensive and de-
fensive; the Korean government Is
bound by the article to afford the Jap-
anese forces every possible facility In
their movements, and to furnish them
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Iwithsupplies of provisions at a fair
remuneration so fur as such supplies
may be needed. 1

By Article 3 it is provided that the
treaty shall terminate as soon as a
treaty ot peace shall have been conclud-
ed by Japan with China.

MAKES KOKHA FREE.

The Treaty Opens the Way for
(he Country's Improvement.

Washington; Sept. 11.— Mr. Kurino,
the Japanese minister, talked to the
Associated Tress reporter today regard-
ing the new treaty between Japan and
Korea.

"Wo have nothing but the announce-
ment of the treaty," said lie, "but ray
inference for its terms Is that itwill
prcvo highly advantageous' to Korea.
There existed under Chinese Influences
the most corrupt system of government

|known. The constant intrigues of China
there have been a threat to the peace of

Ithe West, The. Japanese Vert)men
| has desired, the settlement of this ques-
| tion only for the peace of the East. It
has been entirely without expectation
of territorialaggrandizement or exercise
of suzerainty of Korea.

"With the assurance of autonomy to
Korea, which is the design of this
treaty, there will be opportunity for
great improvements in her system of
government, internal administration and
other affairs. Already she has advanced
from the condition of the rule of an in-
dividual influenced by China, and has a
cabinet of six members ami a prime
minister to whom the ruler looks for
advice and guidance. This change was
made under advice of the Japanese rep-

Iresentative at Seoul."
Mr. Kurino says he did not think the

treaty could be called a step towards a
Ipeaceful settlement with China, as
China was tenacious, on sentimental

!grounds, of her claim of suzerainty.
|China might, lie said, have put an end
Ito the difficulties before now by con-
senting 10 some improvements in Kore-
an affairs.

The improvement in government in-
stitutions in Korea would, he admitted,
require foreign advisers and counsel-
ors, and these might be Japanese or-
might be oilier foreigners, lie did not

| admit that the termination of the pres-
ent treaty by making peace with Cnina
could open the way for a revival of
Japan's old claim of sovereignty, which
he said Japan had expressly relin-
quished, and would put herself in as
bad a position as China by renewing.

"Korea, under the inadequate govern-
ment that China gives her," he says, "is
weak, and other governments, such as
Russia, are constantly threatening to
come and seize a portion of her terri-
tory, and thus cause war in the East. A
guarantee of her autonomy willguard
agaiust this. Allthe great powers will
be interested together in protecting her
from outside attacks."

Chinese Permitted to Heside In
Japan.

Washington. Sept. 11.—Copies of an
imperial ordinance of Japan defining the
status' of Chinese in the empire, which
was issued early in August, have been
received at the state department. In
the light of the recent controversy over
the two Japanese subjects in China who
appealed to the United States consul
for p:otection and. were delivered
to the Chinese authority, the decree is
interesting. Chinese subjects, by its
terms, are authorized tocontinue to re-
side in Japan and to engage in lawful
occupations, and are entitled to protec-
tion tor themselves and their property,
i.ut are made subject to the jurisdiction
of the Japanese courts.

They are required to register with
the authorities ot their provinces
within twenty days under penalty of

expulsion for refusal to register. For
injury to the interests of Japan, they
are liable to expulsion, besides the
usual penalty. Permission to move
from one province to another must be
obtained of the authorities, and China-
men cannot enter Japan '

without such
permission.

Nothing in the ordinance is to affect
the orders of the imperial military au-
thorities.

According to the first clause of the
ordinance, it appears that the Chinese
inJapan are under the same jurisdic-
tion as the Japanese in China, namely,
of the government in which they are
residing.

A Feverish and Irregular

Market Becomes Strong
at the Close.

WHEAT AND CORN ADVANCE,

Though Government Reports
and Visible Supply State-

ments Were Bearish.

STOCKS WERE IN DEMAND.

Active Buying Movement—-
Mostly in the Granger

Shares.______
Chicago. Sept.' 11.—The grain mar-

kets were agitated by the government
report issued today. They were fever-
ish and irregular, but ended by being
strong. . Wheat and corn are each
about ,'jC lusher than they closed yes-
terday. Provisions, after early weak-
ness, also closed strong and slightly
higher. Oats finished %c higher for
September.

The government crop report on wheat
was considered rather bearish at the
start. Although tho report on corn was
extremely bullish and consequently
lifted the price of that article and of
wheat also to a slight extent at the
start, wheat very soon began to indicate
by returning weakness the opinion en-
tertained by the speculators of the gov-

ernment crop report. The market soon
settled down for a considerable time
into a state of sluggishness..

The primary market receipts showed
a material falling off from the recent
average, but on the other hand so did
the export clearinces from the Atlantic
ports. Bradstreet's estimate of the
visible supply knocked the market out
of the even tenor of its way and ina
downward direction. December, which
had opened at from 57}^ to 57-^e, and
had fallen back to around 57@o7^c,
where ithad remained for a long time,
tumbled to &6%@569f0 when Brad-
street's reported an increase of nearly
4,000,000 bushels east of the Rockies.
The first slap administered to the mark-
et was dealt by Kosekranz, who sold on
the opening bulge 300.000 bushels at
from 57# to57?<c. His example set the
scalpers on tilt) market and caused the
beginning of the weak feeling, which
increased until after the Bradstreet's
visible had worked the price low
enough to induce some bull speculators
to take hold again, and only a littleof
that sufficed to turn the course of the
feeling into tin; bull channel ithad pr«
viously deserted.

The government crop report was th«
chief item of news whleh influenced
the marker, but although, it was not
capable of any but a very bullish im-
pression, there were oceans of corn for
sale as soon as the opening bids were
made. May opened at 5C&c, tumbled to
54%con what sonic of the traders called
a bucket-shop raid, and rose again near
the close to s(i%@so^c. winding up at
s@s<sj£c as aeainst 55%cyesterday.

Oats were easier in feeling and met
With only a fair sale. The government
report was looked upon as quite favor-
able to the bull's, but the creat influence
corn has over the oats fluctuation caused
the market to decline after opening
firm.
