At the close of Edridge's testimony
Judge Young asked that the case be
dismissed on the ground that the plaint-
iffhad failed to make a case, not having
shown the prosecution to be malicious
or a lack of probable cause. The court
granted the request.

The Minneapolis
Trust compauy.receiver of the Guaranty
Loan company, willargue that although
the collaterals were assigned to differ-
ent purchasers of the stock of the com-
pany, the assignment was a purely arbi-
trary one, and thai all the collateral
should be consolidated for the use and
profit of all the creditors, share and
share alike.

LAST NIGHT'S PRIMARIES.

Likely That Either Mr. Thian
or Mr. Paris Will Be the

Choice.

AMONG THE ALDERMEN.

Many of the Wards Are Some-
what Mixed—Flour City

News Budget.

The Democratic city primaries oc-
curred last night. There was a general
turn-out. and at today's convention the
city willsee a remarkably 'fine set of
delegates. While, of course.it is im-
possible to state what the convention
willdo in the matter of the mayoralty
nomination, the indications lust night
were that ex-Couuty Attorney Thian
willbe the selection. A number of the
delegates stated that they were forP.B.
Winston for first choice, but that gen-
tleman has given itout that he willnot
accept the nomination under any cir-
cumstances. . He stated as much to tne
delegates last night in the rooms of the
Democratic league, New York Life
building. For the most part the dele-
gates have no instructions, inasmuch as
a candidate for the nomination ,is and
has been a matter of conjecture. AlW.
Paris has a great many friends, aud
there is no doubt but he will make a
strong run in the convention.

Aside torn the sentiment favoring
Mr.Winston, Mr.Thian appears to have
the call, and Itwas stated last night at
the league rooms, where the returns
were brought in, that he unquestion-
ably would be the nominee. He said to
a Globe reporter that lie had not been
working for the nomination.

"Ofcourse the nomination, it itcomes
to me, will be acceptable," he said.
"Even though Isecure but one vote iv
the convention, Iwillremain in the fight
uutil the end. lam of the opinion that
the Democrats will carry the day, and
so far as Iam concerned will help to
make a victory even though lain not
nominated." ;

His friends are very sanguine. They
declare that while lie willnot be nomi-
nated ou the first ballot, ultimate suc-
cess will be his. That he is the right
man for the place there is no doubt.
The dozen or mote candidates men-
tioned for the nomination will not be
heard of in the convention to any great
extent. B.F. Nelson, It Is likely, will
receive a great many votes, but he has
stated emphatically that he cannot even
consider the nomination. Ifhe adheres
to the determination nothing more will
be done so far as his candidacy is con-
cerned. The convention will be called
to order at 11o'clock, in Normanna hall.
The matter of chairman has not been
decided upon, but it was stated

nigtit that it was likely F. G. Winston
would be appointed.'. The aldermanic
convention willbe held in the various
wards, each being called for

'

9 o'clock.
A separate set ofdelegates were elected
tothe two conventions" so there will be
no waiting or unmusical squabbling
over the matter of credentials.

The delegates last night were not in-
structed for either treasurer or comp-
troller, but the sentiment of them all
was infavor of J. C. Scallen for treas-
urer, and either J. J. Ankeny or Solon
Armstrong for comptroller. Mr.Ankeny
Is at the present time assistant treasurer
and Mr. Armstrong officiated as comp-
troller previous to the election of Wal-
lace G. Nye by the Republicans.

For judge of .the municipal court
there are three candidates, . John 11.
Nickells, C. li. Cameron and Cliarles F.
Baxter. Nickells appeared to have the
lead last night, and itis thought he will
secure tbe nomination. Mr. Baxter,
however, showed up with quite a num-
ber of delegates. For special judge the
candidates are R. L. Penny. Elijah
Barton and Henry S. Mead. So far as
the primaries were concerned, no in-
structions were given out. There will
be a lively fight, however, for a choice.

Anions; the Aldermen.
The aldermanic delegates were thick-

er than' fleas. The First ward went
unanimous for Jacob Foell. • In the
Second ward tlie name ofFred Salisbury
was mentioned. The Third ward bobbed
up with seven candidates and each had
his delegates. Tammany came in with
eighteen delegates, and to a man they
will favor the nomination of Joseph
Wiley.. Herman Dahn is also a strong
candidate.

The Fourth ward is for M.Whitcomb,
and itis thought he willbe nominated
by acclamation. Otto Millerstated that
lie and several others were willing to
become candidates, for itIs anything to
beat Aid. Love, In the Fifth ward
Tom Gallagher had tickets out.
Dr. Gibson was also mentioned.
The Sixth ward is strong for
the present incumbent, Aid. Kami.
Inthe Seventh ward a peculiar state of
affairs developed. The majority of the
ward went for Aid. Woodward, the Re-
publican, who has come out to run on
an independent ticket. The delegates
who were instructed lor Aid.Woodward
declare they will place lain in nomina-
tion at the convention this morning.

UNIVERSITY NEWS.

Cochran and the Football Play-
ers—Special Work Prize..'

Prof. West, of the state university,
yesterday announced that a new prize
would be available this year for special
work in the department of history. It
is iv the form of a silver medal offered
by the national society of the Sons of
tlie American Revolution for tno best
essay uoon some subject bearing upon
"the principles fought for in the war of
the American Revolution." These
prizes are offered In about thirty of the
leading universities of the country, and
those successful in the local contests
compete for the gold medal valued at
$100. Itis expected that a large number
of students willtake part in the contest,
as no littlehonor attaches to the win-
ning of a medal.

