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SUES FOR A DIVORCE.

Rev. Lange, Subject of the
Sensational Church Trial
at Sauk Rapids,

INSTIGATED BY HIS WIFE,

Asks Divorce in St. Paul From
the Woman Who Accused
Him of Adultery.

ANOTHER PINE FRAUD SUIT.

Mrs. Ellen Corcoran Wants a
Divorce--Other District
Court Suits.

Rev. John J. Lange has commenced
an action for divorce from his wife,

Wilhelmina, filing with his petition
sowe ratuer sensational letters. The
reverend gentleman has been a mis-

sionarv in this state for the past four-
teen yvears, connected with the German
Evangelical synod. He has Leeu the

pastor of churches at Sauk Rapids,
Mahew Lake, Albany and Rockway,
Minn. At present he lives in St. Paul,

but his wife lives in Benton county. lle
is forty-eight and she fifty years old.
They have seven children, Paul, aged
twenty-four yvears: Helene, twenty-two;
Elizabeth, twenty; Ernst, eighteen:
Dorothea, sixteen: Fred, tourteen, and
Hauna, aged eleven yvears,

It is alleged that he has been a loving
husband, but that the conduct of his
wife has been inhuman, and ended in
her deserting him and the children
Aug. 5, 1892. She has continually, as
alleged, slandered and persecuted him,
and devoted her time, energy and influ-
ence to ruining him in his calling and
to depriving him of his property and
every means of support. 1ln 1893, as set
forth, she stated to peopie in tire chureh
and neighborhood where he was pastor
that he had been guilty of adultery
with various members of his church
and congregation, and especially with a
young lady in the congregation, and
also a widow. She charged his own
daughter with accusing him with mak-
ing indecent proposals to her, and
caused his daughter to tell many per-
sons in the congregation that he had
made indecent proposals to her, his own
daughuer.

He gave, as he says, his wife money
to visit their daughter Helene in Grant
county, Minnesota,in August, 1893,from
where she wrote a letter to bim to the
effect that the visit was only a pretense
to getaway from him—she would never
g0 back. He mignt care for the children
but not to concern himself about or seek
her, as their ways would go separate.
He was on a farm then in the midst of
harvest. He has since refused to live
with her. She, on the other hand, as
alleged, has slandered him and declared
repeatedly that sbe would ruin him.

. She has received against his consent the
salary due from his congregation, caus-
ing him to lose title to his farm, valued
at $2,500, on which there was a mort-
gage for §1,000.

In October, 1893, she had a meeting ot
his congregation at Sauk Rapids called
to try him on an accusation of adultery,
and he was discharged as pastor. In
the same month she wrote a letter to
the trustees of his congregation at Al-
bany, Minn., accusing him of adultery,
refusing to support her and sending
her away from home to have her out of
the way. She also wrote a letter to the
president of the synod on Oct. 3, 1893,
stating that her husband, the pastor at
Long Prairie, had sent her away irom
home. She had a meeting of the synod
called at Sauk Rapids in October, 1893,
wiich tried him upon an accusation
which is set out as follows:

“One day my husband said to me, I
have committed a fault with a female*
the consequences of which will soon
come out. My existence will be ruined
if you do not save me. You can save
me it you go away from me. Then my
husband made me copy and sign a letter
which he has written and then 1 went
away from him. Afterwards I heard
that my husband had been intimate
with two female persons, onea widow
of Sauk Rapids, Mrs. Fink, who was in
the house of my husband as company
for our daughter Elizabeth. To that
girl my husband gave a gold watch as a
present. That girl went out nights and
my husband sought her with a lantern,
and when they returned the lantern was
blown out.”

The wife also, as alleged, caused their
daughter Elizabeth to go before the
committee and congregation publicly
and charge him with indiscreet pro-
posals to her, his own daughter. All of
the charges are alleged to be false. In
November, 1893, the wife is accused of
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plaintifi was away, and taking away all
the furniture except a bedstead, heating
stove, table and commode; It iz alleged
that the defendant is unfit to have care
of the children who are under age,

MRsS. CORCORAN SUES

Her Husband for a Divorce on the
Grouand of Drunkenness.

Ellen Corcoran asks for a decree of
divorece from William J. Corcoran, for
the custody of minor children, and that
pending this action .the defendant be
restrailned from interfering with the
wife or children. Mrs. Corcoran has
resided in- the city for eight years.
They were married in 1865. She is fifty-
three aud he fiftyesix years old. The
husband is accused of being an habitual
drunkard for more than five years. As
alleged, while under the influence of
intoxicants he would abuse her and
spend his money in dissipation. They
have four minor children, ranging in
ages from nine to eighteen vears. Mrs.
Corcoran owns the house in wunich she
lives at 276 Fuller street.

PINE FRAUD SUIT.

Damages Laid at $40,000—Suit
Filed by the State.

The State of Minnesota has com-
menced another of its pine timber cases.
This time it is against Alvert H. Pow-
Anthony J. Dwyer, against
whom £40,000 damage is alleged. Itis
alleged that the defendants cut 5,000,000
feet of pine timber from state lands in
Itasea county, located in section 16,
township 56, range 23. The timber was
cut between Sept. 1,1890, and July 15,
1894, and was unlawfully converted by
the defendants to their use in the boom
of the Mississippi and Rum River Boom
company. It is alleged DLy the state
that the payment of £5,418.67 for the
pine was not enough, and that the state
treasurer had no rignt to accept that
amount as payment for the pine, and
that the pine land commissioner had no
right to issue a permit to the defendants
to acquire the pine.

