The mills and man were quickly
escorted into the court room, wiiicli was
packed. The door was then guarded,
and not opened to admit anybody who
had no business there. The cases were
all heard, and the following disposition
was made of them: Four girls were
sent to the workhouse for twenty days,
three were discharged, two paid lines of
$15, and one forfeited her bail for 11011-
--appearance.

John Ives defended some of the girls
who were chanced with hugging 'or
being hugged just before the arrest was
made.

"Your honor," said Mr.Ives, "this is
the tirst time 1ever heard that hugging
was described as disorderly conduct. if
both patties are willing,it tends to pro-
mote the peace."
"The act to which the learned counsel

refers," remarked Judge Orr. "should
never be performed in public."

Denies the Footpad Act.
James Flaunig.an. James C.Minors a nd

Jonn Depue, the three men arrested by
the police for assaulting Al Clark,'- the
colored barber, near the Tre mont
house Friday night, tell a different
story from Clark's. The latter declares
that the trio tried to hold him up, and
that in the scuffle one of them shot him
in the face. But Flannlgan gives the
following explanation:

"Depesv. Connors and myself were
coming down Robert street toward
Eighth, when, before we noticed any-
body, for itwas blowing and raining, a
man holding an open umbrella pointed
straight ahead ran into us. We roasted
him, and in a second there was a fight.

Under the common law
a tenant from year to year had to give
three months notice of bis Intention to
leave at the end of the year, Itlit

rented for a certain lima his lease ex-
pired without notice. Ifho stayed over
the agreed lime by mutual consent it
was presuin -d to be a tacit agreement
to become a tenant at will. The ques-
tion asked involves more than is implied.
It is not indicated whether there wast
a lease or whether there was an inten-
tion to remain the remainder of tlie
month. There might be a case where
A. was tenant from month to month or
living in the house under a specific
agreement. Much depends on lhe
agreement and other circumstances
whe.hor A. could be ejected at the end
of the month or was a tenant from
month to month. Under the latter cir-
cumstances, hjving remained in the
house for pat t of another month with-
out an understanding that he was to
leave at the end of three days, he may
be regarded by B as his tenant for the
remainder of the month, it would be
better to lay tho whole, fucts before a
lawyer and lake his advice.

Mr. McMurian has
relatives in the South, and they exerted
their influence to secure an impartial
hearing before the governor on the re-
quisition papers.

Mr. McMurran came to Paul from
Virginia several years ago, and was very
prominent inreal estate deals here. He
livedhigh, and his operations ran up
into the hundreds of thousands of dol-
lars. At one time he was worth over
$300,000. • lie made a number of deals
that stamped him as a great speculator.
One of his schemes was tosell interests
in a large tract of land that was in-
volved in litigation, known as the Casa
Grande tract. Ascore or more promi-
nent business men of this city bought
prospective interests in the land, giving
promissory notes in sums ranging from
$1,000 to $2,500 therefor. They have not
realized on the deal as y et, and they
blame McMurran for taking cbem into
the scheme.

Murran that the charge against him
was made to get him here so that he
wouldbe handy to proceed against, lie
denies that he has committed larceny in
any case, and for this reason resisted
being brought here under the cnarge
made.
