CHINA 1S IN PERIL

Celestials Are Concentrating
Troops for the Defense
of Mukden.

FORCES ARE POORLY ARMED.

Europeans Believe Peking to
Be the Real Point of the
Japs’ Attack.

ANOTHER - YALU BATTLE

Considered Inevitable---Chi-
nese Poorly Prepared for
the Encounter.

LoNDoN, Sept. 24.—A dispatch from
Shanehai says: Capt. 'I'ang. command-
er of the Chinese war ship Chih Yuen,
which was sunk in the engagement of
the Yalu river, is among the saved.

The Briush steamner Irene, from Ham-
burg, with large quantities of munitions
of war, has safely arrived at Taku and
landed her cargo.

It is understood that the governor of

coucentrating all the
troops raised in that province upon
Mukden, and that on the route to Wi Ju
extensive carthworks are being thrown
up. The levies are composed of hardy
North Chinamen and are excellent ma-
terial, but they are badly armed, only
about 4,000 of them having ¢ood mili-
tary rities. Further supplies, however,
are being burried up from the southern
arsenals.

European officers here doubt whether
Muiden 1s really the 1mmediate ou-
jective of the Japanese. 1t is consid-
ered more probavle that if they attack
Wi Ju, the Japanese will make a de-
scent from the sea upon Neu Chwang
with an  expeditionary forece. It
this movement should be success-
fuliy made the Japauvese wouald cul the
Chinese wain .line of communication
and could attack the Yalu aimy in the
rear. Neu Chwang in the possession of
the Javanese would formm a base lor a
movemnent upon Mukden,or upon Pekin
itsell, and the forees landed there could
co=upera ¢ with the army advancing
from Corea. ‘t'hisis the plan credited
by experts to Field Marshal Yalagata.

T'ne island Yaitantan, in Corean bay,
has been made a coaling store and sta-
tion, from which the Japanese can keep
A constant wateh upon the mouth of the
Guif of Pe Chi Li, nine Japanese gun-
boats being siationed there.

The emperor of China holds a war
council every afternoon at 4 o’clock.
He 1s compietely under the intluence of
bis former tutor and aged adviser.

M. Miyabara said it made him fret
and moau to think the two new iron-
clads now beingz built were not com-
meuced two years azo.

JAPS IN I‘JXL‘I{&. SESSION.

Important Meeting or Parliament
Called by the Mikado.
YoxkoHaMA, Sept. 24. — A rescript
has been issued convoking an extra
session of the Japanese pariiament at
Hiroshima, Oct. 15, for seven days, in
order to discuss matters requiring the
sanction of pariiament. A letter re-
ceived here from Tien Tsin says that
the Chinese flext landed 7,000 troops
on the banks of the Yalu river, in spite
of the attack of the Japanese squadron.
The letter adds that the Chinese
ships enzaged in the battle fougut off
the Yalu river were short of ammuni-
tion. ‘I'hey were ordered by Col. von
Hannekin to ram the Japanese vessels,
but the order was given too iate, as the
Japaaese were already retiring,
WASHINGTON, Sept. 24.—The coie
voking of the Japanese parliament on
Oct. 15, as announced in cable dis-
patches teday, excites tnuen interest in
Japanese official cireles here, as it will
bring together for the first time the
members elected the first week of the
present month.  As yet no advices have
been received at the legation here as Lo
the outcome of the elections, and they
are expected inthe next mail. 1t is
said, however, that while parties mavy
be divided on some questions of internal
policy, all  parties, including those
usually azainst the government, will
uphold thewar, which the mikado has
prosecuted sines the last parliament
dissolved. Up tot at time the Literals
and Radicals, about 120 in number, had
supported the government: the Pro-
gressionists, about 5¢ in number, had
usually opposed 1t, the 28 Opnortumsts
were shifting in alliance and tne other
members  were  divided  into  sinall
groups. The issne at that -time was
pver the old treaties, one of which is
that by which foreigners exereise extra
territorial rizhts at certain treaty ports
in Japan. The opposition to the govern-
ment clamored for the 1mmediate abro-
gativn of these old treaties. ‘The gov-
ernment would not £o this far. saying it
would be a breach of faith with fureign
nations, thouzh it sought to seeure the
abrogation of the trealies. The issue
aroused such bitterness that personal
feeling arose between the parliament
| and cabinet, whereupon parliament was
' summarily prorogued and the gzovern-
{ment appealed to the country. “I'ne
| eleetions have just been held, and the
iresults aue anxiously awaited, although
the treaty issue is now oversbadowed
by the war. 'lie fortheoming session
cannot, 1t is said, check or otherwise
affect the war, even should there bLe a
desire to that end, a8 the emperor and
executive branch have the sole power of
levying amd prosecuting war, and the
pariiament deals. only with making ap-
propriations for the armv and navy.
