GREAT DAMAGE IN FLORIDA.

Streets of Jacksonville Flood-
Many Orange Groves

Ruined.

TYBEE AGAIN IN DANGER.

Hurricane at Its Height in
Savannah and Charles-

ton.

Savannah, (ia., Sept. 26.-Every-
thing now points to the storm equaling
it' net exceeding in violence the fear-
lully destructive cyclone of August.
IS9B, At Tybeo the wind ranged as
high as seventy-five miles an hour. At
low title today nib water at Tybee was
higher than at th« highest title, Ihe
ocean is speedily encroaching ou the
island, and it is tlioueht that it will
soon be completely submereed. Those
on the island willhave to take refuse in
the lighthouse ami Martello tower. The
hotels and cottiis.".'S appear to be
doomed. The wind in Savannah now
runs as liighas tony-four miles an hour
and is steadily Increasing in velocity.
The outlook is very bad.

The storn) seems to have split some-
where south of here, and the center
passed east into t^e suit stream. The
datnaee inthis section cannot be esti-
mated with any accuracy. Grave
apprehensions are felt for the
rice crop. No trains have passed
north on the Florida Central
and Peninsular railroad. A wash-out
on the Savannah & Western Florida
sixty miles west of SSaTOunah.has caused
a suspension of travel on that road.
.No vessels have left port in the past
two days. The shipping Id the harbor
has been tied up, and so far no damage
has been reported to shipping in this
place.

JACKSON VlliljKFLOODED.

Many Buildings Destroyed—Dam-
age to Orange Groves.

Jacksonville, Fia.. Sept. 2*5.—The
expected hurru-ane from the West In
dies struck Jacksonville at 11 a. in.,
With the wind ;i;owitiira gale of forty-
six miles per hour, and rain pouring
down in torrents. Business is abso-
lutely paralyzed. The Everett, tho
largest hotel in the city, is unroofed
ami flooded with water. The unfinished
union depot is blown down. The loss
Is $20,000. and a number of people are
injured, but none tilled. There is no
communication trow South Florida, but
it is expected that many groves are to-
tally ruined and orange crops damaged.
The streets di Jacksonville are Hooded.
The river is tiir<e feet above the nor-
mal. The wind at the mouth of the
river recorded sixty miles an hour, and
AJayport is flooded and several houses
inundated. So persons lost their lives
there. Two houses in .luno were blown
down. No trains are arriving or de-
parting from JacKsonville, many large
washouts beiu£ reported.

MARINES lAKIiWARNING.

Many Vessels Seek Safe Harbors
During the Cyclone.

New York. Sept. 26.—The bulletin
issued by Observer Dunn, caliintr atten-
tion of marines and others to the cy-
clone that is rushing up the coast, has
had the effect ifpreventing a number
of persons fioin going to sea today.
The Ward line steamer Vigilancia,
which sailed this afternoon for Havana
and Mexican ports, had a passenger list
of about thirty-eight, but when the
hour of sailing arrived only thirty of
the number i".it In an appearance at
the dock to i>iiive the auproacnin>:
storm, others H'-ienins to remain be-
hind and wait fur the next steamer
rather than be at the mercy of the
storm that Mr. Dunn says will be so
severe between here and Southern wa-
ters.

The Red I)line steamer Maracaibo
left her pier about 1o'clock bound for
Maracnibo, but only proceeded to the
lower bay. where she came to anchor.
The Algonquin, for Chitileslon, was
advertised In sail today but up to a late
hour this afternoon she had not left her
pier.

The Koanokt* sailed for Norfolk and
Richmond. Tlie Atlas liner Alvena for
IJayti and tli<> Cii-u'.Ut'iro? for .Nassau,
which should sail tomorrow, will no
douitt remain nt llicir.docks utiie.ss the
Ktomi veers oil' to the. eastward. The
Lampasas, of the Mnllory line, which
was to have. sailed this afternoon, did
not leave her pii-r at the boar adver-
tised. Inquiry at the offico elicited the
information ln.ui William Mason that
iho steamer would not sro to sea toniclit.
It as not. however, on account of the
approach intr cyclone. In; said, but was
due to a lari:e amount of freight re-
ceived jtut pieviyus i'> the sailing hour,
and iatiit'l than leave iton the pier it
was dtciilcdto lay up over night and
load it.

Commodore iiuslio.sof the Ward line,
stated that sdiiju of the passengers,
about •.'itrht or nine in number, had evi-
dently been frii:htr!:e(l,as they had can-
celed their statvi mni engagements.
They were principally Cuban families,
and it was not an unusual occurrence to
receive a few ci'.ucellations just pr-evi-
mis to the vessel's siiiiiujf.
