wails the Situation in
North Dakota.

FUSION IS A BAD THING,

Because It Leads to Family
Rows of a Very Serious
Character.

ARE DEMOCRATS W-ANDERING

Reeve Says He Is Sick of the
Weakness and Hypocrisy
He Sees.

Buxtox, N. D., Sept. 29.—To the
Voters of North Dakota: 1 am sorry to
come before the people burdened with
a family trouble. g

But by looking back at the history of
the human family we find that family
troubles and rows are the oldest and
most firmly rooted institutions on earth
—that they come without irrigation and
flourish when all other crops fail; that
they grow rank and large, especially in
North Dakota. No sooner - did Eve’s
two oldest boys grow up than family
trouble and rows set in. Trouble even
commenced before this; it commenced
with Adam and Eve before any boys
were born, and has kept up down to the
last Democratic state convention, when
a political boss tried to force the honest
Democracy of North Dakota to swallow
Populists for Democrats.

T'rouble with the human family set in
like an Arctic winter—early and hard.
It came butt-end first, and has never
reversed its position.

It struck Adam and Eve like an ice
gorge under a bridge, and has kep
right on gorging. 'Trouble commenred
when Eve was turned out of the Garden
of Eden into the cold world for tempt-
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ing Adam with an apple. She had no
sooner survived this shock, and zone
through the trials of motherhood; her
virgin heart had no sooner become in-
terested in other things and warmed up
by maternal love, and the fond hope of
a happy iife with a family of grown-up
children, than she was stricken down
by a murder in the family. She was not
only ealled upon to mourn for a son de-
parted, but for one to live to bear the
mark of Cain and be a disgrace to
human nature and th» haman family.
But we must not overlook Adam en-
tirelv. He is also entitled to eympathy
and consideration. Naturally weak and
yielding to temptation, the world must
have looked doubly mixed and strange
to him when Cain’s sin was added to
his own—poor Adam.

1tis to be regretted he was not made
stronger—with more moral braces and
supports. It would not only have been
a good thing for Adam, bat saved us all
a world of trouble.

We can see him acting as grave dig-
ger, pallbearer and mourner at the
first funeral. We can see him preach-
ing the funeral sermon of his own son,
trying to comfort his wife, and de-
nouncing Cain at the same time for
murder and falsehood. All the people
on earth weret here, still there was no
long procession; just the parents and
murderer were there—that is, it Cain
attended. There were no neighbors to
sympathize with or friends to comfort
the first family in their sorrow and
affliction.

Such is the beginning of trouble with
the human fawiiy which has grown and
spread over the earth. No book could
contain an account of all the family
troubles and rows between friends.
Trouble is as old as the world and ae
fresh as the last breath.

Jacob and Esau contended. Joseph
and his brothers fell out and had a bloody
time. James G. Blaine aud Roscoe
Conkling contended. President Cleve-
land and Dave Hill can’t agree, neither
can Bill Leistikow and myself.

So it goes from the highest to the
lowest. We are not living ina new
state or contending with new conditions,
when we open up family troubles and
family rows, but are strictly in harmony
with haman natuire and the way the
world is made. We are simply keeping
time with the order of nature.

In some respects a family row, or any
other kind, has many unpleasant feat-
ures; and it is to be regretted that more
of them cannot be avoided or made
more agreeable when coming on or
going on. But, as long as they cannot,
let us make the best of everything, and
be thankful for that which we have,

In a family row.:or any other. the
first and most natural question to ask is
‘Who is to blame?” Let us see who it
is in this case. Let me inquire.

Where is my wandering party toe
tonight—the party of all my loves? It
has wandered away and joined the
“Pops,” and now roosts with strange
wild doves. Once it was pure as morn-
ing dew, as it knelt at Jefferson’s knee;
now it jumps and flops around worse
than Paddy’s flea. I’ll go for my wan-
dering party tonight—go for it good and
strong. Pilshow it up in its proper
hight, and let the peopls judge who's
wrong.

Sinée my party got to wandering and
roosting with the birds above referred
to it has acqnired new and strange
notions. It gets up on its ear if every
one ¢ise dees not flop around and try to
get on the same roost. This is a
speeies of political hallueination hard
for a straizht Demoerat to understand,
And because 1 refuse w waunder out of
the fold and go ts roost with these
soiled doves, some of them c¢laim I have
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& “*sore head,” and am ruunnlng to re-

e

lieve it. That is about as reasonable as
some of their other ideas.

