Washington. Oct. 5.—S. W. Lam-
oreaux, commissioner of the general
land office, in his annual report to the
secretary of the interior, makes several
suggestions for the benefit of the suf-

•
ferers by forest files in Michigan, Wis- :

consin and Minnesota. liesays: "The i
timber affected by these fires on public
lands has been leftin such a condition i
that itnot cut and disposed of Ina short ;

time it will become worm-eaten and i
worthless, thus depriving the land of
the treat portion of its value to the
settler seeking title thereto. Numerous
applications have been made by the i

sufferers by these tires for permission to i

cut tlie timber at once and sell it." He,
therefore, recommends that congress
be asked to give the permission neces-
sary to allow the cutting of this timber •
and thus prevent the total loss of mill-
ions of feet, lie also suggests that con-
gress take other necessary steps for the

I
relief of the tire sillier, following the
precedent set in similar cases.

Commissioner Lainureaux'B recom-
mendation is as follows: "1, therefore. ,
urgently recommend that promptly
upon the reassembling of congress a
law be enacted by which the settlers
shall be allowed to perfect their claims
by commutation thereof to cash pur-
chase at the legal price per acre. By
this means the right aim opportunity i
would be given to cut and dispose ot
the burned timber during the early part
of the approaching winter and before it
becomes worthless, thereby preserving
itItoue destruction and in some degree
relieving the suffering to which those
have been subject by the devastating
conflagrations. Itwould seem that the
Instincts of humanity and justice unite
to demand such legislation. 1 would
further recommend that such other
provisions for the relief for these settlers
as congress may deem proper may be
made, following the precedent set in a
similar case of fires in the same states
by the act of congress of June S, 1872."

Commissioner Lamoreaux recom-
mends an innovation In survey. Instead
Ot the contract system under which
public lands are now surveyed, he says
that the government should make the
suiveys. He suggests that the work b-*
done by the geological survey, and
points out that "the present geological
surveyors are compelled to go over the
same ground winch lias been previously
gone over by the contract surveyors.
The geographical survey and the topo-
graphical survey can be made at the
same time and with much less expense.
He also recommends that the surveys

He renews his recommenda-
tion, of last year, that the law authoriz-
ing permits to cut timber on public
lands be repealed. The report shows
there has not been as much activity in
public land matters this year as previ-
ously, due to the hard times in the
West and the consequent decrease in
immigration.

Washington, Oct. The war de-
partment has issued from the military
information division of the adjutant
general's office a volume of""Notes of
Organization, Armaments and Military
Progress in American and European
Armies." It gives in an itemized form
the strength and formation of tho more
important foreign military organiza-
tions and a detailed description of
the small arms and sidearms in
use at home and abroad. Full des-
criptions are given of the newer arms
and of some of the old arms lor ', pur-
poses of comparison. There Is a compre-
hensive article, well iliusirated, on the
Intrenching tools In use inmany foreign
armies, and on the use of aluminum for
reducing the weight of the military
equipment and for military purpose's
generally.
-Asecond volume is in preparation

taking up the subject of artillery. "Some
of the figures showing the military

-
strength of nations given in the first
Volume are significant in view of their
reliability and possible European wars.
The war footings ate as follows:

SEALS Alt15 DOOMED.

Naval Officers Keport the New Reg- .
ulations No Protection.

