"IHE LAST LKAP ON THE

TREK."
There was pathos in the reference of

Oliver Wendell Holmes to himself as
"the last leaf on the tree" which had
borne Emerson and Lowell, Thorcau
and Whittier and Longfellow, and
whom he survived, falling at last,
himself the last of the array of
singers, under the first frosts ofe;ers, under first frosts of

October. While the kindly
heart and social instincts of Holmes
kept him closer in touch with the
younger men of today than it is given J
to most men todo, still there must have
come over him at times a sense of loneli-
ness as he saw the monuments rising
over the bodies of the men with whom
he had been closest during his long life,
and a generation of men coming up
about him, admiring him, lovinghim,
but wanting still that comradeship of
feeling which oomes to men who have
been young ana grown old together.

But gloom could not rest long on
Holmes. His nature was full of joy.
Itwas as irrepressible as the pulsations
of his heart, and, breaking out in song

and prose, itmade more joyous the lives
of his fellow men and women. While
Emerson knocked for admission to the
intellects of men; while Whittier ap-
pealed to the soul of men, and while
Longfellow's lyre touched the emotions
and Imaginations of men. Holmes
knocked at the hearts of his generation,
and, entering with smiling face, met
joyous greeting.

Ex-Senator John C. Spooner. who

Ithas always been a favorite resort of

* The annual conference of the Metho-
dist, church, which closed at Duluth
yesterday, was in some respects the
most important one held ivmany years,
perhaps the largest and most enthusias-
tic* since the organization of the Minne-
sota conference at Ked Wing some
tuiriy-eight years ago, who.i there was
but a mere handful of missionaries in
the stale. &£___!

The most important act of the session
was the division of the old conference
into the Miimes da and Minnesota
Northern conferences, but it had other
characteristic, that stamp it as one of
the. greatest meetings the Methodists
have had iv recent years. It was re-
markable for lhe religious enthusiasm
that pervaded its sessions and the har-
mony and good feeling that at all times
prevailed, even dining the heated dis-
cuss.*-B over division.
. Allwere please"! with the manner in
which Bishop Foss presided, and after
the division of the conference was car-
ried all appeared to be well satisfied
with the result. The debate- over the.
division was the greatest in the history

of Methodism in Minnesota. The move-
ment dales back a number ot years,
vvnen a commission of clergy and lay
members was lirst appointed to consider
the matter. At the late conference the

Dr. Wilcox remains at First church to
complete his term of five years. His
return was requested by a united con-
gregation. Rev. Frank Doran, of Cen-
tral Park, goes to one of the large

churches of Minneapolis, and in his
place is the veteran worker and highly
esteemed Dr. William McKiuley. "the
late presiding elder of this district.
President Bridgman, of Hamline uni-
versity, remains in the Minnesota con-
fidence, and Dr.G. S. limis is connect-
ed with the Minnesota Northern. This
willgive both conferences a warm in-
terest in Hamliue, the church univers-
ity.

The pulpit of Wesley church, Minne-

apolis, has not yet been filled, and
Hennepin Avenue gets Rev.. Mr. Wat-
son, an eminent divine from Baltimore.

A hundred or more of the ministers
arrived in St. Paul last evening, some
returning home to resume their labors
on old fields, and others on their way to
new scenes of action and usefulness.
All were expectant and hopeful that
the ensuing year would be the most
successful in the history of Methodism
in Minnesota.

After the regular dinner the Men-
delssohn quartette favored the com-
mandery with the selection, "We Meet
Again Tonight, '? which was succeeded
by ••America," sung by the quartette
and commandery together.

Cant. C. VV. Hackett called the com-
mauuery to order, and introduced Com-
panion Commander Lieut. Col. Reuben
C. Ben who read an original paper
entitled, "Snail T.us Country Build
More Baltic Shins':"' This paper was
one showing great research. He noted
the gradual improvements that have
been made in the armoring of battle
snips. He told of how the im-
provement in guns kept ready pace
with that of armor plate. A great mass
of statistics was presented. He showed
how the United States navy had only
lour lir.il-class battle ships, as against
forty-four in the navy of Great Britain.
lie said iv case of a contest these tour
would need to remain in harbor. On the
other hand. lie tola of the United States
cruiser Minneapolis, whicii is the
swiftest ship afloat, it alou •. for tins
reason, could scour the seas success-
fully.' litquestioned the advisability
ot building the slow-moving-, heavily
armored vessels, which gave no benefit
to any one save the contractors. He
reasoned that what the country . re-
quired was cruisers of the Minneapo-
lis type", that could sail all around.
"The Minneapolis." said he, serious-
ly, "is very swift, as is to be expected
from her name," which caused a laugh.
lie did not feel litre deprecating the
tact that the United States has lost
largely the carrying trade. He thought
that the reason lor this lay in the fact
that the United States had found more
profitable business.

"The British empire, without her
battleships, would lull to pieces." He
presented tue question whether battle
ships were a necessity in the way ot sea
coast defenses. He showed that com-
mon earth, costing 10 cents per ton. is a
better protection than the best of
armor plate—"a fact we alt learned."
said lie,"in the army in the construction
of rifle pits." in short, his argument
showed that it was practicable to
make an armor plate that was impene-
trable by artillery as there are guiiswith
force enough to knock holes in the best
armor plate that can be made. He
showed that, although the sides of ves-
sels are pretty well protected, the bot-
toms of ships are leftwith noprotection
wiiatever from torpedoes, or mines
that could easily be planted in
the

-
beds of American harbors.

He said that the bombardment of cities
is not particularly injurious to the
cities. To bombard ships land bat-
teries could be successfully opnused to
them, as land batteries could oppose
sixteeu-inch guns readily to" any
ihirteen-inch gun that could be trained
upon them. He said that this country
had been negligent in its seacoast de-
fenses, aud advocated additional land
batteries. What is .most needed is an
intelligent adaptation of the needs of
exposed situations, he closed by say-
Ing that what the country needed was
more cruisers.

A SWITCH LEFT OPEN.

A MILWAUKEE PASKBNCH-B
TRAIN'S _i.__-_.OU' ESCAPE.

Freight Car Upset, and That Was
All the Damage

Done.

An incoming Milwaukee passenger
train on the lowa &Minnesota division
met with an accident yesterday noon at
the Omaha freight yards on Western
avenue. The passenger was running
along the main track at a fairly genu
speed, when suddenly the locomotive
turned to the left, and the engineer
realized that a switch had been left
open and that bis train was on a switch
track. Across this track only a tew
feet ahead stood a freight car attached
to a train standing on another cross
track. The passenger iocomotive
crashed broadside into the freight car
and turned it over.
