MR. HALL AND PATENT LAWS.

A disappointed applicant for a federal
office, who is editing in this city a Ger-
inan newspaper, atleged to be Demo-
cratie, who migrated to California after
failing to receive his appointment, and
who returned recantly with the avowed
intention of *smashing Mr. Hall and
Mir. Bald win”’and scme other gentlemen,
has discovered, or affeets to have dis-
covered, that Hon. O. M. Hall, who is on
the cominittee on patents in the house,
is the servant of the patent amonopolies.
For this and for the reason that he did
not receive the appointment for colleet-
or of internal revenue, this disgruntled
editor urges his German readers to vote
against Mr. Hall and for his opponent.
who, he discovers, has some remote
Geraan connection,

The Germaus of the Third congres-
sional district will not permit them-
selves to be used as the implement of

this disappointed chronic officeseeker
to vent his spite on Mr. Hall, whose
sole offense was that he preferred his
former colleague, Capt. Harries. The
aliezation that Mr. Hall has any sym-
pathy whatever with patent monopo-
lists, or that he would lend himself to
any legislation which would increase
the unjust powers now given them in
the patent laws, Is too apparently false
and absurd to require even a denial.
Mr. Hali’s efforts upon that committee
have been entirely in the line of remov-
ing the opportunities  that our patent
law now afforas of oppressing and rob-
bing innocent men.

It has been a favorite device of patent
sharks to allow implements using their
devices to come into general use, and
then, when they had been purchased by
people ignorant of the tact that a patent
covered them, they have pounced down
upon the innocent users and extorted
from them by threats of prosecution
such sums for infringement as the fears
and means of the purchasers might per-
mit. The drive well cases were promi-
nent illus trations of this operation or
the patent sharps. Thousands of farm-
ers ail over the West, who had used the
device to obtain water for their house-
holds and arock, were confronted with
the fact that the point driven in the
ground was covered Ly a patent; that
the law made them equally participat-
ors with the manutacturers in infrinz-
ing the patent, and liable to the pat-
entee for da mages, and they were of-
fered the alternative either of paying
what t he patentee or his attorneys de-
manded, or of being sued for infringe-
ment in the federal courts.

This is but one 1llustration of many
of the injustice of the law which makes
the 1nnocent purchaser as liable as the
intringing manufacturer, and Mr. Hall
has addressed himself, as a memnber of
the committee, to the removal of this
source of wrong, vexation and annoye
ance. House Report 6597 is a bili in-
troduced by him, which, among other
things, provides that a suyit for damage
for infringement may be brought by
the patentee or his assignee, but that
*‘the provision of this section shall not
apply to any action brought azainst the
innocent purchaser of a patented artiele
who shall have purchased the same in
good faith from a reguiar dealer i the
open market for his own us2 or who
shall innocently use the sama for azri-
cuitural or domestic purposes.” This
bill will undoubtediy pass at the coming
short session, and thus the people of
this country will be relieved from what
has beeu the source of serious annoy-
ance and loss. 'This is a sufficient an-
swer in itself to the absurd and un-
founded charge of this diappointed
seeker after place.

ANUNSCARED WOOL-GROWER

Mr. Fisher, the Damocratic candidate
for governor in Michigan, is a lumber-
man who cuts 1,530,000 feet a year, and
yetapproves of patting lumber on the
free iist. He has 18,000 sheepon a ranch
in Colorado, and says that both he and
the consumer are benefited by putting
wool on the free list, he getting a better
market for his wool, and they their wool-
ensat a lower price. Tiis seeming para-
dox is due to the various grades of wool
and their uses in the production of the
diiferent qualities of cloth.

The quality ot wool depends on cli-
matic conditions— the wool of Ohio,
Moutana, Colorado or Texas differing in
grade, and each suitable for some spe-
cial use. Of the wools produced in this
country the supply is greater than is
the demand for the fabriecs that are
made fromr them, hence a congestion
and falling prices. The only further
use that they can be put to is in
mixing with foreign wool in the pro-
duction of other and finer grades of
cloth. The taxon the foreigu wool in-
creases the cost of the product and pre-

vents its export. The manufacturer is
limited to the home market. He cannot
export the cloth made from the mixture
of home and foreign wooul. The result
again is congestion of the home market
with the products of the home wool
used alone and used in mixture with
foreign wool.

