A MILD SPEECH FOR TOM.

With Little of His Usual Sar-
casm and Still Less
of Point.

New York, Oct. 18.— Thomas B.
Reed, of Maine, opened the Republican
campaign’ in New York state tomght
before a great audience at Cooper union.
The *Czar” was in magnificent voice,
aud his address was received with great
enthusiasm. Mr. Reed spoke as follows:

tonight. That unwillingness does not
arise from any lack of interestin the
cause which concerns us all, for I never
felt a deeper interest than now. Nor
does it arise from any doubt of our sue-
cess, tor that seems to be assured.
it is because the presentation of any
argument by any speaker seems almost
entirely unnecessary. The case has
argued and is arguving iiself so thor-
oughly in the course of events now tak-
ing place and which have taken place
that the eloquence of an orator, if I had
it, would surely seem to fall far short ot
thatconviction which has already taken
possession of the public mind.

Mr. Evarts, in one of those brilliant
sayings which have so often lighted up
a life of dignity and honor, declares
that the wisdom of mankind after 6,000
vears has discovered no better method
of administering justice than to set
up . two men on opposite sides,
each charged with the duty of
exazerating the imerits of his side
and perhaps abusing the other. Hardly
any beiter method has ever been dis-
covered for governing the world than
by political parties who set up political
speakers to chant the merits of their
own and denounce the vices of their
enemies. The position, therefore, of a
political speaker in ordinary times
seems to be simple and very
easy. On the otiher side today, the
task still appears as easy as of yore.
All they have te do is to forget that
they are in power, that they have
themselves the responsibility, aud then
g0 at us in the old-fashioned way,
charging all disaster to the pastand
promising everything for the future.

Ziven the Senior Senator
from New York, who has been out of
the party for some months, signalizes
Ius return by joining in the old chorus
just as if he had never iost step in the
procession. Our task on this side was
never more difficult.

Visit of King Alexander of
Servia to Be a Festive
Occasion.

GREAT STRAUSS JUBILEFE.

Monster Demonstration in
Honor of the Composer
at Vienna.

ANTI - ANARCHIST LAWS

Will Be the Outcome of Re-
cent Cabinet Dissensions
--Berlin Letter.

BERLIN, Oct. 13.—Quite a gala week
lies before Berlin folk and the rest of
Germany. The arrival of King Alex-
ander of Servia, who is due on Monday
next, will be the signal for a number.of
court festivities, several imposing cere-
monies. the chief of which will be the
dedication of the 132 flags uestined for
the recently organized Fourth battal-
ion of each regiment of infantry.
This ceremony is announced to take
place on Thursday next with great
pomp in front of the monument of
Frederick the Great, on Unter Den Lin-
den. The young king of Servia will be
one of the nobilities in attendances
The presence in this city of the
German minister to Belgrade, Baron
von Waeker-Gotter, indicates that
King Alexander’s visit is con-
nected with politics. Every
possible attention will be paid to him,
and among the entertainments organ=
ized in his honor is the hunting party
at Wild park, at which the king will be
accorded the unusual privilege of Kill-
ing one of the few remaining white

stags which are to be found in
the park. Emperor William, who
is enjoying the best of health,

personally gave orders for the various
arrangemernts of the coming week and
is evidently most anxious to impress the
Servian king with the splendor of his
reception. Dr. Schweninger terminated
his visit to Prince Bismarck at Varzin
today. The dispateh from St. Peters-
burg saying that the
Marriage of the Czarewiich

to Princess Alix of Hesse is to be has~
tened on account of the czar’s anxiety
to have the ceremony take place before
his death, created some stir in society
here and at Darmstadt. The corres~
spondent of the Associated Press made
special inguiries in court cireles at the
latter place and learned that nothing
was known there of the marriage hav-
ing been hastened, and certainly no
preparations were being made for the
departure of Princess Alix to Russia.

