The Aspiring Copper Town
Is Now Calling Them In
Hurriedly.

tELENA, Mont.,, Oct. 14.—The elec-
tion for permanent capital of the state
is absorbing the attention of voters to
the aliost entire exclusion of polities,
though the duty will devolve upon ll}em
of electing a congressinan, an associate
justice, and a legislature that will
chioose two United States senators, as
well as county and township officers.

The cities aspiring to be the perma-
nent capital are Helena and .\n:\cmndz_l.
Helena became the copital ot the terri-
tory in 1874, and has been the tempor-
ar)' capital of the state since its admis-
sion into the Union. The first vote for
the location of the peimanent cap_iml
was in November, 1802. At this time
there were seven cities in the race, and
as no onc had a majority over all there
was no choice. The 1wo highest were
Anaconda and Heleoy, and these are
the cities to be voted for this fall.

The vpresent campaign has been a
pccul::u‘. one in mauny respects. ‘The
Anaconda advociles Lave advanced no
arguments in the favor of lecating the
capital there, except that itisa pfcuy
site for a town, which, indeed, itis.
They have simply announced their de -
sire to have the state capital, and l.mve
given it outthat they mean to get it 1f
moaey ¢an secure 1t

People in othier sections of the state
bave been arrayed against Hetena be-
cause of some real or tancied griu\';.mce
against the town or some person in it.

Oue sample of the campaign the Ana-
conda people have been carrying on x~ a
little pamphietentitied “iielena’s Social
Advantages.” This book bore a tlelena
imprint, and was designed to mislead
people into the idea that it was issued
here for the purpose of advocating
Helena’s elaims. In realily it was
wriiten in Anaconda, and printed in the
Eeat, and was a scheine to create prej-
udice on the part of what the Anaconda
writer cailed the **dinner pail brigade”
agaiust the eity.

1tis profusely illustrated with pict-
ures intended to intensify such feeling.
1t was weil written, and but for over=
zealousness on the part of the author
wicht have accomplished more good
work for Anaconaa. Carried away by
zeal, e inserted in the book a ;‘t:msucal
tabie, of whica the following is an ex-
tract:

Al {bLe eleciion iD 1892, Anaconda re=
ceived 10,183 votes; Boulder, 205: Boze-
man, 7.655: Butte. 7.752: Deer Lodge,
033: Great Falls, 5,042; Helena, 14,010
Boulder, Bozeman and Great Falls are
on the same side of the mountains as
Lielena, and a very large proportion
given to them wouid seem to naturaily
o to Helena this fall. ‘lThese three
towns received a total of 13,022 votes.
If Helena should receive one-half of
these votes she would have, conceding
that shie gets the same votes she did in
1842, the total of 20,522, which, in all
prouability, would be a majority of all
the votes cast, as it is probable that the
vote of the state will not be much over
40,000.

But it is altogether probable that
telena will get a much larger propor-
tion of these votes, for they come from
counties tributary to Helena and cut
off from Anaconda by the main range
of (e Rceky mountains. In addition
Helena wiil this year get from 2,600 to
4,500 votes in Silver Bow county. In
the last election she got only 385. Hele-
na will also get a much larger vote in
BMissoula county than in the previous
election.

These figures, taken in connection
with the location of the two cilies, their
comparative transportation facilities
and the widely divergent characters of
the places. weuld seem to make the se-
Jection of Ileiena a foregone conclu-
sion,

But the Anaconda Copper company
owns the town of Anaconda and all

bly $500,000 in this campaign, and is
credited. with a willingness to spend as
much more to secure the state capital.
What effect the use of this money may
have on the final result remaius to be
seen.

AMONG CANVASBACKS.

DISTINGUISHED PARTY HUNT=-
ING EN TURTLE MOUNTAINS,

Besides Ducks There Are Lots of
Moose, K1k, Lynx, Bear and
Deer.

Npecinl Letter to the Globe,

I’LeasaNTt Lakg, N. D., Oct. 18.—
Your correspondent is roughing it in
what is the most notable hunting party
of the Western season. We are en-
camped at Pleasant Lake, N. D, just a
mile south of the Great Northern road,
and in the very midst of the gzreat-

est game haunt in North Amer-
ica. Situated fifty miles west of
Devil’s Lake, we are as many

miles south of the famous Turtle moun-
tains, in the vale of which the moose,
elk, lynx, bear, deer and autelope have
wintered from time immemorial. Nine-
teen miles north of Knox lies Alkali Is-
land lake, the greatest canvasback
breeding district in the country. That
this rare and toothsowme bird confines
itself to this particular and surrounding
water is due to the abundant growth of
wild celery wkich thrives in the bed of
the lake., The rich flavor and plump
physique of the canvasback is as much
due to its habit and npature as to the
heritage pf its fine species. Its chief
food is ceﬁery. The rarity of this growtn
in Western waters, and in faet all
waters, except the Chesapeake Bay
shores, directs the resort of this game
LUird to but a few game harbors in tuae
countiry.

