GOOD MEETING AT OSIIWALO'S
Ol 1 ON DALE STREET.

Republicans Failed to Show Up,
and the Democrats Caught

the Crowd.

At Oshwald's garden out on Dale
street there was an independent Polish
meeting held last evening, but before
the meeting closed it looked more likea
Democratic gathering, and an enthusi-
astic one at that. The club is inde-
pendent, but a great spirit of liberality
and fairness gave free sway to all
spe akers and candidates who desired to
address them.

At that hour
the porter knocked onhis dour to arouse
him, but receiving no answer he "en-
tered the -room, the door being un-
locked, He found Dillon lying in bed.
stone dead, with the bed clothes drawn
over in.

The cor-
oner found that Dillon had swallowed
some carbolic acid, which bad black-
ened his lips. Dr. Whitcomu expressed
the opinion that Dillon had been dead
twenty-four hours.

Upon exaiuiug the effects of ilie de-
erased, a card bearing the address
9950 Oak street, Washington Heights,
Chicago, was found, and also a card
reading "Thomas Whalen, corner Clark
and Jackson streets, Chicago, but no
other papers or letters were discovered.

Avoided -Tleoliujj People.
Dilloncame to the International hotel

Oct. 9. He seemed to avoid the society
of the other guests, and had little to
say to the hotel people. He occasion-
ally patronized the bar, and one night
entered the hotel sotnewnat the worse
furdrink and asked to be shown to his
room. He complained early Tuesday
morning of not feeling and sent for a
picture of water. Seven suits of stylish
clothes.a plentiful assortment of under-
wear anda silver watch constituted his
effects. Only 35 cents in money were
found. Dillon was a telegraph operator,
about thirty-five years old. Ha was
acquainted with George Somers, the
general freight agent of the Great
Northern road. Mr. Burners knew
Dillon when lie (Dillon) was Wot king
for the Great Northwest Telegraph
company in Toronto, Canada, some
years ago.
