18S6 inregard to federal officeholders
taking part Inpoliticalcampaiens. his
resignation has been accepted. Marshal
Bede's letter follows:

Having just learned throuirh the press
dispatches that the president had asked
the heads of departments toenforce his
order of ISifG, which forbids federal ap-
pointees doing campaign work, and as
1cannot in the present crisis consis-
tently nor conscientiously obey such
orders, 1hereby tender my resignation
Of theiuarslialsliip of Minnesota. 1 do
this because the party to which 1 have
ever given my allegiance and in
the principles of whichIhave an abid-
ing faith is tills year being maliarned by
know-nothings and mountebanks and
charged, with evils that come from
others' crimes. Were the conditions
different and the battle an easy one,I
might rest supinely in my birch-bark
tent, but 1believe the time is ripe for
every Democrat to come out of the
wilderness, and Iam coining as fast as
1can. but 1take this action more es-
pecially that 1may join hands with my
friend, Maj.. Baidwiu, who tor two
years, while others incongress wavered,
has stood with both feet on the Dem-
ocratic platform and battled for the in-
terests of the common poeple. Burned
In eftiey by seltish interests, opposed by
local and imported speakers traveling on
special trains over a disirict that covers
almost half the state; with the pine
land rings against him because he
pushed tlirouich the house a billto open
the Ked LaKe reservation; lied about in
their homes and charged with enmity to

Last evening
Bede addressed the voters of Benton
county at Sauk Rapids in behalf of
Baldwin, and, in conversation with
friends after the meeting, he gave
expression as follows: "IfI. cannot
exercise my rights as an American
citizen and express my opinion upon
the vital issues before the people in this
election at the same time, they can take
my office. Ido not want au office so
bad that Iam going to desert a friend
when he needs assistance. It Is not
right for a man to use his office for po-
liticalpurposes, but ifhe attends first
to the public business with which he is
entrusted, as a secondary matter he

The protest sent the president and the
attorney general follows:

An Associated Press dispatch from
Washington states that United States
Marshal Bede. of this state, has ten-
dered his resignation because of the
order forbidding federal officers from
discussing the issues before the people,
and that the attorney general has ac-
cepted the same.

In the name of the Democracy of Min-
nesota we protest against the accept-
ance of his resignation, believing that
Marshal Bede is but doing his duty to
his country, his party and its sacred
cause, and in no way neglecting his
duty to the government.
