Thus it
is that a person may be a candidate upon
many tickets and .•> illnot be the candi-
date of any. The chances seem to be
by large odds in favor of the election of
Mr. Jancey and either Dr. Quinby or
Rev. Gjertsen to till the two vacancies.

The Weil-Known Catholic Di-

vine Fairly Riddles
Gen. Morgan.

HIS PECULIAR ARGUMENTS.

It Is Shown That He Is Only

a Disappointed Office-
holder.

A SCRAP IN A CHURCH.

While the Congregation Is
Singing Two Men Fight-

Local Political Gossip.

Gen. T. J." Morgan's nightmare.

"Koine InPolitics," was the subject of
Father deary's discourse at St. Charles'
church last evening. The largo audi-
toi-ium of the church was taxed to its
fullest capacity. Over 200 chairs had
been placed in the aisles, so that fully
1,200 people were present to hear the
refutation of (Jen. Morgan's unchristian
and un-American attack on the Catholic
church and on the Catholic citizens of
this country. The discourse, occupied
about 1hour and 40 minutes, and the
vast audience constantly manifested
the deepest interest and Father Cleary
held their closest attention. The fol-
lowing is but a brief synopsis of the
able and exhaustive discourse, stillit
conveys a fairly good outline of the
arraments presented:

Father Cleary opened his remarks by
expressing his profound regret that
Gen. Morgan's mischievous mission to
Minneapolis had forced upon him, as
an imperative duty, the present dis-
course, iiefelt no timidity in resent-
ing Gen. Morgan's unwarranted attacks
upon his religion and his loyalty to his
native land. H« had no apology to
offer for his refutation of Gen. Morgan's

vile charges and still more vile insinu-
ations against his church and his fellow
Catholics.

"The wild phantom that disturbed
the Berenlty of (Jen. Morgan's calm and
peaceful dreams," said Rev. Cleary.
••was that the Catholic church was plot-
ting against our free Institutions, and
Catholic priests, at the bidding of Rome,
were scheming, and scheming with suc-
cess, to turn good, loyal Baptist Repub-
licans, likehimself, out of fat offices,
ami to put corrupt, disloyal Roman
Catholics intheir places, tie asserted
without a blush— although an honest
man would certainly hesitate in his
place before stultifying himself quite
so badly— that the Catholic priests
issued political harangues from their
pulpits, and Intimidated their people
into voting for the candidates of the
Democratic party ;in fact, heu.ade the
brazen assertion that the Catholic
church owned the Democratic party.
This ex-Indian commissioner, who had
while in office fully convinced even the
majority of his own party of his unfit-
ness for the position in which President
Harrison had placed him, and who con-
tinues to demonstrate to the world the
practical wisdom of the members of
coneress who voted against his conßrm-
atiou, does not seem to have sufficient
sagacity to realize the ridiculous posi-
tion in which his present crusade is
placing him, and the laughable incon-
sistency of his charges and insinuations
against Catholics and the Catholic
church.

"He. standing in a pulpit of a Baptist
church, the mockery and farce of a
prayer having been uttered to the
Deity by a ministerial clown of that
denomination, invoking heaven's bless-
ings on the calumnies he was about to
proclaim against his fellow citizens,
pleadiug for the Republican party, just
on the eve or an election, and appealing
to the ignorant prejudices of his deluded
audience, has the shameless effrontery
to accuse the Catholic clergy of using
their churches in the interests of the
Democratic party. Ifit is proper for
Baptist ministers to use their pulpits as
politicalrostrums. ai:d to invite disap-
pointed politicians to air their griev-
ances in Baptist churches, it cannot be
very traitorous for the Catholic clergy
to imitate their good, Christian and
patriotic example. What Is proper for
the mild, inoffensive Baptist dove can-
not be very criminal in the 'Romanist'
hawk.

