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OUTLAWS ON A RAID,

Reign of Terror in Indian
Territory Becomes a Car-
nival of Crime.
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SMALL TOWNS LOOTED.

The Cook Gang of Despera-
does on a Tour of Whole-
sale Robbery.

TALA AND WATOVIA SUFFER.

The Thieves Outwitted in an

Attempt to Hold Up a
Train.

TartLe Rock, Ark., Oct. 23.—Last
pnight’s programme in the great carnival
of crime which is now holding the
beards in the Indian territory consisted
of the wholesale robbery of several
small towns in genuine desperado stvle
by Bill Cook, supported by a strong
company of eight or ten tollowers.
Four men rode into the town of Wato-
via early in the evening, making their
approach by a promiscuous discharge
of firearms. ‘I'he bandits terrorized tae
inhabitants, and most of them sought
safety in their homes behind barricaded
doors. The outlaws visited every store
in the villaze and ran the merchants
away with Winchesters and revolvers.
Thev took from the stores all the money
they could find and everything else
they wanted. The Warovia postoffice
was robbed of about $60 in cash and 355
in stamps,

From Watovia the gang rode on to
Tala, ten miles away, where they re-
peated their depredations. They rode
into town and proceeded at once torob
stores. Every store in the place was
visited, and the proprietors compelled
at point of revolvers and Winchesters to
turn over their cash. The postoftice
was also robbed of stampsand a small
amount of money. The bandits entered
the town boldly, and made no effort to
conceal their identity: none were
masked. From reports of their descrip-
tion, they were undoubtedly the same
gang that held up the Missouri Pacific
train at Coreta siding Saturday night.
It is believed that it was the bandits’
intention to rob the Missouri Pacific
Passenger Train No. 281 at Tala. While
they were holding up the postofiice tlie
train pulled into the station. ‘The train
men were notified of the presence of
the gang, and the train was started at
once. Tala is near Claymore, and
about forty miles west of Coreta. The
bandits did not tarry long after the
train pulled out. 'I'hey ezalloped out ot
town discharging their Winchesters.

ESCAPLED tHis HALTER.

Alabama Wife Murderer Ends
Life With Morphine.

BIRMINGHAM, Ala., Oct. 23.—At Falk-
ville teday the body of Dr. William
Tuarney, who has been missing for sev-
eral days, was found in a small cottage
in wnieh he dwelt. The doors were
locked, and a ha!f-empty morphine bot-
tle on the bed told the tale of suicide,
though the corpse was too badly decom-
posed to admit of an autopsy. Dr.
Turney. who was a Methodist minister,
seventy=two years of age, married a
-beautiful young woman, his third wife.
Three years ago he became insanely
jealous ot her, and one day saw her
talking to another man on the street.
When she came home he seized and
choked her to death without warning.
He was arrested, but declared insane,
and sent to the lunatic asylum at Tus-
caloosa. Six months ago the asylumn
physicians pronounced him cured, and
he was released from custodv. When
he returned he learned that the prose=
cution against him for wife murder was
about to be renewed, and circumstances
indicate he deliberately planned suicide.
He was at one time prominentin church
affairs.

STRIKERS iN COURT.

Pueblo A. R. U. Men Plead Not
Guilty to Riot,

PveEsLo, Col.. Oct. 23. — Twenty-
tiree Trinidad railroad men, most of
them prominent members of the A. R.
U., pleaded not guilty before Judge
Hallet in the federal court today of re-
sisting United States marshals and inter-
fering with the administration of jus-
tice at Trinidad during the Pullman
boycott and A. R. U. strike. Sixty
deputy marshals were disarmed and
ili-treated by strikers at Trinidad July
1, and these men are charged with the
act. They deny participating in it.

BIRDS HAD FLOWN.

New York Police railed to Cap-
ture the IFrench Embezzlers.
PimiLApELPHIA, Pa.,, Oct. 23.-The

I steamship Illinois, from Antwerp,ar=
rived here today; but the embezzlers,
Mayot and Bazer, who are accused of
absconding from Roubaix, France, on
the 8th inst., with 130,000 francs be-
longing to the Credit i.yonnaise, were
not ou board. Cable dispatches re-
ceived by Aorton, Bliss & Co., the New
York representatives of the Credit
Lyonnaise, state that the men were be-
lieved to have sailed for this country
on the steamer 1liinois, which left there
on Oct. 15. On the arrival of the
steamer here an attache of the Credit
Lyonnaise boarded her, but the :men
were not found. Capt. Ferguson ex-
pressed ignorance of the affair, and
said tnere was a possibility that the
men had gotten ashore befora the ar-
rival of the deputy marshal, although
he thought it unlikely. He knew no
passengers answering the description
given of the French absconders.

Dynamite on the Doorstep,
FuLrTon, lil., Oct. 23.—People are be-
coming badly terrified since the fire ot
the 12th. They are in constant fear of
incendiansm. Now a greater danger
confronts them. ‘This morning a bomb
two feet long, containing a heavy charge
of dynamite and & firing charge of gun-
powder, was found at the door of a fur-
niture store. The fuse had burned
nearly to the bomb and gone out. Had
the bomb exploded, several buildings
wouid have been wrecked.

Goocd Subject for Lynchers.
PApucan, Ky., Oet. 23. — Wiiliam
Green, a merchant aged fifty-five years,
is in jail, charged with the most fiendish
outrage of the nine-vear-old daughter
of Max Stromberg. Green Is charged
with enticing the little girl into his
store yesterday. Today the victim’s
mother discovered the condition of her
daughter and learned all. Physicians
afterward confirmed the story. The
city isin a state of great excitement
tonight. The girl is im a precarious
condition. Mob viclence is feared.

