Aberdeen. S. D.. Nov. 10.—Fire in

the village of Frederick tonight nearly
wiped out the place. Fylpaas' large
general store, Daly's general store, the
City hotel, Simmons & Howe's bank,
Pettinggill's drug store, the post office
building, a meat market and a large
number of smaller stores and places of
business were destroyed. The origin,
loss, etc.. are not known. At 7 o'clock
help was asked of Aberdeen's depart-
ment, but no locomotive was available
to make the run. At 8 the flames were
said to be under control.

ONE MAN LYNCHED.

Says a Rumor From the Red Lake
Country.

Dulctit, Minn.. Nov. 10.—A special
from Deer River, Itasca county, says
that two white men. one named Lee, of
West Superior, and a number of Indian
haifbrefeds were escorted out of town by
a strong guard of heavily aimed settlers.
Lee and his party were intending to
visit lands bordering on the Red Lake
reservation with the object of filing
Indian scrip on them. Other parties
had done the same thing a few weeks
before and the settlers who are holding
down the claims resolved to put a stop
to it. Lee said they came to Deer Liver
under direction of J. B. Arnold, a West
Superior attorney, aud that a settler
named Brown was to show them some
lands. He pleaded that Ins party be
allowed to leave the country with their
lives and the settlers who had procured
ropes and rifles finally consented. A
party then started to look for Brown
Btid it has since been reported that he
was lynched. Threats against Arnold's
life were freely indulged in.

WHO HAS TENNESSEE
That State Still in Suspense

Over the Result of the
Election.

BOTH PARTIES CLAIM IT.

Charges of Fraud Are Being
Freely Made on Either

Side.

DOUBT IN CALIFORNIA, TOO.

Pops Get Nothing in Texas-
Latest Figures on Elec-

tion Results.

Nashville, Term., Nov. 10.—10 p.
—There has as yet been no solution

that is officialin the gubernatorial sit-
uation. There is much excitement, and
newspaper bulletin boards have b?en
surrounded by throngs all day and to-
night the street In front of the Ameri-
can office is crowded. Both committees
claim the election, but both say they
have not official returns from
all counties and can give only es-
timates. The returns have come in
earlier than ever before, but there has
not been for thirty years as close a race
as the present one. Heretofore sufficient
counties have been heard fiom election
night to show conclusively the result,
but tuis time all calculations have been
upset, and it will taKe returns from all
counties to show who is elected gov-
ernor. As yet only estimates . as
to the entire state can be given.
Secretary Brock.of the Republican com.
mittee, says Evans, the Republican, is
elected by 1,60S majority, with one Re-
publican county to hear from. Chair-'
man Carroll says Tumey, Democrat, is
elected according to official and unoffi-
cial but trustworthy returns received by
him. The American has officialreturns
from seventy-five counties and unoffi-
cial returns and reliable estimates from
the. remaining twenty-one counties
which give Turney 1,197 over Evans.The
absence of official returns makes the
result extremely doubtful. There have
been charges of fraud by both sides,
but they do not seem to have assumed
definite shape. Tonight Republicans
serenaded Mr. Evans, who is in the city,
and wanted him to speak, but he de-
clined. Both of the parties charge each
other with holding back returns, al-
though the newspapers have received
returns more rapidly than from any
previous election.

Will Be Contested.
Midnight—The Democratic executive

committee practically admits the elec-
tion of Evans, Rep., on tbe face of the
returns. The Republican committee
claims his election by from 1,400 to 1.500
votes. There will from present in-
dications be a contest when the
legislature meets to canvass the
returns. The legislature is Dem-
ocratic in both" branches. The
Democrats claim that they have conclu-
sive evidence of frauds perpetrated in
East Tennessee counties, and that re-
turns from many of them have been
padded to show more votes and larger
majorities for Evans than he received,
and that when these are eliminated,
Turuey's undisputed vote will give
him a majority. The legislature
meet 3in January, 1895. Further
returns tonight from two counties
in West Tennessee show that the
former statements from them were in-
correct, and reduce Turncy's vote about
1,200, which elects Evans by the face of
the returns, 'lhe American from late
and corrected returns admits that Evans
has 050 over Turuey from the face of
the returns.

WILL BUDD GET IX?

ItWill Take Official Count to De-
cide in California.

