Graphic Description of the
Great Generals and
Their Battles.

STREETER JURY DISAGREES.

Big Wil Fire--Boy Drowned
While Skating--General
Miscellany.

The Lyceum theater was comfortably
filled last evening by a select audience
to hear the distinguished Confederate
general, Senator Gordon, of Georgia,
deliver his leciure, entitled **The Last
Days of the Confederacy.” Seated on
the platiorm were many of the most
distinguished of the Minneapolis citi-
zens, among others Mayor Eustls,
Mayor-eleet Pratt, Past Commander of
the G. A. R. Judge Rea, J. B. Bassett,
Col. Roberts, Gen. Wilson and B. F.
Neison. Mayor Eustis in a very happy
vein introdueed Gen. Gordon.

The lecturer began in a low, almost
inaudible voice. Gradually he raised
his tones, and after the first three min-
utes had elapsed, held his audience
spelibound for fully two hours. The
Zreat Dattles from Gertysburyg to Appo-
mattox were vividly described, and such
is his power of description that the audi-
ence was convulsed with laughter,imme-
diately to be followed by aadible sighs,
and some even shedding tears. His
oratory is of the highest order. and asa
word painter he has but few equals.
Every sentence breathed patriotisin,
and while he eulogized in unmeasured
terms the bravery and selfa-bnegation
of tke Confederate soldier., vet ne was’
equally as generous in his tribute to the
valor, and patriotism of the boys in
biue.

He paid a high tribute to Gens.
Meade, Hooker, Grant, Sheridan, Han-
cock and Custer, but in attempting to
delineate the character, the mental
qualities and the genius of Gen. Lee he
seemed to be overcome with emotion and
his language was taxed to convey the
thoughts that were obvious!y struggling

for uiterance. In a whirlwind
of eloquence. he described Stone-
wall Jackson as an awe-inspiring

thunderbolt. His desecription of the
council of war held by Gen. Lee and his
staff on the eve prezeding his surrender
was graphic in the extreme. So vividly
did e describe the meeting of Grant
and Lee that the auditor believed him
self 1o be a witness of the last great act
in the nation’s traggic drama. Nothing

COULDN'T AGREBR,

Jury in the Streeter Case Is Dis-
charged.

At 5 o’clock yesterday atternoon

Judge Smith entered the deserted court

room at the county court house,followed

by W. A. Laneaster, Judge Shaw, W. S.

} Streeter and members of the press.

“Bring in the jury, Mr. Sheriff,” was
the order of the ecourt, and a few mo-
ments later the twelve men filed in and
took their seats in the jury box.

*Gentlemen of the jury, have you
agreed upon a verdiel?” asked the clerk.

**No, sir; we have not.”

*'1s there any prospect of your agree-
ing?” asked the court.

*No, sir; there is not, your honor.
We stand just the same now as we did
vesterday morning,”” was the answer of
the foreman.

“There are no lezal questions in-
volved, are there?”

“No, sir.”

“Well, it has taken a good while to
try this case, and we ought to get a vere
diet, if possible. Have you quit dis-
cussing it?”’

**No, sir,” answered another of the
jury. **We are still at it.” “We can’t
agree,” added another.

*Do you think [ ought to keep them
out all night?” asked the court, turning
to Streeter’s counsel.

“I hardly think we ought to ask it,”
answered Judge Shaw. **Your honor,
of course, is the best judge of that.”
Mr. Lancaster coincided with Judge
Shaw’s views In the matter, and the
court turned ence more to the jury and
asiked azain whether there was any
possible chance of a verdict. One little
man. who evidently had 2 mind of his
own, shook his head vigorously, and
said there was not the slightest.

A moment later they were dischargea
from further cousideration of the ease
and from attendance at this term of
court. The first ballot stood 7 to 5 in
tavor of conviction,which later changed
to6to6. After some further balloting
one man lost his mind and voted a
blank, leaving the ballot 5 to 6 in favor
of conviction.

Thus ends the second trial of Streeter
on the first indictment. The two trials
have cost the county between $2,000 and
$3,000, with the chances in favor of the
larger sum. There is no probability
that the case will ever be tried again,
since the jury in both trials has been so
evenly divided. Streeter was dismissed
by the court on this count, but orderei
to appear in the district court tomorrow
at 10 o’clock to answer to the seeond
Indictment.

A $50,000 FIRE,

A disastrous fire struck Minueapolis
yesterday afternoon.
