Three judges of the distriet court
i found themselves called to sign an im-
portant decision, which was filed with
the clerk late last evening. The suit
was brought by J. C. Harper et al
against Walter N. Carroll, assignee ot
| the Citizens’ bank, et al., to enforce the
double fiability of the stockhoiders of
the bank. Demurrers were interposed
by some of the defendants on the
ground that they had transferred their
stock more than a year previous 1o the
bringing of the suit, and consequently,
according to the law of the state, were
not liable,

Judges Smith,Bond and Elliott signed
| the order which sustains the demurrers,
reinforcing their ovinion to the extent
{ of several pages of memoranda. The
point to be decided in the case was as to
wien the ‘'year previous to the bring-
ing of the suit” should ecommence.
The plaintiffs argued that it should

commence at the time of the in-
solvency proceeding, while the de-
fendants, who demurred at that

construetion of the law, claimed that
the commencement of the year ot lia-
bility, which 1s provided for under the
double hability law of the state, should
commence at the time of the transfer,
and that a suit brought after a year from
that time could not be legally effective.

It was hoped Ly the plaintiffs in the
case that a Judgment could be rendered
in their favor, since such a decision
meant that a large number of stocke=
holders in the different insolvent banks
could be held for the indebtedness of
the banks. ‘They disposed of their
stock more than a year before the pres-
ent suit was comumenced, which was
brought about unine months after the
insolveney of the bank.

It may be because the
street lamps were not lit, or because
the overseers of the poor were spending
; too much money: but whatever it was,
! 1t was generally enough to make him
“kick.” It will be remembered that
some time ago he moved an old shack
of a house down town on one of the
streets near the railroad station, right
where every one would see it. It was
\an awful eyesore, but in vain did the

citizens  protest. Morse insisted on
| keeping it there, although he had to
leave it on ties to keep it standing, and
then it leaned even more than the
tower of Pisa. It was his lana and his
house, and he had a right to do what he
pleased. :

Lately he has taken a new turn, and
yesterday the authorities discovered
that he had built a sidewalk half-way
into the street where the old ark was.
Thomas Ohm, the street commissioner,
and assistants immediately started to
remove that sidewalk back onto the lot.
Morse had built a fence just inside the
walk, and he and his son sat down there
to prevent the walk being moved. It
was necessary to trample on them, but
Morse soon fouud that they were de-
termined to do the work.

GRAND JUtY ADJOURNS,

But on Monday the Ging Murder
Will Be Discussed.

The grand jury adjourned ye¥erday
afternoon at 4 o’clock without making a 4
report, and will resume their session at'
2 p. m. on Monday. At that time the
Ging murder wiil be taken up and in-
vestigated, with the possible bringing
of an indictment against the Hayward
boys, who are now in jail on an order
continuing their cases in the municipal
court until Thursday. 1t is thought that
in the meantime the witnesses in the
case, so far as known, ean all appear
xrg‘urc the grand jury, and that suf-

cient material will have been secured f

by that time to warrant the bringing of
an indictment.

Among the other indlctments brought
in is one against William Gillen on a
charge of arson- Gillen is the same man
against whom there is now a charge of
forgery pending, He was also tried an
a charge of perjury 1n the district court
some four years ago. Gillen is charged
with having piaced a small stock of
merchandise, valued at a small amount,
in a storeroom and then to have scen to
it that the building was burned down.
The reason for the burning is found in
the fact that the stock had been insured
for 1,000 but a short time previously to
the fire in the Manchester Fire Assur-
ance Company of Manchester, Eng.

Settled Amicably.

Ingersoll for obeying the instructions
of his employers in Chicago—the Ed-
ward Thompson company—in taking a
set of English and American Encyclo-
pedia of Law from the office of C. R.
Camercn seems to have been amicably
settled, the books having been re-
turned to Mr. Cameron by the publish-
Ing company named. Mr. Cameron is
well satisfied that Mr. Ingersoll was an
innocent agent in the matter, as the let-
ter of iestruction to him from the Chi-
cago firm plainly shews; and such In-
struetions were given under a misap-
prehension of the facts. As the firm is
of very high standing with the legal
profession, and both Mr. Caweron and
Mr. Inzersoll are intelligent gentlemen,
nothing more than mutual explanations
were necessary to satisfy all of the good
faith of eachand the entire innocence of
Mr. Ingersoll. who had unwittingly
taken what he supposed was his em-
ployers’ proverty.

DENVER FINANCIER’S IDEA.

Issue $500,000.000 in Bonds and
Loan Them to Banks.

