MANY DEADHEADS CUT OFF. '

Long-Promised Effort to Re-
duce the Number of

Passes

WILL GO INTO EFFECT NOW.

Passes Will Be Handed Out
at the End of the Year

This Time.

The railroad officials are not only
making a reduction in the number of
passes to be issued next year, but ate
showing great promptness in getting
the '95 passes out before the close of
the year. It has often been the custom
for a company to issue an order at the
close of the year extending the time of
the old passes for a month or two while
the new passes are preparing, but in al-
most all ttie local offices the chief clerks
have the annual passes ready for issu-
ance. There is talk every year of mak-
ing an effort to reduce the number of
passes, but very often little is accom-
plished. There was. however, a great

reduction made in tiie number of passes
issued in ls*.»4 compared with ihe year :
previous, ana this uext year there will j
probably be another reduction.

General Mauager Warren, of the
Great .Vurthern, issued Monday the tol-
lowing notice in regard to the expira- I
tion of ISO! passes:

carried.

THAT $2 C.I.YKGK.

Western I,ines Decide It Can't
Be Added to Freight Rates.

Chicago, Dec. 11.-A meeting of the 'general mauaireri of the Western liiir-s
was held this afternoon at the office of
Chairman Midgely, of the Western j
Freight association, for the purpose of I
considering an advance in the rates on
live stock from Western points to Chi-
cago. The motive for t c projected ad- j
vance was found in a recent decision of i
the courts which was that the Atchison
road had no right to make a switching j
charge of 52 per car on all ship ments of j
6toclr received at the [J ujoii stockyards !
of this city. The Atchison road con-
tended that the charge was made com-
pulsory by the stockyards company,
and that It in reality hart nothing to do
with the matter. The courts
held that the 'charge must be
dropped, and for some time

\u25a0 the Atchison road has been the
only load carrying stock to the yards
which has not made this charge or |2
per car. The other roads were anxious
to have the rates put in such a shape
that they would cover the $2,which they
would be compelled to tco without assoon as some of their customers brought
a test against them. Alter a long dis-
cussion it was found that the rateswnulcl not stand an advance at the pres-
ent time, and the matter was left where
it was when Ibe meeting convened. All
the roads will now, in a'sliort time, drop
tne switching charge, as all their busi-
ness will drift to the Atchison if they
do not. That road has been forbidden
by the court from making the charge,
and as a result is carrying live stock
into the yards at $2 per car less than
any other line.

Liberal Exports and Reports

of Decreases Bulled the
Market.

SHORTS ON THE BUYING SIDE.

STOCKS DECIDEDLY DULL-

Heavy Decrease in Volume of
Sales—Day's Changes

Slight.

Ciiioac.o. Dec. 11.—Liberal export
clearances and Bradstreet's report of
decreases in wheat stocks east ot the
Rockies, on the Pacific slope, in Europe
and afloat finned up wheat today, and
May closed '^c higher. May corn closed
unchanged, May oats }$c higher and
provisions with but little change.

Wheat, although opening about 4 c
lowci than it closed yesterday, was
much firmer then and subsequently
than had been expected. The govern-
ment report had apparently been dis-
counted yesterday, and, although rather
bearishly construed, the shorts were
ready and (rilling to buy all the wheat
the longs were disposed to sell on ac-
count ot it, although Pnrdridge was a
seller. The comparative strength of
the opening was in spite of receipts at
Minneapolis and Duluth numbering 725
cars, aeuinst 554 cars on the correspond-
ing day of last year, and lower foreign
markets. Another bearish feature

It gradually improved until about 12
o'clock it had got up to 59%c. Export
clearances from New York amounted to
113,000 ba of wheat and 70,000 bbls of
flour. The prices got a further siiirht
hoist, and the bulls had additional re-
assurance when Bradstreet's reported a
decrease in wheat stocks east of the
Rockies of 314.000 bu. a decrease on the
Paeiiic slope of 905.000 bu, and a de-
crease in Europe and afloat of 456,030
bu. Catties also improved in tone as the
session progiessed. The market clpsed
firm at 59^-6c for May. i

The corn market was firm, but fluctu-
ations were confined to a narrow raiigo.

l The receipts were 356 against 400 esti
mated, and only 200 cars are expected
tomorrow. The withdrawals from store
were 95,000 bu. New York reported
some inquiry forexport, and C> boatloads
placed today.
