BOWEN'SUST FIGHT.
The Injured Pugilist Dies

Without Having: Recov-
ered Consciousness.

LAVIGNE HELD FOR MURDER.

Coroner's Jury in Doubt as to
the Real Cause of

Death.

DEMPSEY-RYAN FIGHT OFF.

The cottage is removed
from the street, with a pretty flower
garden In front, and the interior is

ist had been married for several

years, and, despite his cailimr, was do-
mestic in his life and habits, and
had surrounded himself with all

creature comforts of life. Ills
wife was waiting for him to return from
the fight, hopeful that he would come to
her the victor in the battle, and some
Ideamay be formed of the shock to her
when he was borne into the house ali
but dead. But she bore up bravely
xin !er the strain, and with the devotion
that had always marked her conduct
towards him, she helped the physicians
and the friends who came from all sides
to make the sorely wounded pugilist as
comfoitable as possible under the tragic
circumstances.

The physicians who had beeu called
Into Bowen's room at the club, accom-
panied him home and, reinforced by the

• family physician, remained with him to
the end.

The Coroner's Jury-

declare the cause of death to be concus-
sion of the brain.bat failed to deter-
mine whether it was produced by La-
vigue's blow or by Bo wen's head strik-
ing the floor of the ring. The legal pro-
ceedings in connection with toe fatal
fight have hardly terminated yet. The
grand jury, it is thought, will take the
matter up Monday, and the state's at-
torney for its parr will press to a con-
clusion against the Olympic club, in
which legitimacy of these glove con-
tests is involved. Andy Bowen died at
?:1"j o'clock a. m., while Father De-
laney was praying over him. He re-
mained unconscious from the time he
received the final blow, and was con-
veyed from his dressing room at the
club to his home. The scene at the
house was a most pathetic one. The
mother of the pugilist, when he was car-
ried into the house, predicted that he
would never recover, wbiie his young

grew hysterical in her agony.
They sat by the side of the uncon-

scious man. wept ;ind prayed as only
women can. but it was of no avail. His

had looked on them for the last
time, and tie never opened his lips.
Between 2 and 7 o'clock this morning
faithful watchers stood by the dying

side, hoptag that his eyes
would give some sitrn of intelligence.
Medical science racked its brain in
Btarch of a remedy, however violent,
that would quicken the pulse and set
the brain to working.

At 3 o'clock Dr. Finney thought that
Bowen had improved, ana at that hour
be did not think that the fight would
have a fatal termination. In reply to a
request from the chief of police. Dr.
Finney sent a certificate saying that
Bowen was better. It was a message of
relief to Lavigne and Duffy and the
eecouds of Lavigne, who had* been ar-
rested until Bowen's condition became
known, and who were waiting anxious-
ly to hear the unconscious "pugilist had
come back to life. The doctor remained
with Bowen to the end, and with his
Tvife also standing by his bedside. Just
as the hands of the clock were creeping
around to 7 o'clock Mis. Bowen leaned
ever the bed and said:
•\u2666Oli, Aim!}, Say Something to ."»le,"
aud her ears were strained to catch the
word. Andy shivered and groaned, his
frame shook, and then, without having
come back to consciousness after the
blow was landed, breathed his last, and
the record of a tragedy was writ.

A<= boo'd as Bowen had died a hand-
kerchief was tied eenUy about his face
end a message was sent to the police
station over the nearest telephone noti-
fy;:.: that office of the death of the
pugilist The police station in turn
c, ::y Bent f-oid to the coroner.

A . v at the Bowen resi-
dei.ee shortly after Andy breathed his
last. The uews or his death spread with

lightning rapidity, and in less time than
it has taken to writ© this account the in-
telligence had been communicated to
the four corners of the world. Crowds
immediately began to congregate about
the Boweii home, unit the newsuaper
men ar.il frienas of the dead pugilist,
with his relatives, were permitted to
view the remains The dead man
showed signs of the rough treatment he
had received. Those who saw the fight
said that it was not so much the blow
which Lavigne had struck upon the
jaw. but the concussion produced by
his fall upon the flooring of the ring.
Bowen's body jay on its back when a
reporter saw it early today, and what-
ever wound there was on the back of
the head was not visible. The lips were
swollen and there was a tinge ot purple
about them, and his rather large face
seemed somewhat larger than usual, al-
though there was no strong sign of pain
upon it. The features were natural, the
mouth partly open.

