A DOCTOR IN POLITICS,

Senator Cole Will Help to Make
Laws.

Dr. A. B. Cole, of Fergus Falls, is at
the Merchants’. He isthe senator-elect
in the Forty-eighth district. He says
that his people are interested in secur-
ing an appropriation for 1mprovements
to their insane hospital. It is over-
crowded and should have an addition.
They also favor a primary election law
and hope that congress will make pro-
vision forelecting United States senators

by the people. He is aon-committal on
the question gof a successor to Senator
Washburn. Dr. Cole enjovs a large
practice in his profession. Heisa mem-
ber ot the state medlcal board. Twice
has he been elected mayor of Fergus
Falls, and 1s now willing to serve his
people four years in the state senate.
He is the third man by the name of Cole
from his city to be elected to the legis-
lature in recent years.

Dr. Cole was born in Canton, N, Y.,
where he was educated, taking an
academic course. He is a graduate of
the New York medical college, having
been licensed to practice in 1876, He
pursued his profession four years in his
naiive place and then came to Feigus
Falls, where he has practiced since. He
is forty-six years old, and is not only an
intelligent gentleman, but has an expe~
rience that will be advantageous asa
publie legislator.

LABOR SESSION ENDS

Brotherly Harmony Marked
the Close of the Conven-
tion at Denver.

“THE CONTEMPTIBLE WHELP’

O’Sullivan Calls Morgan, but
Later They “Kiss and
Make Up.”

DEBS DECISION DENOUNCED.

Federation’s Aid in Fighting
the Question to the End
Pledged.

Dixvenr, Dee. 18. —The great labor
convention was in a melting mood when
it adjourned sine die av 6 o’clock to=
night. A few minutes before adjourn-
ment two of the strongest leaders, P. J.
Mectruire, of Philadelphia, and Thomas
J. Morgan, of Chicago, who have for tive
or six years enlivened each recurring
convention with a feud that seemed to
Krow stronger every year, told the cou-
vention what they thought of each other
and then shook hands and decided to be
triends, amid the plaudits of the assem-~
bled delegates. Tue closing hour was
devoted te telling personal experiences.
President Gompers took part in this
recitation of grievances.

The most importaut feature of the
day’s work was the adoption of resolu-
tivns on the Debs maiter, and these
were of a character that was tully an-
ticipated. Al! attempts to resurrect the
political questions were promptly sup-
pressed.

Llie attenaance was not by any means
full, many delegates having left for
home last night; the balance will go
tonighi. President Gowmpers returns
Last by way of Chicago. The new offi~
cers take their positious on Jan. 1, and
in the meantime the removal of head-
quarters from New York to Indianapolis
will be made.  ‘Ireasurer Lennon will
rewain as a resident of New York city.

When the day’s session was called to
order some miner resolutions ot local
1mportance were adopted.

When a resolution of Mr, Weisman,of
the bakers’ nuion, regarding the trouble
between his organization and the Cen-
tral Labor Federation of New York was
reported,  Delegate Morgan declared
that the resolution would hardly have
the desired effect, as Mr. Weisman was
a party to the dispute. Mr. Weisiman
made some scatbing referenée to Mr.
Morgan. ‘T'he latter, during his re-
sponse to Mr. Weisian, was called to
order oy President Gompers.

*1 notice,” said he, **that other mem-
bers are allowed to abuse me personally
at any and all times, but if 1 speak to
the subject under cousideration i am
out ot order.”

*“If any man has abused the deiegates
and officers of this federation, that man
s Mr. Morgan,”” said the president,
warmly,

Joun ¥F. O’Suilivan, of Boston, sprang
to his feet, pointing to Mr. Morgan: *4
protest against-this

making his scurrilous attacks upon a
member of this convention.”

*That comes from cultured Boston,”
was the response of Mr, Morgan, who
seemed to enjoy the display of temper.

**1 hope the gentleman will withdraw
that remark,” said Mr. Gompers.

*I object to its witadrawal,” shouted
Mr. Linehan, of Chicago. *1f he with-
draws it, 1 will repeat it.”

Vigorous blows ot the gavel brought
order, and the wmatter was dropped

The president stated that the Central
Labor Federation had been retused a
charter rrom the American Federation
because it was a political party, It has
since Dbeen fighting the federation.
After further heoted discussion the res-
olution was adopted.