Rules governing the contest were
adopted by the faculty at its last meet-
ing. Itwill be open to seniors who
shall have completed fiveterms of study
ivhistory by graduation. The essay's
must contain not less thau 1,600 wordsnor more than 2,000, and must be type-
written and handed in under a noin de
plume not later than April1.

The five essays of greatest excellence
willbe submitted to a competent judge
not connected with the historical de-
partment, aud the award will be made
upon, first, historical, and, secondly,
literary excellence: The successful
essay willbe forwarded to the president
general of the society for competition
for the gold medal.

Cathedral on Wheels.

The Bishop of Dakota, the inventor of
the cathedral car on wheels, is perhaps
the busiest bishop known, says London
Tit-Bits. He is at present on \u25a0 a visit to;
England, and his services -are beiug:
sought after ivmany large towns. Ho is (

a tine, handsome man, standing six feet
three inches inheight, and well builtin
proportion. His fame

'
has become al-

most world-wide, owing to his touring
in the far-reaching diocese of Dakota in
a handsome church on wheels. 3 \u25a0«
;\u25a0- Inrecognition of his great services to
the church, the university of Oxford
has recently comerred the degree of
D.D. upon him, and the university of
Dublin the degree of LL.D. A repre-
seiiative of Tit-Bits waited upon his
bishop, in order to get some particulars
of this unique cathedral on wheels.

The bishop was very communicative,
and in addition to giviug interesting
tacts about the 'church car, narrated
many amusing incidents. One of these
has never appeared in any of the public
prints. Itappears that when the bishop
was dining at Oxford, on the occasion of
his receiving . the degree, he sat near
Lord Rosebery. The prime minister
listened withgreat interest to the de-
scription of the church car on wheels,
and when tiie bishop had concluded the
narrative the prime minister remarked:

"Itseems your lordship Is hardly a
member, of the church militant, and
certainly not of the church triumphant,
but of the chinch ambulant,"

The remark tickled the company near
and was greatly enjoyed.

The cathedral car is certainly a very
attractive littlechurch. Itis over sixty
feet long and nine feet wide in the Inte-
rior, itis finished in carved oak ,and
affords accommodation for seventy-five
persons, although on special occasions
the bishop says he has preached to110
persons ivit. At one end is a beautiful
littlealtar, with font, lectern and orgau
adjoining. Behind the altar is the rob-
ing room for the bishop, which is also
used for sleeping and dining purposes.

The bishop uot only conducts the
whole of the service and preaches the
sermon, but he also presides at the or-
gan and leads the siuging. He lives
and travels alone, and oftentimes pre-
pares his own meals when on tour, when
there are 110 hotels where such necessa-
ries can be provided. He preaches
every other day in the week and twice
on Sundays, and the people come from
the prairie settlements for many miles
to attend the services.

The bishop is unmarried, and' says
that the scheme cost him two years'
thought and labor to complete. When'
he decided to build such a car Mr. V an
derbilt, the millionaire, sent him a
check for $1,000 to start with. The
bishop found it very difficult to touch so
many places over a diocese larger thau
England, and so be hitupon this plan.
As he travels about the church -is at-
tached to a passing train and unloosed
atthe wayside station, and theu put on
a siding during the time of service. '_

The car has proved so successful an
institution that the Baptist church and'
the Greek church inAmerica have built
similar cars, allhaving been made by
the Pullman Car company, and on its
principle. The bishop calls his car
"the roaming Catholic church."

DISCUSSION OF ST. PAUL'S CANAL
SHUT OUT

In the Deep Waterway- Conven-
tion at Toronto— One Delegate

Talks of Finances.

>' Toronto, Ont., Sept. 18.—The deep
waterways convention resumed business
this morning. Vice President Smalley
occupied the chair, and President J. E.
Thompson read a paper, which was
characterized by Mr. Fowler, of St.
Paul, as temperate, patriotic.liberal and
concise, lea no phase ot the question
untouched. The speaker referred to
the two greatest men inWestern rail-
ways—Van Home, a Yankee in Canada,
and Hill,a Canadian in Yaukeedom—
and instanced their establishment of
steamship lines as probable evi-
dence that they would not op-
pose the scheme iv hand. O. A
Howland explained the terms and of-
fects of the Washington treaty of 1869.
in his remarks upon the treaty Mr.
Howland was applauded in speaking of
war between the United States and
Canada as already verging on the im-
possible, and urged the formation of an
international court to decide- every
possible question that can arise iv the
fnture.

-
The convention decided to make a

report and recommendation for an
international court.

At the afternoon session Peter Mc-
Intyre, of Toronto, read a paper show-
ing the economy of a twenty-foot
channel. James Suydam, of • St.
Paul, spoke of the plan to build
a canal from the Mississippi to
Lake Superior, via St. Paul. This
project aroused considerable discussion,
the concensus of opinion being that the
scheme was not in toe scope of the
convention. David Blame, of Toronto,
said the deepening of the St. Lawrence
river woulk not cost more than $27,-
--000,000. -r .--.'\u25a0.

Dr.Smalley, of St. Paul, asked what
the advantage of deepening the river

,",.Mr.Blame argued that the advantage
would be chiefly in more than doubling
the capacity of the canals, ns lockage
would be necessary only one way.

At the night session a paper on "Our
International Waterways as They Af-
fect the Northwest," was read by Maj.
Taylor, of Winnepeg. Mr. Ferguson
followed with the pertinent remark
that the only difficultyof the whole
canal project was to finance the scheme,
aud if the convention would discuss
that phase rather than the desirability,
something practical might result.