What Did He Do With It?

Patrick Filben has begun an action
against Jacob Schmidt to recover §5,316
damage arising out of an attacbment ot
the property of Filben by the sheriff in
a suit begun by Schmidt. Itis alleged
that during the six days the goods were
held under the attachment a portion of
thewm was .converted by the sheriff to
his use, or was lost and destroyed,
namely, seven barrels of beer, worth
§24.50; two hundred cigars, worth $6; a
case of beer and ginger ale, valued at
$2.50, and five gallons of whisky, worth
$22.50.

Sues for Side Track Removal.

Jacob Gundlach has applied to the
district court to compel Theodore Hamm
to remove a side track along Fauquier
street, near Reaney street. It is asserted
that the side track running to the
Hamm brewery is an obstruction and
constructed without proper authority.
The placing of a switch at the intersec=
tion of the two streets mentioned and
the switching of cars has injured the
property and grocery business of the
plaintiff. Objeetion is also mmade to the
cut made in the vicinity. The court is
asked to not only order the switch re-
moved, but to compel the defendant to
restore the streets to the condition they
were in prior to two years ago.

Juries sustained last October by his
wife. A car on the Mississippi street
line ran into a horse and wagon which
was conveying her.

'T'he action
grows out of a lien on the property held
by the defendants.

Ernest Medicke and Albert Moorman,
as surviving partners of the St. Paul
Furniture company, have begun an ac-
tion against Casper Sauer to recover
§238, as the value of certain personal
property owned by the plaintifis, and
possession of which was refused them
by the defendanc.

Hans Jensen has begun an action
against the St. Paul City Railway com=
pany to recover $1,035 for injuries sus-
tained by being run into by an electric
car while driving along the line at the
Minpesota ‘I'ransfer.

After Weak and Weary Day,
Market Suddenly Re-
vived at Close.

WHEAT LED "IN ADVANCE.

Oats and Corn Follow--Slight
Improvement in Provi-
sions.

TRUST STOCKS TUMBLE.

Lowest Price Yet Touched
Reached by Whisky Stocks
in the Decline.

Cuicaco, Sept. 18.—The grain mar-
kets were weak and weary the greater
part of the session, but at the end
jumped into activity and closed with
gains. Wheat was helped by rumors of
buying for export, and in turn helped
oats aud corn. December wheat closed
e higher, May corn ¢c higher, and
oats unchanged. Provisions finished
with slight advances.

Wheat opened at Igc decline from
yesterday's closing figures, and suffered
a further }¢§c loss in a few minutes. It
stopped at the latter point, and seemed
during the remainder of the forenoon

to have stopped never to- go
again. Business daring the time

referred to was entirely confined to lo-
cal scalping operations, and very little
of that. The receipts at Chicago,
Minneapolis and Duluth were 935 cars
altogether, compared with 569 on the
the same day last year. Cables were
unsatisfactory. The French official es-
timate of the wheat crop of that coun=
try was stated in a dispatch received
here from New York to be 336,000,000
bushels, or 40,000,000§busheis less than
previous estimates. The London Mark
Lane Express characterized the condi-
tion of the wheat crop of the United
Kingdom as **wretched.”’

The Atlantic port clearances of wheat
and flour amounted to 417,000 bu, in-
cluding 28,663 bu from New Orleans.
The market gave symptoms of strength
and returning animation about half an
bour from the close. Corn woke up
from early dullness to activity, and
was soaring, and reports from Duluth
were received about the same time that
New York ancd Baltimore exporters had
bought 400,000 bu there. The buying of
about that quantity in the pit here by
Milmine, Bodinan & Co. was supposed
to be confirmatory of the Duluth state-
ment,-the buying by that firm being
taken as the hfting of the Duluth peo-
ple’s hedges. 'The price here rose until
near the end 564@56%c was paia for
December. ‘The closing was 563§@
56'¢e, after opening at 563¢c and touch-
ing 56%c.

The corn market kept within a narrow
range of prices and trading was light.
Tae demand for ear lots to go to store
was not very brisk, and September
rice was paid rather reluctantly for
No. 2, but for No. 2 yellow 4c¢ preminum
was readily procurable. September
was more freely offered in the pit than
for some days. The market had a firm
undertone on account of the receipts

being eighty-three cars less than
estimated yesterday and the esti-
mates for tomorrow being - only

235 cars. The arket received an ac-
cession of strength when ihe light esti-
mates for tomorrow became Kknown.
Corn became quite strong an hour from
the close, and continued so during the
remainder of the session. Wheat and
corn acted and reacted upon each other,
and the corn shorts took fright at the
advancing wheat market. May rose to
54'4c, or %c above the lowest dip it
made in the forenoon. It closed at 54@
541¢e, the opening price having been
53lsc.

Business in oats was limited. Me-
Pherson & Co. bought guite a good sup-
ply of May, but aside from that trans-
actions were confined to local parties
and scattered. May started at 35%ce,
sold at 35)@36c and down to 35%fc.
Shortly berore the close it sold at 35/4¢
again, closing at 36c.

‘I'be provision mmarket was quiet and
almost featureless all the forenoon, but
woke up when the grain markets began
to show their afternoon strength and
also became strong. Prices were at the
top of the day’s range as the session was
coming to a close. January pork is up
1214, lard 10 and ribs 74 cents over the
closing prices of the day before. T'here
were some buying orders received from
outside and John Cudahay was supposed
tG be taking in some short stuff through
brokers. Other shorts became good
buyers near the end.