I am 2ot running because 1 have a
sore head, but because I am sick all
over—sick of the weakness, treachery
and hypoerisy of political brokers and
would-be political leaders.

gick, to say nothing about a weak,
nervous man, to see a tot of political
plugs and officeseekers get together,
claiming to represent the great prin-
ciples of Democracy, and then overlook
every principle and object on which
Democracy is founded and for whieh it
exists. ;

Compare the great party of Andrew
Jackson to the present deformed and
demented organization of North Dakota
and see the contrast.

Look at the hero of New Orleans,
then look at our political dwarfs; see
these political mendicants and beggars
banging around back alleys and back
doors with hats under their arms, beg-
ging Populists to take them in out of
the cold. Great Democrats these are.
But before begging for the milk of
Populist intants what did they do?

A few of them got together in ad-
vanee of any convention and traded off
all their principles and the principal
part of the offices for the promise of
the deposit of state funds. They said
to a few Populists, **You take the offices
and give us the bank account.” They
sold their principles for a promise of
gold. Butit remains for the people to
ratify the contract. Let us see whetfier
they do or not.

When it comes to fusion it is simply
a matter of taste or judgzment what to

“tuse with. There is no law or principle

regulating it.

There is no reason why Democrats
and Republicans should not fuse as well
as Democrats and Populists. Demo-
crats and Republicans are nearer alike.
I do not favor fusion with any party,
only as a resort to save general demor-
alization—anarchists from getting hold
of the country. As now entered into to
gain spoils it is too *‘rocky.”

If anybeody knows where my wander-
ing party is tonight it will be appreci-
ated 1f they will send or bring it home.
““I'he clock 1n the steeple strikes one,”
and it is time it came home. No one
can realize how badly 1 feel.

Once a fellow told me about his wife
leaving him. He did not kunow she
was going, or that she had any thought
of it. ‘I'he first intimation he had of it
was when he went home and found she
had left. He told how he felt, and how
everything looked to him. The closets
and bureau drawers were empty.

She had taken the children. Every-
thing was gone but some old shoes,a hat
and a hair ribbon. He sat down on the
side of the bed and cried over the situ-
ation. Then he Kkissed and caressed
the hair ribbon in memory of love and
days gone by. Then he told how the
past and the future rushed together
aund met in his brain like surging bil-
lows. How he ieft the house, and how
the echo of his footsteps sounded as
he passed out through bare and deserted
halls, A great change had suddenly
come to him.

He was left a grass widower—per-
haps for life. His tale was truly touch-
ing. But this man’s feelings were
nothing compared to mine when my
party went off and left me.

There is a big difference where thou-
sands take flight instead ot one, It is
just a thousand times worse and harder
to bear. Ilove Democratic principles,
and every one wlio deserts them sends a
pang through my heart.

There isbut one thing that will console
and keep a than up, when his party or
wife runs away, and that is, {j)at
they went off because he objected
to theiwr going around fusing. If he
should sanction tusing, it would break
him up anyway. So when it comes to
this, they mizght just as well g6 as stay.
Fusion with other parties is a bad thing.
It has caused more than one family row
and broken up more than one house-
hold.

In my case, if Iam not entitled to the
sympathy and respect instead of abuse,
who is? Losing a party is no small

affair, Thiuk of a party over a hundred

It is enough to make a strong dog‘

an infant party only two vears old. This
is worse than an old grandfather run-
ning off with a child. But such is the
weakness of human nature and political
corruption. So let us bear with it the
best we can. Let us be charitable and
forgiving and write the old man a letter
inviting him to return: *“Dear Ol Fel-
low—You have made a mistake. You
have listened to the voice of the
tempter and had your head turned.
Come home, old chap, and ‘we
will forzive and not prosecute.”
The head and heart is never turned, only
through temptation, through the hope
of gain, or love of pleasure., The thing
that seduced and turned the heads of
some of our Democratic dwarfs toward
fusion was the hope of gaining the state
funds and having the pleasure of mak-
ing something out of them.

Knud told them they csuld have
them for Democratic votes, and when
be did, they immediaiely transferred
their Democracy over tc him and gave
him a Democratic nomination. From
this Knud claims he is entitled to Dem-
ocratic support by right of purchase, if
not principle. His theory is that when
he agreed to deposit good gold with
Democratic croakers and thereby se-
cured a Democratic nomination, that
the contract having been made with
supposed bosses, the vote of the pariy
belongs to him by right of .contract and
purchase. That the valuable consider-
ation agreed to be paid the dwarfs
binds the transfer of the party the same
as paying part of the purchase money
down in a real estate trade, binds the
transfer of the property.