Washington, Oct. s.—The reports of
the naval officers commanding the ves-
sels on the Bering sea patrol, one and
allpresent a very discouraging outlook
for the future of our seal fisheries.
Generally these reports show that the
regulations imposed in accordance with
the findings of the Paris arbitration are
ot little avail in protecting the seals
during what is known as the open sea-
son. While a belt of sixty miles wide
ot the ocean surrounding the seal islands
is closed to sealing craft, they have
not suffered from thej)rohibition,forthe
naval officers report that the seals <ire
found asleep all over the surface or the
ocean outside of the closed zone. The
pelagic sealers killed about 25,000 seals
in this way last season, and the officers
estimate that fully80 per cent of Ihese
were females, entailing an additional
loss of as many pup seals. In addition
to this number, it is not doubted that
many more seals were killed and sunk
before their bodies could be recovered,
and so were not reported. One officer

lures the prediction that at the
present rate of slaughter the seals will
be exterminated within five years, re-
gardless of any action by our govern-
ment in the Direction of suspending the
taking of seals on the seal islands for a
specified term of years.

had a tempestuous time trjdav. The" re-
ported deatn rj? tlie czar, a Heavy New
York failure, light receipts and light
clearances mixed themselves and The
traders up badly, and fluctuations were
sharp nnd numerous. At the finish
December wheat was %c lower, May
corn unchanged and May oats ,'s'c lower.

•Provisions declined moderately.
The small local receipts of grain and

firmer markets abroad gave the wheat
market a strong start. Ithad scarcely
got under way, however, when Pard-
ridge and Leeming and other commis-
sion houses whose principal clients are
short selling opened their flood gates
and swamped the early buyers. De-
cember, which started at from 513£
to 54'i'c bid, and with a sale or two
at 54'' 'c, was knocked down to 53?gc in;
the course of fifteen minutes. The
short sellers had but a short few min-
utes of triumph at that time. The peo-
ple who handle the cash grata reported
buyers of their goods at an early hour
of the session. The reports fr/ini the
Northwest were confirmatory of what
was telegraphed from there yesterday
regarding the failing off infarmers' do-
liveries at interior stations, but the de-
creased movement was generally as-
cribed to the rainy weather ana conse-
quent bad state of the roads. A report
that the czar of Russia was dead was a
matter which tangled up legitimate In-
fluences for a short time until the rumor
was killedand the czar restored to his
family and subjects. The price
recovered very quickly from its
first decline, and soon after sold
up to 543^c for December. May kept
.step iit the advances nnd declines at a
distance of from % to1-lGc more or less
than that. The strength of corn at this
time helped wheat. The failure of a
New York stock house was the .signal
for general selling again by the local
scalpers, under wnich the price dropped
again to 53J^c

'
for December. A few

buying orders at the decline quickiy
changed the feeling of the crowd once
more. The price on the last named ad-
vance reached 54%c. Primary market
receipts were light at 748,021 bu, which
included two days' arrivals at St. Louis.
To offset that the Atlantic port clear-
ances were only equal in wheat and
flour to 280,000 bu, including 10,000 bu
at New Orleans. dosing cables were
firm and higher from Liverpooland Ber-
lin, but rather easier trom Paris. Tfie
last turn of the whirligig market was
downward. The bears took more com-
fort out of the Wall street failure
than the bulls could, find in all the
favorable features of the day's news.
The market declined to 52J^c under the
bears' management, and closed, at 53@
s;';? c. Corn was strong the greater part
ol ihe session. The selling pressure by
heavy speculators has given place to
buying by a similar class. The strength
of the cash situation, which includes
the smalluess of elevator stocks and
very light receipts, was the main ele-
ment of strength. October corn, which-
has ruled lower than the May future
recently, got a good premium today, and
spot corn brought *.'c premium over
sellers the month. A sa c of 100,000 bu
of No. 2 corn for shipment to Peoria
was reported early in the session
but liberal offerings of new No. 3 for
November and December delivery re
ceived from points In Illinois -found no
buyers at from 4@4}<c per bu discount
under May prices. The local receipts
were only 60 cars, and 110, estimated lor
tomorrow, are likewise light for the
season of the year.

The market, after being strong nearly
all day, closed weak, affected oy the de-
cline in wheat. October opened at
*50%Cbid, advanced to 52^c, and closed
at file, or %c improvement for the day.
May started with buyers at l/sc, and
from that up to 51%c, compared with
50%cat the close yesterday.