Free wool puts our manufacturer on
an equal basis with his foreign com-
petitor; enables him to export his
fabiies made irom the mixed home and
foreien wools, increases the demand
proportionateiy and increases the price
of the home wool, besides largely in-
creasing the employment of workers in
that industry. It is this that enables
Mr. Fisher to rejoice that the foreign
wool is admitted free of tax into this
country, not to compete with his wool,
as the calamity shepherds wail, but to
help it to a wider use and a larger

market.

A RUCTION IN THE SUGAR
CAMP,

Tkere 1s a rumpus on in the camp of
the sugar dealers. Sweet Harmony has
un.folded her wings and flown. Cowm-
petition, with his sharp-edged kuife,
has taken his place azain in the count
ing rooms. Sugar prices are falling.
Retailers are placarding their windows
with announcements ot 20, 21 and 25
pounds of sugar for a dollar, and the
consumers look on and smile and are
happy, while the politicians of a certain
calamitous kidney watch the demoli-
tion of one of their points with sadness,
and wonder what next will come. The
price of the stocks of the sugar trust,
which in February went up o 109, is
sagging at 81. The outer shell of the
trust is smashed.

The sugar trust, like all of its baleful
kind, was formed to stop competition.
When there is competition there is dis-
cord; when it is prevented there is har-
mony. The refineries of the country
having been brought to a harinonious
state, competition remained among the
jobbers and wholesalers and retailers.
The trust reached ous to drive it from

[ these places of refuge. It made it an
object for the wholesalers and jobbers
in each state to organize associations.
The purpose ‘vas to keep prices uniform.
The trust made the price for the entire
country. It furnished its ecard rates.
By them sugar must be wholesaled.
The price anywhere was the card rate,
plus freight from New York.

The associations were formed. They
adopted rales, ons of which was that
the purchaser should pay for cartage
and packages. The jobbers were to
have a uniform $2 a bLarrel profit. Fines
bunished violations of the rules, and
the trust added the withholding of fur-
ther supplies from the offender. Ev-
erything worked nicely until the tariff

;act came in with 1ts tax. To evade this
‘as much as possible, and to reap the
profits from the sugar that could be
secured DbLefore the tax  fell, the
trust piled up raw sugar in its ware-
houses, and the jobbers and wholesalers
filled their warehouses with the re-
fined.

But the harvest did not come. The
load was heavier than some could carry,
They had to seli, and 1o do it they had
to make concessions. They violated the
rule against charging for cartage and
packages. Chicago caught on and went
to slashing. 'T'he assoclations were de-
clared off. Harmony again folded her
wings and flew. Sugars went down 40,
50, 60 cents a hundred. Tne avalanche
of sugar accutnulated for tax profits has
started and is smashing things. Sorry
as the sugar folks may be, it isn’t a
patch to the grief of the Republican
politicians, who see one of their choicest
war whaeops stifled in their mouths by
the cheapening sweets.

TRUSTS IN ENGLAND.

The Pioneer Press regards as an “‘ex-
traordinary statement” that of Will-
iam L. Wilson that *trusts, as we know
thewm, cannot exist in England. Where
the whole world is free to come in and
compete, no one can corner the market.”
It is sure that Mr. Wilson is deteriorat-
ing if he can make such a statement
without shame, and asserts that the list
of English trusts is a long one and has
been printed over and over again. A
zood many “English” things have been
priuted over and over agatn by Repubs
lican papers. ‘The Cobden club’s
contributions to Democratic campaign
funds; the Hazzara circular; extracts
from English papers that never existed,
and from speeches that never were
made, tor instance. Mr. Bilaine said
that while there he heard that there
was a coffin trust, and thisis the nearest
approach to any authentic ‘long hst”’
that we have ever heard of.

Oa the other hand if the Pioneer
Press will look up the Nineteenth
Century magazine for May, 1891, it will
find an interesting article by Samuel
Plimsoll, the author of the load~limit
line of sea=zoing vessels, in which he
expatiates on the alarming growth of
trusts in the United States, which
sprang up like mushrooms after the
passage of the act of 18%0. He views
the industrial disease ravaging this
country and descants on it verv much
as do our learned editors when the
cholera makes its appearance abroad,
urging quarantine measures againsg
the spread of the disease to Eungland.
The whole tone of Mr. Phmsell’s
article is that of surprise and alarm,
which would have Dbeen absurd weure
his own country over-run with them.
1f the Pioneer Press has any authentic
list of English trusts, its publication,
with its authentications, would be a
better answer to Mr. Wilson’s state-
ment than, with all due respect we say
it, is its own assertion.