The Hamburgische correspondent
publishes a semi-official communique,
pointing out that Germany, on no ac=
count, would take part in any interven-
tion in favor of either belligerent on the
Orient. The Cologne Gazette conirms
the statement that Russia and France
are working band in band in this
matter, and repeats the assertion
that they also are averse to
interference in the war. It is added
that as Austria is in a similar manner
acting in harmony with Germany, and
as it is claimed that the United States
from the first has not concealed her
sympathy with Japan, Italy is the only
power likely to comply with the pro-
posal of the Earl of Kimberly for an

International Intervention.

The National Zeitung and other Ger-
man newspapers point out that German
interests in the war are not identical
with England or Russian interests, and
issue warnings against yielding to pro-
posals on the part of either power. The
Cologne Gazette today publishes the
following dispatch from  Berlin:
It s confirmed from various
sources that Germany has declined to
take part in a joint European inter-
vention between China and Japan at
the present junctiure, and this subject,
accordingly., is removed from the
diplomatic programme of the powers.”
The correspondent of the Associated
Press has sounded a distinguished of=

ficial upon the subject and
has also made other inquiries
in influential uarters, with the

result that he has found it to be the gen-
eral opinion that Japan, In the event of
being victorious, will not make exorb-
itant demands upon China, but will re-
strict herself to insisting upon the in-
dependence of Corea trom China, while
asking for certain protectoral rights for
herself as well as a big war indemnity,
1t 1s probable that Japan may demand
the cession of the island ot Formosa.

Significant as indicating the inten-
tions of Russia is the statement of the
Berliner Tageblatt’s eorrespondent at
St. Petersburg that the Russian troops
in the towns, villages and passes of the
Chinese frontier have been greatly re-
inforced, and that large quan-
tities of provisions and war ma-
terial are constantly arriving at
those places. Large detachments of
Cossacks first appeared, and they were
followed by Cossack artillery and later
by strong detachments of infantry,
bringing with them the component parts
of very spacious barracks with portable
heating and baking stoves. In a word,
everything, apparently is being pre-
pared for a formal movement, if such a
step is décided to be necessary,*

sented to the prince upon his elghtiﬂh
birthday, Aprill, 1895. Prince Bismarck
will return to Freidrichsruhe at the end
of the present month.

Sigmund Zeisler, recently assistant
corperation counsel of Chicago, 5\nd bis
wife are now in Germany. Mrs. Zeisler,
who made a successful tour of Europe
in 1893 as a pianist, is beginning a
series of concerts this week. 'lo-
day she appears at Magdeburg
with the Philharmonie orchestra
in Saint Saens’ conecerts. On
Oct. 16, Mrs. Zeisler is to appeal at
Bremen, and on Oct, 28 and 20 she will
be heard in this city, at the Philhar-
monic concert.

He unveiled a monument to
the elector Frederick 1L,first Margrave
of Brandenberg belonging to the hoase
of Hohenzollern, The monument stands
on the site of the old teudal castle of
Freisach,the stronghold of the rebellious
house of Quilow, which was destroyed
in 1414 Dby Frederick 11, with a
gun historically known as **Lazy Meg”
(die faule grethe). The emperor, in
accepting a cap of honor on this occa-
sion, said, **1 quaff this goblet filled
with German wine to the welfare of
Brandenberg, wishing that as long as
God grants me life and strength and as
long as the house of Bradenburg ex-
ists, the old traditional loyalty of
the inhabitants may aever fail me if an
emergency arises and the Margrave
calls.” 'The emperor has appointed
Herman Klumpp, of New Orleans, to
be German consul at that port. =

STILLWATER, Oct. 13.—The bitterest
factional fight ever known to the Re-
publican party of this county resulted
today in a complete knockout of the
forces aligned in front of Knute Nelson
and a triumphant victory for the friends
ot W. D. Washburn. 'The contest arose
over the nomination of a candidate for
the senate,'the contestants being John
Zelen and W. C. Masterman. ‘I'wo
years ago Mastermau and Otis Staples
used their influence to whip the
Washington county legislative delega-
tion into line for C. K. Davis. Staples
was a candidate for appointment as sur-
veyor general of the Stillwater distriet,
and parties close to Gov. Nelson in-
formed bim that unless he withdrew
his influence and allowed the delegation
todo as it chose he would “‘get the
worst of it.”” He paid no attention to
the threat, and had his picture turned

to the wall in consequencze. When
Zelch was named as Gov. Nelson’s
choice for senator, Staples brought