" The Devil’s Lake region is familiar
to our Western sportsmen,and now that
the Great Northern road extends north
into Bettineau in the west, and St. Jobn
in the east of the Turtle mwountain dis-
trict, a field is open to our sporisien
which shouid gratify the greatesten-
thusiast.

1 have been all over the Dakotas and
Minnesota, fowa and Nebraska grouse
planes, goose tields and duck marrhes,
but I have vet to tind a reion so natur-
ally alive with aquatic game as 1 find
Rolette, Bottineau, Pierce and Mec-
Henry counties, in North Dakcta. The
valiecy of the Mouse river is a natural
flight for Northern-bred Dbirds: the
lakes north and south of Knox are fat-
tening feeding moors: the Great North-
ern is casily accessible from all points
of the interior, and take it all in all, the
shooting party with whnieh your cor-
respondent has pitched his tent is better
situated than it has been ever before—
and that is indeed expressive, for the
party and its extensive equipment has
been organized for six years.

Camp Anson is ovr harbor. The
lodge is named in honor of Capt. A. C.
Auson, of the Chicago base ball c¢lub.
Besides the noted base ballist,the party
consists of Williamn I'. Bickel,vice pres-
dent of the Minnesola Savings bank,
St. Paul; Harry Biekel, Walter R. Wil-
mot, of the Chicago ball club: James
Duryea,pitcher; the GLOBE correspond-
ent; Henry Shields, keeper of the game
and camp equipment. and “‘George’”’—
fat. black, genial *“George,”” the best
camp covk ever caughi. .

Every fall for the past six yvears this
party has visited this vorthern distriet.
Its equipage is as complete as money
and a thorough sportsman’s knowledee
of the necessaries of such a jaunt in
such a country can possibly make it.
There is no lodging in farmm houses or
barns, and the daily meuu is not there-
Ly limited to salt pork and rubber pan-
cakes with the tenacity of a porous
plaster and the taste of a bloated in-
sole. Each department of the camp is
governed by inexorable rules,and every
member of the party, baving long ago
absorbed a sportsman’s training, kuows
very well how to observe these laws ot
the lodee.

‘I'he tent is 24x16 feet, with seven foot
wall. Oune apartment is used by the
chef, another is devoted to dining and
a third is fitted up witir eight cots and
ticks, wiliere each man has his own lite
tle sacred domain for the soundest sleep
which ever restored a weary one’s
tissue. There are mirrors and reflected
lights hangiug on the tent poles: there
are trunks at each pillowed and warm-
ly-blanketed cot; a center table is used
in comrmon for sxetees of the distriat,
plans tor the next day’s »campaign, lot-
ter writing, or stories, pipes and eards;
or perchance the entertainment of a
friendly settler eor Indian from the
neighborhood. When the " lodege is
pitched in a grove, as it was ou Island
Lake 1slaund, the game, from a golden
piover o o a six-foot eight-inch swan,
is hung in the trees rouundabout, or
spread on the frozen ground. When the
tent stands in the open, poles and
racks are fixed _in the ground
under tarpaulins. The gume is thus
kept as fresh apd cold as in the best
siorage. In fact, the appointments of
Camwp Anson are perfect, and the severe
hardship and endurance required to
successfully chase these Northern
prairie wastes are most sumptuously
recompensed when the men turn into
the lodge at night. Instead of a frozen,
cheerless tent they are greeted with
perfect order and system, supplemented
with the fumes of the followiug menu:

After dinner, or, rather, after the
feast — which, by the way, is inter-
larded with each man’s story of each
man’s prowess, deubles, long shots and
other achicvements, from a faint modi-
fication of the truth to tales of advent-
ure twelve feet Joug—the dogs — of
wihich there are seven—are fed and put
to bed—chained to the foot of each cot.
It is an fnperative rule in Camp Anson
that the canine contingent shail never
run loose in camp except when the hunt

ison. Therule is an excellent one,
* % =

The zame which abounds in this re-
gion is of great variety. Our bag con-
sisted of white brant, black Canada
geese, mottled-breasted geese, crane,
swan, canvasback, redheads, mallards,
spounbills, widgeons, ruddv and teal
ducks, jacksnipe and golden plover,
prairie chicken, pinnated grouse, jack-
rabbits, badgers and ecdyotes. In a
marsh two miles south of Island lake
we enccuntered wolves. Upon our ar-
rival the shooting was not at its best,
nor has it been during our camp north
of Knox. e attribute this to the fair
weather and the numerous Eastern par=
ties whom we met shooting everything
from craps to eranes. The day before our
advent three Ililnois gentlemen shot 160
canvasbacks on a pass between the two

island lakes. These waters are open,

and no cover being avallable anywiere, '
alter shooting there & week, we moved
to Pleasant Jake, about twenty-three.
miles south. lere we find abundant
rice and grass cover forour boats, which
we are plying to pood effect.

The diary for our five days at Island
lake, which accounts the pit and stabble
shooting of the party, sums up a bag of
562 geese and ducks, besides about 130
pinnated grouse which we killed in
traveling to and from pits and passes.
This attests only in an abridged meas-
ure the resources of this district to the
man who knows how to handle a gun in
a wild country where a knowledze of
the habits of the game is as essential as
the shells in his gun.