"ButMr. Morgan knew that lie was
stating a most unjustifiable aud villain-
ous lie when he accused the Catholic
elerey of doing a very similar service
for the Democratic |party which he aud
his ministerial supporters were just
then engaged in for the Republican
party. As he and his blundering cleri-
cal friends well know, such a scene as
they presented in the lmmauuel Bap-
tist church that evening has never been
enacted and would not be possible in a
Catholic church. The disappointed of-
ficeholder, in a Baptist pulpit, bemoans
the sad fate of his political party, ap-
peals to the sympathies of his Baptist
friends for his loss of officeand attempts
to persuade them that, these terriule
Catholics are guilty of rank treason
against the American flag, aud
of unpardonable hostility to our
American institutions, because they,
by their ballots, as tree Amer-
ican citizens had presumed to ex-
press their preference for the men and
the parly of their choice. He charges
ten millions of Catholic- American citi-
zens with disloyalty to their country
because of their fidelity to their re-
ligious creed. He knows that the Cath-
olic citizens of this republic have never
faltered in their duty, aud have never
been found wanting when their couutry
needed the devoted service of its
friends. He well knows that no Bene-
dict Arnolds were found among the
Catholic friends of human freedom who
sustained Washington and his brave
compatriots lv the dark aud bloodvdays
of our Revolutionary war. Itmight not
be amiss here to remind him, and all
mock-patriots of this kind, that their
prototype, Benedict Arnold,gave as one
of his reasons for deserting the bravo
baud of patriots who were offering
their lives in defense of human free-
dom that there was too much

'
Romish'

influence surrounding the Father of
his Country.

"The arrant hypocrite plainly proves
his utter disregard for all the proprie-
ties and bis insincerity as a patriotic
American in being conducted by a body-
guard of Orangemen, members of the
Lincoln lodge of Orangemen, who acted
as the ushers at his very un-American
meeting. These men dishonor the name
and the memory of our martyr presi-
dent, Lincoln, who hated religious in-
tolerance and bigotry as be hated hu-
man slavery. Out upon such preten-
tious and hypocritical patriotism.

"AllMr.Morgan's charges against the
Catholic church are based on his irratuit-
ous assumption that the church is a far-
reaching and well-organized political
machine. We Catholics are in position
to know whether such an assumption be
true or not. We certainly have better
opportunities of knowing the churcti
than has Mr. Morgan or Dr. Hoyt. We
could not be hoodwinked or deceived
for any great length of time. We love
our country just as loyally as any other
class of men possibly can. In fact
there in no class of our people who have
greater reason to cherish the institu-
tions of their country than our Catholic
fellow citizens. Does any sane man
imagine that the 9,000, or more, Catholic
priests of this couutry, intelligent, edu-
cated men, could be cajoled intosup-
porting such a gigantic fraud as Mr.Mor-gan would liketo make his dupes believe
the church to be? Imost solemnly de-
clare before high heaven, if the Catholic
church were tue cunningly devised cou

spiracy against my country that JMr.
Morgan feigns to think It is, Iwould
denounce it with all the energy of my
soul. Mr. Morgan protends that: he
would not discriminate against any
Catholic on account of his religion. He
claims to be vory fair. But in the vory
same breath he notes qs a danger to out-
American liberties that the Catholics
hold moru offices iv this country than
the Baptists; that thu mayor and post-
master of Chicago aro Catholics—dan-
gerous, because they are Democrats-
while he does not anticipate so much
danger trom the Irish Catholic lawyer,
who is Dr. Parkhurst's counsel atrauist
the TAimnany ring ivNew York. Con-
sistency is a rnre jewel among the glit-
tering adornments of Mr. Morgan's
Immaculate character.