Woman at the Sottcm of Ft,
OMATIA, Neb., Oct. 23.—The case of
Rev. L. M.Campbell against the banker,
Frank C. Johnson, for $50,000 for alien-
ating his wife’s atfections, is on trial in
the district court. Both are well known.
Campbell alleges that Johnson broke
up his home, and the defendant charges
that the suit is a species of blackmail.

A RUSH AT THE CLOSE.

Vigorous Covering by Shorts
Sent Wheat Up After a
Weak Day.

CORN AND OAYS FOLLOW.

Strong at the Close--Provis-
ions Dull, Weak and
Declining.

DULL DAY IN STOCKS.

Market PracticallyConfined to
Professional Trading and
Closed Unsettled.

CHICAGO, Oct. 23.— After a dull and
weak session, due to a combination of
bearish influences, the wheat market
woke up at the finish today, and, star-
tled by vizerous covering by shorts,
closed gc¢ higher for December. May
corn closed unchanged, May oats un-
changed and provisions at slight de-
clines.

Heavy 12ceipts in the Northwest to-
day and heavy accumulations of country
elevator stocks in that part of the coun-
try during the last week were the chief
intluences in wheat at the opening. The
market dropped 4§c¢ of its previous
value as soon as trading commenced.

Shorts, who had been waiting for
some of what they call good bear news
to cover on, had in that an opportunity
to do so, for the local scalpers comn-
menced to sell, and 200,000 or 300,000 bu
changed hands at from 52'Jc to
52%¢c for December, and from 573c to
57}c¢ for May. But when the wheat
tor sale at those prices was cxhausted
the price reacted to the higzhest price
previously paid.

December, which closed yesterday at
52%¢e, opened at 52%¢c. It stood at 523Kc
for a long time, with an occasional dip
1-16e below that, and when Bradstreet’s
visible came in it sold for a few mo-
ments at 52'5e. An iuquiry for hard
spring wheat was reported at some
sales. New York wired that if freight
room were plentiful a heavy export
business would be done. Thosu latter
matters caused some shorts to cover,
and caused December to touch 52%c
about half an kour from the close, and
at the finish sent it to 53c.

Corn.was weak at the start and dur-
ing the first half of the session; firm
and in good demand during the latter
half. May opened at 493{c, or J5c below
its closing value on the day before. It
remained duli, selling at 49%¢c for a sec-
ond, but steady for the greater part of
the time in the torenoon at 493{c. After
the estimated receipts for tomorrow
were known to be very small and some
shipping demand was found to exist
the market became firm, and near the
end quite strong, May advancing to
504e, and closing at 59%gc bid.

Trading in oats was limited. The
market followed - corn, and even
though the offerings were light, they
far exceeded the inquiry. May started
at 321¢, touched 32%¢c and sold down to
3214c, reacting with corn and closing at
3226¢.

Provisions were very duall and had
none of the firmness which was thought
to be underlying the market yesterday.
The opening prices were a shade under
closing quotations of yesterday, and a
slight further decline occurred later
and was still maintained at the end.
Compared with ciosing prices of theday
before, pork is T%5c and lard and ribs
each 5¢ lower. Hog receipts today were
20,000, and 30,000 are estimated for to-
morrow. The decline was in sympathy
with corn, but the market failed to rally
wiien the grain market advanced.

STILLWA(xx NEWS,
Brennan Company Logs to Be

Sawed at Stillwarter.

George H. Atwood, proprietor of the
Atwood saw mill, has completed ar-
rangements for the sawing of the entire
ot of logs owned by the Brennan Lum-
ber company, of Hinckley, and the St.
Paul & Duluth road will soon begin
transporting the logs to this city, at the
rate of fifty cars per day. requiring two
special trains. The exact quantity of
these logs is not known, but it will be
from 16,000,000 to 20,000,000 feet, and
their conversion into lumber means the
employment of a larger number of men
in the Atwood yards. 1n order to reach
the logs the Duluth road was compelled
to lay about a mile of tracks at Hinck-
ley, and the Stillwater transfer company
wiil deposit them in the lake, near the
Atwood mill. It is hoped that this will
be a permanent thing for Stillwater,
and Mr. Atwood is to be congratulated
upon securing such an extensive con-
tract.

The night school at the prison is pro-
gressing more favorably this fall than
ever before, and there 1s now an enroll-
ment of 190 convicts,divided into grades.
The school is heid in the large dining
hall on Monday, Wednesday and Friday
of each week. and 1s under the direction
of C. Aylard, principal of the Stillwater
high school. In speaking of the sehool
Warden Wolfer said that he proposes to
give every illiterate conviet an eduea-
tion, and that he is gratefully surprised
at the interest taken in the school by all.
Ten convict teachers are employed.

A statement made by the relief com=~
mittee selected by the citizens of Still-
water to receive donations for the fire-
stricken residents of Hinckley and
cther cities in Pine county shows that
Stillwater people were very liberal in
their donations. ‘The committee se-
cured about $2,600 in cash and fully as
imuch more in provisions, lumber, cloth-
lug, ete. It has taken nine cars to
transport Stillwater donations thus far,
and the committee still has $1,300 in the
treasury.

The tender of the fee of 310. made
yesterday by H. N. Setzer, as candidate
for county attorney on the Democratic
ticket, was refused by Auditor Brown.