San Francisco, Nov. 10.—The close
of the election finds the politicians and
the public generally, in California very
much at sea in regard to the
result of the gubernatorial elec-
tion in this state. What was at
first supposed to be a decided victory
for Budd, Democratic candidate, ha's
now developed into a question of very
serious doubt, and the official canvass
willprobably be left to decide the con-
test between Budd and his opponent,
Estee. During the last twenty-four
hours there has been a great reduction
in Budd's plurality, and with the
receipt ofelection returns from almost
every county he suffers the loss a few
votes. There are 2,274 election pre-
cincts in the state, and, when returns
have been received from 1,000 of them,
Budd apparently had a safe plurality
of over 2,000, and his election was
conceded practically by every one.
The situation has changed since then,
however, and now with 2.008 precincts
heard from, his plurality has dwindled
to 500. In the meantime the Democratic
state central committee is claiming
Budd's plurality in the city of San
Francisco will be 500 in excess of
1,100, which had been generally
accepted for the last day or two. If
this claim is correct, then Budd's
plurality new Is 1,000, with over
200 precincts in the state to be heard
from. There is a prospect now that, if
Budd is declared elected after the offi-
cial canvass next week, the Republicans
will contest it and carry the matter to
the legislature, which is strongly Re-
publican. jSo far as the remainder of
the state tlckat is concerned, the Re-
publicans have carried practically
everything, aud have also elected six of
the seven congressmen.

POPULARITY AS A MERIT.

Congressmen Towne and Mc-
Cleary Are Aspiring

Young Men.

THE COUNTRY CANDIDATES.

The Three Great Cities Will
Have No Candidate for

Speaker. -

The game of politics in now playing
for new stakes, and the skirmish pre-
ceding the meeting of the legislature
and the induction of the officers-elect
into office has begun to shape Itself.
There are numerous applications for
offices in the «ift of the legislature, as
well as patronage to be dispensed by
state and county officers-elect. The
play for the United States senate is
one In which the professionals will

notjliave a clear field, but will have
to ; consider the "hands held" by
some men brought to the surface by the
storm of last Tuesday. Before the elec-
tion there were plenty of political seers
who would say that Senator Washburn
had a walkover for re-election. That
was a prediction made upon the theory
that the state would have a narrow es-
cape from a defeat to the Republican
party. Since the election there are so
many men that need larger hats that
the same prophets are willingto admit
that Senator Washburn has the hardest
fight of his life on his hands.
The fact that 'his managers ex-
pended a large sum of money six years
ago is even used as an argument against
his election now. Then, there are a
half-dozen men in this state who are
convinced that they are bigger men
than Hon. William D. Washburn.
Some of them ran for congress, and re-
ceived so many thousand more votes
than their opponents that they are per-
suaded that personal popularity and
ability are bound up in themselves, and
that it is but a laudable ambition to ask
for a position in the American house of
lords.

The names, mentioned in the Globe
as aspirants for the place of Senator
Washburn, do not make up the com-
plete list. While Comstock. Kinney,
Tawney, Lind, Heatwole and Sabiu are
listed, yet there are others who are not
less formidable.

C. A. Towne. of the. growing city o
Duluth, proved to be one of the most
brilliant orators iv the country in the
campaign, and his defeat of that brainy
and popular congressman, Mr. Baldwin,
by over 11,000, shows a personality that
cannot be overlooked. It would" be a
tribute to young men in politics as well
as the northern part of the state to put
him in the shoes ofSenator Washburn.

Another possibility is Congressman

McCleary, of the Second district. He
demonstrated his popularity by securing
the largest plurality of any candidate,
having more than 12,000 votes above that
of his Democratic cpponeut. Prof. Mc-
Cleary is a polished gentleman, and his
scholarly attainments would make him
an ornament to the state in such a

body. He is well read In current litera-
ture, and has made au especial study of
finance. , Ills temperament would suit
the United; States senate.

A meeting of the
Republican delegation was held Friday
evening in this city, at which it was de-
cided that no bandit ate would be pre-
sented:from Ramsey county for speaker
or clerk of either branch. Minneapolis
will.be out, when making up a list of
candidates, because of loyalty to Sena-
tor Washburn and a desire to use the
trading force of the delegation in his
interest.' Duluth is pledged to Senator
Washburn, because ofcommon railroad
interests, and will not have a candidate
for speaker, unless the fight should be.
such as to make it advisable to wringone in the interest of Mr. Washburn.
Then the fact that Mr. To woe is a can-didate for the position, in case Mr.Washburn's defeat seems probable.will
keep the delegation from St. Louis
county out of the race for sneaker.

Contemplated Army Changes

Greatly Modified by
Later Orders.

MILES GOES TO NEW YORK,

Gen. Ruger to Chicago anc
Gen. Forsyth to San

Francisco

GEN. MERRITTINTERVIEWED

Much Pleased Over the Out-
come — Other Army

Changes Bulletined.