DENVER, Col., Dec. 7.—David H. Mof-
fatt, president of the First National
bamk, proposes the following financial
plan to stop the withdrawal of gold
from the treasury:

*Let the government issue £500.000,«
000 in bonds, bearing 214 per cent 1nter-
est, and sell them to national banks at
par; amend the national bank law so
that these bonds may be used as the
basis of eirculation, and let the banks
be allowed to issue against them at par
their own circulating notes, which shail
be made legal tender, in no denomina-
tion less than $10. Also repeal the tax
on national bank circulation, which
woald, in effect, raise the interest on
the government vbonds to about 3 per
cent. In taking up all the bills of
smaller denomination than $10, silver
will be pat iu circulation as change.”

TWO SCHEMES CORITICISED,

Workings of Carlisle’'s and Eck-
els’ Plans Illustrated.

WasniNGToN, Dec. 7.—Mr. Cerlisle’s
plan of currency reform is naturally at-
tracting great attention, in and out of
congress. Mr. Carlisle, it is expected,
will next Monday appear before the
house committee on banking and cur~
rency to answer any questions that he
may be asked in further explanation of
his preposition. While Mr. Carlisie’s
plan is favorably commented on by
many prominent members of Dboth
houses, there are others whose opinions
are of value who argue that the
plan proposed by Comptroller Eck-
els in his apnual report has su-
perior merit, and, when thor-
ovghly understood, wili meet with
general approval. A prominent sena=
tor, who is a recognized authority on the
financial question, said (o a representa-
tive of the Assuciated Press: *Mr.
Carlisle’s plan for currency reform,
when applied to practice, will produce
the following results: Taking, for the
purpose of illustration. the example of
a bank having $100,000 capital; such a
bank would be entitled to issue notes
up to the limit of §75,000 (75 per cent of
capital), but before doing so must de-
‘posit ‘legal tender’ notes to the amount
-of §22,500 (30 per cent of circulation).
This would be equivalent to a net issue
of £52,500 in ecirculation by the bank,
or $75,000 in notes received from the
government, less §22.500 retained by the
government. On this §52,500 the bank
would make its profit, if it could keep

{-it in circulation, after deducting tax for

satety fund, and tax for administration
of comptrolier’s bureau. ‘The plan for
rehieving the government from the bur-
den and charge of redeeming United
States notes would, according to the sec~
retary’s estimate, result in securing the
temporary deposit of $§225,000,000 of
these notes with the government ‘if all
the national banks now in existence
shovld take out circalation to the full
aniount proposed.’

“Let us see how this result would be
arrived at. The present capital of all
national banks 1n existence is about
§668,000,000. It to this is added $332,-
000,000 as the capital of state banks
availing themselves of the privilege, a

Total Capital of £1,000,000,000

would be had as the basis upon which
to issue currency. Assuming that all
the banks possessing this capital 1ssued
currency up to the full limit of 75 per
cent, we will have an issue of bank
currency of $750,000,000; against .this
legal tender to the amount of 30 per
cent of circulatien wust be deposited,
or $225,000,000.

“*What will be the effect of this vpon
be volume of money in circulation?’?

*“*Add bond notes issued, §750,000,000;
léss national bank currency retired,

$137,000,000; legal tenders depos-
ited and withdrawn irom circula-
tion, $§225,000,000; total, $397.000,000;

net increase in circulation, $253,000,000.
Assuming that this increase could be
kept in circuiation, a withdrawal of
$225.000,000 of United States notes is ef-
fected temporarily, but as there are
§468,000,000 of these altogether outstand
ing, there would still remain outstand-
ing the major portion of the mass, or
about $242,000,000, to harass the treasury
by presentation tor redemption 1n gold.
1f 8750,000,000 is not kept in circulation
the amount of legal tenders returned
by redemption of circulation would be
added to the large sum not funded.
Again, if the legal tenders deposited by
the banks are to be used for redemption
of these notes on presentation, there
would be no difficulty in procuring any
amount of them by presenting bank
notes,

Eckels’ Plan.

“So mueh for the practical working of
the secretary’s plan, and we now take a
look at the plan proposed by Comp-
troller Eckels. As he gives but few
figures on which to base a computation,
but simnply outlines the principlesof
his plan, only a hypothetieal illustra-
tion of its practical workings can be ate
tempted.

*Taking a bank with $100,000 capital,
as in the other case, the comptroller's
plan appears to require that the bank
depousit with the treasury $£50.000 in
United States notes or legal tenders
(for cancellation) in exchange for which
it will immediately receive £5,000 in
bauk notes, for the current redemption
of which only it shall be liable during
its litetime, the government reassums
ing responsibility for ultimate redemp-
tion of the notes of banks at this place
only upon the failure or liquidation of
the bank.