Tlie News ot Bouen'it Death
was made known to Lavigue and his
party shortly after it had been commu-
nicated by telephone to the centra! sta-
tion. Lavigne had been detained nt
the station with his seconds and attend-
ants all night, and he slept but little,
being anxious every moment to get tid-
ini,rs from the bedside ot the wounded
pugilist. Lavigne was impressionably
shocked when lie heard the news of
Bowen's death, and expressed his pro-
found sympathy for Bowen's wife. In
answer to a question, he said that he
did net feel that lie had been the direct
cause of the death of the pugilist; in
other words, the blow which he had
delivered on the jaw had not been sum"
ciently forceful to have carried with it
fatal consequences. He said he be-
lieved that when Bowen fell his head
had struck the pine flooring, and that
the concussion had been the immediate
cause of his death, l.avigne was not
only sorry for Boweu's d*ath. but he
was In much apprehension as to what
would become ot himself in connection
with the light, and how lons it was
likely that he would be kept In prison.
Friends assured him that he would
probably have no difficulty in obtaining
iiis release after the usual formalities of
the law had been complied with, and
that he need have no fear of lack of
friends and inrlueuce to help him out of
his unfortunate dilemma.

GAME IO THE LAST.

Eowen Showed No Signs ofFlinch-
ing in the Fatal Hound.

New Okleaks, Dec. 15.—When the
men faced each other for the eighteenth

round it was apparent that the end of
the right was near. Boweu had re-
ceived somauy hard right-handers over
the heart that he was weak and grozey
when !u> left his corner. Ho was game,
however, and walked mechanically to-
wards liis strong young adversary.
Luvignti opened with a left jabo.ithe
neck, and aithougn the blow was not a
particularly hard one it brought a look
of anguish in tne race o-t the thoroughly
beaten little man. ilis mouth was
partly open, while his eyes wore a wild,
frightened look. His cheeks were
bruised and swollen, and his lips were
putted out. The cut over the lefteye
nas the only color in his pailid face.
His breath was in shoit gasps and for
breathing for a momeut he would catch
his breath.

With wonderful gameness he would
not flinch from the shower of blows
rained ou him by Lavigne, and, al-
though his strength was gone, he tried
bravely to tight back everj time the
victor was close enough. Lavigne
would either dodge the blows thus at-
tempted or let them land harmlessly on
him. He was landing on the local "man
at will. Buwpu was staggered to the
ropes by an onslaught ot his powerful
foe. While there, in a helpless condi-
tion and trying to clinch, Lavigne
piauted his left over the heart, and.
crossing savagely with his right, landed
a terrific blow on the angle of the jaw.
Bowen fell back like a felled tree, and
his head struck the floor heavily. La-
vigne walked to his corner, while Duffy
counted the ten seconds.

The beaten man was picked up limp
and, to all appearances, lifeless, by his
handlers and carried to bis dressing
room.

ALL OUT ON BAIL.

Trial of Lavigne and the Seconds
Set for Jan. 2.

New Orleans, Dec. 15.—Charges
were made against the participants of
last night's tight. As soon as the news
of Bowen's death became generally
known, crowds began to gather about
the second recorder's court, for it was
correctly supposed that if there were
any arrests and arraignments, they
would be made before Judge Aucoin.
By noon a large crowd had assembled,
and the court room was tilled.

Lavigue was the principal In the case,
aim was arraigned along with his man-
ager, bam Fitzpatriek, Martin Murphy,
his seconds, and Biily MeCarty, Albeit
fcjpiufadden, Billy Layiori, Bowen's
seconds; George Considiue, Lavigne's
timekeeper, aud Prof. John Duffy, the
referee ot the Gglit. Lavigne" was
charged with murder, aud the others
beiug charged as accessories to the act.
Sergeant McCabe made the affidavits
against them, and when they were all
arraigned before Judge Aucoin, he
placed Laviguo under atlO.ooo bond,
and the others under a 15,000 bon J each.