Chairman Hinsell, of the special com-
inittee on the Debs decision, made his
report, which was unanimously agreed
to. 1tis as follows:

“Seeing that courts of equity have
extended their jurisdiction far.beyond
all formal limits and in a field hereto=
fore entirelv unknowan to such courts,
and which action endangers the personal
liberty and rights of our citizens indi-
vidually and collectively, and which, if
not checked, may lead to serious results
to the repubiic; it would therefore
seeln to us to be the part of wisdom on
the part of those whose dutiesitisto
look after the rights ana liberties of the
people, that is the lawmaking power of
the government, to proceed at once to
enact a law which will set a limit in
such proceedings beyond which equity
courts may not go. While we recognize
the rights of proverty, we also recognize
that rights of personal liberty consistent
with good government are over and
above all other rights, and it should be
the part of the vovermment to proiect
the weak against the strong, and to see
to it that no injustice is done to any
citizen, be he high or low. and that
equal protection is given to the hum-
biest of the land. Therefore, be it

“*Resolved, by the American Federa-
tion of Labor, in convention assembled,
that we most respectfully and earnestly
demand at the hands of our lawmaking
body the enactment of such laws as will
carry out the principies above set forth,
to the end that our people may not iose
confidence in their judicial institutious,
and thereby cause the very foundations
of the republic to be endangered.

Pledgze Ald for Debs,

“This convention having heard with
regret of the convietion and possible
incarceration in the county jail of Cook
county, Hlinois, of Eugene V. Debs,
president of the American Railway
union, and his co-!aborers, on the
charge of being in econtempt of court
by violating the injunctions of the re-
straining order issued by the United
States district court, which order was
issued at the instance of the General
Managers’ Association of Chicago.
Therefore be it

Resolved by this convention, That we
extend to Eugene V. Debs and thoss
associated with him in their present
trouble, and to all other similar eases
throughout the land, our sincere sym-
pathy and commiseration, and promise
them both our moral and financial sup=
port in the struggle to right both the
wrong already committed and those
which may in the future be committed
in the name of the law, and we recom-
mend to this convention that the ex-
ecutive council of the American Feder-
ation ot Labor be instruncted to lend to
these men such financial aid as in their
judgment the federation is able to sup-
ply: and they are turther instructed to
aid themn in securing legal counsel and
advice looking to the appealing of these
cases to the supreme court of the
United States, where the question of
the right of the courts to issue what 1s
known as blanket injunctions may be
finally tested.

A resolution condemning the pro-
posed purchase of non-union bicycles
by the postal union was adopted,

Chairman Bramwood, of the commit-
tee on Phillips’ blll, providing a com-
mission to consider labor laws, reported
favorably. Mr. Pomeroy submitted a
minority report opposing the bill be-
cause it provides for an Intermediary
between the peopie and their servants
in congress and advocating the refer.

spuke in support of his report.
Gompers Eulogized.

Mr. Gompers was called from the hall,
and during his absence the United Mine
Workers of America presented the fol-
lowing resolutions, which were unanis-
mously adopted with much'npplausq:

Whereas, The recent change in the
oficers of the American Federatjon of
Labor removes from ofticial life a leader
who, because of his special fitness 'was
called to the position ho has so long oe=
cupied and the duties of which hejhas
so fa thrully performed; o

Whereas, For the last twenty vears
Samuel Gompers has Been an active
worker of the labor movement, serving
as a private in the ranks, as an artisan
in the shop, and thereby gainiug that
knowledge aund experience whigh has
been so useful to him in administering
the affairs of this organization;

Whereas, Daring the many stroggles
of past years he has brought the cause
to a devotion aud courage that demaunds
adwmiration; therefore, be it

Resolvea, That we, the delegates  to
the fourteenth annual convention of the
American Federation of Labor, desire
10 express in some degree our apprecie-~
tion of the work of their leader. It is
unnecessary to recite in detail nis many
self-sacrificing acts which are already
tndelibly imprinted on the records of
the labor movement. We earnestly hope
that his future may be blessed. We feel
that it is a matter for congratulation
aud rejoicing that the trade umnion
movement may stil! avai! itself of his
talents and influence for the emancipas
ton of labor.

Resolved, That these resolutions be
spread on the minutes of the conven-
tion and that the incoming executive
council be directed to have the same en-
grossed, {(ramed and presented to Sam-
uel Gompers.

Upon his return to the hall Mr. Gom-
pers supported the majority report on
the Pintlips bill in a strong speech and
it was adopted. A number of the dele-
zates asked to ve recorded as voting in
the negative. At 12:30 the convention
adjourned untit 2 o'clock. When the
afiernoon session was called the com-
imittee on laws reported on a large nuim-
ber of resolutions and amendments to
the laws of the urganization. The
wost lnportant was one providing that
1n future conventions the reperts of the
grievance cominittee shall be made in
executive session, which was adopted.
[t 1s hoped by this means to prevent the
publicity of some of the scenes that ce-
cur occasionally and distinguish the
discussion of these reports.