It is said Knud read law in the old
country before leaving Norway, and is
well up on political contracts and the
purchase and delivery of political
parties, and will sue for the delivery of
his purchass if iv is not forthcoming.

There may not be anything in this,
but that which the people can recall
and get out of. But there is one thing
certain—there is great anxiety on the
part of Knud and his friends to elect a
supreme judge—it may be to guard this
very point. Something strange and un-
natural has crept into cur politics, to
say the least. 1t is well known that
when the state convention met three-
quarters of the delegates were opposed
to fusion. Walsh county was almost
unanimous. But as soou as the boss
appeared everything turned. He must
be a hypuotizer.

I thought once my jaw would drop in
favor of fusion. Lf hypnotism has crept
into politics through a boss, may the
Lord have mercy on us.

To sottle the question of Knud and
the bankers having the right to buy
and sell the Democratic party, 1 appeal
to the people for a decision. If the
peoplé Say at the ballot box, “Kuud’s
cenfract must Stand,” he has it. If
not, he must drop it.

In nppeulix__x;% froni the right of Knud
and the bosstk to buy and sell the
Democratic parly, the case must be
argued beéford -the- supreme power of
the land, the pcople, and in argning
this case from now until thé polis
close, I shall get over the state and
before the people as fast and far as
my pen and a saddle horse will carry me,

In hohor of the stand I have taken in

this matter, in protesting agaimet the

years old running off and fusing with f purchase and sale of political offices for

a. money consideration, and in nom-
inating those for high offices whe do not
belong to the same party, the people
have nominated me by a petition to
represent the state of North Dakota in
the congress of the United States, all of
which I greatly appreciate, and for
which I am profoundly thankful.

I have
not one cent to wuse, and would
not use one to influence a vote if 1 had
millions.

Iam as poor as any man in the state
financially, but when the time comes
to start, believing that Divine Provi-

dence always has and always will have -

a care over the American people, I shall
go forth, relying upon God and the cit-
1zens of North Dakota to see me
through. 1 am theonly candidate ever
nominated in the state directly by the
pecple on petition. This nomination
comes from the highest class, and if
elected I shall be the servant of the peo-
ple,uot the boss of some faction or party.
The campaign will open at Valley City
Oct. 4, at tne close of the Cheyenne
Valley fair. Aftter this dale, 1shall try
to 2o wherever the peopie cail me and
find means for me to et there. Noth-
ing gorgeous is asked or expected. We
can get along without brass bands or
torchlight processions. Recognizing
the hard times and the importance of
economy, I shall not turn my back on
free lunch counters or ask for anything
beyond the means of my constituents.
I dou’t smoke and hope no one will ask
me to drink. Plaip food and cold water
will do. I have trained a horse to stand
on & picket rope, so I can stay wherever
night overtakes ine, or with a tar paper
shanty farmer who is too poor to have
a barn to keep the horse of a friend and
his candidate. I’il furnish the horse,
the rope and the saddle; everything else
must come frem the people.

No one will be asked to put up any-
thing. All contributions must be
voluntary. Aid is not asked outside of
the state, but under the circumstances,
nothing will be refused from abroad.
We have not been wiped out by a forest
fire or a cyclone, but a greater calamity
has overtaken uspolitically. The Dem-
ocratic party of North Dakota has been
sold out by dishonest ieaders.

Its principles have been sacrificed for
personal gain, and,politically, we are in
a helpless suffering condition from the
stupidity, greed and selfishness of ignor-
ant disnonest men. ‘I'he good name
and principles of the paily must be re-

«dezmed at all hazards and any cost.
:That is what this campaign means.

The issue will not be the siiver or

-tariff, but common honesty and politi-
«eal decency, without which free gov-
rernment and the ballet box is a farce.

What is a platform and a party name
without party honor? For want of this
it might be said that every party in
Norih Dakota teels more or less hu-
miliated.

What we need most now is philan-
thropists and patriots to dig us out of a
hole. Thus farlhave had to act as my
own coriesponding secretary and chair-
man. It has kept me pretty busy to look
after the details of the campaigan and
ereditors too. But 1 am still going,