GERMANY AND THE SUGAR
TAX.,

The enactment of the tariff bill with
its provision for an additional tax of
cne~tenth of a cent a pound on suegar
imported from countries paying an ex-
port bounty on sugar, in addition to the
tax of one-eighth of a cent a pound
protection to the refiners, is said to have
created dissatistaction in Germany. and
a protest was filed in the departinent of
state by the minister of that country
azainst the diserimination.

The protest is not against the tax, but
against its inequality, applying as it
does to all couatries paying an export
bounty, regardiess of the amount of it.
The German minister represents that
France and Belgium p:y a larger export
bounty than does Germany, that coun-
try having in recent years materially
reduced her bounty, and that the effect
is to discriminate against his country
and in favor of tbe other countries.

Certain papers of the restorationist
wing of the Republican party, eager in
their paucity of cainpaizn material to
seize on anything that may help them.
grasp this straw with avidity, and vent
another calamity wail over the dreadful
consequences that may tollow. One of
them prediets that “*that great triumph
of the Harrison administration,” the
removal of tiie prohibition of imports of
American pork products into Germany,
may be nullified and the prohibition be
restored in recrimination, and thus a
great market be denied one of our chief
products.

The inference plainly intended to be
drawn is that this additional tax of one-
tenth cent a pound is a novel thing, in-
vented by the Democrats. never before
heard of, and an affront to one of our
European customers. The fact is sup-
pressed thatthe McKinley act contained
precisely the same provision and that
Germany removed its inhibition of im-
ports of our pork during the time that
act was in force and uundeterred
by it. The McKinley act of 1890
contained this proviso to the sched-
ule laying a tax of one-half cent a
pound on all suzar above No. 16
Duteh standard: “Provided that ail
such sugars shall pay one-tenth cent
per pound in addition to the rate herein
provided for—one-half cent a pound—
when exported from or the product of
any ceuntry when and so long as such
country pays or shall hereafter pay,
directly or indirectly. a bounty on the
exportation of any sugar that may be
incluaed in this grade whieh is greator
than is paid on raw sugzars of a lower
saccharine sirength.”

This act went into effect Oect. 6, 1890,
and it was subsequent to that date and
while the act was in effect that Germany
witndrew her interdiction of our pork.
The hypocrisy of the organs that now
rebuke the Democrats for doing what
their party did, and predict that Ger-
many will do what she did not do then,
is thus unmasked. ‘I'ne fact is that the
Bismarckian policy of protection was
one of the things disecarded by the
voung emperor aund of which this admis-
sion of our pork and the trade treaties
with Austria, Italy, and iater with Rus-
sia, were instances.

SIxX years ago Republican papers
teemed with laudation of Bismarck and
nis policy of protection. Extracts from
his speeches were a staple articie, and
Germans - in  this country were ap-
pealed -to to stand by the Kepub-
lican party, which was simply fol-
lowing in the footsteps ot the **man
of blood and iron.” We nhave
.not observed so far in this campaign
any reference to Bismarek, and espe-
¢ ally no reference to the direct reversal
of his policy initiated by Emmperor Wiil-
fam. Germany bad a short but sharp

experience with the policy of protection,
adopted there for the benefit of the
farmers, and has reversed it and set her
face towards freer trade. Surrounded as
Germany is by enemies with memory of
defears rankling in their breasts and
waiting onlv an opportunity to strike,
and obliged to stand on guard with an
army every ready to move, the imposi«
tion of taxes upon trade is an absolute
necessity, but as far as these necessities
permit, taxation of imports has been re-

duced and the policy of prutection,

definitely abandoned. e

ONE FARMER NOI' DISMAYED,,

There are farmers who take no stock

in the calamity howls of the politicians,,

wilo are bewailing the destruction of
the sheep and wool avocations of our

farmers, but who couldn’t tell a sheep-

from a goat or wool from cotton. The
Caledonia Argus has the following in-

terview with one ot these farmers who,

is hunting the country over to increase
his flocks, undeterred by the lamenta-
tions of Mr. Tawney and his kind, [t
says:

Last week A. W. De Jean, of La Farge,,
Wis., was here inquiriug for sheep. Said he
and his son have 150 on their farm and wish’
to vurchase & carload more. He says since
the tariff has been taken off wool bas ad-
vanced in price, factories that have long been
idle are starting up, that wool is going to
take the place of shoddy, and our manu-
facturers are going to compete ia the mar-
kets of the world, and wool 1s going 10 bring
fair living pricea.