-Masterman out as a caundidate, and the
battle has waged hotter and hotter as
the'day of the convention approached.
Charges aud countercharges were made.
It was openly stated that Washburn
was furnishing the sinews of war for

Mastermao. The contest was so
close that neither side was confi-
dent up to the veryv moment

the result was announded, and the fiznt
had no sooner been sett¥ed than friends
of Nelsou began making charges of un-
due Influence being exerted after the
delegates were selected. Prior to the
taking of the vote Lhe Zelch men claimed
31 to 19 for the opposition, and when
the vote showed 27 to 23 in favorof
Masterman foul play was claimed. The
split in the party is a hopeless one, and
no possible influence ecan heal the
breach. The defeated parties talk
peace, with war in their hearts, and
there is no doubt that the next senator
from this district will be named in the
Democratic convention next Monday.

Other Nominations.

At the afternoon session the following
nominations were made Dy acelamation:
For auditor, Charles H. Browne: regis-
ter of deeds, C. A. Lammers; judge of
probate, Orris E. L.ee; superintendent
of schools, J. O. Mackintosh; attorney,
L. L. Manwaring. Five candidates were
in the neld for treasurer, viz.: Samuel
Bloomer, A. J. Holm, E. G. Foster,
August Booren and A. C. Hospes. The
first forinal ballot gave Bloomer 6, Holm
20, Foster 9, Booren 11, Hospes 3. Five
ballots were taken, and on the last bal-
lot Booren was nominated, receiving 26
votes. This nomination was also made
unanimous. 'The last and hardest fight
of the convention was for sheriff, there
being five candidates, namely: Charles
O. Aliderson, C. A. Peterson, Franik M.
Truax, Horace Voligny and F. L. Me-
Kusick. Delegates from the southern
end of the county presented the name of
Frank M. Truax, of St. Paul Park, and
stood by bim through thick and
thin. After six ballots had been taken
and there was no choiee, C. A. Parker,
of Newport, said that it was only just
for the country districts to have at least
one name on the ticket, but thag there
seemed to bea determination on the
part of the city to gobble evervthiug,
which was done on the next ballot, An-
derson receiving twenty-seven votes
and the nomination. This was a bitter
pill for the delegates fror the southern
end of the county, and many of them
declare that the gang will hear some-
thing drop on election day.

MURDER RUN RIOT.

SLAV MINERS INDULGE IN A
FEARFUL AFFRAYX,

One Person Killed, Two Fatally
and Several Seriously
Wounded.

A HAUL OF $1G0,000.

Quantico Train Robbery the
Iost Suecessful and Dar-
ing Made in Years.

TRAINMEN ARE SUSPECTED.

Police “Believe the Robbers
Had Accomplices on
Board.

.

ORE SUSPECT ARRESTED.

Passengers and Officials Tell
the Story of the Hold-
Up.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 13.—A dispatch
received this afternoon from Quantice
says that a large force of officersis on
the ground searching for clues to the
train robbers, but that there are no new
developments. It has been established
however, that the robbers crossed the
Potomac to the Maryland side.

The police authorities are inclined to
blame the express messenger for failing
to offer resistance, and the belief is ex-
pressed among thew that the work was
accomplished through the co-operation
of somne one of the train crew.

A suspect was arrested lere today by
the police. The man possesses a high,
shrill voice, aud those who were on the
express train recall the fact that a
noticeable trait of one of the rob-
bers was his penetratinz falsetto
voice. While in the lodging house
at which he was arrested, the man
intimated that he had been con-
cerped in a robbery and had not been
treated fairly in the division of pro-
ceeds, claiming at one time that he had
been ignored by his associates. Later
he denied this statement. Soon after
his arrest the express officials in the
city were notified and they, accompa-
nied by Messenger Crutchfield, who was
in charge of the looted car, hurriedly
rode to the statiou. They had a short
conterence with Lieut. Amiess, but soon
afterward left without visiting the
prisoner’s cell.