1 say only after reflection that there
was not a time of night during our hunt
in this country when one could not
hear the geese in their flight, aud no
tume of day when thousands couid not
be seen tor miles around. The task of
the hunter is to bring the game within
his.range, and this is a task. indeed, be=
times. One of our party is always as-
signed to “locale” geese. His duty it is
to ride over the country during the day
and mark the fields where goese are
feedivg, His reports to us at night are
discussed ana acted on av 4 o’ciock the
following morning, when we are off ina
wagon to dig our pits in the marked
fields. But no man’s eunning was ever
or always a match for thatof a wild
goose. Experience proves thatone may
dig pits a lifetime and never have them
localed just right.

1o sucecessfully hunt this Northern
game here in its own hamlet, one must
be indefatizable from daybreak tull
dark, so hardy in the sport as to over-
come severe hardship and violent ex-
ercise, and he must be a fine shot.
Breeding here where food is abundant,
with nothing but wild wastes to fly over,
the game matures earlier and is stronger
on the wing, Besiaes haviug to deal
with the gamiest of game birds the guns
encumber the most violent winds. The
man who can wing a duck on a still
wood-sheltered lake couldn’t lnt a
feather bed in some of these toy torna-
does of North Dakota.

Qur party is still here, and it means to
stay until late in the present month,
Aside from hunting, eating the delecta-
bles of “*George,” the black priuce, and
sleeping bLeneath canvas, moon and
stars, our camp life has been punctuat-
ed with incidents and accidents more
or less Interesting. An incident was
evidenced yesterday, when our coouk,
contrary to the mute expectations of his
masters, plucked the swan. Finding
two unsightly yellow bodies hanging in
the glare of the mooulight on ovr return
to camp that night, instead of the beau-
tiful white-winged . birds we had shot
that morning, we assaulted the chef en
masse for bhis inartistic sense of the
beautiful. **Well, sub, Marsa Bickel,
Ise dun pick dose swan kase I know’d
how good dey wuz io eat. Dey’ll be
cook tomorrer, suh.” We all expressed
such dangerous mien George became
thoroughly frightened. Oue of us then
mentioned, to  further rebuke him:
*\Why, George, don’t you know a swan
lives to be 200 years old, apd that this
bird will be as tough as Duryea’s rub-
ber boots? Why, you couidn’t get a saw
through the bird, I'll bet a shirt—pass
the waffles!” Yes 1 Kkin,” was the
retort, as a buttered duck fell into a
gallon of milk; **Ise spects to beil ‘im
three days, den roast ’1mn one, and eat
’im de nex’.”

1t was the same night, though, that
we discovered George’s real motive.
‘The party was one villow short, and
George had been sleeping on that non
est pillow. To ease his distress he de-
liberately plucked the swan during our
absence, and made for himself a very
comfortable pillow.

When we finally did get the swan and
sweel potatoes, nothing quite so deli-
cious had tickled our alimentaries for a
long time. 'The meat is of a close,
small, loose fiber, and not unlike a
piece of juicy moose thigh. As a pen=
alty for George’s originality he was
stripped of nis Lase ball shirt and other
apparel and photographed with the
huge swan’s wings affixed and spread-
ing from his ebony shoulders. Ori-
thologists had better apply early fora
chance to examine this new bird.

What may be accounted a common
accident is that ot losiug your way on
the prairic. Having ridden a long
while the other night one _of our party
consulted his compass to ascertain his
direstion, when, to his amazement, the
teamn was moving away from camp at a
greal rate.

‘I'hose intending a jaunt to this*para~
dise of ti e chase should make ample
preparations to be warmly clothed and
well stocked with ammunition. The
alkali water and the atmosphere when
freighted -with it bave an interesting,
though distressing effect upon the eyes
of man and of beast. I observed that as
one is aroused at 4 o’cloek in the morn-
ing, the eyelids are bound by a great
mass of hardened mucus, and the effort
10 clear the sight is not at all slight. So
it is with the dogs, who wake up almost
blind. A good eye lotion is essentially
useful in camp.

Camp Anson was organized in St.
Paul, where, after Lthe base ball season
is over, its members rendezvous for the
annual hunt. The party is usually out
four weeks. and when it returns from
3,000 to 4,000 birds have passed from
further activity into delicious potations
ina hundred different hotnes. Occa-
sionally the boys invite a guest to ac-
company them. but to 1nspire such an
invitation he must have shown that he
1s game for the sport and that he will
enjoy sharing with them a work which
to the tenderfoot would be death in two
days. ln the winter the party hunts
deer for a fortnight. It is a fortunate
cireumstance that the best shooting dis-
tricts scem to lie along the Great North-
ern road. This year good reports come
from Alexandria, Ashby and Lake
Christine and Halloek. The grouse are
so plentiful at Hailock one finds a dog
superfluous. Our party will visit Hal-
lock and Lake Christine on the return
trip. W.