"(Jen. Morgan revealed the dishonesty
of his mind when ho boldly accused the
Catholic archbishops of plotting against
the institutions of our country, altnougn \u25a0

he, in the same breath, complained that
he did not know what they were doing
in Philadelphia. The reckless and rabid
utterances of fanatical men like Miis
Mr. Morgan betray a diseased mind and
n disordered imagination. He tells half
truths, he garbles and misiuterprotß
Catholic doctrine, as he suppressed a'
large portion of Webster's definition of

°

a bigot, to suit his special purpo.se. His
methods are the methods of ignorance
and bigotry, and belong to ages of rude
barbarism, not to the uulightened fair-
ness of this nineteenth century ol
American civilization. They are en-
tirely out of place in out American life,
and must be despised by all fair-minded
and honest Ameiic.ins, no mailer what
religion they profess or to what political
party they belong. Any political party
or class ot men that invites the support
of this spirit of narrow bigotry and
hypocritical cant will bo doomed to the
fate to which the rabid ranting of Dr.
Burclnird consigned the lifelong ambi-
tion of James G. Blaiue.

"The backbone of all these secret and
avowed conspiracies against human
equality, individual rights and trie
American civilization are German infi-
dels. English Oiangeiueu, back-number
politiciaus and backwoods preachers.
Their support and their friendship are
fatal to any cause they espouse in this
free lana. We Americans are open-
hearted, fair-minded and honest in our
dealings with our fellowmen, and we
spurn with the indignation of honest
men the vile insinuations and ground-
less suspicions of canting hypocrites
against any class of our fellow citizens.

"Honest American citizens make no
class or creed distinctions. Our Catho-
lic people are less clannish, ifanything,
than almost any other class of the peo-
ple. They have never been known to
complain because their Protestant fel-
low citizens held offices which they
might like to hold, and try to have them
removed from office on account of their
religion. The objections even against
Mr. Morgan when he held the office of
Indian commissioner were not on ac-
count of Ins religion, but because of
his unreasoning bigotty and insane
hatred of Catholics and the Catholic
church, and because lie presumed to
abuse the opportunities of his po-
sition under the gei.eral govern-
ment to gratify his hatred. Our
Catholic people are not so unreason-
able as to demand the disfranciiise-
meut of all the Baptists in the couutry
and condemn them as unlit to share the
emoluments of public lifo because one
ot their number proved unworthy oi
public confidence. No American piti
zen has any claim to officialposition on
account of his religion, and no man can
be debarred from office on account of
his creed. When the religious bigots
raise a cry of proscription against a
fellow citizen because of the altar at
which lie may kneel, it becomes the
duty of good citizenship to rally to Ids
support, as the Jewish voters did in toe
city of New York when men of Gen.
Morgan's calibre raised the cry of re-
ligious bigotry agaiust William R.
Grace. They realized the tact that if
one citizen's religion be assaulted to-
day, another may be in the near future.
•No class or creed distinction' is the
motto for ail Americans. The Catholic
church has as much right on American
soil as any other religious denomination.
It claims no favors and asks for no
privileges, but itwillnot complacently
endure proscription. This country was
discoveied by Catholics; the Catholic
church first raised the standard of re-
ligious liberty in this fair land; the first
anthem of Christian worship sent up to
the throne of the Most High from this
loved land of ours was a Catholic hymn

of gratitude and praise: but we claim
no favors for what our faith has done
in this Western world, and we will.not.
rest easy uuder religious proscription."

CZAR IS IMPROVED.
Continued From FiiMPage.

his manifest desire to promote the wel-
fare of his people without great respect
for him. lie has been a Russian of
Russians in.his feeling ami has alined
to develop the national spirit of his peo-
ple. But be has joined with this na-
tional sentiment a deep personal sense
of right and duty."

Inan editorial which appeared in to-
day's Press, Mr. Smith writes of the
czar as follows:

•'The sudden and swift collapse of the
czar in the very prime of life seems
strange and almost incredible. He is
only forty-nine years old. He had the
stalwart (inure and physical prowess of
the Roman otlicers. Standing six foci
two, well proportioned, the very picture
of robust health, about thu strongest
man iv Russia, abstemious, living a
well-ordered life, he sunned the last of
the livingsovereigns upon whom dis-
ease wouldlay its fntal hand. His moral
rectitude aud his upright purpose have
matched his rugged manhood. His char-
acter aud impulses have inspired loyalty
and devotion at home and respect and
confidence abroad. For years he lias been
the sheet anchor of peace in Europe.
As crown prince he won soldierly lau-
rels iv the Russo- Turkish war, but as
emperor he has been supremely devoted
to contiueutal peace, and has been the
surest and most potent force In main-
taining it. Withone hand he moderated
the impulsive ardor of France, and with
the other he warned and checked the
aggressive tendency ot Germany. He
restrained thu hostile spirit of others
and renounced warlike purposes. Had
he been restless and ambitious of mili-
tary glory and aggradizenient he might