Washington, Nov. 10.—As a result
of correspondence between the war de-
partment and the army department
commanders who would be affected by
the retirement of Gen. Howard, it was
found that some of the generals were
not disposed to make a change from
their present station. The only change*,
therefore, that will be made are the
following:

Gen. Miles will go to New York, Gen.
Ruger to Chicago and Geu. Forsyth to
San Francisco.

It was expected that the changes
would be more extensive, as some of the
other commanders had signified a dispo-
sition to shift their headquarters and a
schedule had been drawn looking to the
transfer of Gen. Brooke from Omaha to
St. Paul, of Gen. Merritt from St. Paul
to San Francisco and the assignment of
Gen. Forsyth to Omaha. But all this
was conditional upon Gen. Brooke's
pleasure and was set aside when
in answer to Gen. Schofield's
telegram offering him, by direc-
tion of the president, the option
of going to St. Paul. Gen. Brooke re-
sponded by telegram this afternoon,
that he preferred to remain in his pres-
ent command. It is supposed at the
war department that the officers do not
care to make a change after having
made their arrangements for the ap-
proaching winter, but it is expected
that when Gen. McCook retires in the
spring, thereby creating another vacan-
cp in the commands, advantage will be
taken of the opportunity to make fur-
ther changes. As a consequence of the
promotion of Col. Forsyth to be briga-
dier general, Lieut. Col. E. V. Sumner,
Eighth cavalry, becomes colonel of the
Seventh cavalry; Maj. Thomas Mc-
Gregor, Second cavalry, becomes lien-
teuant colonel of the Eighth cavalry;
Capt. W. M. Wallace, Sixth cavalry, be
comes major of.theSecond cavalry ; First
Lieut A. B. Bioeksom, Sixth cavalry,
becomes captain of the Sixth cavalry,
and Second Lieut. J. A. Marman, Fifth
cavalry, becomes first lieutenant of the
Sixth.

GEN. MERRITT INTERVIEWED

He Is Much Pleased at Remaining
in St. Paul.

Washington, Nov. 10. — Secretary
Lamont is today arranging the transfers
among commanders of army depart-
ments, due.to the retirement of Gen.
Howard. At present the plan is to
make the following changes: Gen.
Miles, from Chicago to New York; Gen.
Roger, from San Francisco to Chicago;
Gen. Mtrritt. from St. Paul to San
Francisco; Gen. BrooKe, from Omaha to
St. Paul. Gen. Forsyth is to be sta-
tioned at Omaha, Gen. McCook is to re-
main at Denver, Gen. Wheaton, at San
Antonio and Gen. Otis, at Vancouver
Barracks. The only change which
might affect the programme depends
upon the desire of Gen. Brooke. He
has been telegraphed to by the war de-
partment inquiring whether the change
will be agreeable to him.

The foregoing telegram was received
through the Associated Press at the
Globe office yesterday afternoon, and.
acting on the information, a Globe re-
porter repaired to the Army building
and gamed an audit n.'e with Gen.
Wesley Merritt, commander of the De-
partment of Dakota. The orderly in
charge escorted the reporter to a seat
iv the general's office, and a tew min-
utes later Gen. Merritt appeared with a
typewritten telegram in hand, and his
countenance plainly displayed the fact
that the message bore him good news.

"Gen. Merritt," said the reporter,
"the Globe has been advised that you
willbe placed in command of the army
of California, and will therefore leave
St. Paul."

"Oh, no," was the response. "While
it seemed extremely probable yesterday
and this morning that my command
would be changed to California, I have
here assurances \u25a0 that my personal
wishes iiavu been gratified from Gen.
Schotield."

Unfolding the telegram which he had
been holding fast in his left hand, the
general said it was the last of several he
had received .during the day. It was a
rather lengthy message from Gen. J.M.
Schofield, stating that, as military
duties did not necessitate his removal
to California, his personal desires had
been adhered to, and "orders accord-
ingly will be issued tins afleruoon as-
signing another otheer in command ol
California."

(Jen. Merritt then explained that he
had sent a message to the war depart-
ment stating that he didn't object to go
to California if military duties made it
necessary, but personally he desired
to remain in St. Paul. "Gen. How-
ard," -said the geiferal, *"retired
ou the Bth. and Gen. Miles, com-
mander of the department of Mis-
souri, will sin-reed him as commander
of the department of the East with
headquarters In New York city. Gen.
Ruger will succeed Gen. Miles as com.
mauder of the department of the Mis-
souri with headquarters at Chicago."

The reporter informed Gen, Merrill
that he had heard ninny expressions ol
sorrow at his reputed change, his many
friends desire his presence in St. Paul.
lit- replied he thought he had many
friends in St. Paul and loved the city,
and lor that reason felt very happy that
his personal preferences had been grati-
fied and he would remain here for teu
months or a year, at which time he fell
sanguine of a promotion.