“In this feature, therefore, there is
neither expansion nor contraction of
the currency, simply the exchange of
one kind of currency for another just
as good, but for the purpose, and with
the effect of entirely relieving the gov-
ernment of the burden and cost of cur-
rent redemption during the existence of
the vank receiving and issuing the
same.

*“Under this branch of the comptrole
ler’s plan, with the present capital of
national banks, viz., $668,000,000, §324.-
000,000 of legal tenders would immedi-
ately be retired and withdrawn from the
possibility of being redeemed in gold
by the general government,while abank.
lug capital of $1,000,000,000 would serve
as the basis for the retiring of the entire
issue, both of United States notes and
Sherman-act notes, amounting together
to about #463,000,000; while under the
secretary’s plan a capital of $1,000,000,-
000 would effect a withdrawal,according
to his own estimate, ot only £225,000,000.
Should the bank notes issued against
legal tenders be made available for law-
ful money reserve against deposits, as
a‘e now the legal tenders, this wounld
ooerate to withold them from redemp-
£ 0 LY the banks.

“Passing to the other feature of Mr.
Eckels recommendation, it is found that
a bank with 100,000 ecapital could also
issue as muech as $£350,000 of safety fund
notes, constituting a first lien upon its
assets and upon the hability of its
sbareholders, redeemable upon the fail-
ure oi the bank promptiy out of a *sufe-
ty tund’ created by a light tax upon all
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l l : E Y gﬁ'ﬂ:e banks issulng this kind of circila-'|
. H tlon. It is upon this class of notes that

the bank should make a profit, which
would be a clear one over amd above the
light expenses for cost of redemption
and taxation for the .safety fund and
for cost of operating the comptroller’s
bureau,

“It is in this'cfass of currency also
thut the element of *elastieity’ would be
found, for each bank could issue either
nons at all or as mueh as 50 per cent of
its eapital.

“*Of the whole national bank ecapital,
50 per cent would be §336,000,000, or a
suin of §174,000,000 greater than the

present national baunk circulatlon,
viz., $172,000,000, while a capital
of  §1,000,000,000 would provide
for  $500,000,000 of this safety
fund eircalation, a sum $382,000,000

greater than the present bank circnla=
tlon. So, within a 1'mit of $50,000,000
would be the elasticity of this circula-
tion, and the elasticity could Dbe still
further extended by reducing the legal
tenders, and extending the limit for
safety fund currency between the 50
per cent of capital stock.

“The legal currency out of the way by
Mr. Eckels’ plan of substitution of
bank notes, the practieal result would
be that all the paper currency wruld be
redeemable only in gold or silver coin,
Jor there would exist oniy bank notes,
gold certificates and silver certificates.”

DE LESSEPS DEAD.

THE WORLD LOSES ITS MOST
BRILLIANT ENGINEER,

He Who Made the Suez Canal a
Possibility but Failed on
the Panama.

PAris, Dec. 7.—Count Ferdinand de
Lesseps died today at Lachenaie, near
Vatane, in the department of L’Indre.
During the night he received the last
sacrament.

Ferdinand de Lesseps was born Nov.
19, 1805, at Versailles. His success in
the Suez was due to his indefatigable
zeal in interesting Said Pasha, while on
avisit to Egypt in 1854, ‘The enter-

prise was sanctioned by the _pasha,
and in 1856 a letter of concession was
granted De Lesseps. Ten years from
that date the canal passage was so
far advanced as to allow the passage
of steaw vessels. In 1869 the finishing
touches had been made, and a series of
jubilations entered into on the day of
the formal opening of the canal at Port
Said. A book, entitled “Lettres, Jour-
nal et Documents pour Savoir a 1’His-
toire du Canal du Suez,” was published
by him in 1875, which secured him a
prize of 5,000 francs.

Tne failura of the attempt to connect
the Atlantic and Pacitic oceans, by
means of a canal across the Isthmus of
Pavama, 1s so well known as to need
only a passing reference.

Two Fatalities Caused by a Collis
ion on a Southern Road.
RockiNgHAM, N. C., Dee. 7.—Last
night about 8 o’clock a terrible collision
occurred between a special and an extra
freight at Ledbetter Mills, near here.

One was a small en-
gine, the other a large one.

The small one split the larger wide
open. Evgineer Wells was scalded to
death. Eungineer Watson nad his skuli
fractured and one leg broken, and he is
not expected to live. Both firemen
jumped and escaped injury. Three
tramps got on at Wadesboro and are
thought to be under the wreck. 'There
was & misunderstanding about the
meeting of the trains.