Lavigne wore a sour look. Mr. Guil-
aume went on th* bonds of Dutl'y and
Spitzfaddeu for #5,000 each, and these
parties were released. D. C. O'Matie'y
signed Lavigne's bond for ?10,000 and
the bouds ot Billy McCarty. Sam Fitz-
Patrick and Martin Murphy tor $5,000
eacn. Mr. La Gkrarlaiue signed the
bonds of George Cousidine ami Billy
Lay ton.

Lavigne was asked regarding the
death of Bowen and the arrest of the
participants in the fight. "Iregret it
very much Indeed," he replied. "Bowen
was a good fighter, and one of the
pluckiest fellows I hare ever met. It
is gross injustice to me, however, to say
tnat the knock-out blow i gave Bowen
caused his death. That blow was hardly
a knock-out lick at all. It was the
force of the fall which killed poor Bow-
en." The "Saginaw Kid" ts a very
affectionate soul, and he spoke of the
grief his arrest would cause his mother,
i'rof. Duffy said the ajffalr would come
near killingprizefighting in New Or-
leans. The 2d of January was eet by
Judge Aucoin as the dato for a hearing
of the case.

FALIi WAS FATAL.

Club Mnnagers Criticised for Xot
raiding the Floor.

Nkw Oki.fans. La., Dec. 15.—Con-
cerning Bowen's injuries, the iimes-
Democrat says: "The blow which sent
Bowen dowu was not one of extra-
ordinary force, as it was delivered at
very short range, but he was so weak
as to be able to make no resistance, and
falling directly over backward the back

of his head .'truck tl c unpa lue.l floor ot
the staiie unon which limy had been
lighting with such tremendous force
that it sounded as if the floor had been
heavily hit with the poll or an ax. When
Hall and Fitzslmmons fought in this
same arena the floor was thickly cov-
ered with paiidinjr, over which a sheet
of canvas had been tightly stretched.
Last night tor some unexplained rea-
son this padding had been removed and
the canvas had been stretched over the
bare boards of the stage. Had the state
been in this condition when Fitz
kuockea Hall out, there appears to be
littledoubt that Hall would have been
fatally injured, and with such a circum-
stance fresh in their miluls it appears
almost unaccountable that the mana-
gers of the clubntjould have taken such
a serious risk as that, to bo incurred by
permitting men to ti^'ht on an unpadded
tloor. The doctors who were in attend-
ance upon Bowen last night said that it
was not the blow that had done the
mischief, but the striking of his head
upon the tloor, which had produced con-
cussion of the brain.

BOWEVS RKCOIID.

Only Three Defeats in His Long
Cureer as a Pugilist.

New Uiti.EANs.Dec.ls.—Audy Bowen
was born in this city in February.'lß6B.
There were no incidents of special im-
portauce iv his early life, but from his
earliest youth he has always shown a
predilection for athletic sports, includ-
ing base bdif and fightinc, and it was
his ambition to become a fighter of note.

MAYOK PROHIBITS.

Permit for tho Deinpsey-llyan
Fight Revoked.

Xf.w Ohi.eans, La., Dec. 15.-Mayor
Fitzuatnck had been a witness o'the
fight last night, and was much con-
cerned as to Bowen's condition after he
had been carried from the ring side.
The mayor had granted a permit for the
contest, and was naturally anxious that
there should not be a fatal termination.
When Boweu was taken home his
honor had been led to believe that the
mac's condition had improved, and the
mayor went home expecting to get up
to learn that no serious consequences
were the result. The mayor was
shocked w lien the news was conveyed
to him that Bowen was dead.