Unity Among Labor Orders.

The speciai committee appointed at
the last convention to hold a conterence
with other labor organizations for the
burpose of trying to bring about a unity
of action in the labor movement mwade
its report. It recounted the proceed-
ings of the conference, and recom-
mended that annual couferences of a
similar nature be held hereafter. The
comamittee consisted of Messrs. Gom-
pers, McGuire and Foster.

Mr. Penna made a sveech in which he
made a bitter attack upon the preseut
officers of the Knights of Labor. He
mentioned the names of Sovercign,
Bishop and Hayes, saying: *1 favor
harmony between labor organizations,
but I charge that the committee libels
true unton labor men when 1t elasses
such wen among them. 1 do not refer
to the Knights of Labor as a whole, for
amajority of the members are in open
revolt against their ofiicers. The offi-
cers in past years have secured a power
that makes 1t possible for thein to abso-
lutely control all general assemblies of
the orgunization, and thus perpetuate
themselves in office.”

Mr. McBride offered a substitute to
the committee’s report favoring unity
or action of trades unions, bat declining
to afliliate in auy way with the Knights
of Labor so long as” that organizalion
Geeupies its present position upon im-
portant questions coueerning organized
labor. It was adopted. Joun McBride,
Samuel Gompers aud P. J. M¢Guire
were named as the delegates to the next
conference of labor organizations, .

The question of indorsing the United
Brewers’ label brought forth further ex-
pressious ot condemnation for the
Knights of Labor, the United Brewers
being composed of subordinate bodies,
part of whom belong to the Federation
and part to the Knights, The conven-
tion decided to refuse to indorse the
label so long as the United Brewers re-
inain afliliated with the Kmghis of
Labor.

The question of indorsing the shoe

workers’ joint label was in muctr the
sawe status. The organizations joining
on the label include a K. of L. aseem-
ply; but it was stated the latter was in
revoll against the general assembly, and
was about ready to come into the fedoar-
ation. T'he label was indorsed, and the
execulive council was empowered to
withdraw the indorsement it it thought
proper. A resolution favoring a federal
law to protect labels of orgauized labor
was adopted.
_ Hou. David lolmes, of England, was
introduced, and made his iirst speeeh 1o
the conventiom. He complimented the
convention and urged its members to
effective work. Thanking his Ameri-
can breihren for their reception to him
and his colleague, he pledged his breth-
ren at home to a hearly welcome for
Delegates Gompers and McGuire next
summer.

President Gompers sresponded and
was received with great enthusiasm.

P. S. McGuire took Lhe floor to make
denials of some charges against him in
the press attributed to 7T. J. Morgan.
Mr. Morgan responded, and for a timne
gall and wormwood flowed frecly as
they reviewed their quarrels. ‘Then
Mr. Gompers recited his grievance
against Mr. Morgan, but tinally, upon
the proposition ot Mr. MeGuire, old
difierences were thrown aside and the
old comrades in the batiles for labor
agreed to stand shoulder to shoulder
against their common enemy—capital.
At o’clock the convention adjourned
sine die,

DEBS WILL MOT APPEAL.,

Thinks It Would Be Not Only
Useless, but lxpensive.
CnicAco, Dec. 18.—Eugene V. Debs,
president of the American Railway
union, aud his col'eagues have decided
to take the peunalty imposed by Judge
Woods without appeal. They will go
to the Cook county jail next Monday.
The ofticials reached this decision today
without the advice of their attoineys,
and their decision is final and positive.
Debs says an appeal would probably be
of no avail. The worry and expense

were also considerations.

Labor Leaders at Oddas,

DENVER, Col., Dec. 18.—It has. been
reported that Burns and Holmes, the
great English labor leaders and: dele-
gates from the British trades congress,
have had a falling out, and that Holmjes
has refused to appear on the platfor
with Burns. Color was given to this
story by the departure of Burns, while
his colleague remained in this city.
Holmes had expressed himself concern-
ing the freedom with which Burns has
beeun criticising American institutions
and American conditions on short ace
quaintance,and has said that he thought
his brother delagate had delivered him-
self of his opinions a little too soon.

David Holmes, M. P., said today his
feeliugs toward John Burns were per-
fectly amiable. He admits, however,
that perhaps Mr. Burns was somewhat
annoyed at his comments on the great
freedom with which the Englishman
criticised American customs and people.
As Mr. Holmes expressea it,**Mr. Burns
talked too much.”

Loxpon, Deec. 18. —Lord Dunraven is
undoubtedly much disappointed at the
turn of affairs in connectior with his
challenge for another race for the
America’s cup, and the British publie
accepts his view that the New York
Yacht elub people do not want to race
for the America’s cup.