In 189 he sold his wool for 22 cents per
pound, in 1891 for 20 ceuts. in 1892 for 18
cents, in 1893 was offered 16 cents, and heid
ir, and last spring sold it for 14 cents. Since
the McKinley tarift was taken off it has ad-
vanced two cents per pound. He says in-
stead of ruining the sheep industry, as cer-
tain polincians had predicted free wool
would do, it is going to stimulate the busi-
ness of sheep raising, and already he found
farmers asking more for their sheep.

A PITTSBURG special to the Chicago
Tribune says the *‘prices of steel rails
will not be reduced, nor will the present
combination of steel rail interests be
destroyed. This was permanently es-
tablished at the last meetlng in June.
The combination will also be contin-
ued.” The same spzacial says that
rumors were prevalent ot a break in
the combine, and that several rail mills
were going to act independently. When
the Wilson bill was pending in the
house, imposing a tax of 20 per cent ad
valorem on steel rails, amounting to
something over $5 a ton, a rail manu-
facturer said that it would not affect his
industry as even that rate was prohivo-
itive of importation. The senate in-
creased the Wilson rate to seven-
twentieths of a cent a pound, or an
equivalent of about 33 per cent ad
valorem. If any break comes in the
steel rail pool, it will be from internal
and not from external causes.

I'he chairman of the Repubiican county
cominities called a Republican county
delegate convention, which was held on
Mounday (Oct. 8) at La Prairie. This
gave lLa Prairie three of the offices,
Grand Rapias seven, and one went to
the north end of the county. Angus
Mackintosk, the county auditor, de-
clined to put the regular delegate
nomines ou the ballot, but insisted in
putting on the delezates of the mass
convention instead. I secured a tem-
porary order in the supreme covurt re-
straining the auditor from such action,
and compeliing him to put the regular
delegate convention upon the ballots,
or show cause on Monday next at 10
o’clock why he has not done so.”’

Judge Arnold is running as indee
pendent candidate for representative in
the legislature from the Fifty-third dis-
trict. This includes the counties of
Jtasca, Beltrami, Carlton, Cass, Aitkin
and Wadena. He graduated from law
school with Tom Carter, chairinan of
the national committee. He proposes
to make it hot for all competitors.

Sol Smith Russell made a departure
last nizht from the play of the -*I’oor
Relation” type, and gave his loyal pat-
rous a classical treat in the *Heir at
Law,” which recalls the old school of
actors, best represented by Joseph Jef-
ferson. In Mr. Russell’s performance
Jefferson’s prompt book and stage busi-
uess is utilized, and as far as the sup-
porting cast is concerned it compares
very favorably with Jefferson’s produc-
tion.

Hudson as Zekiel Homespun, Miss

toire, and exhibited a far greater ability
than the chance auditor would be likely
to credit themn with. Mr. Russell had
a congenial part in Doctor Pangloss,
and it is almost neediess to say that the
unctious lines of the part were im-
mensely heightened by his inimitable
personality. ‘Though his performance
will by no means vbiiterate that of Joe
Jetferson, it was sufficiently enjoyable
to make Mr. Russeli’s most enthusiastic
admirers siucerely hope that he wili
make further experiments with the old
comedies,or,in presenting new material,
will select the more lezitimate type, to
which he would certainly be an orna-
ment.

Ruy Blas, in which Salvini appears
for the first time here, on the second
night*of his engagzement, is the most
ambitious role in the whole field of the
romantic drama. The play has not
been seen often in this generation, for
it is only the most consuininate artist
that can appreciate its possibilities. It
is the story of a poor lackey. who, en-
dowed witn an intelligence above his
station, became madly in love with his
queen.  His  mad  ambition leads
him unconsciously into the political
intrigues of the day, of whien heis
merely the dupe. He becomes prime
minister of Spain, that is in name only,
aud it is just when he imagines his
fondest hopes are about to be realized
that be discovers his real position, and
the fiend who has used him as his tool.
This scere in wnich he kills his enemy
and afterwards himself, and which is
buat lh;climdx to a series of ever cumu-
lating Tueidents, call for the display of
the most violent passion. the most ter-
rible revenge and most heart-rending
pathos. 1t presents a great opportu-
nity for au actor of Salvini’s stamp, and
the Eastern crities say that his work in
this role foreshadows forcibly enough
the grand sucecesses awaiting him in the
verv parts with which his fatoer was so
grandly associated.