Local representatives ot the company
say that the amount of booty the rob-
bers gained probably cannot ve learnéd
accurately until tomorrow, but they in-
cline to the belief that £150,000 is a large
exaggeration of the loss. One theory
here as to the identity of
the vobbers. is that they were.
formerly members of seme one or the
other of the numerous bands of so-called
“industrials,”” who were attracted to
the national capital by the Coxey move-
ment. The local police believe that they
were not professional thieves, but were
men familiar with the train service.
The demand for the **manifest,” they
believe, indicates that at least one ot
them was a railrosd man,

Capt. Arthur Barues, of North Caro-
lina, a member of the force of sergeant-
at-arms of the senate, was'a passenger
on the held=up train. He says that the
first intimation the passengers had of
any unusual occurrence was when the

firing Dbegan, which was almost
simultaneously with the stopping
of the train. ‘L'here were three

shots fired by the robbers, and the pas-
sengers immediately reached the con-
clusion that the firing was intended to
caution them to remain on the inside.
They took the hint and kept their seats.
Some of the wmale passengers wanted to

attack the robbers, but when
they discovered that there was
only one pistol in the entire
party, this idea was abandoned. There

were about seventy-five passengers
aboard. Capt. Barnes says that the
express messenger, with whom he
talked, told him that the safe had not
been Dblown open, as at the time
the traln was stopped the messengers
were engaged In  assorting the
money packages and arranging them
according to their destination, and had
them out of the safe for this purpose.
The messenger, with whom Barnes
talked, told him that the greater part
of the money was from Jacksonville
and Richmond, and he estimated that it
amounted to between $150,000 and $200,~
000.

The taking possession of the engine
was entrusted to one maun, who held a
revolver in each hand and covered the
engineer and fireman. After they had
completed thelr work, the robbers com-
manded the engineer and fireman to
detach the engine, fill the tank with
water and coal up.

The engine was then boarded by the
robbers who were near it, and atter pro-
ceeding about 200 yards stopped to take
on others wno were on the embankment
above the train. The trainmen put the
number of robbers at from six to eight.

The place of the robbery was
intelligently selected, being in
a deep cut with no houses

in sight, and a field- on one side of the
road and forest on the other. The mcon
was only partially obscured by clouds,
but the robbers wore masks over the
lower part of their faces, and their feat-
ures could not be clearly distinguished.
They told the engineer and fireman, as
well as the messengers, that they only
wanted the express money.

*We want no packages,” said one of
the robbers to the messenger, and the
messenger took advantage of this to toss
two packages of bonds, oue containing
$10,000 ana the other §6,000, into a pile
of packages.

“*We dop’t want any of yours,” he
also said, when he learned that a watch
hanging in the car belonged to the mes-
senger. ‘**Ate you afrald of losing your
job?” he asked. **Well, quit the busi-
ness and get into ours. There’s more
wmoney in it.”” The robber also cut
the packages open like a mau who
understood the business. He handled
everything as if he was™equainted with
the business of expressage. *No jew-
elry, watehes or packpges,” he said, as
the messenger was getting out the stuff
in the safe. **We want nothing out the
mouey of the express company.’’

It has been 1mpossible to ascertain
how many robbers were engaged in the
hold.up. Two stoocd guard over the
engineer and fireman and one went
into the express car. There was
more or less shooting about the
train  and the talk

the trainmen indicated that the robbers
meant to keep the passengersin the
train. *‘Step aside, Jim, and see it I can
hit the head of the fellow banging over
the platform,”” one was Leard to say,.and
this was followed by a shot which had a
tenden.cy to mnake passengers keep their
heads in and not nndertake to pry into
what was going on forward.

Among the passengers were Senator
Blanchard, of Louisiana, and the people
of this little place assert that he took
his fright with the balance of the pas-
sengers.