easily have applied the torch Which
would have set Europe aiiame. But he
held a steady hand over the great pow-
ers, and refused to bu disturbed or di-
verted by the pitiful s quabblc-sof the
Balkan states. Calm, cool, firm and
self-possessed, he has conserved the
equilibrium aud peace ofEurope.

"Slow in coming to conclusions, a
plodder rather than a genius, when his
determination was reached he was linn
and resolute in enforcing it. He has a
strong will. He has been his own mas-
ter. Ready always to give confidence
he has been himself unmistakably thu
emperor. Though he has rarely sur-
prised the woild with any striking or
daring policy, he has quietly and stead-
ily wrought out achange in the positiou
or Russia which has lifted her from a
secondary place, and made .her the ar-
biter of European peace. Curiously
enough, with all the Russian censorship
aud restriction, the most active and po-
tent agent in leading tbe czar away
from the old foreign influences was a
journalist. Kalkoff, the chief of the
Moscow Gazette, was one of the ablest
and most powerful editors of any coun-
try—a Russian Horace Greeley, and
the alliance of the czar and Kalkotf
siiook the universal intellectual and
diplomatic domination of Bismarck, and
from playing a subordinate part to the
great German chancellor, advanced
Russia to the position of holding tbe
balance between adverse ferces and
dictating the peace of Europe. The
czar pursued this policy with steady
and rational judgment. There were
influences against him that were beut
upon war. He warmly mastered and
controlled them. He had faith in him-
self. He was fullof courage. There is
a prevailing idea that he has lived iv
constant dread and anxiety. But he is
a fatalist, aim hu has moved calmly for-
ward with the conviction that his des-
tiny, whatever itmight be, could not be
changed. Doubtless precautions have
constantly been taken for his safety,
but they have been the measures of
those about him rather than his own.

'•His great service to mankind has
been as the peacemaker of Europe.
What willfollowhis death no one can
tell. The heir to the throne is only
twenty-six. Untilhe made his tour o"f
the world three years ago lie had never
appeared iv any independent public
part. His opinions arc largely a matter
of conjecture. He lacks the physical
proportions of the Romanoff, but within
the last three years lie has materially
matured, and he possesses amiable and
gracious qualities. Itis to be hoped that
when he comes to the throve the influ-
ences about him willbe of a wholesome
character, and that, with a broader lib-
eralism, he willstreugtheu the attitude
of Russia as a conservator of peace. In
that direction, and in his own blameless
life, the dying czar leaves a worthy ex-
ample."

With reference to the published state-
ment that the czare witch is unfriendly
to America, Air.Smith said that this is
a mistake which should be corrected.
As a matter of fact, before the heir to
the throne started on his tour of 1891,
which took him to Chin* aud Japan,
his representatives visited Mr. Smith at
the legation and obtained information
about this country, stating it was the
desire of the czurewitch to visit the
United States. The idea was finally
abandoned wheu it was found that the
ttip wouldconsume too much time.

Precipitate Stagnation in the Lon-
don Market.

London, Oct. 21.—The money market
during the weeu was unchanged. Thu
stock market was inactive. Speculation
was almost suspended, owing to the un-
certainty concerning the czar and the
ameer of Afghanistan. The Jewish
holiday also teudeci to diminish the vol-
ume of business, except in the market
for mine shares, where great activity
still prevailed. The week"s movements
were almost without exception dowu:
waid. Hussian, German, French, Span-
ish and Turkish securities were heavy.
Home railway securities dropped con-
siderably. The settlement which com-
mences next Wednesday is expected to
show that there has been a large ac-
count opened for a rise.