The first act of the mayor after reach-
ing his ollicc today was to revoke the
permit for the Dempsey-Hyan contest,
which was to iiave taken piaee tonight.
The Auditorium had, however, already
declared the fight off. in speaKing of
the reminding of the permit. Mayor
Fitzpairick said: "Ido not know what
eifect the death of Bowen willhave on
pugilism in the future. A material
point, I should say, would be the actual
cause of death, which willbe decided at
the autopsy. If death was caused by
the blow which Lavigue shuck, then
the sport is fatal, but if death resulted
from Bowen's head striking the lloor,
then the death was attributable to a cir-
cumstance which can be avoided in the
future, and the sport is not fatal. 1 have
revoked the permit in order to remove
any possibility of a repetition of last
uight?s accident."

PUGS TOO SCIENTIFIC.

Corbett Believes Prize Fighting Is
Becoming a Fatal Sport.

Dallas Tex., Dec. 15.—James J.
Corbet being asked: "What do you
think of Lavigne killing Andy Bowen
in their fight las: nigln? Give your
version ot the kind of blow Lavigue
delivered?"

"Is Bowen dead, truly. I'm sorry to
hear it. 1 read the account of the light
this morning, but had not heard of his
death, and was hoping that the worst
fears were unfounded. As to tae blow,
Ido not know what kind of one La-
vigne used, but it must have been a
terrible one. It willhurt pugilism, and
makes me more eager than ever to *et
out of the business."

"Do you believe the 'refined' nature,
so called, of the glove contests ofrecent
years under Queensbirrry rules, as com-
pared with the tliae-hoiioitid London
ring rules, with bare knuckles on the
turf, is subject to doubt in the light of
the numerous fatalities and serious In-
juries that bave taken place?"

"No, I don't The "many fatalities
that have taken place of late caunot, 1
believe, be ascribed to the style of tight-
ing, but to the men wno use it. In these
days fighters train more, are in better
condition, and in every respect more
skillful aud scientific than they were in
the days when the London Prize Ring
rules were in vogue. One reason why
so many more accidents attend boxiug
these days is that the boxers pick out
vital spots on which to strike a man,
and. With added skill, are able to reach
their aim more often. The boxers of
today are more scientific than those of
former days, and to this aloue may be
charged most of the recent accidents.
The contests under London Prize King
rules were far more brutal than those
fought under the Marquis of Queens-
berry rules. London rules permit a man
to throw his antagonist aud then jump
on him after he is down. Xo; I don't
believe there can be any comparison be-
tween the two methods of fighting."

JOHN L. IB SKEPTICAL.

He Doubts That Lftvignei Blow
Caused Dtath,

Übbaxa, 0., Dec. 15.—John L. Sulli-
van was seen at the Market Square
theater tonight, where his company ap-
pears. He said that the blow could not
have resulted in death, but the fall,
striking on the back of his head, was of
such force that it caused concussion of
the brain, and death must hare resulted
from the fall. The death of Con Kior-
dau and Bowen, following each other
so soon, would have a tendency to stop
boxing contests, but iv time ihe effects
would wear offand these contests would
b"e resumed. .Sullivan had been deeply
Concerned tor Jack Demnsey during
the day, and was Very anxious that he
should win.

Eavlgne Is Filial.
Saginaw. Mich., Dec. 15.—The news

of Bowen's death is the principal topic
of conversation today. William Lavigne,
brother of George; has received the fol-
lowing telegram: "Dear Brother: lam
In a little trouble. Don't worry. Fix
mother allright. Things will come out
all right.

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VOTE ON CURRENCY.
It Is Arranged That It Will

Come in the House on
Friday Next.

CARLISLE PLAN INDORSED

In Committee, but by a Ma-
jority of Only

One.

CLOSE OF THE HEARINGS.

President Williams,of Chemi-
cal Bank, Criticises Vari-

ous Schemes.

Washixgtox, Dec. 15,—8y the close
vote of 9 to 8 the committee on banking
and currency ot the house decided to-
night to report Secretary Carlisle's
plan for a revision of the currency.
Representatives Johnson, of Ohio, ami
Eliis, of Kentucky. Democnv.es, vot-
ed with the Republicans against re-
porting this plan. The report will be
made on Monday; debates will begin
on Tuesday and the committee on rules
willbe asked to fix the final vote in the
house for next Friday at J p. m.