STRUCK THIE WROXNG TRAIN,

The Bonanza Was on the Southe
Bound Express,

Ricnmoxp, Va., Oct. 13.—The Mer-
chants’ National bank seat North by
express last night a package of drafis
and cther papers valued at $1,000. This
package was on the robbed train, but it
Is supposed that as the robbers could
make no use of the contents
it was thrown away. At any rate,
the payment of the paper has been
stooped by telegraph. The two express
messengers, J. S. S, Cratchfield aud H.
Murray, will not return to the city until
tomorrow morning, and until their re=
ports are made it will be impossible to
give the full amount of the booty.

Andrew Welsh, the agent of the
Southern Express company here, said
this afternoon that there was sent from
Richmond on the train $5,000 in cur-
rency and £16,500 in listed bonds. He
knows of $1,500 that was going
through from the South: also that
there were in the express car
pouches from Savannah, Jacksoville,
and Charleston, S. C. He did not think
the aggregate amouut stolen azounted
to more than $25,000. It is said that if
the robbers had made their raid on the
south-bouna train they would bave
struck a bonanza. There was in charge
of the express messenger a shipment of
£100,000 in currency.

NOT OVER $100,000.

Express Company Uncertain as to
the Amount stolen.

NEW YoRkK, Oct. 13.—President L. C.
Weir, of the Adams Express company,
is of the cpinion that the amount of
money lostewill not exceed £30,000,
but says it may reach §100,000.
The destruction of the way bilis
may make it difficult for him
to ascertain the exact amount. He
said that the robbers had taken all thé
money coutained in the express car,
but had overlooked two packages of
bouds worth §16,500, and also failed to
secure a quantity ot jewelry.

CARLISLE AS ORATOR.

MESORIAL TO ROBERT MORe
BIS DEDICATED.

Historical Old Land Office at¢
Batavia Becomes an Endur-
ing Monument.

BAatavia, N. Y., Oct. 13.—Robert
Morris was honored today by the dedi-
cation as a memorial to him of the old
land office of the Holland purchase,
built about the year 1804, and bought in
1894 by the Holland Purcbase Historical
society that it might be preserved unto
future generations. Very appropri=-
ately the chief dedicatory address was
made by John G. Carlisle, secrelary of
the treasury and lineal descendant of
the great superintendent of finance.

Secretary Carlisle iu bis address gave
an exhaustive history of the deeds of
Robert Morris, paying a high tribute to
the honesty and avility of the first offi-
cial financier of the American unation.
Morris was born in England on Jan. 31,
1734, and came to Auerica in 1748,
His first political act was to sign
the non-importation agreement, and tg

assist in forcing the collecior of the
stamp act to vacate his office. 1n 1781
congress appointed Morris superin-<
tendent af finance, and he began the
task of redeeming the fioancial con
dition of the country, then almos!
bankrupt owing to the 1ssues of
both national and state currenc
for which no provision had been
made for redemption. At that

time a Spanish doliar was worth §2,400
in Virginia. Morris secured the estab-
lishment of the Bank of North America
at Phiiadelphia, the first bank m Amer-
ica to redeemn notes in specie ou presea-

tation. He submitied to congress
a plan for uniform coinage
throughout the United States,
upon which the present system is

based. When heretired from the office,
after many years of hard work, he had
placed the finauces of the nation on a
sound footinz. The exercises conclud-
ed with the benedietion by the oldest
clergyman on the Holland purchase,
Rev. Pbilos G. Coolk, of Buffalo.

Sgon after the delivery of Secretary
Carlisle’s address a reception was held
at the tlotel Richmond, at which the
peonle were presented to the cabinet
oflicials and other honored guests. A
feature of the day's events was
the - delivery under military escort
to the Holland Purchase Hiistorica
ciety by the Buffalo MHistorifcal so

The
Holland purchase was made July 20,
1793, by the Holland Land cowpany,
whi¢h, Ly that transfer, acquired
titles from Robert Morris to seven.