This conclusion was reported after a
spirited executive session of the com*
inittee. It has been in session for a
week, hearing officials and bankers o:;

the proposed revision. The hearings

closed today. At4o'clock the commit-
tee held a private session to determine
on a programme. Representative Bro-
sius uii'p-i P«0 endeavored to secure
further time for hearings, but his mo-
tion to this effect was voted down. Half
an hour was given for recaucus by the
respective sides. At the Republican
meeting it was agreed that their votes
should be cast together on all proposi-
tions. When the full committee re-
assemuled, Representative Hall (Dem.,
Mo. | moved that the Carlisle bill be re-
ported. This prevailed by the vote of 8
toll, as stated. Chairman Springer an-
nounced that the Democrats of tiie com-
mittee had agreed on a ruie for couduc!.-
mg the debate. This contemplated re-
porting the bill Monday, general de-
bate Tuesday and Wednesday, debate
under the u've-ininute rule Thursday
and Friday, and a

Vote at 3 P. W. Friday.

Itwas also provided that the daily de- ;
bate should begin at 11 a. m., and that .
there should be nisrlit sessions. Mr.
Springer stated that no amendments
would be offered to the Carlisle pian,

but that it would be open to amendment j
by any member on the floor of the
house. The rule for debate caused a
warm discussion. Messrs. Johnson, of
Indiana, and Walker of Massachusetts, j
Republican, antagonized it on the j
ground that the bill was being "rail- j
loaded" through congress. Mr. John- j
son moved aii extension of the house ;
debate to ten days. Mr. Culberson
(Deui.) amended to seven days. Both
motions.wero defeated. Thereupon the
committee adjourned without agreeing
to the rule. Mr. Springer stated, how-
ever, that he woaid make the report in
accordance with the vote of the commit-
tee on Monday, and, as the subject was
a privileged one, would call it up Tues-
day. The committee on rules is ex-
pected to fix next Friday for the vote,
in accordance with the original plan of
the Democratic members of the commit-
tee.

HEAIiiNGS KNDED.

President of the Chemical Bank
the Principal Speaker of the
Day.
Washington, Dec. 15.—Great inter-

est was manifested today in the closing
hearing on the question of currency
revision before the. committee on
banking and currency of the house.
Secretary Carlisle was present at the
opening of the session. The bankers
to be heard represented two widely di-
vergent views. President U. G.Will
iams, of the Cbemicai National Bank, of
New York, representing the prevailing
view among bankers, while President
W. P. St. John, of the Mercantile Bank
of New York, represented the Eastern
view favorable to silver. The presenc \u25a0

of Mr. St. John had drawu Senator
Teller to the hearing, anxious to hear
the views of an Eastern silver man on
currency revision.

Chairman Springer read a letter from
President Post, of the York National
Bank, of YorK.Neb., indorsing the Car-
lisle plan. Representative Johnson
(Kep., Ind.) asked why this letter was
chosen to be read when many letters
giving different views were received.
It was explained that this was the only
letter from a national bank indorsing
the Carlisle plan. There was some
sparring over the letter and Mr.
Springer withdrew it.

There was added in the list the state-
ment of Mr. Williams, who opened the
hearing from the fact that the bank ofwhich he is president has the largest
deposits In the United States, if not in
the world. "The situation Is one re-
quiring firmness and common sense,"
said he. "The first problem In ourclumsy and conglomerated financial
system i3 the disposition to be
made of our legal tender notes."
lie stronaly urged that these • notesShould be funded ?50,000 at a tlqie until
they were eliminated from our financial
system. Bonds at 3 per cent should be
received as security of national bank
poteg on a basis of part for the bonds
the government to have a first lies on
the assets of the bank. These notes
should be redeemable In currency and
when issued in sufficient volume and
being readily convertible would furnishan elasticity to the currency. Tlie tax
on the circulation of national banksshould at once be removed. 7.-

An to the Baltimore Plan,
Mr. Williams said it would1 be safe In
large cjities, but it might start many
mushroom Franks merely with a view to:
Issue notes, hud the failure of such
banks ivould cause loos td the w'liyle
system. Conservative and well man-
aged institutions would absolutely re-
fuse to join hands in meeting the lossossure to arise from these mushroombanks. After funding the legal ten-
dor notes, and giving a new national
bank issue Mr. Williams said the next
step was to look after the silver certifi-
cates and Sherman notes. The latter
were amply protected by one hundred
millionin the treasury. As to the.silver
wrtilicaies congress should pass a law

redeeming them in silver bullion at itsmarket value at the discretion of the
secretary of the treasury, and it might
be well to similarly redeem the Sher-man notes. With these changes ourcurrency system would become abso-lutely sound and our baukiug system
the most perfect ever devised.

Mr. Williams was questioned as to the
condition of his own bank, lie said its
capital was *400,000. It had a surplus
of6300,000. The undivided profits were
more than 11,000,000. The deposits
reached *30.000,000, probably the largest
In the United States, ifnot in the world.
Ihe dividends were 159 per cent an-
nually. The bank stock sold for ?4,:i00
per share of $100.

President St. John lent much spirit
to tho hearing by the vigor of his .state-
ment anl its novelty as coming from an
Lastern banker. "Under official dicta-
tation," began he, "tutored by one of
the most aggressive of all our handful
of 'roldites 1 in the United States, con-press fiddles with bauk notes while thobunting issue is our primary
money — coin. Identically tutored,
our chief executive has required
his secretary to abandon the option
conferred by the law upon the United
States, and grant to holders of the
United States notes flic right to exactgold always, silver never as their re-deeming coin. Had the option to re-deem in silver dollars been exercisedboldly at the time when 3.000,000 silver
dollars were owned by the United
States, with an ownership of $110,000,-

--000 gold, a possible alarm could have
been laughed to scorn, To attempt to
seize upon and exercise tiie option now,
or under immediately prospective con-
ditions of the treasury would be to court
ail the

Peril!* of Disaster.
Mr. St. John stated that this same

policy led to the present proposition of
substituting the bank promises of money
in place of the primary and secondary
money (gold and silver) which they
promise. Mr. St. John took ud the case,
of sil:nono-meta!lism. He characterized
the repeal of the Sherman act last year
and closinsr the mints to silver as "the
world's blind experiment" in money.
It severed the last link that coupled
silver to its crippled right of money in
the Western wot Id.

Mr. St. John declared that it was the
duty of congress to stop experimenting
and co uacK to the Hamilton Jefferson
coinage system to restore bimetallism
independent of jther nations. He took
up the objections of what he termed the
"goldites."

He cited the record of France in in-
dependent bimetallism. The conditions
in the United States were much more
propitious for such action. Within ten
years there was promise of exceeding
the population of Great Britain and
France, and our use for gold and silver
could circulate over a territory seven-
teen times the area of France.

Mr. Si. John closed with the notable
features of the present financial condi-
tion. The dollar is efficient, but prices
are ruinously low, capital lacks invest-
ment, : manufacturing is restricted bylow prices and labor starves. "The en-
during fact," said he, "if this aspect of
money is to be preserved, is that the
rich become richer and the poor poorer
as the one achievement of our statutelaw."

At the conclusion of Mr. St. John's
statement the committee took a recess,
**&ffgthe witness to return for exam-
ii a ion.

"1 want to combat every statement of
every banker who lias appeared before
you." said Mr. St. John, as an indica-
tion of the line of questions he desired.

HAYIVAUD NO! SHOT.

An Early 1 veninj; Rumor Is
Quickly Punoturod.

The Haywards are still in the Ramsey
county jail wondering what will happen
next. Nothing of any note concerning
them transpired yesterday. Both rose
at the usual hour in tLe morning,
both ate their regular three meals,
aud both retired before 10 p. m. Neither
received any visitors, aside from Sheriff
•Lge, who talked with Harry a little
while during the evening. For the in-
formation ot those people who manifest
sucli a vital interest in Harry's new
whiskers, it may gratify them to learn
that he still retains them. He was
somewhat quieter than usual yester-
day and seemingly in a meditative
mood, though it could not be
said that he looked atixious.
It is evident, however, that he regards
his imprisonment more seriout.lv tnan
he did a week ago. He is not so debon-
nair and cheerful in his demeanor. But
as for his making any confession it is
extremely improbable that lie will ever
pretend to tell what he knows until he
faces tiie jury that will tiy him for mur-
der in the rirst degree.

A wild rumor was circulated about 6
o'clock last night that Harry had shot
himself. The rumor was groundless
upon its face, for it would be absolutely
impossible for any relative or friend to
convey a gun or other weapon to Harry
while he is in the Ramsey county jail,
as the jail officials have grown extreme-
ly cautious since the late Mr. Ermisch
did some shooting through the old cor-
ridors.

Adrv Hayward retired about 9t3op,
m., so the turnkey said, though he was
not sure, as Adry uever has a light in
his cell.

A Yarn About Hayward From
S:i«jinnw. Mich.

Sagixaw. Mich., Dec. 15.—There are

many people in Saginaw who believe
that the Harry Hayward, now in jail
for the murder of Miss Catherine Ging,
and Henry Hay wood, a convict of Sag-
inaw, are one and the same individual.
Away back in 1879 or ISSO a dashing
sport by the name ot Henry Hay wood,
who very closely answers in every de-
tail the published description and
pictures of Harry Hayward, came to
Saginaw. and was t!ie principal in an
abduction case, by which Miss Annie
Burudorf was carried away and forced
to marry this same Haywood. The alleged
motive toi the crime at that time was the
securing of Miss BurgdorPa signature
to certain valuable documents which,
had he not been caught, would have
yielded Haywood a large sum of money.
The officers at that timw worked up

a case against him, although they were
not able to trace his mysteriuus move-
ments before his advent to Saginaw,
and lie was sent to the state's prison at
Jackson for a term of ten years. No
one took any interest in his statements
after his release, but the publication of
the details of the murder of Mi>s Ging
recalls to mind many of the peculiari-
ties of the man who abducted Miss
Burgdorf. Will Scbaefer, who was an
officer in Saginaw at that time, but who
has since left the force, is sure that the
Harry Bayward of today was the Henry
llajwood of fourteen years a^o.

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POLICE KOTTSHNJEBB.

Policeman Thome Makes a Sen-
sational Confession Implicat-

ing High Officials.

New Yobk, Dec. 15. — Policeman
Thome, who figured in the testimony
adduced at the recent trial and -con-
viction of Capt. Stepheuson, made a
confession today, implicating several
officers. Wuils awaiting bail, Thome
broKedown in the Tombs today.and said
he was willingto tell all he knew. He
was taken to the office ot Assistant
District Attorney Lindsay and a stenog-
rapher were callee in. Thome made a
clean breast of the Stephenson affair,
and then went on to give a complete
j.tory of blackmail and corruption in the
police deDaitment as he knew it. He
has been a policeman for six years.
When he came out of the orhce his eyes
were red from weeping.
. Thorne has been attached to the
Leonard street station during the com-
mands of Oapts. Elkin*, Siebart, Ste-
phenson, Cross, Schinittberger, Doherty
and Acting Captain O'Toole.

Mr. Lindsay said that the story as
told by Thome corroborate*! the testi-
mony as brought out on t!ie tiial of ex-
Capt. Stephenson. He said also that
Thome had positively refused to be a
witness for IBtepheii>on at the latter's
trial last week, as he did not want to
again injure himself. Thome was re-
leased on bail.

As a result of Thone's confession, the
grand jury will have charges against a
number of high police officials laid be-
fore it next week. Tborae went into
the entire system of bribery aud cor-
ruption, and mentioned name after
name of men who have hitherto not
been charged at all, implicating them
all in the elaborate system of corrup-
tion.

Action was taken by the district at-
torney's office as soon as Thome had
finished his story, and men were sent
out to watch certain parties who must
know that charges will be brought
against them, and who, it is thought,
may want to escape from the jurisdic-
tion of the courts. Who these men are
the district attorney cannot say, as it
would bo a misdemeanor for him to
make their names public.

Augustus f. Thome, the patrolman
who, this afternoon, is said to have
made a complete confession, revealing
details of the system of corruption in
the police department, was reinstated
tonight aud given back his old post in
the Ldonard street station. The rein-
statement was made by Supt. Yyrnes.

CKKEDEX REINSTATED.

Justice Vorhis Reiterates Denials
of Bribery.

New Touk, Dec. 15.—The police
commissioners today reinstated Capt.
Creeden. Two resolutions were offered
by Commissioner Murray. One pro-
vided for the release of Capt. Creeden,
aud one called for a conference between
the president of the police board and
Chairman Lexow. of the senate commit-
tee, coucernins?

Between City Comptroller McCard,
and the Bell charter, St. Paul's police
force 13 in a blank of a fj\\ Day in and
day out, night in and night our, "in
cold or wind or else In rain." to and
fro, up and down, back and forth,
trucUes the weary copper.

Possi-
bly. For a salary? Preposterous!

The police fund is exhausted—com-
pletely "done up," as it were. How it
became so played out is uot known; but
it is understood that it gave up the
ghost from the sheer fatigue of under-
goine McCardy's excessively feeen
watchfulness. It just slid out, van-
ished, evaporated, ducked.

And where are tiie coppers this
Christina*? Why, they are just patrol-
in<r their beats and wondering if there
is euousdi left out of their October sal-
aries to buy a Christinas turkey. -Ifnot,
they must stand of! somebody. And to
eat a Christmas turkey loaned to you
for tht occasion is not a cheerful occu-
pation. Alter you have borrowed the
bird and swallowed one of his joints
you sort of feel that your butcher has
an attachable right on the contents of
your stomach, and,

As Those (oiilents Contribute
materially to your enjoyment, just so
lar does your butcher's lien extend.

Now these are not pleasant reflec-
tions for even a copper to indulge in.
Christinas comes but once a year, but
McCardy is with us always. Would the
system were reversed, is the sentiment
of every guardian of the police. la
vain do you expostulate with a copper
that McCardy, J. .]., is a watchdoz of
the treasury and that watchdogs are
good things to have aiound. You
might even quote" 7Tis swc«t to hear the
watchdog's honest bark bay deep-
mouthed welcome as one draws near
home," but the copper sees that th«
simile won't do in this ease. The nearer
he draws to the city treasury the fiercer
its watch doga;rowls. Aias for the
copper!

And then, of all times In the year, ta
distress the copper! Think of it! Jus;
before Christmas! On Christinas ere,
indeed, for now must he wait until the
ides of January for coin of the realm.
And that coin will much of it go to pa?
for such Christinas jollities as the cop-
per has been abie to provide on credit.
It is not rieht. Cuppers have souls.
They aiso have wives and children, and
lots of other human characteristics. In
fact, they are very much like oth.ei
folks in their homes. They love theii
families, and like as not detest theii
work, and when they do that work they
want their pay. Aud they should h.iv*
it, even if the city of St. Paul Is theii
employer. That city already owes
them 30 per cent of what they earned a
year ago last November. That sum in
too case of an ordinary patrolman ii
$•22.50. They were told by the grirc
watchdog that they would get it—we!),
when they got it. That is, when the de-
linquent taxes came In.

Tney Haven't fome in Yet.
The query is, when will they get their

100 per cent of this November's sal*
aries? \\ hen the cows come ho.ne?
Verily the outlook is bluer than in-
digo.

Then that Bell charter. That's a
cuckoo. It's such a safe, sure, "tie-me-
up-tignt" affair. But it's nuts for Mac.
For example, the police fund is empty,
and the park fund is swelling with a
wk'ldy surplus. Why not tap the park
fund's barrel for enough to feed the
policemen for a month, provided resti-
tution is subsequently made? The in-
stant after you hint at such a thins you
can hear McCardy's monotonous chant:

The "Kreat charter'" says the police
department shall have flsri.OU a year.
This year it has had and expended $lt>7,-
--000 up to date. 1 here is no more money
forthcoming this year. The tire de-
partment also fell a tritie short, and the
men were compelled to sacrifice 10 per
cent of their salaries.

But did any one ever hear of the bijj
salaried city officials in other depart-
ments and their assistants failing to
draw their full pay?
